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Castro Assigned
$50,000 Bond Quota
For Month Of April

Mr. H. W. Golden, Chairman of
the Castro County War Fund com-
mittee was notified this week in a
letter from R. R. Gilbert, Chairman
of the War Finance Commitiee of
the Eleventh Federal Reserve Dis-
trict, that Castro County had been
assigned a quota of $50,000 for the
second War Loan Drive, and that
the drive would begin April 12, The
Ietter, in part, follows:

“As you know, the Treasury De-
partment has set an over-all goal
of 13 billion dollars to be raised du-
ring the Second War Loan drive.
Of this amount 8 billion dollars is
expected to be sold to non-banking
investors. The War Finance Com-
mittee of the Eleventh Federal Re-
serve District has been assigned a
quota of 200 million dollars to be
sold to non-banking investors out of
the' 8 billion dollar total for the
Nation.

“In response to numerous requests
quotas are being assigned to each
county in the district. Accordingly,
I wish to advise you that your |
county has been assigned a quota of |
$30,000 for the Second War Loan |
drive. This figure includes all sales
that may be made within your
county to non-banking investors
during the entire month of April of
Series E War Saving Bonds, Series
F & G Saving Bonds, Series C Tax
Savings Notes, and during the period
of the Second War Loan drive, start-
ing on April 12th, will also include
the current offering of %% Certifi-
cate of Indebtedness due April 1,
1944, 2% Treasury Bonds due Sept-
ember 15, 1952/50 and 2'%% Trea-
sury Bonds due June 15, 1969/64.”

Program To Stamp
Out Black Markets

To correct these conditions, your
government, through the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and the Office
of Price Administration, has launch-
ed a national meat-control program.
The controls include:

1. Livestock slaughter and deal-
er permits.

(a) All who slaughter livestock
for the sale of meat must obtain a
Federal permit. All major whole-
sale cuts of meat sold by them must
be stamped with the permit number.

(b) All livestock dealers must ob-

tain government permits to buy or |.

sell livestock.

2. A Set-Aside Order which re-
quires that all meat packers operat-
ing under Federal inspection must
set aside for war requirements des-
ignated percentages of their produc-
tion. A meat restriction order which
specifies, by 3-month periods, the
quotas of beef, pork, veal, mutton,
and lamb that can be distributed
for civilian use.

3. Wholesale and retail price ceil-
ings which provide the maximums
which retailers and consumers can
be charged.

4. Consumer rationing of meats—
the fair way to assure each civilian
his fair share.

Permits for Slaughters

Under the new permit plan for
slaughterers, all persons who slaugh-
ter animals for the sale of meat
must, in all instances, obtain permits
before the slaughter occurs. Farmers
who slaughter animals only for home
use need not obtain permits. If they
intend to sell any of the meat, how-
ever, they must have the permit, and
any meat sold by them must be
properly stamped. All slaughter-
ers must keep complete records of
sales and purchases for later govern-
ment review.

By April 1, anyone who slaughters
meat for sale must obtain an individ-
ual permit number. Slaughterers
who operate under federal, state,
tounty or city inspection will have
the same number they now stamp
on wholesale meat cuts. Other
slaughterers, who will be given num-
bers for the first time, also will be
required to stamp their slaughter
permit numbers conspicuously on
each wholesale cut of meat sold.

This part of the plan is specifical-
ly designed to help stamp out the
black market. If every wholesale cut
of meat sold in the retail market has
to have a slaughter permit number
plainly stamped upon it, no illegally
slaughtered wholesale cuts of meat
can be placed in the butcher's cool-
ers or showeases without being spot-
ted immediately.

If black market operators can be
kept from buying meat, then the

jonly competition for livestock will

be between legitimate slaughterers
who sell meats with their price ceil-
ings for civilian use, and who are
helping to fill the government's mili-
tary needs for meat,
Permits For Dealers

Under the dealer-permit plan any-
one who buys and sells meat animals
and keeps them for less than 30 days
is considered a dealer and is requir-
ed to obtain a permit from the coun-
ty war board. He also is required
to keep complete record of his
livestock purchases and sales, in-
cluding the date he bought meat ani-
mals, their weight, prices he paid for
them, to whom he sold them, and
the price received. The dealer in
livestock gets no stamp of any kind.

Any
housewife who meets this goal will
assure each member of her family
two cups of home-canned food daily
for about seven months.

“The need for housewives to
meet the goal was emphasized when
Price Administrator Prentiss M
Brown reported that only 13,000,000
cases of commercially-canned fruits
and vegetables would be available
to civilians each month this year as
compared to 30,000 000 cases a month
last year,” Baum said. “This means
a reduction of 57 per cent, but
civilians will get along on it so our
armed forces and allies can get the
food they need to whip the Axis."
