Willie Schneider, who farms 90 acres s mil* snd half nortb^ut of Wilsoq is pictured above in his 

30-acre Irrigated field of Lankart 57 cotton that had already been p ick^  over once when the a- 
bove picture was taken two weeks ago. Schneider ginned 140,067 pounds of lint, or 28 500-i^nd 
bales the first pulling from 30 seres. At that time he hsd pulled four acres twiM, and hsd seven 
bales from those four acres, snd uill pull possibly another bale snd s half from the patch. His over­
all average from the 30 acres will go to nearly two bales per acre.

Schneider has a small six-inch well that pumps a stream of onlv about four inches. Many farm­
ers may have bigger wells, wstcr more acres, and may even be producing more per sere. But he was 
out almost nothing in labor expense in raising this crop, and there are few any more proud of their 
farm than Willie.

Nearby, Floyd Hack has 21 acres of Storm Matter cotton on the John Hack seed farm that will 
also produce nearly two bales p e r‘acre.

Well, the weather has been a 
little exasperating the past yeai 
or two. It was hot and dry all the 
summer—or most of it—but it has 
been very damp half the time ajul 
very cool half the time since I 
came dowm here October 20« In 
fact it has been unseasonably cold 
since November 1.

Well, in spite of the general 
bad weather, I have been running 
around down here a little bit the 
past few days. One day recently 
my sitter Alice and I drove out 
to Latham Springs, where the 
Baptists of this area have theii 
encampment grounds. It is situat 
cd in a acenic spot near the 
Brazos River 25 miles northwest 
of Waco. The springs and the 
small stream that flows from' 
them constitute the* greatest na­
tural attraction. Very few new 
buildings have been erected in 

! recent years and the encampment 
! evidently is not as vigorous noi 
as well attended as some of our 
Baptist apd Methodist West Tex 
as encampments. The road out 
there is not excellent,.but it'was 
a nice drive anyway.

Then Sunday afternoon was a 
clear, lovely, almost ideal after 
noon, and so two of my sisters 
and a niece and 1 could not re­
sist the temptation .to go. out driv­
ing. We drove out to Clifton in 
the North Bosque valley some 25 
miles W-N. W., of Waco, and 
from that point we drove across 
to Gstesville and from Gatesville 
back to Waco. That drive from 
Clifton tq Gatesville is one of the 
most beautiful in Central Texas; 
and the drive from Gatesville back 
toward Waco for the first ten or 
15 miles Is likewise very beauti 
ful.

In this conoection. I might state 
that the drive from Meridian 
further up the Bosque valley, a 
cross country southwesterly t c 
Hamilton, is also one of the most 
attractive drives in this whole 
area. If you are ever down in 
Central Texas on a mfre pleasure 
trip, you will not regret running 
over this section of highway.

Another drive that is lovely, 
especially in the spring or tbe 
late fall, is the entire drive down 
the Bosque Valley from Hico to 
Valley Mills. No mountain grand 
eur on any of these drives but 
wooded hills, lovely dales, much 
color, and serene beauty every- 
whero

bridge north of Belton up the 
Leon Rover valley for a few miles 
to the mouth of the Cowhouse 
and thence up the Cowhouse val­
ley to SparU, aod even to Brook- 
haven near £amp Hood. In tbe 
face of a gale^that blew from the 
south as we went down to Belton 
aod a gale from the north aa<we 
came back, one of my sisters and 
a former sister-in-law and I visit 
ed this stretch of breath-taking 
beauty Monday—of last week as 
you read this.

There are two features of tbb 
stretch of country that have al­
ways appealed to me. One is the 
bluffs, and the other'is the trees. 
Tbe bluffs, white here and gray 
there, rise perpendicularly to a 
height of a hundred to 150 feet, 
my estimate, above the waters of 
the stream dowm below. Seen a 
bovc the trees from the south side 
of the stream, they offer a_ pic­
ture that artists should covet the 
privilege of painting. In some 
places the bluffs are. half-hidden 
by luxuriantly sreen cedars; in 
some placet they Jut out through 
the cedars and peer over the tall­
er trees down in the valley. In 
.some places, the bluffs present 
barren, perpendicular walls along 
a stretch of several hundred 
yards. This is ona of the kinds of 
beauty that always has intrigued

me.
And tbe trees in the valley and 

on the slopes! Great spreading 
oaks; fine, symmetrical ‘ pecan 
treed, which seem to have been 
made to order; willows here and 
there that seem so sorrowrful that 
they make you want to weep: 
many smaller varieties of trees, 
and cedars everywhere. Joyce Kil­
mer must have had Uit same rev­
erent felling about trees that most 
other folks occasionally have 
when he wrote this little coupldt: 
“Poems are made by fools like 
me. but. only God can make a 
tree." And how wonderful is hl» 
handiwork!

Too, if Joyce Kilmer felt like a 
fool in writing a fine poem, bow 
much more of a fool must he be 
who can write only a Column- 
like me.

Both men and women were re­
quired to w o rk e d  must do what 
the authorities required. In re­
turn they were furnished shelter. 
f(x>d, and clothing. Celibacy was 
required for about 15 years in 
order that the women might be 
free to work.

significant, especially after teeing 
the Baumeler and the Bimelei 
mansions and the suggestions ol 
luxury in which their families liv­
ed; “Lax bookkeeping methods 
and their invitation to abuse and 
the success of former members 
had their effect.” The members 
saw their earnings go to the So­
ciety while members who had 
v/itbdrawn and gone to work for 
themselves enjoyed the fruits of 
their labors. The good American 
way of individual freedom in 
every respect had prevailed and 
in 1898 the Society was disband 
ed.

In spite of the rigid require­
ments of the people, they were 
happy for many yearsT They re­
joiced in their religious freedom 
and expressed their Joy in sing­
ing. An orchestra, a brass band, 
and a men’s choir played an Im­
portant part in their communal 
life. However, within forty yean 
after the colony was founded we 
find the people beginning to tire 
of the rigid requirements of the 
communal system. From what 1 
taw and learned I believe the 
authorities lived rather luxurious 
ly at the expense of the worken 
who no doubt were well cared foi 
tjut did not enjoy all tbe fruits 
of their labon. Horace Greeley 
told: “It is impossible to enslave, 
mentally or socially, a Bible-read- 
ing people." These people read 
their Bibles. The membership 
gradually decreased until when 
the. Society was disbanded >th« 
membenhip had dwindled from a 
high of 500 to only 222 adults and 
children.

Old timers of Tarry county, as 

well as the south Plains area in 
general, heard with iwgrets the 
paaaing of Mrs. G. E. Lockhart, 
of Lubbock, a pioneer of the area 
since 1801, haWng come to Terry 
county three years before the or 
ganization of the county, settling 
in the Gomez vicinity. Her first 
husband was a son of a pioneer 
settler, who passed on many years 
ago, but some of his boys still 
call Terry county tbehr home. .

Anyway, her last husband, the 
late G. IL Lockhart, did not, start 
his'law  practice in Tahoka, as  
sn article in the area dally arron 
eously stated, but at Gomez, Ter­
ry county. Texas. Up until about 
1800, he had been Supt. or as we 
then called Principal, of the Go­
mez achooia, when be receivpd his 
licenae to practice law.

The reason we remember it st> 
well, was the occasion of his get­
ting in hia first law library. It 
was a real 'windy day in the 
spring, and the wrapping of his 
Law book got awav from G. E„ 
and some one that came over to 
Brownfield from Gomez wanted 
to know if any of the wrappers 
got this far. But Lockhart moved 
to Tahoka about the time the rail­
road came there ia about lOlZ 
and opened a law office there. We 
could get la the old files of the 
Herald, but we're too lazy to look 
th m  dp, '

W e'can’t be podtive wbethOT 
or aot Mr. and Mrs. Lockhart were 
married before or after be moved 
to Tahoka. It could not have been 
long either way. Around 1813-14, 
during Gov. Colquitt's administra 
tran. this section had grown to 
where it needed a new )udicial 
diatrict Dp to that time we were 
in the old 38th that reached from 
Telia to Lameaa. and from the 
caprock to the New Mcxko Use 
of all the organized counties in 
Texas.

When the TTad district was cre­
ated. Gov. Colquitt appointed the 
late Judge W. R  Spencer, then 
of this city, as the District Judge, 
and Atty. J. B ..V ickm . of Lub­
bock as district attorney. But at 
the election when the appointive 
term coded. Lockhart beat Vick­
ers as district attorney# bolding 
the office several terms. He mov­
ed to Lubbock about the time 
nhen this area was ready to 
swarm agala. and the 188th'dis 
tric{ was created.

Anyway, Earnest I^ickhart be­
gan his law practice at Gomes 
and not Tahoka. There eras an­
other alt<r.-iicy at Gomgz at that 
time. WiU MrPheeursoo. But o t  
course one could net expect new­
comers to know all abo^  th a t .

buBetla prepared by L. S. Bird, 
plant pathologist .with the Texas 
Ehqiariinant Station, and L. H. 
Blank, USDA plant pathoUgist.

Bacterial blight diaeaac,^may af­
fect all aboveground parts of the 
cotton plant. It shows up on the 
leaves ss water-soakad angular 
changes in .th e  * plant tissue, 
which turn brown when dry. On 
the boils, the disease appears as 
wster-soaked round spots, which 
art- sunken and Mack when dry. 
Long black injuries are produced 
on the stems and fruiting branch­
es. These appearsnoca, cause bac­
terial blight to W commonly 
known as "angular loaf spot,” 
boU blight" and ’*blackarm.”

It baa estiauted that this 
disease caaaea an annual reduction 
in yield of Upland cotton, in the 
United States of one to two per 
cent, and from 6 to 19 percent 
in severe outbreaks of Egyptian 
apd Sea laUad varieties.
