Yorodsu Hocho says the Phil-
pine have cost the Unlited States
much money and no substantial ad-
vantages have been secured and Japan
could meet with more  SJCCess as
America failed because of the radical
racial differences between ruler and
ruled and the long distance which sep-
arates the government from the is-
lands.

 Weather Bureau Inspector to
Penetrate Arctic Circle

MAY TAKE AN AIRSHIP

Was Selected From Volunteers for
From AIll Over the
United States

Service

Major W. B. Hersey, who is one of

the two government inspectors of the
weather bureau service, has just fin-
ished inspecting the office in
charge of D. 8. Landis. During his
stay in the city some interesting facts
were learned.

A short time ago the government
called for a man to volunteer, one
willing to go with an expedition into
the Arctic circle and make a study of
the magnetic conditions there. In
answer to this call there were several
voluntéers, but Major Hersey was the
only man capable of doing the work
who volunteered.

In calling for a volunteer for this
expedition the government was careful
to state that the person who presented
himself must be willing to go in what-
ever manner the government chose to
send him; whether by boat, balloon or
airship. It is quite likely that the ex-
pedition will be made either by bal-
loon or by airship. Major Hersey has
expressed his determination to acconi-
pany the expedition, no difference what
the mode of travel may be.

For many years the major has been
connected with the TUnited States
weither service and he is considered
the best man in the country to make
the observations around the pole. The
work will be extremely hazardous, (f
the trip be made via an airship or

balloon.
Local Office Busy

During the recent inspection of the
local weather bureau, in charge of D.
S, Landis, Inspector Hersey stated that
the local office put out more maps,
cards and weather data than any other
station outside the larger cities. Mr.
L.andis was complimented by the in-
spector for the efficient way he
handles the Fort Worth station.

D. S. Landis recently took the exam-
ination required of weather observers
before they are promoted. The result
of the examination will not be known
for some time yet,

on foot by Dallas parties, but there
is no movement on foot now.”

Merchants Report Large Sales
of Implements

According to statements from deal.
ers and farmers the first month and g
half of the new year has furnished
conditions calculated to foreshadow g
successful season of implement trading
and of crop harvestings. There m-,-.
been  just enough of alterations of
periods of snowing, freezing, thawing
and raining to put the “season in the
ground” necessary to furnish moistuve
for deep rootage of winter crops, with-
out interfering with plowing and plant-
ing arrangements of the early spring
time. The heavy rainstorm of Feb, 12
was followed by perfect, clear weather,
the dreaded sleet did not materialize,
What is desired now is a continuation
of dry conditions during the next thirty
days. This will not only enable the
prosecution of spring plowing and
planting with a consequent boom in
the sale of plows, planters and cultf-
vators, but will take the winter wheag
fields out of soggy conditions, permits
ting the roots and stalks to develop
the hardening qualities so necessary
after going through the winter con-
ditions. More rain just now would de
more harm than good to the winter
wheat and oats. Warm, dry weather
for a month would be the ideal condi-
tion for both these crops.

The truck farming outlook is alse
good at this distance and the early
vegetable season of Texas may be ex-
pected to arrive at a date at least equal
to that of the average year. Grain
men and implement dealers estimate
the Texas wheat crop as being almost
a duplicate of last year in acreage,
with conditions more encouraging
than those of twelve months ago.

On the cotton outlook all that can
be said at this distance from the plant-
ing season, an average time of six
weeks hence for the state, is that there
is an inclination to plant a much larger
acreage in 1906 than was devoted to
the crop of 1905. The farmers reducad
the acreage last year, in Texas, ex-
clusively through compulsion and not
from sentiment nor as a result of any-
one's advice. Every acre was put in
cotton that weather conditions would
permit. The rainy season last year
was of abnormal duration, extending
up into July. This caused a reduction
in acreage of something like 15 per
cent. With a dry and fairiy early
planting season this year an increasa
in acreage of not less than 20 per cent
for 1906 as compared with 1905 may
reasonably be looked for. The high
price averaging above 10 cents per
pound during the entire marketing
season, has stimulated the inclinatieon
of the Texas farmer to “go into sot-
ton” to the limit of his planting ability.
He reasans that three bales selling at 9
cents per pound will bring him more
money in the market than will two
bales selling at 11 cents per pound.
Three bales at 9 cents will bring him,
in round figures, counting the sale of
seed, $3160. Two bales at 11 cents will
bring him $125, in round figures, with
the seed sales counted in. A finan-
cial difference in favor of the three
bales of $35. As it costs about $18 to
plant, pick and market a bale of cot-
ton, he is $17 net to the good on the
three-bale proposition. And the Texas
farmer seems likely to do his cotton
planting along that line of reasoning in
1906.

“I knew many of the old men of
desperate courage and iron nerve who
participated in the deadly affrays that
used to be common in Kansas towns
in the days when the Texas ranchmen
drove cattle by thousands up the
trail,” said Mr, C. P. Thomas of Mon-
tana, at the Arlington, says the Washe
ington Post.

He
could operate two pistols at once with
lightning rapidity and unerring aim.
He was killed in a most cowardly
manner while engaged in a pokor
game in which he failed to sit witn
his back to the wall, as was his habit.

“Doec Halliday was a native of
Georgia, and take him all in all, he
was possessed of the most dare-devil
and reckless bravery of any of’his as-
sociates.

“If the shipment of live stock is
judged from the standpoint of a city
or viliage man who sees only the de-
mesticated, well-broken animals in the
habit of being handled as individuals
or in small numbers the hardship of
the law as at present would not seen
severe, But the great proportion of
live stock shipped by raiircads is from
the plains and pastures where the
animals have not been handled and
domesticated, but are wild and nervous,
and in loading for shipment, even if
they are quietly handled, considerable
suffering and loss must occur. And
after the stock has covered a part of
its journey, it becomes more nervous
end excited, and the unloading and re-
loading brings about still greater suf-
fering and loss. Unloading them into
muddy yards—and the vards are often
in bad condition—gives them little rest
and less food, and oftentimes they re-
fuse to drink the impure water af-
forded in the unclean yards.

“The bill provides that where live
stock is being-shipped in trains of ten
cars or more, an average rate of speed
of not less than sixteen mniles an hour
shall be maintained, unless prevented
by ‘accidental or unavoidalbie causes
which cannot be anticipated or avoided
by the exercise of due dili«nce and
foresight.” This can w rdship
to the railroads in th ~oncuet
of thei» busincss.
