RALPH WATKINS IS SHOT T0
DFATH HERE SUNDAY—GILBERT
C0X CHARGED WITH KILLING

A tragedy believed to have in-

volved family trouble in which the
victim representeéd. the third part
of the triangle was enacted here at
7:30 o'clock Sunday morning.

The 20-year-old husband is in the
county jail charged with murder,
while Ralph Watkins, also 20, lies
at the G. €. Malone funeral home,
pending arrival of his mother from
California, The shooting took place
in front of Cox' home.

Gilbert Cox, & husband of four
months, this morning waived pre-
liminary hearing before Justice of
Peace C. E. Cary, The grand jury
is investigating the case today. The
first witnesses they called to the
grand jury room in the new court-
house were J. N, Cox, the youth’s
father, his wit‘e, sigter; and fnther-
in-law.

After the shooting, Cox drove'. to
Boise City, Okla,, where his father
lives. An hour after he arrived at
the Oklahoma\town, he surrendered
to the deputy sheniff there. He was
brought back to Pampa yesterday
afterncon by Deputies Weldon Wil-
son and Herbert Wachtendorf, and
lodged in the countyjail.

Watkins was shot thpee times
with a .38 calibre 'pistol. “One bul-
let entered the upper lip and lodg-
ed in the brain and another lodged
in the groin, and a third in the
stomach.

Officers learned “that Cox mar-
ried while Watking was serving a
prison sentence in California on a
charge of holding up*a drug store
in that state. Watkins returned
Saturday from prison. Before he
left Pampa, he and 'Cox were close
friends. Officers said Watkins had

Many Cities to Have
Ceremonies This
Sacred Day

Renewing its ties with a heritage
of heroismn from its patriot found-
ers, Texas halted its tasks today to
commemorate the 94th anniversary
of the-battle of San Jacinto, which
freed it from Mexican rule.

On the sacred Texas day, Texas
gpill was prepared to receive the
state's first governor, with the re-
burial in the state cemetery in Aus-
fin of the body of James Pinckney
Henderson.

" The body was brought from the
ngressional cemetery-at Washing-
where it had rested since Hen-
died ot March 4, 1858, while
serving as United States senator
from Texas,

Services were planned in the
state senate chamber of the capitol,
with Judge O. S. Lattimore of the
Court of Criminal Appeals deliver-
ing the oration. Henderson served
as attorney general and as ambas-
sador from the Republlc of Texas
to England.

All state departments of the capi-
tol were closed for the day.

At the battlefield of San Jacinto,
near Houston, thousands of Texans
gathered on their annual pilgrim-
age to lay wreaths on the graves of
the fallen heroes.

Relation of the story of how the
800 Texans uncer General Sam
Houston, with cries of “remember
the Alamo and Goliad”— where
Texas patriots had been massacred
~surprised General Santa Anna
and his soldiers at their siesta hour
with sudden victory—was on the

NEWLY CREATED COURT OPENS
HERE FIRST TIME—ENGLEDOW,
3IST ATTORNEY, IS DELAYED

After a prayer for divine guidance
by the Rev. D, D. MecSkimming,
Judge Clifford Braly opened the
first session of the 114th district
court in Gray county this morning.
Members of the Pampa bar and
citizens packed the district court
room.

With one exception, local attor-
neys voted to transfer the entire
civil docket of the 31st district court
to the 114th district docket, and
Judge W. R. Ewing of the 31st dis-
trict ordered the immediate trans-
fer.

Just before the 31st district court
adjourned and Judge Braly took the
bench, W. M. Lewright, local at-
torney, informed Judge Ewing that
he had just talked by telephone with
C. G. Engledow at McKinney,
Texas, and that because of an au-
tomobile accident Mr. Engledow
said he could not return to Pampa
before next week. Mrs, Engledow
suffered ' painful injuries and Her
husband sustained injuries on his
leg when their car overturned near
MoKinney yesterday. Their little
girl, who was riding with them, was
frijared, Mr. Lewright said.” Mrs,
Engledow is now. in the hasplt.ul at
MeKinney.

“I now have a telegram on my
desk from Governor Moody stating
that he had appointed Mr. Engle-

right said.

Judge Ewing then appointed Ben
Allred to serve as district attorney
pro tem until Mr. Engledow returns.

Cook and Mr. Lewright spoke in
favor of this plan. Judge Newton
P. Willis, voicing his opinion upon
the request of Judge Braly, said
that there are three types of civil
cases on the docket: (1) dormant
cases, (2) cases In which one side
is ready and the other is not, and
(3) cases in which both sides are
ready. He favored trial of the third
class of cases first. This plan was
opposed by Mr. Cook, Mr. Lewright,
and others.

Action on the matter was defer-
red until this afternoon or later.
