Dawson had told trustees at an
earlier meeting that the: summer
school program being offered was not
only unacceptable, but was also
costing the school district money. He
said one teacher and an aide had been
attempting to instruct both math and
English on all four grade levels, and
the number of students made it
impossible for the teacher to do a
good job

I'he principal’s proposal includes at
least two teachers, depending on the
enrollment load, plus an adminis
trator to assist in maintaining
discipline. Costs other than instruc
tion include building custodian and
utilities, he told trustees.

Students will be required to attend
classes 11 days to make up a quarter.
Classes will be five days a week, from
8a.m. until noon. One absence will be
permitted per quarter, and two
tardies will constitute a day's
absence, under the program.

Students will continue to be
permitted to attend summer school in
other districts in any academic area
needed to insure they can graduate
with their class.

GYMNASIUM PROJECT
Trustees, meeting with architect
Don Daugherity, decided to take
another angle toward building a
second gymnasium at the high school
campus.

The board received only one bid
from a contractor last month, and
rejected it because they felt it was
considerably higher than the
architect's estimates. It was felt the
lack of interest from contractors was
the result of work created in Wichita
Falls by the April 10 tornado.

The new angle the board will
attempt will be for the school to be its
own general contractor, and adver-
tise for separate sub contracts, which
would include one for building and
slab, one for plumbing and one for
electrical work.

Trustees expect to open bids in
June on the project.

In connection with the gymnasium
project, Daugherity offered a

settlement for his office’'s work which
was considerably less than the bill
which has accumulated.

An agreement was reached at the
outset of the project that the board
would pay a per-hour fee, rather than
the usual seven percent of the total
bid fee.

Daugherity admitted that the
$22,000 bill was much higher than he
had anticipated, and offered to take
the seven percent fee on the
estimated building cost, which came
out at approximately $13,000. Board
members readily agreed.

The settlement was for the project
to date, and a new fee has started for
the rest of the work to construction,
but Daugherity said most of that has
already been paid for.

SELL HOUSE
Trustees approved sale of the
Building Trades Class project house
at 701 W. Texas, for $49,500, and
adopted a resolution required for
finalizing the sales contract.

Other business considered by
trustees included:

* To have a two-inch layer of
additional soil applied to the high
school football field.

* Delay action on revamping the
high school track to meet metric
measurements required by the
University Interscholastic League
next year.

* Approve use of a school bus by
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the Student Council to make a May 19
trip to Six Flags amusement center,
stipulating such trips probably would
not be allowed in future years.

* Delayed any action on purchasing
a pickup for Jimmy Howell,
vocational agriculture instructor.

* Heard a report from Bill Steger
that the school's gasoline allocation
had been cut 10 percent for May, but
he had made a special request for an
additional 2,000.

* Though no action will be taken
until the June meeting, Steger told
trustees he recommends increasing
price for all noon meals in school
cafeterias by five cents for students K
through 6, and 10 cents for grades 7
through 12.

* Heard a report from Harold
Cowley that $33,985 in damages were
inflicted on school buildings by a hail,
most of it occuring at the Valley View
campus. Cowley said insurance had
covered $28,534.

* Trustees took no action on
reconsideration of secretary salary
increases, saying they wanted to see
what the state salary hikes would
amount to in pending legislation.

* Though the subject of enlarging
the school tax office was not on the
agenda, Jesse McCullough said the
project was needed and should be on
the next agenda. He recommended
adding onto the building, with a part
of the addition to be fire proof for
holding of important records.

Some Texas educators are
opposing the movement which would
require by law all Texas high school
graduates to pass a minimum
competency examination before
getting their diploma. This require-
ment is an outgrowth of the concern
held across the entire nation that too
many young people are graduating
from high school who cannot read or
write well enough to take their place
in today's society. There are 33 states
which now have such laws or their
legislatures are considering such laws
to make these basic skills a
requirement for graduation. We see
nothing wrong with it. We think that
aboy or girl who graduates from high
school should be able to do far more
than sign his or her name with an X"
and should be able to do more than
simple arithmetic.

Some educators fear that it will be
hard to administer such tests, that it
will pull down the entire level of
education if the schools have to drop
down to the level of the slower
students and concentrate upon
getting them qualified to pass the
minimum competency test. In some
parts of the country, critics of this
plan say that it is aimed at the blacks
and is therefore discriminatory, but
of course these laws apply to

everybody regardless of race. We
doubt if such a state law would have a

The minimum
competency test does not require
students to be able to conjugate verbs
or work algebraic equations, but it
does require them to be able to read
and write well enough to function in
our society and to be able to make
change and transact some business.

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I'm trying to get some figures on
how much grain is required to
produce a gallon of gasohol.

I believe we would be in reasonably
good shape the government would
get out of the business of controlling,
immediately, and let oil prices seek
their own level

Obviously, gasoline would rise in

price dramatically. But the revenue
picture would be so attractive the oil
industry would not only have the
desire, but the finances, to seek out
more sources of crude oil.

With the pressure this would bring
from the public, the automobile
manufacturers would then dump
their stubborn ways and start
producing more efficient automobiles.

You think they are efficient today?
Well why was it 20 years ago we
could get 30 miles per gallon with a
full sized sedan, just driving a
standard transmission with over-
drive. And that was with
airconditioning, too.

There's no question in my mind
that, if the government would help by
aiding those who have new ideas
about vehicles and power units for
them, and stop
prices to satisfy those who want the
free meal, we would be far better off
and there would be no shortage of
transportation fuel.

But then, I always was an optimist.

product needs of the county
are met. :
The Red River Regional
Red Cross Blood Center is
the processing site for 40
regional hospitals. Regular
deliveries are made to these
hospitals but when a special
need arises at a hospital,
such as the Wichita General
or Bethania Hospital in
Wichita Falls, the Red Cross
Center sends out the
necessary units of blood.
Because blood can only be

stored for 21 days, donors
are always needed toreplace
the supply. A donor may
give blood every 56 days, if
they are between the ages of
18 and 65, in good health and
weigh at least 110 pounds.
Seventeen-year-olds can
give with written parental
oconsent.

The actual process of
giving blood only takes from
seven to ten minutes but
with time for registration,
the medical history and

refreshments, the donor
should expect to spend

about an hour at the
bloodmobile.

A brief medical exam-
ination including blood
pressure temperature,
;ul< md a hemoglobin
blood test is given to every
potential donor. These are
some of the factors that

determineif it is safe for the
individual to be a blood
donor and if the blood being
donated is safe for a patient
to receive.

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Cotton yields surprising
on county’s tight lands

A demonstration by Rufus
King in the Wichita Valley
has shown the irrigation
water with its high salt level
can be used successfully in
carop production. King pro-
duced 62 bushels per acre of
wheat and 750 pounds of lint
cotton per acre with three
irrigations.

Many landowners in the
Wichita Valley have thought
sensitive crops such as
wheat could not be success-
fully irrigated. However,
King has shown high yields
can e made with proper
irrigation techniques coup-
led with good production
practices.

His wheat fertilization
program included 60 pounds
of nitrogen and 60 pounds of
phosphorous applied at
planting time. Another 60
pounds of nitrogen were
applied as a topdressing in
January. The three irriga-
tion applications were aimed
at supplying the amount of
moisture required by the
plants plus an additional 25
percent more water to leach
the salts cut of the upper soil
profile.

The books
arrive in a reusable canvas
mailing bag which includes a
pre-paid return label.

There are also a
number of large-print titles
included for those who
would prefer them. Check
with your own local public
library for a copy of the
catalog, or contact the North
Texas Library System at
817-335-6076. This program
is funded with state and
federal tax money.

The cotton was planted on
May 20 with 60 pounds of
nitrogen and 60 pounds of
phosphorous applied prior to
planting. He used the
developmental stages of
cotton to plan his irrigation
applications. Peak water use
for cotton occurs during the
full bloom season. Cotton

uses approximately 3/10
inch of water per day during
this period. He was careful
to supply this amount of
water plus the additional 25
percent for leaching.

The irrigation was also
timed to miss the bollworm
flights which occurred early
in August and again late in

August. Watering was
discontinued late in July in
order to hasten maturity.

This was an excellent
demonstration to show local
irrigation water can be

successfully used under
proper management to
produce high return crops
such as cotton.

Telephone sales fraud caution

telephone solicitation, Clau

Watch out for unscrup-
ulous dealers whomay try to
trick consumers into a
purchase or into making a
contribution to a phony
charity, she says.

Ms. Kerbel is with the
Texas Agricultural Exten
sion Service, The Texas

A&M University System.
Remember these tips:
* Never agree to buy a
product, let a salesperson

come to your home or make
a charitable contribution
during the first phone call

Tell the salesperson you'll
call him back if you decide to
buy or let someone come to

your home.

* Call the Better Business
Bureau or Chamber of
Commerce to check up on
the company, then call them

back if you really need what
they're selling.

* If it's a charitable
organization, ask them to
send you information about
the charity.

* If the company repre-
sents itself as helping the

handicapped, ask how many
handicapped are employed
and how much money goes
to the handicapped.

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Holliday City Council
Monday night voted to
install driveway drainage
pipes for homeowners who
purchase their own pipe.

The council also accepted
the resignation of City
Secretary Betty Wallace,
who has moved to Burk-
burnett. Her resignation will
become effective May 18.

The decision to help
homeowners alleviate
drainage problems climaxed
several weeks of debate
after Clarence Whitling and
other residents complained
of drainage problems. Most
of the residents complained
of water backing up into
their yards during rainy
spells.

According to plans aired
at Monday night's council
meeting, residents will be
responsible for purchasing
the drainage pipe. A section
of 12-inch pipe 18 to 20 feet
long apparently will be the
average size needed.
