Nuclear success

Topic secret project takes
uranium out of terrorists’ reach

WASHINGTON (AP) — Night
and day in a remote site in cen-
tral Asia, a 36-year-old U.S.
nuclear engineer and 30 other
experts labored six weeks in
secrecy over a huge cache of
bomb-grade uranium. Their
goal: Secure the material out of
the reach of terrorists by spirit-
ing it away to America.

By Wednesday, top-secret
“Project Sapphire’’ was com-
plete — 1,400 stainless steel can-
isters filled with nearly a half-
ton of nuclear material had
been flown by Air Force C-5
cargo planes from the outer
reaches of Kazakhstan to an
Oak Ridge, Tenn., storage site.

“One more threat of nuclear
terrorism and proliferation has
been removed from the world,”
President Clinton said Wednes-
day.

“It was a very hard, but avery
rewarding job and we're glad to
be back home,’’ Alex Reidy said
after the mission was disclosed
at a Pentagon press conference.

The slim, bespectacled father
of two from Tennessee hardly
looks like the central character
in a secret mission to thwart
international bad guys. But top
officials from the Pentagon, and
the  Energy and State Depart-

ments heaped praise on him for
organizing what would have
been a ‘“‘Mission Impossible”
during Cold War days.

Reidy is an arms control ana-
lyst for a branch of Martin
Marietta that runs the Energy
Department’s storage facility at
Oak Ridge, and was trained as a
nuclear engineer at the Univer-
sity of Illinois.

“It does not take a great deal
of sophistication to work with
some of this material,” he said,
“so here was a real signXicant
proliferation threat.”

After Clinton approved the
operation Oct. 7, Reidy moved
his team of volunteers to
Kazahkstan, where they built
several small buildings to pro-
cess the nuclear material for
transport.

Reidy’s team was composed of
nuclear scientists and techni-
cians, all civilians working for
the Department of Energy in
either Tennessee or Nevada, as
well as four Pentagon transla-
tors.

From Oct. 9 to mid-November
they worked 12- to 14-hour days,
six days a week, Reidy said,
diluting 2.3 metric tons of mate-
rial.

It is hard enough losing your
husband of almost 22 years but
when faced with having to har-
vest hundreds of acres of cotton
six weeks later, it can be over-
whelming.

When you live in a tight-knit
community like St. Lawrence, it
makes dealing with the problem
that much easier. Sharon Lange
and her three children lost their
husband and father, Roger, in
August when he died in a head-
on collision in St. Lawrence.

A month and a half later, it
was time to harvest more than
300 acres of cotton and some

Bushes ready

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov.-elect
George W. Bush’s twin daugh-
ters balked at the idea of board-

Flood-related fuel spills
prompt tighter regulations

HOUSTON (AP) — Port of
Houston officials are consider-
ing tighter pipeline licensing
rules and better emergency
response capacity after recent
flood-related fuel spills and
explosions on the San Jacinto
River.

Port commissioners haven’t
taken any action yet on the mat-
ter, but they agreed at a Tues-
day meeting to review safety
precautions.

“When you have an accident

like this, it brings to everyone’s
attention you need to look at
your procedures,” said Port
Authority executive director H.
Thomas Kornegay. “We didn’t
have any problems. It just
brings up all these issues.”

At least four pipelines cross-
ing the San Jacinto near the
Houston Ship Channel ruptured
last month, spilling thousands
of gallons of oil and gasoline
that exploded and burned for
several days.

Richards: Checking out the options

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Ann
Richards is exploring her
options after losing her re-elec-
tion bid two weeks ago, but she
knows what she doesn’t want.

Despite the rumors that have
been floating, she said Tuesday
she has no plans to head the
Democratic National Commit-
tee. She also says she won't
become U.S. agriculture secre-
tary, turn to an acting career or
challenge Sen. Phil Gramm in
1996 either as president or sena-
tor.

“Whatever I do, it’s going to
be wonderful,”” she told
reporters at her first public
appearance since the Nov. 8
general election, an early
Thanksgiving dinner for the
needy where she helped serve
plates of turkey and trimmings.

“All of the discussions that
I'm having really have to do
with how I might interface in
business and how I might do
some things that will help me
make a living,” she said. “I'm
not going to go away."”’

Whatever she does, Richards
says she expects it will be in her
home state.

“There are a lot of family con-
straints and things that would
keep me in Texas,” she said. “I
love Austin and I love Texas.
My heart is here, so I'm sure I'll
be here.”

The 61-year-old Democratic
governor added that she feels
‘“absolutely great’ despite her
loss to Republican Gov.-elect
George W. Bush, who will be
inaugurated Jan. 17.

“I] get up and read the morn-
ing newspaper, and I used to,
you know, I took those things so
personally, that there ought to
be something I could do about
this or that,” Richards said,
“and knowing that I'm no

Oilman Clinton Manges denounces fraud charges

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — South
Texas oilman Clinton Manges
broke his silence Wednesday
over a fraud and bribery indict-
ment against him, denouncing
the charges as he emerged from
an extraordinary court hearing.

“I've never heard anything so
ridiculous as this thing,” said
the 71-year-old Manges, known
for his oil and ranch dealings,
his alliances with powerful

politicians and his ownership of
the now-defunct San Antonio
Gunslingers football team.
Manges is charged in federal
court along with three others of
conspiring to file false docu-
ments with the Texas General
Land Office and the Texas Rail-
road Commission in connection
with an oil and gas mineral
lease in Corpus Christi Bay.
Manges also is accused of trying

to bribe a General Land Office
official by paying him more
than $10,000.

Until Wednesday, Manges had
not discussed the charges pub-
licly. Even then, he declined to
comment at length and referred
questions to his lawyer, David
Botsford.

In the pre-trial hearing, Bots-
ford argued that tape recordings
made of Manges’ conversations

by San Antonio businessman
Crandell Addington should not
be admitted as evidence. U.S.
District Judge Ed Prado post-
poned a ruling so attorneys
could present further legal argu-
ments.

As Addington, Manges and
other witnesses testified, they
shed light on a South Texas
world of big business deals,
vicious lawsuits and alleged

illegal tampering with the court
system.

Addington said he began tap-
ing conversations when he
learned from Manges that San
Antonio businessmen Morris
Jaffe and his son, M. Doug Jaffe
Jr., wanted Manges to “fix” a
civil trial Addington was a
party to in Jim Hogg County.
That case later settled.

KILGORE, Texas (AP) — On
an autumn night in 1983, three
young men and two women dis-
appeared from a Kentucky
Fried Chicken restaurant in
this East Texas college town.

The next day, -an oil field
worker discovered the bodies at
a remote site in nearby Rusk
County. They had been sum-
marily “executed,” police said.

Authorities promised griev-
ing relatives quick arrests and
assured the small, stricken
community that a crime so sav-
age and senseless would not go
unpunished.

They were wrong.

But now, more than 11 tortur-
ous years after the massacre,
investigators may be on the
verge of obtaining criminal
indictments.

“The case has progressed to a
point where we’re optimistic we
can go to the grand jury soon,”
said Ron Dusek, a spokesman
for the Texas Attorney Gener-
al’soffice.

Dusek told The Associated
Press his office was asked to
look at the case last summer.

“It’s rare when you get
involved in a case that old and
are able to develop some evi-
dence,” he said. ‘“But, lo and
behold, it looks like we might
be able to do something. ...

The other victims, both work-
ing mothers, were Mary Tyler,
37, the assistant manager, and
Opig Hughes, 39, an employee
and mother of three.

Mrs. Tyler’'s teen-age daugh-
ter, Kim Miller, dropped by the
restaurant around 11 p.m. She
found the front door locked, the
back door standing open and
the building empty.

Then she saw blood on the
floor.

“I turned around,” she told
the Longview News-Journal
later, “and noticed more blood
on the floor and blood rinning
across my mother’s desk.”

It was obvious that something
horrible was happening, but it
was unknown at once just what
and to whom. Some $2,000 in
cash receipts were missing, and
at least four people dead.

At 3 a.m., Lana Maxwell, 18,
David Maxwell’s wife, showed
up at the police station. She
said her husband took a bor-
rowed motorcycle to Joey John-
son at the KFC restaurant and
never returned.

“Oh my God,” the officer
replied, “that makes five.”

About 10 a.m. on Saturday, oil
field pumper Arthur Warlick
arrived at a gas well site four
miles northwest of Henderson
andjl4 miles from Kilgore.

“I foresee a successful conclu-
sion to this,” G.W. Burks, a
tough, well-known Texas
Ranger captain, told the Hen-
derson Daily News.

Kentucky  Fried Chicken
offered a $25,000 reward for
information leading to the
killers and Kilgore merchants
quickly matched it.

Forensic experts determined
that at least two handguns were
used, and investigators theo-
rized the killers knew the vic-
tims and the backroads of Rusk
County.

A broken fingernail was
found on Johnson’s body and
there were rumors that it might
be traced to a gunman.

But investigative problems
surfaced, in part because of the
split jurisdiction. The robbery-
kidnappings occurred in Gregg
County, the murders in Rusk
‘County.

Bill Ferguson, then Rusk
County District Attorney, was
soon at odds with Kilgore police
official Dick Headen, who
would become chief of police.

They sniped at one another
through the media and, in time,
it got nasty.

Rusk County Sheriff Cecil
West, a Henderson police
patrolman in 1983, recalls also
that the Hmson ‘;P;l'l.ce
Department ass ce
to his predecessor, Sheriff Mike
Strong.

“He turned it down,” West
recently told the AP.

Even worse, when West was
elected sheriff in 1989 he
learned there was no flle in the
sheriff's office on the KFC case.

“It was real strange,” West
said. “It surprised the heck out
of me that there wasn’t any doc-
umentation at all.”

A year after the slayings, the
Tyler Courier-Times-
printed a pair of front-page sto-

ries under an eight-column
headline that said: :
“Kilgore Killings: An Open
East Texas Wound.”
The articles focused in part
on the victims’ relatives and
their frustration over the lack

of progress.

“It’'s inconceivable to me,”
said David Maxwell’s father,
“that people can sleep at night
knowing five brutal murders
happened a year ago, and that
there have been no indictments
or convictions.”

Oscar Landers, Monte’s
father, was no less angry.

“I think they've screwed up,”
he said, expressing disappoint-
ment over both the progress
and the demeanor of the inves-
tigation.

“I think they know who did it,
and I don't know what the
holdup is.”

Two years later, in June 1986,
Ferguson astounded everyone
when he told a Rusk County
budget hearing that five capital
murder indictments might be
forthcoming against four sus-
pects.

Ferguson revealed that the
FBI and the Texas Rangers
were pressuring his office to
seek indictments.

Ferguson refused to elaborate
and others involved in the
investigation declined com-
ment.

“This is just too delicate,”
Ranger Stuart Dowell told the
Henderson Daily News.
“There’s been too much work
put in on it. We've all worked
too long and too hard to say
anything that might jeopardize
the case now.”

A year later there still was no
action.

By the fifth anniversary of the
shbotings, the statute of limita-
tions had run on the robbery-
abductions, technically ending
Kilgore police involvement in
the case.

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Procedures
hold up
most organ
donations

CHICAGO (AP) — A study
says the shortage of transplant
organs could be significantly
eased if medical examiners
would release about 1,000
organs a year that they current-
ly withhold, most for no good
reason.

Thousands of Americans die
each year waiting for trans-
plants, and many more linger
on waiting lists, hoping organs
will become available, the
researchers said.

The study did not try to esti-
mate the number of lives lost,
but most transplants are
reserved for people with termi-
nal or potentially deadly condi-
tions.

Some medical examiners
believe they might lose evi-
dence needed for legal cases if
they release organs, the
researchers said in today’s issue
of The Journal of the American
Medical Association.

But in areas of the country
where medical examiners rou-
tinely release all organs, appar-
ently no legal case has ever suf-
fered, they said.

“There’s no reason for this
loss of human life to protect the
judicial system,” said Teresa
Shafer, lead author of the study
and regional director of the
LifeGift Organ Donation Center
of North Texas in Fort Worth.

Seventy percent of all poten-
tial organ donors are cases that
fall under the jurisdiction of
medical examiners and coro-
ners, Shafer’'s team reported.

Medical examiners determine
the cause and manner of death
in certain situations, such as
accidents, homicides and sud-
den infant death syndrome.

The study collectively
referred to medical examiners
and coroners as medical exam-
iners. Medical examiners usual-
ly are doctors; coroners usually
are not.

The rate at which medical
examiners denied organ releas-
es ‘fricrédsed 65 percent from
1990 61992, the study found.

In 561 cases during that peri-
od, medical examiners refused
to release organs to the 39 organ
procurement organizations who
answered the researchers’ sur-
vey. The surveyed organiza-
tions represent two-thirds of U.S
procurement agencies.

Extrapolating to all such orga-
nizations, the researchers said
as many as 884 denials may
have "occurred. Since U.S.
donors give an average of 3.37
organs each, 2,979 people may
have been denied transplants
over the three-year period, or
about 1,000 a year, researchers
said.

Medical examiners may be
growing more cautious, or they
may have merely appeared to
deny more organs because of
better reporting, researchers

Just who is Dorothy Rodham, anyway?

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Dorothy Rodham, the nation’s
first mother-in-law, had some
time on her hands between
helping her son on the cam-
paign trail and her daughter at
the White House. So she
climbed out of a plane, into a
car and headed to a concert.

‘“She didn’t know anything
about them,” Hillary Rodham
Clinton said of her 75-year-old
mother in an interview Tues-
day. With a huge, cackling

laugh, the first lady added, “I
don’t think she could have told
you two songs they ever sung.”

If the story reveals anything
about Mrs. Rodham it is only
because so little is known about
her: The intensely private
Arkansas resident was a stay-at-
home mother of the '50s who
raised two boys and a first lady;
who married early and attended
college late; who found a more
intimate relationship with her
granddaughter after losing her
husband to a fatal stroke.

TWA jet hits smaller plane who
strayed onto the wrong runway

ST. LOUIS (AP) — A TWA jet
roaring toward takeoff with 137
people on board slammed into a
smaller plane that had strayed
onto the wrong runway, shear-
ing off the private craft’s roof
and killing both its occupants.

Eight of the 132 passengers on
the Denver-bound jet suffered
minor injuries in the accident
about 10:15 p.m. Tuesday at
Lambert Airport, said Federal
Aviation Administration
spokeswoman Sandra Campbell.

Airport director Leonard
Griggs said the TWA MD-80 jet,
while not yet airborne, had
accelerated to between 80 and
100 mph when the pilot spotted
the errant twin-engine Cessna
and swerved to avoid crashing
directly into it.

“The pilot did an absolutely
superb job in avoiding what
could have been a catastrophe,

because rather than going
straight into it he managed to
lift it and clip it with the right
wing,” Griggs said.

The twin-engine turboprop
lacked clearance for the run-
way, Griggs said: ‘“How it got to
where it was, I do not know.”

He said the Cessna was sup- _

posed to be using another run-

way, a shorter strip used by \™°

commuter aircraft that is rough-
ly parallel to the runway the
larger plane was using.

“We know the smaller plane
had been told to hold short of
the runway,” Lambert
spokeswoman Sandy Singer
said. “The TWA plane was told
they were cleared for takeoff

Peril faces pyramids

Construction could be the wonders
greatest threat in 4,600 years

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — The
Giza pyramids, the last of the
seven ancient wonders of the
world, have weathered 4,600
years of wars, earthquakes and
floods. Now a new threat locms.

A beltway being built around
Cairo to ease its teeming traffic
will pass 2> miles south of the
three monuments. U.N. officials
warn vibrations and car
exhaust will further erode the

ramids and their neighbor,

the Sphinx.

Said Zulficar, an official at the
heritage division of UNESCO,
the U.N. cultural organization,
says the road is ‘“a clear and
dangerous violation’ of interna-
tional agreements protecting
ancient sites.

Egyptian cultural officials
also are worried about the road-
's effect. But the project was
given necessary approvals years
ago and, to many Egyptians, the
road seems little different from
other development inching up
on the pyramids.

Once surrounded only by
desert, the ancient structures
now sit at the edge of over-
crowded Cairo, with roads,
bazaars, apartment buildings
and horse and camel stables at
their doorstep.

Some of the colossal limestone
blocks of the three pyramids —
Cheops, Chephren and Myceri-
nus — already are crumbling
from erosion and the choking
pollution from the city of 14 mil-
lion people.

Parts of the 59-mile beltway
have been completed. On Tues-
day, workers were setting up
scaffolding for a raised section
near Giza with the pyramids
visible in the background.

Zahi Hawass, the Antiquities
Authority archaeologist in
charge of the Giza plateau,
believes the ring road should be
diverted but is not sure why
UNESCO is making a fuss now,
years after the project was pro-

“It is not really a new ring
road,” said Hawass. ‘It was
approved by the Egyptian
Antiquities Authority in 1984.”

He said that the road’s route
was excavated by Egyptologists,
who at the time found nothing
of archaeological interest, and
approved by a team of interna-
tional archaeologists.

Hawass noted approval was
probably granted because the
pyramids then still seemed rela-
tively isolated, the road seemed
far away and authorities did not
calculate how rapidly city
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f I was there at

“If I was there at the time, I
would not have approved this
project,”” Hawass said. ‘““The
road will make pollution for the
pyramids ... and maybe they
will build shopping malls and
gas stations and ... this can
damage completely the site of
the pyramids.”

Zulficar, the Egyptian-born
UNESCO official, said U.N. offi-
cials have no way to force diver-
sion of the road but could use
“moral bargaining power’ by
taking the pyramids off the U.N.
Educational, Scientific and Cul-
tural Organization’s World Her-
itage list.

“That would be like a slap in
the face and an insult,” he said
in a telephone interview from
his office in Paris. ““The govern-

ment must realize what it is
doing is bad.”

Serbs break into designated safe Bihac

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herzegov-
ina (AP) — NATO warplanes
blasted Serb missile batteries in
two air raids Wednesday, while
Bosnian Serb fighters for the
first time broke into the U.N.-
designated safe haven of Bihac.

Warplanes from the United
States, Britain, France and the
Ndtherlands struck at least two
surface-to-air missile sites in
the morning. NATO planes
returned to one site after it
became clear the first raid did
not knock it out. The raids fol-
lowed a NATO attack Monday
on an airfield in a Serb-held
region of neighboring Croatia.

The battle over Bihac, which
is- held by Bosnia’s Muslim-led
government, has drawn the
international community more
deeply than ever into the 2»-
year-old Bosnian war. Serbs
blocked peacekeepers in nine
weapons collection points
around Bosnia and ordered U.N.
military observers on territory
they hold to remain in their
quarters.

The continued Serb assault on
Bihac also would keep pressure
building for more and tougher
NATO action against the Serbs.

The United Nations confirmed
for the first time that Serb
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forces had encroached on the
Bihac safe zone.

Bosnian Serbs apparently
were holding positions on
heights just south of the town.
U.N. sources reported villages
were burning and civilians flee-
ing as Serbs tightened their grip
on Bihac, a town of 48,000.

Asked by Associated Press
Television in Sarajevo about the
NATO strikes, Bosnian Prime
Minister Haris Silajdzic said,
“These actions haven’t stopped
attacks on Bihac.”

“It is now time to act, if the
U.N. and NATO have any inten-
tion to stop these attacks,” he

Israel, Syria predicted to achieve peace settlement

DAMASCUS, Syria (AP) —
President Carlos Menem of
Argentina said Wednesday that
Israel has offered a complete
withdrawal from the occupied
Golan Heights. Israeli Foreign
Minister Shimon Peres denied
any such offer.

Menem predicted that Syria
and the Jewish state will
achieve a peace settlement “‘in
the very near future.”

He told a news conference at
the end of three-day visit to
Damascus that he had carried a
message from Peres offering a
full withdrawal from the strate-

gic plateau in southwestern
Syria that the Jewish state cap-
tured in the 1967 Middle East
war.

He did not elaborate on the
Peres message. He declared:
“The Golan will go back to
Syria.”

Menem was visiting the
region where his family came
from before emigrating to
Argentina.

He made no mention of any
message from Israeli Prime
Minister Yitzhak Shamir or
whether Yitzhak Rabin and his
Cabinet had endorsed the offer.

Stampede kills 120 tribal protestors

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — At
least 120 people were reported
killed Wednesday in a stampede
when police charged thousands
of tribal protestors in a central
Indian city.

The Press Trust of India news
agency said the dead included
75 women and 24 children.

PTI said the violence broke
out when tribespeople demand-
ing job quotas in government
service tried to break through a
police cordon to reach the
Maharashtra state legislature
building. The state legislature is
holding its winter session in

Nagpur, 375 miles south of the
Indian capital, New Delhi.

Police wielding canes charged
the tribespeople, who are
extremely poor and mostly live
in forests, to prevent them from
reaching the legislature build-
ing. A stampede followed.

India’s rigid caste system
includes priests, warriors,
traders and laborers.

In recent months, the job
quota protests have spread
across northern India following
a Supreme Court order fixing a
maximum of 50 percent of jobs
for all categories.

This makes the game a
sort of puzzle. You not only
have to play hard to beat the
bosses, but you also have to fig-
ure out which weapons work
the best on them.

Some of the weapons will
have almost no effect while oth-
ers will deal large amounts of
damage. Mega Man 5 features a
brand new character who will
help Mega Man out of a few
tight situations. Rush the robo-
dog and the new addition,
Tango the robotic cat will team
up with Mega Man against the
aliens. The two animals have
unique functions that can help
Mega Man pass over otherwise
impossible obstacles.

Take lead or your dog will

Maybe he does bark all day,
chew ‘through the couch or
regard carpeting as his toilet of
choice.

The loving Labrador, cuddly
collie or spunky spaniel isn’t
really an obnoxious canine,
insists animal behavior special-
ist Bob Gutierrez: it’s merely
“behaviorally challenged.”

Gutierrez, with the San
Francisco Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals, is serious when he
says that using the latest psy-
chologigal “dog-ma’’ in monthly
seminars, owners can under-
stand that their unruly animals
actually may be frantically sig-
naling that they're frustrated,
lonely or bored.

Behind the unstoppable bark-
ing, annoying urinating and
destructive behavior is often
‘“separation anxiety,” or even a
hint of depression, perhaps
from death or divorce, says
Gutierrez.

Part training session and part
‘“support group,” the notion of
a Canine Psych 101 class might
provoke nothing more than
chuckles had 100 dead-serious
exasperated dog-owners not
signed up for the sessions since
the program began last spring.

Before you run out and get
your pet a Prozac prescription,
consider Gutierrez’ simple theo-
ry: ““You can shape a lot of
behavior that you want.”

Among the basics that many
dog owners don’t know:

Dogs respond to body lan-
guage far more than owners’
shouts of “Sit!” “Heel!” or ‘“‘Bad
dog!”’ To prove it, Gutierrez
asks owners to leave their own
dysfunctional animals at home,
while he ushers in his well-
behaved dogs ‘‘Bogie,’”’ a
Rottweiler, and “Alcina,” a bor-
der collie and golden retriever
mix.

He looks 120-pound Bogie
straight in the eye, says “‘off”’
and the bulky dog backs right
off. Gutietrez picks up Alcina,
who drapes in his arms, com-
pletely comfortable and relaxed,
regardless of where Gutierrez
scratches her, yanks her leg or
even pinches her. This shows
the dog's trust and also
Gutierrez as leader or, in dog
language, “alpha.”

It's essential to establish this
relationship, says Gutierrez,
because if the dog doesn’t see
the owner in control, he or she
will take over.

It’s not like some toddler
going through the terrible twos,
he points out. It’s instinct. Dogs
are pack animals, and they are
deferential to the leader of the
group. If nobody else is the
head of the pack, then they’ll
take the job.

At Saturday’s seminar, some
of the participants admit they
had gone too far. One woman
thought her dog was cute at
demanding attention, until he
got serious about not letting
her get into bed.

Another told of a friend who's
dog urinated on other people.

In other words, dogs don’t
respect wimps.

But if the dog sees you as
pack leader, you set the rules.
Love the animal, Gutierrez
says, but don’t constantly let
him jump up and lick your
face, or coddle him all the time.
“We think that’s cute, but what
it really is is the dog demand-
ing attention all the time ... see-
ing what he can get,” he said.

Maggy Hughes is annoyed
that her 15-pound Bichon Frise
jumps up on people and and
pretty much does what he
wants, including chomping  fur-
niture.

“My boyfriend calls him ‘the
tumor’ because he’s always by
me. He scratches the furniture
to say, ‘I want to sit on your lap
— now,’ " she said. ‘“He's call-
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ing the shots.”

Gutierrez proposes a simple
solution. When the dog jumps
up, spray a little water from a
water botfle in its face. By the
fifth or sixth time, he’ll associ-
ate the jump with a rain show-
er instead of affection.

Or, as Gutierrez has done
with his own dogs, grab them
by their paws and dance
around until the dog tires of it
— and in fact, soon hates it.

Many of the most common
problems stem from what SPCA
types terms separation anxiety.
Frequently, owners spend time
with their dogs in the house,
but when they go to work; drop
the dog in the back yard. The
dog associates the back yard
with loneliness. Here comes the
barking.

All about her, teachers, politi-
cians and computer network
designers postured and chatted,
marveling at the experimental
high-speed telecommunications
education network she was
demonstrating.

Virginia Tech, the
Blacksburg Electronic Village
and two corporate sponsors
have formed a partnership to
create a ‘‘virtual school.”

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Dancers stay young at heart

FRANKLINVILLE, N.J. (AP)
— Every Friday, the Young at
Heart dancers kick up their
heels in a tiny studio here
where the motivational mes-
sage from their 70-year-old
instructor is: Age is only a
number.

The group is tor dancers who
are at least 55 and want to stay
young by kecpiug tit. The old-
est is 82, the youngest 63.

“When.people come to me
and ask ‘Are.you still dancing?”’
I say ‘Why not?"” says Ilsetraut
Dinshah, a German-born
dancer who began teaching the
class several years ago.
“Dancers are ageless.”

Dinshah, who began dancing
when she was 15, also teaches
younger students five days a
week. She looks forward to the
hourlong class with her peers.

“It’s a real special group,”
said Dinshah.

Dinshah began the senior
dance class on a whim, offering
a three-month session for just
$10. It quickly caught on and

about a dozen women now
come regularly to the brightly
lit studio in the basement of
Dinshah’s home in this rural
Gloucester County community.

“I thought it would only last
for a few weeks,” says Dinshah,
a former ballerina who has
been teaching for 22 years.
“But they kept coming.”

The dancers come from var-
ied backgrounds and most have
never danced seriously before
now. They became local celebri-
ties after they were featured on
a television program. The
group performs regularly for
older people and disabled veter-
ans groups.

“It’s a lot of fun,” said Daisy
Buchanan, 70, a retired nurse.
“I reallv eniov it.”

“I wanted the exercise,” said
Dot Renshaw, 67. ‘‘Before 1
came here, if I bent down |
couldn’t get up on my own.”

The class is open to men and
women, but Dinshah’s hus-
band, Cyrus, 70, is the only
man who participates. He helps
newcomers or partners his wife
when the group does a polka
dance.

“It doesn’t bother me,” says
Cyrus Dinshah. “I'm comfort-
able.”

At the start of a recent class,
Dinshah put a Scott Joplin
album on an old phonograph as
the dancers took their positions
on the wooden floor in front of
a mirrored wall. The other

walls are painted bright yellow.

After warm-up exercises,
Dinshah guided the class
through stretching routines to
loosen their joints, especially
the hips.

‘“When you can still stretch
you have it made,’”’ said
Dinshah. “It makes you feel
young.”

Dinshah began dancing in .
her native Berlin where she
performed with a troupe enter-
taining troops during World
War II. When she became too
old to dance professionally, she
took odd jobs as a waitress and
a saleswoman.

In 1961, Dinshah moved to the
United States after her mar-
riage. She began dancing again .
when she opened a studio here
in 1972.

“I said ‘Oh I can dance
again,’””’ recalled Dinshah.
“This is my life.”

Dinshah keeps the mood light
while instructing her senior
students.

“This keeps me limber,” says
82-year-old Betty Rein, a retired
seamstress. “I don’t want to get
arthritis like old people have.”

The dancers perform routines
that include line dancing.

‘“She also tells us to look
sexy,” yells Alice Fellenbaum,
63, a retired school teacher.
“It’s our only chance.”

Hoskins said he would like to
expand his program eventually
to include as many as 300 con-
victs. But that will depend on
