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Texas unemployment rate hits lowest level since 1976
STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS     By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association
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	 AUSTIN — Texas has its 
lowest unemployment rate in 
more than 42 years.
	 The Texas Workforce 
Commission on Nov. 16 an-
nounced that Texas’ season-
ally adjusted unemployment 
rate fell to 3.7 percent in Oc-
tober, down from 3.8 percent 
the prior month.
	 It is the lowest level of 
unemployment the state has 
seen since January 1976.
	 The Texas economy add-
ed 32,300 seasonally adjust-
ed non-farm jobs in October. 
Annual employment growth 
was 3.1 percent, marking 102 
consecutive months of annual 
growth.
	 Still, job opportunities 
abound.
	 “The jobs are out there, 
and I encourage all job seek-
ers to contact their local 
Workforce Solutions office for 
assistance with job training 
and placement,” said Julian 
Alvarez, the TWC commis-
sioner representing labor. 
	 The Midland Metropoli-

tan Statistical Area recorded 
the month’s lowest unemploy-
ment rate among Texas MSAs 
in October with a non-season-
ally adjusted rate of 2.1 per-
cent. That was followed by 
the Amarillo MSA and the 
Odessa MSA, which tied for 
second lowest with a rate 
of 2.5 percent. The Austin-
Round Rock, College Station-
Bryan and Lubbock MSAs tied 
for third lowest with a rate of 
2.7 percent.

ABBOTT 
COMMENTS ON RATE

	 Gov. Greg Abbott wel-
comed news of the record-low 
unemployment rate, attribut-
ing it to the state’s “lowering 
taxes, removing regulatory 
barriers and investing in our 
workforce and education sys-
tem.”
	 “As governor,” Abbott 
added, “I remain committed 
to ensuring that Texas stays 

the most prosperous state in 
the nation.”

SBOE VOTES 
TO HIKE FUNDING

	 The State Board of Educa-
tion, which oversees the Tex-
as Education Agency, voted 
Nov. 20 to increase the fund-
ing in the 2020-2021 bienni-
um for school operations, in-
structional materials and 
technology.
	 The SBOE’s preliminary 
spending decision would give 
schools $172 million more 
than currently allotted. The 
figure includes $55 million 
that the School Land Board 
agreed to provide.
	 But the funding is tied 
to budget decisions lawmak-
ers must make in the coming 
year. The 86th Texas Legisla-
ture is set to convene on Jan. 
8, 2019.
	 An estimated $60 billion 
of the state’s current $217 bil-

lion budget is for public ed-
ucation. Only Medicaid, at 
$62.4 billion, takes a greater 
slice of the budget.

Unsustainable
Two of the biggest catchwords of the 

21st century are “paradigm” and “sustain-
able”. I’ve noticed that college professors 
and the overeducated use the word “para-
digm” a lot, while society’s fancy pants 
and hoity-toity tend to over-use the word 
“sustainable”. If you hear someone use 
both words in the same sentence you can 
bet your boots you are in the presence of 
someone with pink palms who belongs to 
a country club, is adorned with big shiny 
baubles, prefers their chicken to be “free 
range” and adds an “e” to words like mod-
erne. They attend the theatre while you and 
I go to the theater.

I try not to ever use the highfalutin 
word “paradigm” because I find it much 
overused and also because I have no idea 
what it means. For all I know a “pair-a-
dime” is just a nickel short of a quarter. 

The hip word “sustainable” is especially 
popular with the environmentally con-
scious. I know one young man who actually 
graduated with a sustainability degree in 
college who is now waiting tables at Olive 
Garden. His life isn’t exactly what I’d call 
“sustainable”. And when an “e” bank that 
only loaned to alternative energy companies 
went bankrupt a year ago I’m quite sure it 
was because it had more Vice Presidents of 
Sustainability than it had depositers. 

I’m probably the most unsustainable 
person in the world. Recently I read a list 
of the 10 most unsustainable professions 
in the country and I was surprised to 
discover that I’ve made a career out of four 

of them: I’m a writer, 
owned a newspaper and 
have been a rancher and 
a cowboy. According to 
the experts none of these 
careers was “sustainable” 
and I should have ended 
up a homeless person 
living under a bridge 
with all my possessions 
in a shopping cart.

Personally, I think all 
this sustainability stuff 
is unsustainable. You can 
go to all the sustainability 
conferences in the world 
and have a rock solid 

business plan but the minute you put your 
plan into action, it will stop raining, you’ll 
lose a lease, a mad cow will pop up in your 
herd, your horse will put you into a body 
cast for six months, Ted Turner will buy a 
ranch right next door with bad fences and 
stock it with bison, the climate will change 
(as it always does), or you’re wife will leave 
you and take your sustainability with her.

What could possibly be more sustain-
able than a cow ranch where it rains semi-
regularly, you have a gaggle of able-bodied 
children to provide free labor and a wife 
with a job in town? And yet we’ve lost 
hundreds of thousands of just such fam-
ily ranches in the past twenty years who 
found that you can live off of a ranch, or 
you can improve a ranch, or you can pay 
off a ranch, but you can’t do more than one 

at any given time. 
Steve Jobs was one of the co-founders 

of what has grown to be the largest corpora-
tion in the world. The casual observer might 
think that if anyone had a sustainable job 
it was Steve and yet he was fired from his 
own Board of Directors and died way too 
early from pancreatic cancer. His death was 
a reminder that life itself is not sustainable. 
We all have an expiration date no matter 
how sustainable you think you are.

I’m a big believer in timing and luck. 
That’s the only explanation I can think of 
why one child gets born in a castle to roy-
alty while another to poverty in the slums 
of Calcutta. (Wealth, I’ve found, is a highly 
heritable trait.) One deadbeat stays broke 
buying lottery tickets while another wins 
half a billion in the lottery and starts col-
lecting Bugattis and Ferraris.

The only constant in business these 
days is change and it’s how you adapt to 
this change that determines your sustain-
ability. So go ahead, write all the sustain-
ability plans you want and figure out a 
way to hand down your ranch to the next 
generation, but be advised that the govern-
ment can change the rules or move the 
goalposts at any time.

The only thing I’ve found in life that’s 
sustainable is love. Love of your spouse, 
your kids, your country and your God. 
And that’s been the paradigm now for over 
6,000 years.

She mentioned that her 
clients enjoy her ability to un-
derstand their needs and work 
efficiently within the time they 
can afford. 

The benefit she has seen for 
business owners is that by hir-
ing her they are able to fo-
cus on building the business 
through marketing activities, 
networking, and client focus. 

If you are in a position now 
where some help taking care 
of administrative tasks would 
be better handled by someone 
with more experience in order 
to allow you to grow your busi-
ness then I would recommend

Saying that we fall from grace 
when we sin is like saying that 
certain drops of water are too 
wet for the sea. 

We do not fall from grace 
when we sin, but rather when 
we try to atone for our sin by 
doing something good. 

So, if we 
fall from 
grace by 
trusting our 
own works, 
we abide 
in grace 
by trust-
ing Christ’s 
all-sufficient 
sacrifice, 
even when 
we sin. 

Walking in 
grace does 

not necessarily mean that we 
are sinless but rather that we 
have trusted the risen Christ 
who so freely clothes us with 
His own perfect righteousness. 

So, the next time you 
hear about someone “falling 
from grace”, instead of inves-
tigating the status of their 
moral bank account, check 
to see who they are trusting 
to atone for their sin. True 
riches do not come by way of 
sinlessness, but by trusting 
the all-sufficiency of Christ 
because…
