She discussed the series of
gradual changes and events
in our nation, leading up to
the Congress of the United
States passing the Social
Security Act which was
signed into law by Franklin
D. Roosevelt Aug. 14, 1935.

“This year's pay out in Social
Security benefits is estima-
ted at $135-billion, which is
