Hoover's feat in breaking the 
Democratic “Solid South” and 
particularly his victory in Texas 
which had never gone Repub- 
lican before, is explained in the 
following article by M. E. Feos- 
ter, editor of the Houston Press, 
written for NEA Service.

HOUSTON, Nov. 
did Texas, which has heretofore 

gone democratic by 100,000 to 
300,000, give Herbert Hoover, the 
republican nominee, a majority 
estimated at 25,000? 
Why did Texas where the 

name of Thomas Jefferson, Jef 
ferson Davis, Grover Cleveland 
and Woodrow Wilson are sacred 
suddenly switch to long scorned 
republicanism ? 
In this state, in my boyhood,

equivalent to committing suicide. 
As 1 grew older a few republi- 

cans here and there were grudg- 
ingly admitted to be fairly re- 
spectable, but the name was 
generally considered a curse, 
and voters prided themselves on 

pure democracy. 
“I have always voted the 

straight ticket,” was the proud 
boast of three-fourths of our 
citigsens, and the straight part 
meant voting for democrats 

from constable to president 
It has been the rule that it 

didn't matter who was named; 
if he bore the democratic label 
you had to vote for him. Very 
few people in this state dream- 
ed there would be any decided 
change at this time. 
COovernor Moody estimated the 

democratic majority at 200,000. 
S80 did Senator Marris Shep- 
pard. I gave forth a similar 

estimate many weeks ago; later 

I reduced it to 50,000 and even 
then I was far from right as the 

result has shown. 

Probably it was this faith that 

was the downfall of the party. 

Only during the latter part of 
the campaign was there any 

concerted action taken to stem 
the Hoover tide. Then it was 

done in an intolerant manner 

to rebuke alleged intolerance. 

There was more denouncing and 
more threatening than there was 
arguing and pleading. Demo- 
crats here and there anathema- 
tized .the bolters. They were 
called traitors to the party and 
in some sections democratic 
chairmen threatened to bar so- 
called Hoover-Democrats from 
future primaries. 
Democrats are supposed to 

convert republicans wherever 

they can, but in this state they 
showed no consideration for 

those who had suddenly switch- 

ed to republicanism. They were 
given no credit for being con- 

scientious. “Hypocrites,” “bigots” 
“psalm-singers.” were favorite 

words flung at them. 

It is true religious intoler- 
ance did influence many voters 
in favor of Hoover, for in this 

state there are perhaps 100,000 
who hate and fear the Roman 

Catholic church. 
Prohibition also had its in- 

fluence, for in Texas any 
thought of interfering with the 
Volstead act arouses the wom- 
en, the preachers and many 
others to action. Smith was 
paraded as one who was striv- 

ing to thrust aside the prohibi- 
tion enactmens and that had its 

Hall had its influence. 

Then in the cities of Texas 
there are many republicans who 
came here from other states. 

They were for Hoover because 

they believe in their party the 
same as native Texans are sup- 
posed to believe in democracy. 

Then the rain which fell 
throughout Texas on election 

day caused many of the rural 

voters to stay at home. They 

were the boys who were suppos- 
ed to overcome the Hoover vote 
in the cities. 

The lack of democratic or- 

ganization in the state was most 
noticeable. The other side had 
the advantage of a big cam- 

paign fund and 500 or more 
Protestant preachers who took 
the stump to denounce the De- 
mon Rum and the terrible Al 

Smith. Smith was painted as 
the incarnation of evil; and 
Hoover was described as the man 

fairness. Women mounted the 

platform to plead for Hoover 

and to preserve our boys and 

girls from the evils they said 

would follow if Smith were 

president 

The democrats met that only 
with please for party unity or 

by denouncing the republicans 

as a whole. They had been too 
sure and confident for many 

months and when they saw a 
crisis before them they falled 

to meet fit. 

Still nobody believed the state 

could go republican. “It just 
can't happen,” they cried. It 

did happen and nobody knows 

any better how to explain the 

cause than I have and my ex- 

planation is a very poor one 

Some think the division will do 

us good.
