Sonora Superintendent Discusses 
the Student Population in the Schools

Depite the current economic slow­
down in West Texas, the student 
population of the Sonora Indepen­
dent School District continues to 
grow at a steady pace, according to 
Superintendent W.A. McAndrew.

Apparently, the school continued, 
the layoffs which have recently 
plagued th oil industry have had 
little or no effect on the local school

system insofar as growth is concern­
ed. Many of the workers who have 
been forced to leave the immediate 
area because of lack of work were 
very young people who had no school 
age children. Conversely, many of 
the people who came orginally to 
Sonora because of the oil industry

are older establised employees who 
are still in the community, or have 
started businesses of |their own or 
gone into another aspect of the local 
economy. Most of these people have 
families who contribute substantially 
to the growth of the school popula­
tion, and all of them are considered 
to be permanent residents.

According to official school re­
cords, the opening day enrollment in 
August of 1979 for grades K through 
12 was 1184 students. The opening 
day enrollment figure for this school 
year was 1344, and that figure has 
increased during the vear to the 
current figure of 1382. Surprisingly 
enough, the increase in enrollment 
has been almost uniform among the

four campuses. That is, it is almost 
equally divided among the high 
school (grade 9-12), the junior high 
(grades 6,7 and 8), the middle school 
(grades 3,4, and 5), and the elemen­
tary school which has grades K,1 and
2. By reason,of normal population 
growth of any area, the lower grades 
have grown at a slightly greater rate.

The recent purchase of approxi­
mately 14 acres on Bond Road 
reflects the Board of Trustees’ 
concern for the future of th Sonora 
I.S.D. It is obvious from the above- 
cited facts and figures that the school 
district population will continue to 
grow. At the present time, the 
physical school plant facilities are 
little different than they were three

years ago. The school Board has 
expressed great interest in expand­
ing the present curriculm by intro­
ducing new programs, such as the 
gifted and talented, and by offering 
more varied courses in high school, 
such as computer programming on 
the basic level. McAndrew pointed 
out that this expansion is necessary

in order to provide the young people 
of Sutton County with a broader 
educational base to meet our rapidly 
changing times. It will be accom­
plished somehow, and the addition 
of new plant facilities is fast becom­
ing an absolute necessity in order to 
provide the actual space for the 
program expansion.

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Sutton County Ag Come
Bentsen Seeks Reassurance 
for Farmers on PIK Program

by Senator Lloyd Bentsen
Senator Lloyd Bentsen 

called on the President and 
on Chairman of Congres­
sional tax writing commit­
tees Wednesday to reas­
sure farmers that participa­
tion in the Payment-in- 
Kind program won’t cost 
them a tax penalty.

Bentsen asked the of- 
fKials to publicly support a 
change in the Internal

1

Revenue Code-retroactive 
to January 1, 1983-that 
would for tax purposes 
treat commodities farmers 
received under Payment-in- 
Kind as though they were 
grown by the farmers.

‘‘The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture is proposing to 
implement a farm program 
know as Payment-in-King 
(PIK) under which farmers

would take cropland out of 
production in return for 
surplus commodities which 
are now in s to ra g e ,”  
Bentsen said in identical 
le tters  to President

R eagan, Chairman Dan 
Rostenkowski of the House 
Ways and Means Commit­
tee and Chairman Robert 
Dole of the Senate Finance 
Committee.

‘‘The treatment of these 
PIK com m odities for 
income tax purposes is a 
major concern of many

farmers and will undoub­
tedly have an influence on 
the participation in this 
program.”

‘‘Since it is also very 
unlikely that any action will 
be taken on tax legislation 
before that date, I request

that you publicly express 
your support for allowing 
farmers to treat PIK com­
modities as having been 
grown on their own farm for 
tax purposes and to recog­
nize the income from those 
PIK commodities at the

time of their sale or use,” 
Bentsen said.

Under current tax law 
farmers would be required

to pay taxes on the estima­
ted value of the commod­
ities in the year they re­
ceive the commodities.

Under the change ad­
vocated by Bentsen, far­
m ers would pay taxes 
based on the actual sale 
price during the year in

which the tarmers sell the 
commodities.

"A  statement similar to 
the one I am seeking 
issued in 1981 to assure 
investors that depreciation 
changes would be part of a 
pending tax bill and that 
these changes would be

retroactive,” Bentsen said.
‘ ‘1 am convinced that 

farmers need encourage­
ment of the PIK program in 
1983 ju st as investors 
needed reassurance on the 
depreciation law changes in 
1981,” Senator Bentsen 
said.

A number of incidents in 
the TV movie brought back 
memories. A particular one 
that stands out was Presi­
dent Roosevelt’s “lend- 
lease” plan.

I recall Gov. Stevenson’s 
stories after he retired back 
to the Hill Country and his 
experiences with lend- 
lease. It seemed that the 
president asked Coke to go 
to Mexico City and “look 
around to see that those 
people are happy and don’t 
stick a knife in our backs.”

President Roosevelt sent 
a young man by the name o 
Nelson Rockefeller to Texas 
to accompany the governor 
on the research mission'. '

“ Well, we arrived there 
in time for a big reception 
in this beautiful large and 
elaborate facility,” recalled 
Stevenson. “The dance pa­
vilion was so large, two 
orchestras had to be em­
ployed, one at each end. 
Otherwise, people in the 
center could not hear the 
music.”

In visiting the one Mexi­
can official, Stevenson in­
quired where the govern­
ment received money build 
such a beautiful place. “Oh 
from lend-lease,” answer­
ed the official.

Walter Pfluger was in my 
office the other day re­
membering his years in 
service during World War, 
II. He noted that “every- 
time people or large groups 
gathered in the TV movie, 
they were also drinking. 
That was true. People were 
under such tension during

those years that they lived 
as if there were no to­
morrow.”

With 75,000 subscribers 
reading this column in one 
of the 42 Texas newspapers 
that it appears, there are at 
least that many more per­

sonal stories which would 
merge into the “Winds of 
War.” It identifies with our 
generation much like 
“ Gone With the Wind” 
touched our great-grand­
parents.

I have read a number of 
reviews of the TV movie 
with one of the most un­
favorable coming from Abi- 

• lene writer. Bill Whitaker. 
In short, I would disagree 
with all of them. I thought 
the story was handled in 
very good taste as it was 
adapted to television.

Many times such critics 
have not experienced the 
agony, sweat and toil which 
accompany the multitude of 
problems to realize the 
finished product of such 
works. I have written a few 
books (the total of which 
could not equal a chapter of 
Mr. Wouk’s book), and I 
have worked weeks to pro­
duce a single 30-second

spot for television. Thus, 1 
fail to have any kind of 
authority to nit-pick any of 
this great work. I com­
mended the writers and 
producers for weaving into 
his Holocaust such a de­
lightful personal side of the 
Victor Henry family.

Wheeler County Blowout Killed
A gas well blowout that „ . . . . #  -gas

had produced as much as 
26 million cubic feet of gas 
per day from a gas field in 
the Texas Panhandle was 
killed Feb. 6, according to 
Railroad Commission field 
inspectors.

On Jan. 4, the Commis­
sion issued an interim order 
directing Apache Corp. to 
kill or control its Key No. 1 
well in Wheeler County’s 
(Morrow, Upper) field by 
Feb. 10 or show cause to 
the Commission why it has 
not been able to do so.

The well killed as mud 
and cement were pumped 
into its wellbore through a 
relief well.

A second relief well, the 
Key No. 3, was necessary 
when the first relief well, 
the Kev No, was not.

successful in reaching the 
Key No. 1 wellbore.

When the Key No. 1 blew 
out on Oct. 4, 1981, it had 
been completed and was 
awaiting a pipeline connec­
tion. Since then, the Com­
mission has held periodic 
hearings to determ ine 
Apache’s progress in at- 
temps to plug the well.

Since last summer the 
well had been in a “ control­
led blowout” status, and 
the gas it produced was 
being taken by a pipeline 
company serving the area. 
To make that possible, 
Apache Corp. excavated 
tons of earth to reach well 
casing that had not been 
damaged when the well 
blew out.

As part of its statutory

responsibility to prevent 
the wast of the state’s 
hydrocarbon resources, the 
Railroad Commission had

ordered Palo Duro Pipeline 
Co. to take all of the Key 
No. 1 production rather 
than flare the gas.

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City Ordinance Number 238 
City of Sonora, Texas

An ordinance providing 
for the assessment and 
collection of a room occup­
ancy tax: providing for
certain exemptions: provid­
ing for an effective date: 
Making violations a mis­
demeanor punishable by a 
fine not exceeding $200.00; 
providing that all proceeds 
of such tax be used for 
advertising and encourag­
ing the growth of tourist 
and convention activities in 
the city: providing a sever­
ance clause: and providing 
for publication.

Whereas, the City Coun­
cil has deemed it expedient 
to levy a room occupancy 
tax at this time; now, 
therefore.

Be it ordained by the City 
Council of the City of 
Sonora, Sutton County, 
Texas:

Section 1: Definitions:
The following words, terms 
and phrases for the purpose 
of this ordinance, except 
where the content clearly 
indicates another meaning, 
are respectively defined as 
follows:

A. Hotel: Shall mean 
any building, buildings, 
trailer or other facility in 
which a member or mem­
bers of the public may, for a 
consideration, obtain sleep­
ing accomodations. The 
term shall include hotels, 
motels, tourist homes, 
houses, nr courts  ̂ lodging 
houses, inns, rooming 
houses, trailer houses, 
trailer motels, dormitory 
space (regardless of wheth­
er the space Isl rented to 
individuals or groups), 
apartments and all other 
facilities where rooms or 
space are furnished for 
consideration. The term 
“ hotel" shall not be defin­
ed so as to include hos­
pitals, sanitariums, or nurs­
ing homes.

B. Consideration: Shall 
mean the cost of the room, 
sleeping space, bed or 
dormitory space or other 
facility in such hotels, only 
if the room is one ordinarily 
used for sleeping, and shall 
not include the cost of any 
food served or personal 
services rendered to the 
occupant of such room not 
related to cleaning and 
readying such room for 
occupancy and shall not 
include 4py tax assessed for 
occ^anc^' t^Mefor by any 
other ’'"governmental 
agency.

C. Occupancy: Shall 
mean the use or possession 
or the right to the use or 
possession of any room, 
space or sleeping facility in 
a hotel if the room, space or 
sleeping facility is one or­
dinarily used for sleeping.

D. Occupant: Shall mean 
anyone, who for a consi­
deration, uses, possesses, 
or has the right to use or 
possess, any room, or 
rooms, or sleeping space, 
or sleeping facility in a 
hotel, if the room, or 
rooms or sleeping space , or 
facility is one ordinarily 
used for sleeping, under 
any lease, concession, 
permit, right of access, 
license, contract or agree­
ment.

E. Person: Shall mean 
any individual, company, 
corporation, or association 
owning, operating, manag­
ing or controlling any hotel.

F. City Secretary: Shall 
mean the City Secretary of 
the City of Sonora.

G. Monthly Period: Shall 
mean the regular calendar 
month of the year.

H. Permanent Resident: 
Shall mean any occupant 
who has or shall have the 
right of use, possession or 
occupancy of any room or 
rooms or sleeping space or 
facility in a hotel for at 
least thirty (30) days in 
succession or during the 
current calendar year or 
preceding year.
Section 2: Levy of Tax: 
Rate: Exception.

A. There is hereby levied 
a tax upon the cost of 
occupancy of any room or 
space furnished by any
' W I I 1I - K I C K K I I I ( K K

hotel where such cost of 
occupancy is at the rate of 
two dollars ($2.00) or more 
per day, such tax to be 
equal to four percent (4‘/j) 
of the consideration paid by 
the occupant of such room, 
space or facility to such 
hotel, exclusive of other 
occupancy taxes imposed 
by other governmental 
agencies.

B. No tax shall be impos­
ed upon a permanant resid­
ent.

C. No taxes shall be 
imposed hereunder upon a 
corporation or association 
organized and operated ex-- 
clusively for religious chari­
table or educational pur­
poses, no part of the net 
shareholders or individual.

Section 3: Collection.
Every person owning, 

operating, managing or 
controlling any hotel shall 
collect the tax imposed in 
Section 2 hereof for the City 
of Sonora.
Section 4: Reports.

On or before the last day 
of the month following each 
quarterly period, every per­
son required in Section 3 
hereof to collect the tax 
imposed herein, shall file a 
report with the City Secre­
tary showing the consider­
ation paid for all room or 
sleeping space occupancies 
in the preceding quarter, 
the amount of the tax 
collected on such occupan­
cies, and any other inform­
ation as the City Secretary 
may reasonably require, 
which report shall be in 
writing. Such persons shall 
pay the tax sue on such 
occupancies at the time of

filing of such report.
Section 5: Procedures.
The City Secretary shall 

adopt such procedures, 
rules and regulations as are 
reasonably necessary to 
effectively collect the tax 
levied herein, and shall 
upon request of any person 
owning, operation, manag­
ing or controlling any hotel, 
furnish a, copy of such 
procedures, rules and regu­
lations for the guidance of 
such person and facilitate 
the collection of such tax as 
such collection is required 
herein. Such procedures, 
rules and regulations shall 
be in writing and a copy 
thereof shall be placed on 
file with the City Clerk. 
Section 6: Penalties.

If any person required by 
the provisions of this ordin­
ance to collect the tax 
imposed herein, or make 
reports as required herein, 
shall fail to collect such tax, 
f=>il to report or pay such 
tax, or if any such person 
shall file a false report, or 
any such person shall vio­
late any provisions of this 
ordinance, such person 
shall violate any provisions 
of this ordinance, such 
person shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor 
and upon conviction be 
punished by a fine not to 
exceed two hundred dollars 
($200.00), and shall pay to 
the City Secretary the tax 
due, together with a 
penalty of five percent (5) 
of the tax due for each 
thirty (30) days that the 
same is not timely filed. 
Section 7: Use of Proceeds.

The proceeds of the 
Hotel Occupancy Tax levied 
by this ordinance shall be 
used by the City Council.

for the purpose of advertis­
ing an(J encouraging the 
growth of tourist and con­
vention activity in the City 
of Sonora; the funds to be 
dispersed at the direction of 
the City Council; by the 
City Qerk; provided, how­
ever, that the City shall 
deposit in the general fund 
of the City, three percent 
(3 Vi) of the amount collect­
ed under this ordinance. 
Section 8: Effective Date.

This ordinance shall be 
and become effective on 

■and after March 1, 1983. 
Section 9: Validity.

If for any reason any 
section, paragraph, subdi­
vision, clause, phrase or 
provision of this ordinance 
shall be held invalid, it 
shall not affect any valid 
provision of this or any 
other ordinance of the City 
of Sonora, which publica­
tion shall contain the cap­
tion stating in substance 
the purpose of this ordi­
nance.
