(Conttnued from page 1)
life is an uncertain- thing and
property at all times insecure. We
cannot drive at night without fear
of the bandit and we cannot leave
our automobiles on the street for
fear of the common thicf. Our
homes are at the mercy of the
burglar.”

Police of the city apparently are
helpless to stop the crime wave,
said to be the worst in the city’s
history. Little children are Kkid-
naped off the streets. Girls are
taken from their escorts and as-
caulted. Innocent motorists are
stopped nightly by bandits and
forced at the point of pistols to
drive into the country where they
are hijacked ,and robbed.

The usual “determined police
drives” are announced and *‘sus-
pects” rounded up but only a small
fraction of the offenders are ever
brought to trial. Records at po-
lice headquarters disclose numer-
ous unsolved crimes of the most
glaring types.

Homicides in Dallas
numbered 69, a record for the city.
One murder a day was recorded
for twelve consecutive days in
August. Two homicides have oc-|
curred in the first week of 1929, |

While still professing to be;
working on “clews,” the police thus
far have failed to bring to justice
the killers of two young women in
a cornfield near town gome weeks
ago. Neither have they apprehend-
ed the bandit who terrorized the
city in'a one-man crime wave sev-
eral nu:hts ago, slugging three
persons in a series of five rob-
beries.

Today officers scoured the city
for the killer of William Mann, 17-
vear old high school boy, fatally
ghot while returning home from
church Sunday night with a girl
friend, Miss Mildred Drennen, 17.
