Had there been a depire to in-
crease, simply the number ot Alder
men from eight to twelve, in order
that the burden of government
would fall on more shoalders and
the people secure better represen.
tation, the charter afforded ample
and proper provision,

See. 4, reads: “The city of San
Antonio shall be divided into four
Wards; the boundaries thereof shall
be fixed by the City Council, and
may be changed, from time to time,
as they may deem expedient, bav.
fng regard for the number of in.
habitants, so that each Ward shall
contain, as near as may be, the
same number of qualified electors
for city elections. New wards may
be created by the City Counell
may deem it vecessary or expedi
ent; provided sach increase ot wards
shall not increase tbe number of
Council men to more than twelve.”

Thus it will be seen that the
charter us it stands, provides for
an increase of Aldermen but in sueh
& maoper that the increase would
be fairly divided so ax to represent
equal numbers of oux vitizens,

Under the so-called amendment
the Aldermen are increased bat
the wards remain a8 they were laid
off in 1870, And ungder ‘his illegal
and unauthorized and partizan ar
rangement, Ward 1, with half the
voting population of Ward 3, has as
large & representation, and the
wards all show a discrepency ot
population which should und eould
bave been corrected under the pro-
visions of the charter. Injustice is
done by this illegal apportionment,
and it remains to be seen how long
it will be allowed to continune,
