County Judge B.O. Roberson resigns

After serving as Haskell County 
Judge for 22 years, County Judge 
Beverly O. Roberson has 
announced his resignation from that 
office, effective Dec. 31.

Judge Roberson tendered his 
letter of resignation at the 
Commissioners Court meeting on 
Monday, Dec. 11, but was too 
emotionally overcome to read the 
letter. He gave the letter to 
Commissioner Ray Perry to read 
and then left the courtroom.

Judge Roberson began his first 
term as County Judge on Jan. 1, 
1967 and served in that capacity 
until Dec. 31, 1978, when he lost 
the election. His last term began 
Aug. 1, 1984, when he was 
appointed County Judge to serve 
out the unexpired term of Judge 
John Wayne McDermett who 
submitted his letter of resignation 
to the Court on July 24,1984.

Judge Roberson, who turned 71, 
on Dec. 9, cited health problems 
within the last year for his reason

for resigning. “I felt like that since 
I didn’t feel like being on the job 
full time, that I should stop and let 
someone else do the job. It wasn’t 
an easy decision to make.”

Judge Roberson is a native of 
Haskell County. He was bom in 
the Rochester area to a pioneer 
Haskell County family. He served 
in the military during World War 
II. After his discharge from the 
service, he went to work for 
International Harvester for 14 years 
and then returned home to 
Rochester in 1960 and went into 
business and also farmed.

He and his wife, Billyjo, 
continued to live in the Rochester 
area until 1973, when they moved 
to a farm near Haskell. They rtioved 
from the farm into Haskell this 
past year. The couple have two 
sons, Stewart of Abilene, Edwin of 
Dallas and one daughter, Melissa of 
Floydada. They also have three 
granddaughters.

Judge Roberson said that he had

seen many changes in the county, 
since he h ^  first been elected to the 
office, some for the best and some 
that were not. “One of the better 
changes was the Tax Appraisal 
District being formed. Back during 
the early years, the county had no 
money because we had no values. 
Since the Appraisal District has 
been formed, it has helped the 
county to pay for required services 
to the county. We had a few old 
motor graders in every precinct and 
they were all worn out. Now the 
county operates with newer 
equipment at a lesser cost than back 
in those days,” Judge Roberson 
said.

He added, “I feel we have the 
best county in all of the big 
country and the reason is because of 
the people who live here. There is 
always someone to help if you 
needed it and asked for it. I 
appreciate the cooperation and help 
that I have received over these 
many years.

“I have no regrets, it has been 
real good years, some bad times; 
but it has always been a job you 
could get satisfaction out of, real 
happy and enjoyable years.**

Judge Roberson said that he 
plans to devote more time to his 
own personal business and get used 
to being home and spending time 
with his children and grandchildren. 
He and his wife also plan to do 
some traveling in the not so distant 
future. '

A day of surprises at 
Comm. Court meeting

Citing health reasons. County 
Judge B.O. Roberson tendered his 
letter of recognition to the Haskell 
County Commissioner’s Court 
during their regularly scheduled 
meeting, Monday morning, Dec. 
11. Judge Roberson was 
emotionally overcome and asked 
Commissioner Ray Perry to read 
the following letter:
To the Citizens of Haskell 
C ounty :

For many years it has been my 
honor and jxivilege to serve you as 
County Judge. These have been 
enjoyable years and I shall 
remember them always.

During the past year, my energy 
level and health in general has 
reached the point that I feel it is 
time for me to tender my 
resignation to be effective Dec. 31, 
1995, allowing you to choose 
someone to carry on the duties of 
the office.

My sincere thanks to each and 
everyone of you for your 
assistance, support and cooperation 
during the past several years.

My best wishes for each of you 
and our County.

Your truly, 
B.O. Roberson

Commissioner’s Court members 
and courthouse workers expressed 
their feelings of regret over the 
judge’s resignation and thanked the 
judge for his years of service to the 
county.

County Judge Pro-tern, Billy 
Wayne Hester will serve in the 
interim until a new judge is 
appointed or elected to serve out the 
unexpired term of Judge Roberson.

In another surprise move 
following the judge’s resignation 
announcement. Commissioner 
Perry then announced that he would 
not run for re-election and read the 
following statement to those 
present in the courtroom:

For seven primaries, since 1968, 
my name has appeared on the 
Ballot as a Democratic candidate for 
Haskell County Commissioner of 
Precinct 3. For the first time in 28 
years, my name will not appear on

the Democratic Ballot as a 
Commissioner for Precinct 3 in 
March of 1996.

I would like to express my 
gratitude to the past courts, and to 
the present court, for the excellent 
working relationship we have 
shared. I feel I have served Haskell 
County well. I have become 
acquainted with many aspects of the 
law which I had never before 
imagined. I have bectxne acquainted 
with many, many people; a great 
many who will remain my friends 
for life; which I would not have 
otherwise had reason, opportunity 
or privilege to know.

It is not with regret, but with 
complete satisfaction and family 
agreement that I have decided to 
withhold my name from being 
placed on the Ballot as a candidate 
for Com m issioner in the 
Democratic Primary in March of 
1996.

Perry said that he felt he had 
served his time and it was time to 
get out of the way for someone else 
to serve, and time for him to spend 
more time with his family.

O ther members of the 
Commissioner’s Court expressed 
their gratitude and thanks to 
Commissioner Perry.

In other business, the Court 
approved a motion to hire Victoria 
Linda King as a dispatcher at the 
Sheriff’s office, effective Dec. 4.

Commissioner Hester reported 
to the Court on the mandatory 
Drug and Alcohol testing for 
County CDL licensed employees.

The reasons given most often 
for reading aloud have to do with 
the intellectual advantages that it 
gives the child. Reading aloud, 
however, is advantageous for the 
whole child and for the family as 
well. Some of the benefits are 
listed below.

Reading aloud stim ulates 
emotional development:

It helps the child find meaning 
in life; it increases the child’s self­
esteem; it fosters motivation; it 
stimulates a child’s imagination; 
and it provides a form of recreation.

Reading aloud stim ulates 
intellectual development:

Vocabulary is increased; 
attention span is increased;

comprehension is increased; and 
self-confidence is increased.

Reading aloud stim ulates 
physical development

Turning pages involves gross 
and fine motor coordination; 
looking at pictures improves visual 
skills; and listening sharpens 
auditory skills.

Reading aloud improves the 
quality of family life:

Family members become role 
models; time is spent with the 
child while reading; parents learn 
about the child’s interests; and the 
child feels valued by the parents.

AUSTIN — Texas motorists 

should continue to heed the posted 
speed limit, although President 
Clinton has signed into law a bill 
that repeals the national maximum 
speed limit.

The Texas Department (rf Trans­
portation and the Department of 
Public Safety jointly announced 
that new spe^-lim it signs are not 
expected to start going up on Texas 
highways until mid-December.

“The best advice for motorists is 
to abide by the posted speed limit,” 
said Maj. E.C. Sherman of the DPS 
Traffic Law Enforcement Division. 
“Some areas will stay 55 mph, so 
motorists should not assume the 
speed limit is any higher than the 
posted limit. ”

Bill Burnett, executive director 
of the Department of Transporta­
tion, said the agency has antici­
pated the maximum national speed 
limit would be lifted.

But the law allows the Texas 
Transportation Conunission to set 
speed limits lower than 70 mph 
“if the lower speed is justified by 
engineering and traffic studies for 
particular sections of highway,” he 
added.

Engineers with the Department 
of Transportation have been review- 

I ing the 77,000-mile state highway 
system since September to deter­
mine appropriate speeds.

The study is divided into four 
phases: interstate and divided high­
ways, undivided highways of four 
lanes or more, all other highways 
on the state and U.S. systems, and

all other farm-to-market and ranch- 
to-market roads. Results of the first 
phase indicate the Transportation 
Department cannot justify a speed 
limit lower than 70 mph on the ma­
jority of rural interstate and divided 
highways — which make up about 
10 percent of the total highway sys­
tem in Texas but cany more than 
60 percent of the traffic.

. Academic Ratings Upgraded
Texas public schools will be held 

to higher performance standards 
under the newly revised Public 
School Accountability System for 
1996 to the year 2000, the Tbxas 
Education Agency announced early 
this month.

Mandated by the Texas Legisla­
ture in 1993 as a method of rat­
ing school districts and campuses, 
the new four-tiered rating system 
is based on students* scores in 
the Texas Assessment ctf Academic 
Skills (TAAS) exam given to pupils 
in grades 3 through 8 and 10, and 
dropout rates and attendance rates. 
In 1996, districts and campuses 
will also be acknowledged for high 
performance on college admission 
tests.

School districts are rated exem­
plary, recognized, academically ac­
ceptable and academically unac­
ceptable. Campuses are rated ex­
emplary, recognized, acceptable or 

* low-perfbrming.
“Although in maiy ways, the 

system remains unchanged for 
the past years, some performance

standards will be substantially 
increased by the turn of the 
century. The system expects high 
performance from all groups of 
students,” said Texas Education 
Commissioner Mike Moses.

In 1995, for example, a dis­
trict or campus was rated academi­
cally unacceptable/low performing 
if less than 25 percent of its total 
students or student groups (African 
American, Hispanic, wWte or eco­
nomically disadvantaged) passed 
the reading, writing and math sec­
tions of the TAAS exam.

Now the bar is being raised. In 
1996, districts or campuses will 
be rated academically unaccept­
able/low performing if the TAAS 
passing rate for all students or ai^

of the four student groups is be­
low 30 percent. And, by the year 
2000, aiQ̂  district or campus that 
has less than a 50 percent TAAS 
passing rate will receive the lowest 
rating.

National Forum Set in Austin
Organizers of the National Issues 

Convention, Jan. 18-21 in Austin, 
are calling the event “an unprece­
dented experiment in the American 
Democratic process.”

It is h o p ^  the convention will 
draw many of the 1996 presidential 
candidates. Only U.S. Sen. Robert 
Dole, R-Kan., has said he would 
not attend.

Creator the convention is 
James Fishkin, chairman of the 
government department at the Uni­
versity of Tbxas at Austin. Fishkin 
said he is confident most of the 
candidates would come, and if they 
do not, they would be replaced 1^ 
other political figures.

About 75 percoit of the 600 
people asked to be delegates have 
accepted invitations, Fishkin said.

Bell to Refund Customers
Southwestern Bell Telephone Co. 

is to share $19.4 million with cus­
tomers as a final payment under a 
four-year regulatory plan that gov­
erned its rates and earnings before 
the state’s new telecommunications 
law took effect Sept. 1.

In a report filed with the Public 
Utility Commission, Southwestern 
Bell agreed to a one-time credit that 
customers may see on their billing 
statement as early as March. Cred­
its will be $1.36 per residential line 
and $2.99 for a business line.

If approved, the refund will 
bring the five-year total of refunds 
to $172 million.

“Hank” Grover of Houston filed a 
lawsuit in Travis County against the 
Texas Republican Party, claiming 
that the election rule iillowing a 
person (in this case, Phil Gramm) 
to run for the presidency and 
another office at the same time is 
unconstitutional.

She spent $35,500—a third of her 
total assets—to purchase a small 
duplex so she would have a home 
and, if needed, skilled nursing care 
in the hospital. She had confidence 
in her judgment because she had 
known this center by reputation and 
personal experience for twenty 
years.

What she actually bought was 
contract for the use of—but not 
title  to— the duplex. The 
ambiguous two-page contract was 
only a lifetime lease instead of 
ownership. There was nothing in 
the contract about voluntarily 
terminating the contract if she 
wanted or needed to move for any 
reason. There was no provision for 
a fair settlement for her unforeseen 
death soon after the purchase.

Nor did she get any health care 
services for her money. When my 
aunt was diagnosed with terminal 
cancer eight months later, none of 
the $35,500 could be used to pay 
her $5,500 a month out-of-pocket

medical bills in the center’s 
hospital. If she had lived more than 
eight months, she would have been 
broke from her medical expenses 
and the hospital would have moved 
her to a ward reserved for poverty 
cases.

Protect your older loved ones by 
doing the following:

1. Help your elders plan their 
retirement future. If you will bear 
the financial consequences of their 
decisions, insist on helping.

2. Start planning early-before 
you are faced with hasty decisions.

3. Compare brochures and 
contracts from a variety of 
retirement centers.

4. Interview current residents 
about problems or shortcomings,

5. Interview relatives of deceased 
residents to identify estate 
problems.

6. Get the center’s written 
policy on refunds in case 1) your 
loved one wants to terminate the 
contract or 2) your loved one dies 
within four or five years of the 
purchase date.

7. Find out what is included in 
any lump sum payment-medical 
expenses? insurance? donation? 
investment? annuity? (There is no 
standard regulation of terms so 
marketing slogans like “Contract 
for Life” have no legal meaning).

8. Contact your lawyer or your 
state’s Attorney General if you 
think you might already be in a 
“bad deal.”

9. Help change your state’s 
regulations-contact your state or 
local ombudsman for the elderly, 
and local chapters of such activist 
groups as the Grey Panthers and 
AARP.

Jarrin' John in the news again
* Fifty-five years after he graduated 
from college at Texas A&M, John 
^Cimbrough continues to be featured 
(in sports news articles statewide.

' Texas A&M’s “Jarrin” John 
^m brough got his nickname from 
jhis running style, but it could have 
jas easily described his sense of 
{etiquette.
i He finished his college football 
bareer in 1940 as runner-up for the 
Heisman Trophy, one of three 
southwest Conference players to 
jfinish second in the balloting, 
jalong with SMU’s Kyle Rote in 
;1950 and TCU’s Jim Swink in 
1955.
, But Kimbrough’s start in 
fcollege football was a far cry from 
his lofty finish. He started at 
pTulane, where he wanted to follow 
in his father’s footsteps and become 
a doctor. He didn’t make the 
football team as a freshman, 
^ough, and left Tulane for A&M.
; As a sophomore, he was part of 
What he called the “cannon fodder”

at the end of the Aggie bench. 
A&M coach Homer Norton came 
looking for him and his cohorts 
one Saturday as the first-stringers 
were being hammered by TCU. In 
the new A&M huddle, no one 
wanted anything to do with a play 
until Kimbrough spoke up.

“Hell, give it to me,” he said.
He took two steps, he said, and 

saw not 11 Horned Frogs, but 
“40,000, all of ‘em saying, ‘New 
blood.’”

He swung left for five yards and 
decided, if he was going down 
anyway, he might as well take 
someone with him. A TCU player 
was carried from the field, which 
Kimbrough’s teammates duly 
noted.

“They’ll really hurt us now,” 
they told him.

“Gimme the ball again,” 
Kimbrough replied.

After the next play—when 
Kimbrough got up from the pile 
and a TCU' playerrrdidhi’t— 
Kimbrough said he felt someone 
pulling at him.

“This little bitty short man was 
screamin’ at me, callin’ me all 
kinds of names I didn’t like, and I’d 
been in the Arm y,” said 
Kimbrough, 77, who lives in his 
hometown of Haskell. “So I got 
him by the tie and I lifted him up

and said, ‘Look, Coach, you're too 
small to talk to me like that. 1*11 
stomp you in the ground.’”

And that was John Kimbrough’s 
introduction to Dutch Meyer, one 
of the SWC’s legendary coaches.

Over the next two seasons, 
Kimbrough would exhibit a similar 
lack of subtlety while running over 
SWC teams. He finished fifth in 
the Heisman voting in 1939, when 
the Aggies won the national 
championship. In 1940, he ran for 
611 yards and seven touchdowns, 
and on defense he had five 
interceptions.

He didn’t know he was the 
runner-up to Michigan’s Tom 
Harmon for the Heisman until he 
read it in a newspaper. But he 
hadn’t counted on it, anyway. 
Harmon came in ahead of him the 
year before, when Iowa’s Nile 
Kinnick won the Heisman.

Kimbrough thinks that TCU’s 
Davey O’Brien 1938 Heisman 
would have kept him from 
winning, anyway. He didn’t believe 
another SWC player would be 
recognized again so soon.

481, Health and Safety Code, or by 
21 U.S.C. 801 et seq., a dangerous 
drug as defined by Chapter 483,

11) a serious offense under the

Procedural Requirements

Before the student is expelled, 
the Board or the Board’s designee 
will provide a hearing for the 
student that meets the standards for 
due process under the federal 
constitution. The student’s parent 
or guardian will receive a written 
notice of the hearing and an 
invitation to attend. At the hearing, 
the student must be represented by
the parent or gu^dian or another 
adult who can provide guidance to 
the student and who is not an 
employee of the District. If the 
decision to expel is made by the 
board’s designee, the decision may 
be appealed to the board. After a 
decision to appeal is made, the 
parent will receive a copy of the 
expulsion order. Parents are 
responsible for supervising their 
children during the expulsion term.

Notice of expulsion will also be 
made to the county juvenile 
authorities within two business 
days after hearing.
Perm issive Expulsion

A student may be expelled if the 
student:

1) continues to engage in 
serious or persistent misbehavior 
that violates the district’s student 
code of conduct after being placed 
in an alternative education program 
for disciplinary reasons.

2) engages in criminal mischief 
under Penal Code 28.03, if the 
conduct is punishable as a felony 
(intentional or knowing damage to 
tangible school property resulting 
in loss of $1,500 or more) whether 
committed on or off school 
property or at a school-related 
activity.

A student expelled under either 
mandatory or permissive expulsion 
provisions will be subject to 
restrictions on extracurricular 
activities according to the student 
code of conduct.
D uration

The length of time for which a 
student may be expelled is not 
limited by statute, but generally

will not exceed one calendar year. 
Under federal law, a student who is 
expelled for a firearm violation 
must be expelled from the student’s 
regular campus for a period of at 
least one year, subject to any 
individual modifications made by 
the superintendent.

Placement.of students
witli, disabilities 

The placement of a student with 
a disability who receives special 
education services may be made 
only by a duly constituted
admission, review, and dismissal 
committee. A student with a 
disability who receives special 
education services may not be 
placed in alternative education 
programs solely for educational 
purposes if the student does not 
also meet the criteria for alternative 
placement in Tex. Educ. Code 
37.006(a) or 37.007(a).

Texas A&M awarded bid for TxDOT mesquite research

The Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT) has hired 
Texas A&M agricultural experts to 
develop an effective means to 
control mesquite trees growing on 
highway rights of way.

A $222,000 contract was 
awarded to Dr. Darrell Ueckert, 
range scientist with the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
and to Dr. Allan McGinty, range 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
Both men are headquartered at the 
Texas A&M Research and 
Extension Center in San Angelo.

“The funding is for developing 
uniform, statewide guidelines and 
procedures for use by TxDOT 
maintenance personnel,” said 
Ueckert. “We plan to refine our 
new “Brush Busters” program to 
meet the TxDOT needs.”

Ueckert explained that Brush 
Busters is a newly packaged, 
common-sense brush control 
concept that uses proven chemical 
methods to selectively remove 
noxious plants without harming 
nearby desirable vegetation. The 
two men developed the Brush 
Busters program for the rancher and 
small-acreage owner. TxDOT’s 
problems are similar; the agency is 
seeking to control undesirable 
plants cheaply while protecting the 
surrounding environment. The 
contract runs from Sept. 1 through 
Aug. 31, 1996.

Reducing 
tat content 
of baked 
products

Fat such as shortening, dairy 
products, butter and other forms of 
fat add moisture, flavor and 
tenderness to the texture in cookies, 
cakes, quick breads and muffins. 
Fruit purees such as prune, 
£q>plesauce, banana and nonfat dairy 
products like nonfat yogurt, light 
cream cheese or light or nonfat sour 
cream provide some of the fat-like 
characteristics in homemade baked 
goods with out the addition of fat.

If you select the fruit purees, 
you’ll also be adding a few more 
nutrients—vitamins, minerals and 
fiber. Also, the fruit purees may 
enhance other flavors in the recipes. 
For example, prunes enhance 
chocolate, cinnamon and orange.

When modifying a recipe, 
substitute one half as much of the 
chosen substitute for fat. Use one 
half cup of pureed prunes in place 
of one cup of butter. Also, egg 
whites or egg substitute (instead of 
whole eggs), and graham cracker or 
chocolate cookie crumb crusts in 
recipes that call for a higher fat 
pastry dough crust can help 
accomplish baked goods with less 
fat and thus less calories. That’s 
because fat provides one and one 
fourth more calories per gram than 
does carbohydrate or protein.

Call your local family and 
consum er sciences County 
Extension Agent to find out more 
ways to modify recipes to decrease 
the fat content.

Christmas Tree 
Facts And Fancies

(NAPS)—More than 35 million 
Christmas trees will be harvested 
from  tre e  fa rm s in th e  U n ited  
States this year. Christmas trees 
a re  grow n on fa rm s in  a ll 50 
states!

CJhoosing a real Christmas tree 
over an artificial tree is the envi­
ronm entally  sound choice, says 
th e  N a tio n a l C h ris tm a s  T ree 
Association. A benefit to the atmo­
sp h ere , re a l C h ris tm a s  tre e s  
absorb carbon dioxide and other 
gases emitting fresh oxygen. One 
acre of Christmas trees produces 
the daily oxygen requirem ent for 
18 people. With some one million 
acres producing Christm as trees 
in the U.S., th a t tran sla tes into 
oxygen for 18 million people every 
day. For every real Christmas tree 
h arv es ted , th ree  seed lings are  
planted in its place.

Real C hristm as trees are an 
all-American, renewable and recy­
clable resource. Artificial trees, 
most of which are made in Korea 
or Taiwan consist of plastics and 
metals th a t aren’t biodegradable.

“Regrowth mesquite is a big 
problem not only in pastures, but 
also along many Texas roadways,” 
said Ueckert. “Mesquite infests 
about 51 million acres of the 
state’s land, including highway 
right-of-way. The problem is most 
severe in the western two-thirds of 
Texas. It’s a big aggravation to the 
taxpayer and to the motorist who 
suddenly finds himself with a 
thom-punctured tire.”

A highway department official 
estimated that TxDOT maintains 
approximately 1.42 million acres 
of right-of-way along 78,(XX) miles 
of roadway.

Ueckert said TxDOT’s major 
goal is to maintain a roadside 
“native prairie” for each site or 
region across the state. He said the 
goal reflects TxDOT’s appreciation 
for the aesthetic, wildlife habitat.

soil stabilization and watershed 
values of prairie vegetation as well 
as the safety concern to motorists 
and TxDOT employees.

“You can’t have a native prairie 
brimming with wild flowers when 
it’s choked with mesquite,” said
McGinty. “Mowing is currently 
TxDOT’s main line of defense 
against the woody invader. It’s 
expensive and as far as the tree is 
concerned, useless. Mesquite is 
only temporarily suppressed by 
mowing. To maintain any control, 
mesquite must be mowed several 
times a season. At $18 per acre per 
mowing, that adds up fast in 
taxpayer dollars.”

Funding for the first year of 
work is $110,776. The remaining 
$111,065 is earmarked for the 
second year, providing funding is 
available at the state level.

Ueckert and McGinty have 
mapped out four steps for the 
project. First, they plan to develop 
economic thresholds for mesquite 
regrowth control under various 
conditions. This data will allow 
TxDOT to decide the most cost-

effective, method for a particular 
area.

The second step determines the 
minimum concentrations of 
herbicides to effectively control 
individual m esquites. This 
knowledge will result in a reliable, 
highly effective and rapid control of 
frequently mowed mesquite.

The third step will be to design 
and build a mechanized, automated 
system for selective application of 
the proven control techniques. 
These will reduce the normal labor 
requirements, thus the cost.

The final step is to develop a set

of decision aids and educational 
materials. These will help users 
select the right mesquite controls.

The educational materials and 
programs will be used in training 
TxDOT employees to assure 
maximum personnel safety and 
efficiency.

“In short,” said Ueckert, “we are 
going to give TxDOT a new, 
highly effective, safe, and low-cosL 
long-term solution to its mesquite 
problems.”

The project is the first research 
program ever funded by TxDOT at 
the San Angelo Center.

habit of watering just once or twice 
a week.

And Wilkerson says even 
though it may seem like a good 
idea, do not move plants back 
outside for a day or two just 
because there is a break in the cold 
weather.
