Payola Scandals
Will Have Effect
On Business Gifts

Businessmen will give Christ.
mas gifts in greater numbers this
year, but the value and suitability
of each gift is being examined
with greater care, according to
the Business Goodwill Advisory
“ouncil.

“Extravagant business gifts of
the type associated with the ‘pay-
Jla' are on their way out, re-
placed with modest gifts selected
with an eye toward value and
good taste.” That's the finding of
this non-profit research organiza-
tion supported by gift-conscious
sales managers, the business gift
industry’s two national trade as-
sociations and the industry’s
trade information service.

The average cost of a 1959 busi-
ness gift was about $7.50, BGAC
reports, down from $14.00 only
five years ago. But, the number
of individual gifts is estimated to
be running 22% above last year;
110% more than flve years ago.

Because of the considerable in-
crease in number of gifts, the
sales volume of the business gift
industry will be close to $300,000,-
000 this year; up from $253,000,000
last year and $276,000,000 the year
before. And these figures do not
include liquor and other gifts pur-
chased through retail stores.

‘““The ‘payola’ scandals have
alerted businessmen to choose
their business gifts with greater
care,” a spokesman said. ‘‘Busi-
nessmen are now striving earnest-
ly for tasteful gifts that can be
presented in a truly thoughtful
manner as honest tokens of appre-
clation.”

Perfumes

Perfumes are almost as tra-
ditional as helly and mistletoe.
Early pagans burned fragrant
woods and spices as offerings to
the gods; priests used perfumes
in religious rites; at their corona-
tion kings and emperors were an-
nointed with fragrant oils; the
Wise Men brought gifts of frank-
incense and myrrh to the Holy
Infant. Today, perfumes rank
high on milady's “want” list.

You don't have to spend all your
money to have a beautifully-deco-
rated home at Christmas. Use in-
genuity. Make most of your own
decorations. In adition to the sav-
ings, you'll find that it's fun—and
highly satisfying.

For example, stir up your own
tree ornaments in a mixing bowl.
Combine plastic starch and laun-
dry detergent to make a stiff mix-
ture, Then make frosty icicles by
dipping bobby pins into the mix-
ture.

Popcorn strings, an old favorite,
are colorful Christmas-tree ropes
if you pop the corn two or three
days before stringing, and dip it
in a thin sugar syrup colored with
vegetable coloring.

Save lids from paper ice cream
cups, then trim by pasting on
colored designs cut from old
Christmas greeting cards. To
hang, slip a paper clip or wire
through a hole punched in the tab
of the lid.

Observance Was
Once Against Law

At one time it was illegal to
observe Christmas in this country.

In 1659 the Massachusetits Bay
Colony's general court passed the
following resolution: ‘‘Whosoever
shall be found observing any such
day as Christmas or the like,
either by forebearing labor, feast-
ing, or any other way, s & fes-
tival, shall be fined five shillings."”

It is believed that the first
“Jegal”’ observance in this coun-
try was in 1687 when Governor
Andros conducted services in Bos-
son's town hall. However, it was
not until 1856 that the Massa-
chusetts State Legislature passed
laws making Christmas & legal
holiday.

Know Your Tree

In many states, it is possible
to distinguish different types of
Christmas trees, as they are
graded, inspected and tagged
before being marketed.

WILMER SMITH

Ag's 1960 Man of
Year Is Selected

A slender, six-foot dryland cot-
ton farmer from Lynn County has
been named The Progressive Far-
mer's 1960 Man of the Year in

Texas Agriculture,

Wilmer fmitl, Texas' ambas-
sador-at-large for cotton through-
out the United States, received
the honor for his exceptional ser-
vice as a farm leader and as an
outstanding spokesman for cotton
growers. He was born and reared
in Lynn County near New Home
and farms about 1,020 acres of
land there.

The 48-year-old farmer travels
about 60,000 miles each year re-
presenting the cotton industry, in-
cluding a trip to Washington at
least once a month. His experien-
ce in a varietey of phases—as
grower, ginner, and president of
an oil mill—gives him first hand
knowledge of the cotton industry

Smith ls a member of a dozen
boards, commissions, and com-
mittees that serve agriculture and
is president of the American Cot-
ton Producer Associates. He has
been described as a farmer lead-
er “who doesn't have to get his
information second-hand.” Con-
gressional leaders respect his
judgement and listen to him.

After Smith received his col-
lege degree in government from
Texas Tech in Lubbock, he be-
came principal of the Cotton Cen-
ter school in Hale County. Four
years later he was called home
to run the farm because of his
father's ill health. He immedia-
tely became active in farm or-
ganizations, Since then his lead-
erghip and sincere interést in pro-
moting the cause of cotton grow-
ers has pushed him to national
prominence in the cotton indus-

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Tax Evaluation
Engineers Meet
With School Board

The representatives from Thom-
as Y. Pickett and Company, Eval-
uation Engineers from Dallas,
were present at the School Board
Meeting December 5, for a dis-
cussion of the tax evaluations in
Abernathy School District. The
discussion centered mainly around
values of oil properties in the
School District, and a report on
the loss of income due to a re-
duction in pumping days.

Thomas Y. Pickett and Com-
pany has been employed by the
Abernathy School District for the
past seven years to furnish ex-
pert advise and to prepare ren-
ditions on all oll and industrial
properties in the District, it was
reported. They are paid three
cents per $100.00 evaluation of the
properties they handle for the
equalization board, Superinten-
dent Noel Johnson stated.

Mr. Johnson added that the cur-
rent tax roll ig approximately $21
million and the properties that
the evaluation engineers handle
total about $11 million, or over
half of the amount of the tax
roll.

It was brought out in the meet-
ing that income from Anton-Irish
field to royalty owners and oper-
ators has bheen seriously reduced
wer the past three or four years.
It was reported that the pumping
days in 1958 totaled 122; the-e
were 123 pumping days in 1959;
and a sharp cut in 1960 reduced
the pumping dafs to 104

The Anton-Irish field, a goodly
portion of which lies in the Aber-
nothy School District, in 1956 pro-

duced 2,830,000 barrels of oil at

$2.88 per barrel. During the year

1960, the allowable production

was only 1660000 barrels and

the price was some 26 cents less
barrel (or $2.62 per bharrel)

'he Anton-Irish field is a uni-

tized field with the Pan American
0il and Gas Company being the
principal manager. Pan American
0Oil and Gas Company paid the
Abernathy Independent School
District approximately $100,000.00
in taxes the current tax year, Sup-
erintendent Johnson stated.

Abernathy school officials and
the Abernathy school board are
faced with the problem of having
a possible reduction in the income
from taxes on oll.

Meetings are anticipated with
officials from Pan American Oif
and Gas Company’s tax division
in the early spring, with the hopes
that some solution can be reached
without having to raise the cur-
rent tax rate. The Abernathy In-
dependent School District tax rate
for 1960 was the same as 1959,
and preliminary plans are based
on no increase in 1961, schootl of
ficials said. /

According to the Renner Report,
a release by the Texas Research
Foundation, Renner, Texas, favor-
able growing conditions that pre-
vailed during 1960 have enabled
Texas Research Foundation agro-
nomists to glean important infor-
mation and yield data from the
Foundation's long-time investiga-
tion of farming systems for that
region. Benny J. Simpson, agrono-
mist in charge of the investiga-
tion, has reported on the perfor-
mance of wheat, cotton and grain
sorghum in one of the three-
year rotations recommended for
that reglon.

In the Investigation of cotton
during 1960, continuous cotton un-
der fertilization produced 175
pounds of lint more to the acre
than the continuous cotton that
had not been fertilized. The 75
pounds represented a profit of
$8.71 an acre over the cost of fer-
tilizer. In the fertilized rotation,
cotton produced 80 pounds of
lint more than it did in the un-
fertilized rotation, an increase
which represented a profit of
$10.02 an acre over the cost of the
fertilizer. In addition, the inci-
rence of root rot in the 1960 cot-
ton investigation clearly showed
the advantage gained by plant-
ing the cotton in rotation with
non-susceptible crops. Cotton a-
lome, fertilized and unfertilized,
showed extremely high infesta-
tion, the highest being 69.3 per
cent. Cotton in rotation with
grain sorghum and wheat, how-
ever, showed an infestation per-
centage of only 16.5.

Grain Sorghums

Continwous grain sorghum fer-
tilized during seedbed prepara-
tion with 40 pounds each of ni-
trogen and phosphorus to the
acre produced 1,187 pounds of
grain sorghum more than the con-
