jails to the cells, and after making the
trip to the basementwith the men,

Gregory had turned his back on them tc
unlock tbe cell door. And there Tomlln

decided that the outside held more at-

tractions for him than did the interior
of Haskell county'sbastlle he dropped

his part of the burdenaud made a dash
for freedom. Deputy Gregory waa

necessarily handicapped in the first
part of the "race" by having to lock th
negro in a cell beforegiving chase, but
when he did get started
state that he broke all speed records.
