like to share some good milk
drinks with you. These are good
nutritious snacks.

Make maple milk by putting
one-eighth of a teaspoon maple
flavor and one teaspoon sugar
in a glass of milk.

Peppermint milk sounds good
and pretty. Add crushed pep-
permint candy to milk and chill
until the candy is dissolved.
Garnish with whipped cream
and a peppermint candy stick.

A VERY nutritious drink is
milk with two tablespoons of
{frozen orange juice concentrate
added. Add a beaten egg and
one teaspoon powdered sugar.
Too with grated nutmeg.

Raspberry milk with marsh-
mallow has a delightful flavor.
Combine three or four table-
spoons of frozen raspberries,
slightly thawed, with three table-
spoons marshmallow cream.
Swirl this into your glass of
milk. This sounds pretty to me.

To use strawberries in milk,
mash several with a little sugar
and add to a scoop of ice cream
and stir. Pour cold milk over
this in a tall glass. Garnish
with a strawberry.

Banana milk is simple to
make.

Biologists to
eye pheasants

Ringneck pheasants in the Tex-
as Panhandle produce an an-
nuual harvest of more than 12,000
pirds and thousands of man-
hours of recreation, so biologists
of the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department are going to
ptudy the bird with a new tech-
nique this year, says biologist
{Jim Dillard.

IN THE past, the birds were
censused by attempting to
count the crowing birds in the
spring, but roadside noises and
irrigation motors made the task
difficult and often inaccurate.
Thus a new method has been
devised.

Over counties with huntable
joopulations of birds, 15 in all,
field personnel are setting up
roadside counts, a system close
to being an actual head count
of birds seen.

The lines will be run during
the last two weeks of July and
Ihe first week of August to ob-
tain data on pheasant reproduc-
fion, then again during the first
two weeks of October and the
first week of November to det-
ermine the distribution and den-
sily prior to hunting season.
