BREAKING modern records for
consecutive roll calls, the House
last week passed a badly mixed-up
Defense Production Act. The action
came long past midnight on Friday
after 12 consecutive votes on am-
endments. The 13th record vote was
for final passage.

The House had been debating the
measure for most of three weeks.
It now goes to a conference com-
mittee where Senate and House
differences are compromised and
a final draft of the bill is written.

I joined with 8 other Texas
members in voting against the bill
on final passage after our efforts
to send it back to committee for
needed corrections and improve-
ments was defeated. ‘Actually, in
the form in which it was finally
passed the measure appeared to
many of us as a piece of political
hypocrisy. [Sponsors of the legisla-
tion successfully fought off our
attempt to freeze all prices and
wages for a period of four months.
This was designed to get away
from political controls and test the
effectiveness of real legislation,
with Congress spelling it out, to
curb inflationary forces that are
driving up living costs.

During the debate on the control
act, more than 100 amendments
were offered. Here are a few of
the actions taken:

1. The initial rollback on cattle,
averaging 10%, was approved. The
two additional 4149 rollbacks pro-
jected for August 1 and October 1
were cancelled and prohibited. Ac-
tually, the 109 rollback amounts
to 189% on most Texas cattle, since
range cattle are generally graded
as “commercial” and as to what

rollback of 18%. I voted against
the . additional rollbacks and for
cancellation of the initial one.

back on production and particularly
on feeding (which accounts for one-
third of the beef that goes into
butcher shops) it is of interest to
note that the Department of Agri-
culture has just announced that
there are presently 99, fewer cat-
tle on feed in /ICorn Belt feedlots
than was true a year ago. This
means consumers will face a short-
age of corn-fed beef in the amouns
of 117 million pounds during the
Fall marketing season. And that
means more inflationary pressure,
higher consumer prices, possible
more black markets.

The Department points out that
most of the drop in cattle numbers
took place in the three months since
March following the rollback order.
Before that the number was in-
creasing each month. It is obvious
that many feeders reduced their op-
erations and many quit because of
the uncertainty of profits and the
possibility of heavy losses, there
being no rollbacks ordered on costs
of production,

2. I voted for an amendment by
Rep. Poage which would have pro-
hibited increased manufacturing
and other costs from being forced
back on the original producer of

agricultural products. The amend-
ment was defeated.

3. An amendment was voted down
which would have limited the Wage
Stabilization Board to wage policy-
making. At present that Board, in
addition to policy-making, acts on
thousands of requests for rounds
of wage increases, and the public
members of the Board are very
much in the minority. This arrange-
ment has the effect of by-passing
the Taft-Hartley Act and its suec-
cessful conciliation service. As pre-
sently operated, that Board has
been admittedly inflationary in its
actions and it is feared that the
policy may lead to more and more
inflation in the spiral of wages and
living costs, with the unorganized
workers and those with fixed in-
comes being hurt the worst. I voted
for this attempt to limit the Board
to the function intended by law—
that is, as a policy-making medium
on the subject of wage increases in
the overall stabilization program.

4. The House adopted an amend-
ment, sponsored by the House Com-
mittee on Agriculture, which pro-
hibits slaughtering quotas for pro-
cessors of meat. The OPS has lim-
ited butchers to as little as 859% of
what they handled a year ago, and

this has interfered with the normal
supply and flow of meat for the
benefit of consumers. I voted @r
this amendment.

5. An amendment was adopted,
for which I voted, which restricts
the authority of the President,
without the consent of Congress, in
the acquisition of real estate for
defense production purposes, There
has been an inclination in recent
years for Congress to delegaté too
much of its authority and respon-
sibility to the President and to
bureaus and agencies.

6. The House also adopted an
amendment to the bill prohibiting
the licensing authority of busin-
esses, designed to give a club to
the head of OPS for use over the
heads of business men. In voting
against such authority, I felt that
too much leeway would be granted
to Mr. DiSalle to harass business-
men. We have courthouses to de«
cide the rights of citizens in the
pursuance of their business activi-
ties and I fear that too much con-
trop over them by a government
agency in Washington would be
dangerous. This proposal would
give the OPS power of life and
death over businessmen every-
where.

Home life! Is there a danger of
this becoming a misnomer?

To Continue Drive
On Farm Child Labor
During School Hours

When the school bell rings this
fall, Federal offiicals are going
to be making extra efforts to see
that employment does mot interfere
with education.

Employment of children under 16
vears of age in agriculture during
school hours in unlawful under the
Federal Fair Labor Standards Act.
William J. Rogers, Regional Direc-
tor ‘of the Wage-Hour and Public
Contracts Divisons of the U. S. De-
partment of Labor in Dallas, says
his staff plans to enforce the law
this fall as it did last year. His re-
gion includes Texas, Arkansas, Lou-
isiana, Oklahoma, and New Mex-
ico.

He pointed out today the law ap-
plies directly to farmers whose
crops or products, either directly
or indirectly, go into interstate
or foreign commerce. He illustrated
the matter with the case of a mar-
mer who sends his product outside
the state or delivers his product to
a ginner, processor, canner, or dea-
ler who will send it outside the
state—either in its original form or
as part of another product.

The law does not apply to a far-
mer’s own children working on
their parents’ farm, he said. But
if farmers hire other under-age
children during school hours, the
farmers themselves are responsible,
he declared.

Save Ripe Peaches

In Your Freezer

COLLEGE STATION—Use your
home freezer to save some of the
luscious red-ripe peaches that are
plentiful this season. It’s the wise
thing to do, advises Louise Mason,
Foods and Nutrition Specialist for
the Extension iService of Texas A
&M College.

You can use either the dry sugar
method of packing the halved or
sliced peaches, or freeze them with
a sugar syrup. If you meed to pre-
serve them for the diet of a dia-
betic, you may just use water with-
out sugar.

But first, select firm ripe peaches
which are at the stage for good
eating. Any green color on the
peaches will indicate they are not
ripe enough for freezing.

Then, peel the peaches. The spe-
cialist advises this rather than dip-
ping in boiling water as this tends
to soften the outer layer of the
peaches.

For a dry sugar pack, add two-
thirds cup of sugar to each quart
of prepared fruit  and mix well.
Keep the fruit from turnnig dark
by sprinkling ascorbic acid dissolv-
ed in water over them before you
add sugar. One-fourth teaspoon of
ascorbic acid in. one-fourth cup of
cold water will be sufficient for

each quart of fruit, Pack into con-
tainers, leave three-fourths inch

head space, seal and sharp freeze
immediately.

For the syrup pack, make a syrup
of three cups sugar and four cups
water. Add one-half teaspoon pow-
dered ascorbic acid to each quart
of syrup. Place peach halves or
slices in container, add syrup to
over. Use a piece of wadded wax
paper to keep the fruit under the
syrup, leave three-fourths inch
head space, seal and sharp freeze
immediately. f

The specialist says peaches have
better quality when packed in sy-
rup or with sugar.
