Greenbelt Electric Notified
Tuesday of Low-Interest Loan

Senator Lloyd Bentsen was
advised Tuesday, March 28,
that the Rural Electric
Administration has awarded a
low interest $410,000 loan to
Greenbelt Electric Co-op, Inc.

The loan has a special 2
percent interest rate.

Funds from the loan were
intended to be used to finance
services for additional con-
sumers, but David Pruitt,
Greenbelt manager, said
Tuesday afternoon that it will

be necessary to use most of it
to pay financial obligations to
co-op incurred during the
recent ice storm.

The storm damage will cost

" Greenbelt around one-half

million dollars, Pruitt indicat-
ed.

The loan announced Tues-
day was set up to finance
services for 149 additional
consumers, 18 miles of
distribution line and various
improvements to the system.

Pruitt said that in the near
future the necessary steps will
be taken to prepare a loan
application to cover this work.

Pruitt became manager of
Greenbelt in January and the
devastating ice storm came
only a few weeks later.

‘‘We had to use money from
our general fund that was
earmarked for other purposes
to finance the ice storm,’’ he
said. That money will have to
be repaid.

There were improvements
to sub-stations, made before
the storm.

‘*“We're looking at $700,000
to $800,000 we have had to
spend since the first of the
year,”’ Pruitt said.

“*We deeply appreciate the
Rural Electric Administration,
headed by David Hamil, who
has reacted so quickly to get
the money down to us. They
understood our predicament,’’
he added.

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Whaley Places Four Places to Be

Farm Problem
On Government

Foster Whaley, Democratic
candidate for State Represen-
tative, told Wellington Ki-
wanis Club members Friday,
Mar. 17 that much of today’s
farm problems can be credited
to what government has done
to farmers as well as what it
has failed to do for them.

He said that we have had
almost three decades of a
bi-partisan cheap food policy.

The government price
freeze on live cattle by
President Truman created the
worst price disaster in the
early 'S0’s this country had
seen at the time. Then the
Nixon freeze on beef prices in
1973 triggered more bank-
ruptcies in the cattle business
than this nation had known to
that time.

Whaley cited the fact
Secretary Butz had encourag-
ed fence row to fence row
planting--then Nixon placed
an export embargo and sent
grain prices into a tailspin. All
of this was an effort to appease
consumers.

Whaley said the grain
reserve government program
to place three hundred million
bushels in storage will pretty
well assure the fact that wheat
prices will go no higher than
$3.83 per bushel as long as the
loan rate is only $2.25. This is
slightly over 70 percent of
parity. Whaley said, *‘If our
wheat and other grains were
sold in the world market at
parity, farmers of this nation
could earn five billion dollars
more for their grain pro-
ducts.”’

He said government figures
that showed the U.S. sold over
sixty-three percent of all the
feed grains and 41 percent of

all food grains that went into -

world trade in the last
marketing year. He said that
the U.S. has the power to set
world prices.

The Alligators Chomp

The fight, of course, isn’t over yet, but there’s every in-
dication that the farmers have won at least a minor victory
in Washington by convincing legislators to reopen con-
siderations of farm relief action.

And in doing so, they have learned a key lesson in
modern American politics, a lesson illustrative of the
plight we find ourselves in if we truly believe in a represen-
tative democracy where things are done in deliberate
manner.

Farmers have learned what the blacks, brown and
women long ago learned—the squeaky wheel gets the
grease in Washington.

Things in Congress seem to be done more by fiat than
by plan, more because of panic than reason, more through
haste than deliberation.

Clearly, when minority groups must form to provide
impetus for legislative consideration, the cart appears
before the horse. Initiative is in the hands of the minority,
not in the Congress.

Thus, it was not until the American Agriculture
Movement tramped to Washington to focus attention on
the plight of the farmer that interest spread in legislative
relief.

Two questions spring to mind: why must people take to
the streets to demand legislation their own represen-
tatives should perceive as needed; and why shouldn’t a
government which advocates widespread local and state-
level planning have enough foresight to predict trouble on
the horizon®¢ #9¢ ag Wil g et

The answer, we suspect, is embodied in what has
become a general principal of government these days.
That principle is that legislation or planning are not
needed until things are so bad only legislation can cure
them. It’s called the squeeze-them-till-they-yelp principle.

Congressmen and bureaucrats, see, are inured now to
the idea that only when something yelps is it alive and
worthy of interest. Through decades of civil rights mar-
ches, protest rallies, Washington sit-ins, shout-ins, love-
ins, and mug-ins, those in representative positions have
learned that he who governs best governs only
sporadically and to the whim of whoever it is who’s
yelping at the time.

If one is continuously fighting off the alligators, as the
saying goes, it is hard for him to remember his original
goal was to drain the swamp.

We need only review the legislative record in energy
planning to perceive the veracity of our principle.
President Carter wanted a comprehensive energy
program, a plan for the future, an outline for survival.
What he got was something resembling the legendary
hyra, a head attached for each yelping alligator which had
an interest or a fear. What started out as a vision of con-
tinuity, of comprehensibility ended up riddled with tooth
marks and claw prints. '

Government today responds, rather than leads, feints
rather than standing forthrightly.

We don’t really know how to solve this situation. We
can only say that as the farmers have learned how the
system works, how to get things done, so will other
groups (if everybody by now isn’t pretty familiar with it)
and our problems will multiply.
