our money working n the com­
munity or bring outude money 
in to make t prosper. A nur­
sing home li a ready-made 
industry which will not only 
serve the physical needs of 
our people, but will also cre­
ate new lobs. Someday our 
oil activity, highway coneruc- 
non. and pipeline work will 
be more or less completed and 
economic benefits from these 
activities will decline. We 
will need something to fill the 
gap created by these economic 
changes. If the proposed 40 
bed nursing home wete > o n  pie - 
ted and in full operation at 
that time, it would be opera­
ting at about $1+4.
