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National Foundation Issues Hints on 
What to Do II Polio Epidemics Strike

On the eve of the Infantile 
paralysis summer outbreaks, a 
recapitulation of figures avail­
able shows that the number of 
polio cases in the country is 
running about 50 per cent 
ahead of the figure reported at 
the same time last year .ac­
cording to a report issued this 
week by the National Founda­
tion far Infantile Paralysis. As 
ut mid-May, the number of new 
bases this year were 642 as 
compared with 424 cases for the 
same period last year.

Sharp increases have been 
reported in the New England 
states, Middle Atlantic states, 
South Atlantic area and the 
East South Central states. In 
the Pacific Coast and West 
South Central areas which 
have been hard hit during the 
past two years, there has been 
a noticeable drop in the num­
ber of new cases. The remain­
der o f the country is running 
about the same as last year.

According to the Founda­
tion. the increase in polio cases 
“ is not an alarming situation, 
but it should be watched care­
fully.” The National Founda­
tion also points out that It is 
in better condition than ever 
before to render aid to medical 
and public health authorities 
In an epidemic of infantile 
paralysis, wherever it may oc­
cur.
Precautions Listed

The Foundation also lists a 
series of simple precautions 
which maiy be taken by the 
public during the summer 
months in an effort to avert 
the spread of polio.

First, the foundation urges 
parerALs to be on the lookout for 
any early signs o f illness, es­
pecially in children; and call 
the doctor early, isolating the 
patient pending medical diag­
nosis.

Today there is no known pre­
vention or protection against 
Infantile paralysis, butt the 
foundation nevertheless urges 
the following precautions:

Avoid overtiring and ex­
treme fatigue from stren­
uous exercise.

Avoid sudden chilling 
such as would come after 
a plunge into extremely 
cold water on a hot day.

Pay careful attention to 
personal cleanliness, such 
as hand-washing before 
eating.

If possible avoid tonsil 
and adenoid operations 
during epidemics.
Use the purest milk and 
water you can. Keep flies 
away from food. While the 
exact means of spread of 
the disease is not known, 
contamination of water 
and milk is always danger- 
(mm and flies have been re­
peatedly shown to carry 
the infantile paralysis vi­
rus.

Do not swim in poluted 
water.

Maintain comunity san­
itation at a high level at 
all times.

Avoid all unnecessary 
contact with persons with 
any illness suspicious of In­
fantile paralysis.

Connselman 
Receives DFC

Major Orville L. Counselman, 
son of Mr. and Mrs. L. J. Coun- 
.selman o f Summerfleld, has 
been awarded the Distinguish­
ed Flying Cross and the third 
Oak Leaf Cluster to the Air 
Medal for his work as staff pi­
lot with the 6th Photographic 
Reconnaissance Group, a unit 
of the Fifth Air Force based on 
Leyte Island.

Major Counselman won his 
DFC for participation in aerial 
flights to Islands in the Celebes 
group in July and October, 1944, 
when his unit returned with 
valuable photographs of enemy 
installations in that area. He 
received his Air Medal about a 
year ago, with Oak Leaf Clus­
ters added for successful per­
formance of other missions.

Counselman has been in ser­
vice since April, 1941, and has 
been overseas since September, 
1943.

Continuing, the Foundation 
advises: Don’t become hyster­
ical if cases do occur in your 
neighborhood. Remember that 
though this is a frightful di­
sease, needless fear and panic 
only cause more trouble.

Attempts to stop the spread 
of the disease by closing all 
places where people congregate 
have been uniformly unsuccess­
ful. The resulting disturbance 
to community life is a disad­
vantage.

There is no known cure for 
Infantile paralysis. Good medi­
cal care will prevent or cor­
rect some deformities. But in 
about every fourth or fifth case 
there will be a permanent par­
alysis that cannot be overcome.

County chapters o f the Na­
tional Foundation are prepared 
to work with health officers, 
nurses, doctors and patients. 
Know your Chapter, ask its 
help if needed and volunteer to 
help your chapter so that it 
will be able to render the nec­
essary services.

In connection with the clean- 
ling off of the surface of the 
two lots in the northeast cor­
ner o f Block No. 77 4n Friona 
came the announcement that 
a commodious building will be 
erected there in the very near 
future, which will be the home 
for the equipment and business 
of the Friona Locker Company.

This company has been pro­
moted and organized by A. A. 
Crow, who will be president and 
manager of the company. *

It is announced that the new 
building will be 24x75 feet, and 
will house a cold-storage or 
locker system of 250 boxes, 
which with the 168 boxes of the 
T. J. Crawford locker system, 
will make a total of 418 lock­
ers or boxes far the city. These, 
it is understood, will be used 
for custom service, and a large 
number of the 250 boxes has 
already been contracted for.

W. f. OSBURN
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County Gains Little 
Under Current State 
Highway Program

The expenditure o f $60,000, 
000 for a post-war construction 
and maintenance of farm-to- 
market roads In Texas, as an­
nounced last week by the State 
Highway Department, will not 
actually be of much benefit to 
Deaf Smith County, it was an­
nounced this wfeek by County 
Judge Fred W. Baird, who said 
that only 16 miles has been al­
lotted to this county under the 
program.

“ Of this total,” Judge Baird 
said, “ 11 miles is Included in 
Highway 51, a project which 
has already been approved by 
the state department, leaving 
only five miles of additional

hard-surfaced roads to be con­
structed in the County under 
the program.”

Under the present plan of 
farm-to-market road construc­
tion, half of the funds will be 
from the current operating in­
come of the Highway Dept, 
while the Federal Government 
will match the State’s portion. 
According to Judge Baird, a 

; system whereby a state appro­
priation. matched by the coun­
ty would then be matched by 
the Federal government, would 
result in more road construc­
tion in counties willing to pay 
their part of the bill. Such a 
legislative proposal has been 
considered in Congress but has 
not yet passed, Judge Baird 
said, pointing out that if such a 
measure were enacted, expend­

iture of $250,000 by the county 
would result in a total appro­
priation of $1,000,000 after

matching Federal and 8tate 
grants were received-and a 
million dollars worth of roads is 
what this county will need.

According to the allotment 
plan now in effect, farm-to- 
market road funds will be allo­
cated according to a road-use 
study, which in turn is based 
principally on rural popula­
tion; and this system results 
in greater appropriations for 
the more populous Central and 
East Texas counties.
