that case she may put ‘Mrs,’
in parentheses before her sige
nature,”’

The Emily Post style is the
most widely used by women for
legal documents, correspon=
dence and signatures, But for
a newspaper, this style is
sometimes frustrating, For in=
stance, on second reference
in a story written in the third-
person, should be referred to
as Miss Post or Mrs, Post?
And would she be varies by
region, size of the commun=
ity and other factors,

Virtually all community
newspapers adapt a less fore
mal style - based mainly on the
preferences of local women,
Style also varies by region,
size of the community and othe
er factors,

Generally, only the metropo=
litan dailies — whichareneces=
sarily more impersonal — ade
here strictly to the formal
style, (However, it is said that
the women’s editor of a smalle
er daily in this area automae=
tically throws out any list of
women’s names not submitted
in formal style,)

The ‘Ms,’ designation is no
catch-all solution, either, It
has its own style problems as
Linda Davis Johnson of Austin
pointed out:

‘““According to an article I
ready by Amy Vanderbilt not
long ago and accordingto some
of the more militant libbers,
the Ms, distinction is intended
to be used only with the woe-
man’s name, Ms, Lydia Jones,
Therefore it would be incore
rect to write Ms Frank Jones
or Mr, and Ms, Jones, If the
idea is to give the woman more
individuality, we would be de=
feating that purpose if we use

the Ms, with her husband’s
name,”

‘‘Why must we use any preface
before a woman’s name, unless
perhaps it is an unusual name
that might be confused with a
man’s?
