Due to the Keneral manner in which the recent story 
relative to the change in the administrative offices of the 
city was handled, there still seems to he a certain amount 
of confu.sion exi.stinK in the minds of manv local resident.s 
as to what it mi^ht all be about. The K<M»d faith of the 
mayor and council inacted the change with the purpose in 
mind of clearifving the technical situation which has 
brought on so much misunderstanding and confusion. The 
constitution provides that there shall be a city secretary 
to be elected by popular vote and the office shall carry 
with it a stipulated salary. However, it does not stale 
just what the extent of the salary shall be. The city 
council voted this salary at $12.00 per annum. In order 
to have a competent book-keeper in charge of the records 
of the city it was decided some several vears ago to give 
the council the vested power to appoint such an officer to 
hold this p(Ksition as long as he proved to be competent. 
A fixed salary was adopted to compensate the book-keeper 
for full time dutv. The main thing is that the two offices 
in question are separate and distinct. Recently some of 
the candidates for the office of secretary were under the 
impression they were running for the position of b<M)k- 
keeper also, which in realitv is the paying office. In order 
to establish the identity of the two offices .Mr. Prewitt 
resigned as city .secretary and the present city attorney 
was appoint(‘d to fill the unexpired term. This paper is 
familiar with the action that has taken place and the 
eau»? for su,''h action, which we think is entirely justify- 
able.
