Trail killer preying on lone hikers

latest victims had been sexually as
saulted

POINT REYES STATION, Calif
(AP) \ killer who ritualistically
makes his victims plead for their
lives before slaying them may have
killed four people whose nude bodies
were fotnd-this-weekend at-a-sea--
shore park. police said

Authorities have tied the man to
three other killings over the last 15
months and are worried that what
they believe is his compulsion to kill
may lead him to strike again

“He commits his act$ in an effort to
achieve psychological relief, but the
murders wiH not satisfy him and the
problem will get worse,”” Marin Coun-
ty Sheriff Al Howenstein said Sunday
“Without question, this individual is
capable of striking again.”

Authorities found four bodies on
Saturday near a hiking trail at Point
Reyes National Seashore, 30 miles
north of San Francisco. They had
been looking for two women who dis
appeared Friday during separate hik-
ing trips at Point Reyes, and they also
came upon the bodies of twe other
people a half-mile away who had been
dead for up to six months. The corpses
were so badly decomposed that their
sex could not be determined.

"Howenstein said the killings were
similar to the unsolved slayings of
three women who were killed over the
last- 15 months on hiking trails on
Mount Tamalpais, which is about 20
miles seuth of Point Reyes.

“1 would not be surprised if he has
killed elsewhere,” Howenstein said.
He said the Marin sheriff’s depart-
ment plans an aerial search of the
entire area from Point Reyes. to
Mount Tamalpais in an attempt to

find more bodies. An infrared camera

will aid in the search, he said.
Authorities have come up with a
physical description of the man based
on information provided by a witness
to one of the Mount Tamalpais slay-

Court to rule on

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Su
preme Court today agreed to judge
the constitutionality of an a male-only
military draft

The court will decide whether the
government may require young men
to register for possible military ser
vice and require them to serve when
young women face no such require
ments.

Some 4 million men were required
to register for the draft last July. If
the justices uphold a lower court’s
ruling — and their decision probably
will not be announced until sometime
-next spring or summer — the govern
ment might have to destroy all rec
ords of that registration

If an all-male draft is ruled a form
of unconstitutional discrimination,
Congress will have to amend the Mili
tary Selective Service Act to include
women as potential draftees

" A three-judge federal court panel in
Philadelphia last July 18 struck down
the nation's 31-year-old draft law be
cause it excluded women

“The principal reason the govern

. ment proffers for a male-only regis

tration is that it provides military

flexibility,” the panel said. **The rec-
ord here, however, reveals that
women do serve a useful role in the
military and provide important skills

flexibility is not enhanced but is in
fact limited by the complete exclusion
of women.”

Under a landmark 1976 Supreme
Court decision, laws treating men and
women differently cannot stand un-
less they serve “important govern-
mental objectives' and are ‘‘substan-
tially related” to achieving such ob-
jectives

Applying that standard of judicial
scrutiny, the three-judge panel said
the draft law ‘‘unconstitutionally dis
criminates between males and fe
males.”

While government lawyers limited
their arguments to the validity of
draft registration, the three-judge
panel’'s decision struck down the en
tire Military Selective Service Act,
which includes military induction as
well as regiStration

Military induction has not taken
place since 1973. Even if military
registration and the draft were up
held, Congress would have to pass a

But
Supreme Court Justice William J
Brennan granted an emergency re
quest by the governiment and allowed
the registration to be carried out

Brennan said he believed the gov
ernment’s formal appeal to the Su
preme Court would attract the neces
sary four votes for granting full re
view

In that appeal, government lawyers
argued that the courts should uphold
laws involving national defense if
their differing treatment of the sexes
is “rationally related’ to their objec

Ironically, the legal challenge that _

male-only dratt

tives — a standard far less stringent
than the “‘substantially related’’ stan
dard

But even if the stricter standard is
used, the government contended,
“the registration provisions, which
are a mechanism for implementing
induction, are constitutional.”

“Conscription serves generally to
supplement the volunteer forces with
the additional personnel Congress
considers necessary to defend the na
tion, respond to emergency or deter
aggression,”’ government lawyers ar
gued

“The dominant objective of the act
is to raise an army to meet these
needs speedily and efficiently. The
entire system is, by definition, com
bat oriented, and plaintiffs have not
challenged the validity of current law
and policy precluding women from
combat and combat-supported
roles,”” the appeal said

tionality were identified in court rec
ords as Robert Goldberg, David Sit
man and Owen Jones. They are re
presented by Philadelphia lawyer
Donald Weinberg

NEW YORK (AP) — Gavin Brackenridge is talkinking a lot about games
this Christmas, but he isn’t playing games. He is promoting them.

He earns 60 cents for every “Fortune 500"’ game sold at retail, and more on
sales to'schools and companies. And for having their names on his game board,
20-blue chip companies {:ave'paid him $30,000 each.

That probably isn’t half the story, for this isn’t so much the tale of a game
about business as it is a story of entrepreneurship.

It begins at least four years ago with disribution in France of ‘‘Business,” a
board and dice game devised by Richard Fenwick, like Brackenridge, a 1969
graduate of the Wharton School ef Finance. ’

“Business’’ was aptly named, since it attempted to create many of the
situations faced by the chiefs of major corporations: Prime rate increases,
strikes, inflation, acquisition opportunities et al. )

“You don't just build houses or take a handout from the ‘community chest,’ "' “
says Brackenridge, perhaps’alluding to another vastly popular game called
“Monopoly,” introduced nearly 50 years ago.s

. You forge empires and face all the challenges and dilemmas along the way

unfriendly takeover bids, collapse of credit sources, a squeeze from the
cartej that controls your natural resources.

“There are strikes to contend with, natural disasters, changes in govern-
ment regulations, stock offerings, ad campaigns. It's everything business
really is.” ;i ~ \

“Business™ sold 250,000 copies in France alone before Fenwick and Brack-
enridge, a real estate adviser to major crporations decided to take it to the U.S
market under the auspices of Editions Fenwick Inc.

As in the game, problems arose. The two‘young businessmen sought to call
the American edition ““‘Fortune,” but found the name already copyrighted by
another game company. They sélected ‘‘Fortune 500."

There-was-a problem there too, because Fortune Magazine had developed,
maintained and for many years promoted it$ list of the 500 largest companies.
It was a prestigious name; and it belonged to Time Inc. : ’

For what Brackenridge describes as,'‘a very small royalty,” Time Inc.
agreed to the use of the name, one reason being, Brackenridge suggests, that’
voung players might someday subscribe to Fortune Magazine. :

In the spirit of nothing is impossible, Brackenridge then suggested to some of
the biggest U.S. companies that they pay $30,000 each to have their names and
logoiypes ensconced on the game’s 4-inch panels. .-

Some, he relates, didn’t @ven bother to answer, and he imagines their
chuckles aluy his audacious syggestion. Others, however, seized the opportu-
nity, seeing a unique new advertising medium.

Alcoa, Chase BankgSouthern Pacific, Mobil, Pan American, Aetna Life &
Casualty and others signed and put up their $30,000. ‘:We took in $600,000 before
we ever sold a game in the United States,” he says.

In the same spirit, some of the companies decided to exploit their new and
monopolistic (one ad agency, one insurer etc,) position on what Brackenridge
says is bound (o be the greatést business game eveg.

H.J. Heinz Co. mentioned "Fortune 500" in its magazine and sold 675 games.
W.R.Grace & Co. enclosed a flyer with its Dec. 14 dividend check to 50,000
shareholders offering thé game at half the $20 price. .

Some 45,000 games have been sold in the United States so far, but the$
represent but a fraction of the six and seven-digit numbers to which
Brackenridge aspires 5

He seriously contemplates the”school market, for example, and is now
considering four levels of complexity for different classes. And, he foresees big
sales in countries such as Canada, where this week he is signing up some of
that coubtry’s biggest, most prestigious firms

Others business games are being planned. In fact, a stock market game
already has been developed-and may be introduced in the future. The two
entrepreneurs foresee Editions Fenwick becoming a major corporation.

For the time being, however, *'Fortune 500" occupies most of their time. It
has an enormous amount of drama associated with it,”’ says Brackenridge.
Playing it or promoting it? “Both.’’ he replied. .

Big budget cd{promise
headed for graveyard

WASHINGTON (AP) Ronald Reagan's pledge to make deep cuts in the
government’s 1981 budget seems headed for the graveyard of unfulfilled
political promises. That's the place where Jimmy Carter's vow to balance the
budget this year was buried

The president-elect has a lot workifig against him — the calendar, legal
barriers, spending projections that keep ballooning, a Congress that preaches
more than practices austerity, and interest groups that holler at the-first
scratch of the bydget knife on their special programs

Reagan promised in September to seek a 2 percent cut in the budget to -
accompany his fyroposed 10 percent cut in taxes for 1981. At the time, the
budget was projected at $633 billion- for the year. Reagan's plan was to
eliminate $13 billion that he says is waste

Now, because ol inflation and updated economic forecasts, the budget is
estimated at $650 billion and growing. But Reagan’s chief budget advisers say
the president-elect still wants to hold the line at $620 billion, even if it means
finding $30 billign in cuts '

That sounds like an impossible task for Reagan's budget experts. Should
they come up with the impossible, Congress is certain to balk :

For one thing, the fiscal yea¥-which began Oct. 1, will be nearly one-third
over when Heagan takes office, and - much of the budget will have been
appropriated by then. One official who is keeping an eye on federal spending
for Reagan says that at the rate money seems to be flowing out so far: the
budget will exceed $650 billion

Beyond that, more than a third of the budget goes for defense and paying off -
federal debt, two areas that are immune to cuts. If anything, Reagan may seek
anincrease in the §159 billion defense budget approved by Congress, requiring
even deeper cuts elsewhere. And he is not about to welch on the national
debt

Social programs such as Social Security and unemployment compensation
wccount for almost half the budget, but any meaningful cuts in these areas
require changes in the laws that created the programs. Reagan advisers
acknowledge this approach would take additional time that they may not have
to draft the legislation and get it through Congress

Congress itself is the major obstacle, for without its approval Reagan’s
budget proposals go nowhere. Congressional support is easy to obtain when it
comes to non-binding commitrents fo spending reductions, but not when it
tomes to actnal cutbacks in specific programs '

Ninety percent of the federal budget is practically uncontrollable given
present law and political realities,”” confesses Sen. Pete V. Domenici of New
Mexico, who becomes chairman of the Senate Budget Committee when the
Republicans take contrel of the ehamber in January

The political realities include the fear of losing votes from teachers if aid to

upsetting hometown consiitutents if a planned federal construction project is
axed

Reality for Rep. Jack Kemp of New York, one of Reagan's closest economic
advisers, is a budget of no less than $630 billion for 1981 -

William H. Taft IV, a Reagan aide specializing on the budget, realffirmed the
new administration’s determinination to limit spending this year. But he also
hinted that the rea) intention of this exercise is to rein in the budget several
years down the road if 1981 is beyond Reagan’s grasp.”

‘Reducing spending is so much easier in four years if you start now,"” Taft
said. The objective, he added, is *‘getting control of the federal budget.”

Similar words were uttered four years ago by President Carter and his
economic advisers when they moved into the White House. But the budget
continues to get the last word

Abscam trial in final phases

NEW YORK (AP) — The federal Abscam bribery
conspiracy trial-of Reps. Frank Thompson Jr., D
N.J.. and John M. Murphy, D-N2Y_, is entering its
final phases with lengthy closing arguments expect
ed from both sides

Last-minute testimony was s he duh d today from
an FBI technician, who was to bé questioned about a
back-up audio tape of an Oct. 20, 1979, meeting
between Murphy and undercover agents. Federal
prosecutor Thomas Puccio was then to begin closing
arguments to the jury

The two lame-duck representatives, both chair
men of powerful House committees, are accused of
sharing portigns of $100,000 in bribe payoffs from
undercover FBI agents in return for promising to
assist bogus Arab sheiks with immigration mat
ters

Last week Puccio told U.S. Distriet Judge George
C. Pratt in Brooklyn that his summation could take
as long as three hours, including his allotted 30
minutes for rebuttal.

Stephen Kaufman, Thompson's main attorney,
was granted a three-hour period for' summation
Michael Tigar, attorney*for Murphy, said he would

take no longer than 90 minutes

Much of the evidence presented during the trials
was in the form of videotapes secretly recorded by
FBI agenfs as the defendants held meetings. Video-
tapes showed money-laden briefcases leaving meet
ings in the hands of Howard Criden, a co-defendant
whose case was severed.
