The Muleshoe ISD

before the game, and 
wondered if  the Mules 
could win, but them he 
added, “I don’t think the 
other team knew the heart 
of this team.”

Board member Nick 

Bamer t ,  the father  of 
varsity Mule Austin Bamert, 
added his own remarks. 
“I don’t think these guys 
know they’re the best in two 
states,” he said.

Bamert reminded those 
in at tendance that the 
varsity football team at 
Portales, N.M., took its state 
championship as well, but 
fell to the Mule’s thunder in 
non-district play.

“They were out coached,” 
Bamert also said, referring 
to the high school’s coaching 
staff who prepared the team 

for its gridiron battles and 
directed its execution.

Principal says state trophy ‘is too small’

 Muleshoe area farmers, 
ranchers and residents 
gathered at the Bailey County 
Coliseum on Thursday, Dec. 
11, to voice their opinions 
to proposed changes to 
the rules under which the 
High Plains Underground 
Water Conservation District 
operates.

Listed as a series of 
public hearings conducted 
at points across the multi-
county conservation district, 
as apparently required by the 
district’s enabling legislation 
before such changes can be 
approved and implemented, 

HPUWCD General Manager 
Jim Conkwright explained 
that  the sess ion only 
allowed brief comments, if 
any, from the district’s board 
members.

According to information 
r e c e i v e d  f r o m  t h e 
conservation district, the 
proposed rule changes 
would impact water well 
spacing, abandoned wells, 
replacement wells and 

permit exceptions; however, 
listening to the remarks 
from some of the public in 
attendance at Thursday’s 
meeting suggested the 
distr ic t ’s ul t imate plan 
was to severe the water 
rights of property owners, 
even though the proposed 
amendments state, “The 
ownership and rights of 
the owners of the land and 
their lessees and assigns 
in groundwater are hereby 
recognized, and nothing 
in these rules shall be 
construed as depriving or 
divesting the owners or

Following the individual 
recognition of the team, 
coaches and support staff, 
the school board received 
an update on the work at the 
high school and DeShazo 
Elementary, and discussed 
the option of adding a plastic 
laminate to the walls at both 
facilities that would provide 
a more durable, lower 
maintenance surface.

While the price of adding 
the laminate to the new 
walls, and existing walls at 
DeShazo would run about 
$8,500, a similar addition 
to the high school would 
add at least $100,000 
to the project, which the 
superintendent said had a 
large enough price tag to 
bring to the school board for 
a decision.

The school board also 
approved the final completion 
of the Dillman Elementary 
and Watson Junior High 
projects. Although there are 
still some things that need 

to be finished, or redone, 
it was explained that these 
items would be completed 
under the construction 
agreement ’s  warrant y 
process.

The guaranteed maximum 
price for these two projects 
was also adjusted, adding 
$21,253 for changes that 
hadn’t been listed under the 
previously approved basic 
plan’s GMP.

In other business, the 
school board:

•  Received a repor t 
concerning the district’s 
TA K S  i m p r o v e m e n t 
plans from the campus 
principals, and a report on 
state accountability from 
Assistant Superintendent 
Don Wood.

• Approved the minutes 
from the board’s Nov. 17 
meeting.

School board… Continued from page 1
their lessees and assigns of 
the ownership or rights…”

But the same paragraph 
continues, stating, “…except 
as those rights may be 
limited or altered by state 
law and district rules.”

“This board shouldn’t 
have the right to control your 
water,” Muleshoe resident 
Phil Garrett said during 
his brief statements to the 
board.

“It’s a shame when we 
loose property rights in 
Texas,” said an unidentified 
speaker.

While Glen Clemon of 
Excel Energy expressed 
concerns about the proposed 
changes to well spacing 
requirements, and suggested 
the amendments could 
affect the company’s ability 
to produce electricity.

Clemon also expressed 
concerns about rule changes 
that  apparent ly  would 

prohibit the replacement 
of “grandfather wells,” 
which were drilled before 
the creation of the water 
district.

While Donald Clayton said 
the minimum well spacing 
in the amendment “aren’t 
feasible for the agricultural 
producer.”

M u l e s h o e ’ s  J i m m y 
Weidel appeared to take a 
more “middle of the road” 
stance, suggesting that 
some regulation may be 
necessary, and adding 
that an acreage footing 
restriction might be a better 
solution to the one proposed 
by the HPUWCD, which 
Weidel said “went too far.”

He pointed out  that 
the economy of  rura l 
communi t ies  such as 
M u l e s h o e ’ s  i s  m o r e 
dependent on irrigation 
farming than the larger 
municipalities.

The  Mu leshoe  C i t y 
Council took the next step 
in the construction of a 
new swimming pool during 
an early morning special 
meeting Tuesday, Dec. 16, 
by accepting a $1,484,438 
base bid from Atlantis 
Aquatic Group of Abilene.

According to documents 
presented to the council at 

the meeting, Atlantis Aquatic 
Group presented the lowest 
of the five bids received at 
the Dec. 2 bid opening, with 
the highest bid received 
being $1,824,000.

A let ter  the counc i l 
received from its project 
consultants, Parkhill, Smith 
& Cooper, recommended 
acceptance of the local bid, 
noting also that AAG has 
significant experience in 

this type of facility.
According to City Manager 

David Brunson, seven 
options were included in the 
bid specifications. including 
the addition of a water 
slide, a “current channel,” 
exterior showers, and some 
pavil ions. At Monday’s 
meeting, he recommended 
that the council approve all 
of the bid options, except 
the pavilions, but especially 

including the water slide.
“The slide is a necessary 

part of this thing,” Brunson 
said. He explained that in 
discussions with municipal 
staff it was thought that 
waiting to add the slide at 
a later date would probably 
result in its being pushed 
aside.

“We’ve got the money,” 
council member Gary Parker 
said about including the 

slide, “let’s get it done.”
As for the pavil ions, 

Brunson said he was never 
very excited about their 
inclusion in the initial plan. 
“If we need shade, we can 
put up shade,” he said after 
council members agreed 
with him and noted that 
it could be done by city 
workers at a later time.

In other business Tuesday, 
the council approved an 
interlocal agreement with the 

Harris County Department 
of Education, which has 
established a purchasing 
cooperative similar to the 
state’s Buy Board.

Par t i c ipat ion  in  the 
p r o g r a m,  w h i c h  wa s 
specifically designed for 
school districts, but is open 
to all public entities, is at 
no cost to the city, Brunson 
said.

“It’s another tool that’s out 
there,” he said.

year.” 
“It is very easy to put a 

game plan together with 
a team like this. They do 
exactly what you ask them to 
do. When we change a play 
or a player on the fly the kids 
never blinked.

tackle at the three and scored 
to put the Mules in the lead. 
It had taken just three plays 
and 36 seconds for the Mules 
to score their first of seven 
TDs. 

“It is indescribable and 
has not sunk in yet what 
happened here tonight,” said 
Lane Wood as held the large 
trapezoidal shaped Texas 
State Championship Trophy 
tightly to his body. “I first 
began to have glimpses of 
winning state after the Crane 
game.”

“ Then a f te r  we beat 
Childress, the team picked 
to win our district, the dream 
began to get more real. We 
took the season just one 
game at a time and after the 

playoffs started we knew we 
had gone a long way but we 
could not be satisfied to quit 
until there were no more 
games to play.”

“Our defense got better 
with each game as we just fly 
to the football. We play as a 
team and never got down on 
one another when the other 
team made a big play. We 
just continued to encourage 
each other and got to keep 
playing.”

Jared Skipworth split the 
uprights with the PAT kick to 
give the Mules a 7-0 lead with 
6:23 left in the first period. 

The two teams exchanged 
punts before Ray Ramirez 
broke in front of the intended 
Wildcat receiver. It was the 

Mules second interception 
in the first quarter. Ramirez 
went out of bounds on the 
Mule four. The quarter ended 
with the Mules facing third 
and 10. 

“It was a tough game a 
real tough game,” said Ray 
Ramirez. But it feels good; it 
feels ‘real good’ to win state. 
It seems like we were always 
the underdog going into a 
game.”

“We had a great first quarter 
but then they came back on 
us. But after Coach Wood 
gave us our half time speech 
we came out and turned it 
around. They kept saying 
they were a second half team 
but Coach Wood said which 
ever team wanted it the most 

would win the game.”
“We came out ready for 

the second half and took 
the game over in the fourth 
quarter.”

The Mules moved before 
the second quarter began 
and were penalized setting 
up third down and 12 needed 
for a first from their two. 
Wes Wood connected with 
Vasquez for 13 yards and a 
first down at the Mule 15. 

“I apologize for crying on 
this happy occasion but I can 
not help it,” said a very happy 
Wes Wood. “There are no 
words that can explain how 
I feel. I love all these guys 
and I just want to say thank 
you to God, my family, my 
teammates, my schoolmates 
and to the whole community 
of Muleshoe. The support 
has been unbelievable and 
I would not want to live any 
where else in the world.” 

C o o p e r  Wa s h i n g t o n 
snagged the bubble-screen 
and rumbled behind blockers 
down the green carpet for 63 
yards to the Wildcat’s 22.

The Mules caught the 
Wildcats on their heels as 
W. Wood hooked up with 
Vasquez running the post 
pattern in the end zone. 
Vasquez used a double 
move to shake his defender 
for the 22-yard reception. 
Skipworth’s kick put the 
Mules in front 14-0 with 11:03 
left in the half. 

Kirbyville broke the scoring 
ice with 5:15 left in the half 
when LeFrederick Ford went 
in from six yards out. Randy 
Musgrove tacked on the point 
after and the Wildcats trailed 
14-7. 

A penalty on the Mule’s 
first play after the ensuing 

kickoff moved them back to 
their seven for a first and 
12 needed. Ray Ramirez 
used a double move and 
W. Wood double pumped to 
get Ramirez’s defender off 
balance. He made the catch 
on fly at the Mule 23 and 
raced to the Kirbyville 23 for 
a 70-yard gain.

L. Wood went three yards 
on a blast up the middle to 
the 20. The Mules pulled out 
all the stops and emptied the 
backfield. They apparently 
sent three receivers wide 
to the right and two to the 
left. The two receivers on 
the left were a yard off the 
line of scrimmage leaving 
Washington uncovered in the 
left tackle position making 
him an eligible receiver. 

The Mules hes i tated 
while the Wildcats adjusted 
their defense and cleared 
the middle of the f ield. 
Washington raced up the 
straight up the field. W. Wood 
saw the pressure coming 
and put a lot of air under the 
ball. 

W a s h i n g t o n  t u r n e d 
in time to locate the ball 
and made the grab seven 
yards behind the nearest 
defender at the Wildcat six.

W. Wood was on his back 
as Washington trotted into the 
end zone. Skipworth booted 
the point after for a 21-7 Mule 
lead with 3:49 left in the half. 

Kirbyville refused to go 
away and scored again just 
before the half ended to trail 
21-14 at the intermission. 
Broderick Jackson carried in 
from the one and Musgrove 
tacked on the extra point.

The Wildcats built on the 
momentum of the first half

in the third quarter and Ford 
scored his second TD of the 
night from 19 yards out with 
5:45 remaining in the third 
quarter.

When Hazlewood pulled 
up to pass Washington 
almost cut him in two and

Very few people would 
ever know the difference. 
What we speak of is not
