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If you haven’'t got your voter's
registration slip, you don’t have
much time to waste, Next Fri-
day, January 31, is the last day
you can get that little slip of
paper which verifies the fact
that you are alive and a citizen
and have a right to participate
in any and all elections in the
city, county or district where
you live.

The registration slip will not
cost you a thing; all you have to
do is go to the sub-office of the
Runnels County Tax Assessor’'s
office right here in Winters—on
North Main Street—and give the
deputy assessor a bit of infor-
mation. She will fill out the reg-
istration certificate right then
and there, and you will be ready
for anyting that might come up
during 1969. With that slip, you
are a ‘‘registered voter” until
February 28, 1970!

This is not a national election
vear, nor a State election year,
so far as can be determined at
this time. However, anything
can happen, and there may be
some special election you would
want to take part in before the
yvear is out.

There will be City and School
District elections, however. And
there may be other local special
clections coming up. Sometimes
there are bigger elections dur-
ing “off” years than during the
recular years. Some issue may

arise in which you would be

vitally interested—but if you
fail to qualify by not registering
vou may as well be in Tibet;
your opinion recarding any

issue or any candidate won't be
worth a hill of beans because
you can't back it up with a vote.

James Sinclair, pastor of the
First Presbyterian Church, was
named Chaplain of the Winters
Volunteer Fire Department Jan-
uary 14.

“Measles Must Go”

The ‘“‘Measles Must Go'' vac-
cination clinic, sponsored by the
Winters Lions Club, will be held
Tuesday, February 4, at the
Elementary School, Lee Harri-
son, president of the Lions Club,
has announced.

All school children through
age 10 will be given the vacci-
nations, provided permission in
writing is granted by parents,
and provided other require-
ments are met,

In addition, all pre-school chil-
dren, from one year of age, will
be given the vaccine, under the
same provisions.

The vaccination clinic will
be held from 1:30 to 4 p. m.
February 4, for school child-
ren, and from 3 to 4 p. m, for
pre-school children.

There will be no charge for
the vaccinations, Harrison said,
but parents may make do-
nations to help defray some of
the necessary expenses. This is
not mandatory, however.

This measles vaccina-
tion clinic is being held with the
approval of the City Health Offi-
cer, Dr. Henry H. McCreight,
and other physicians of the com-
munity. During the clinic, the
school nurse, Mrs. Fred Young,
will be present, and she will be
assisted by other registered
nurses who have volunteered to
help. Several members of the
Lions Club also will be present
to do whatever needs to be
done, Harrison said.

Registration forms requir-
ing signatures of parents will
be sent home with school chil-
dren prior to the clinic date,
George Beard, heading the
“Measles Must Go” commit-
tee for the Lions Club, said.
These forms must be filled out
completely and signed by pa-
rents or guardians and re-
turned in order for the child-
ren to receive the vaccine, he
said.

According to the State De-
partment of Health, measles is
a dangerous disease. It can
cause mental retardation, ear
infection, pneumonia, vision dif-
ficulties, and even death. The
Department has recommended
that all children should be im-
munized about one year of age
or older.

The registration form con-
tains important information
which should be studied by pa-
rents before signing, it has been
pointed out. Children twelve
months through ten years
should have measles vaccine, if
they have not had regular (10
day) measles or pevious measl-
es vaccination, Children who
have had either of these are al-
ready immune and need no ad-
ditional protection.

Children should not have
measles vaccine if: they are
sick with high fever on the
day of the vaccination pro-
gram; if they are highly al-
lergic to eggs and feathers;
if they are being treated for
cancer, leukemia or tubercu-
losis.

If a child is under a doctor’s
care at the time of the clinic,
the doctor should be consulted
beforehand.

In a
court hearing he demanded that
certain voters be ordered to tell
for whom they voted.

But the court decided it had
no right to make such an order.

“‘Our whole ballot system,’
said the court, *‘is based
the idea that unle
preserved, there can be no safe-
ty against those personal or
political influences which de-
stroy individual freedom of
choice.”

Secrecy of the ballot has long
been recognized as a corner-
stone of democracy. One of the
earliest court decisions in the
nation's history, a South Caro
lina case in 1795, denounced
prying into votes as ‘“‘a kind of
inquisitorial power unknown to
the principles of our govern
| ment.”

There is an exception. Gener-
{ally speaking, it is permissible
for a court to inquire into a per-
son’s vote if that vote is shown
to have been cast illegally.
| But otherwise, secrecy is the
rule. This applies not only in
court hearings but in voting
procedures as well,

In one election,

the voting

curtained cubicles. Voters could’

easily be observed
other voters or by election of-
|ficials. When tested in court,
| this system was held inadequate
to insure privacy and the votes
| were thrown out,

Not only booths but also bal-
lots and ballot boxes are reg-
ulated with the same objective
of secrecy. Thus, a referendum
on a local liquor law was held
{null and void because voters
had to deposit their ballots into
either one of two boxes—plainly
marked ‘‘For” and ‘‘Against.”

What about the use of voting
machines? Again, secrecy must
prevail. One early machine
worked fine if the voter wanted
to vote a straight party ticket.
But if not, he had to ask for a
special ballot from an election
official.
| “It is obvious,” he said, “‘that
a voter cannot ask for such a
ballot without indicating he does
not vote for his full party ticket.
It appeared that the machines
do not afford an opportunity to
vote a secret ballot, they can-
| not lawfully be used.”

schools.”

Much of the opposition aimed
at the Governor's Committee
recommendation has been en-
tered on the proposal that no
school district be organized with
iess than 2,600 students. Educa-
tors and school authorities, and
individual citizens, are remind-
ing that ‘‘textbook education
is only a part of the educational
process. Participation in a]l
types of school activities is as
important to students and fu-
ture citizens as formal study,”
they say. In the larger schools,
they stress, ‘‘chance for indivi-
dual students to participate in
the extra activities is much
smaller because of the larger
student population, and leaves a
higher percentage of the student
body without an outlet for ex-
cess energy. This creates a cli-
mate for delinquency, dropouts
and drug addiction,” they warn.

Throughout the state, rural
communities are being organiz-
ed to oppose the recommended
abolition of most of the present
school districts, and legislators
and State officials are beginning
to receive floods of mail. The
question of whether the rural
communities can retain their
school systems remains with the
State Legislators, sensitive to
the wishes of the voters.

Social Security
Aims For Quick
Claim Payments

When a person files a claim
for social security benefits,
whether it be a retirement, dis
ability, or survivor’s claim, the
thing foremost in his mind is
quick processing of his claim
and prompt payment,

Ted F. Moellering, District
Manager of the San Angelo So
cial Security Office, said recent-
ly that speedy payment of bene-
fits is also the primary goal of
the Social Security Administra-
tion. However, Mr. Moellering
pointed out, the law requires
that certain facts be established
in each claim for social security
benefits. Thus, employees of the
Social Security Administration
have a two-sided responsibility
—to see that claims are paid

promptly, but in accordance
with the law.
Mr. Moellering listed three

areas that cause problems and
delays in the processing of so-
cial security claims: (1) lack of
sufficient evidence of age; (2)
employees whose wages are in-
correctly reported or not re
ported at all; and (3) self-em-
ployed persons who do not file
their tax returns correctly or do
not file returns at all. All of
these matters have to be
cleared up before a claim can
be completed.
