First, that Bojorquez is not an Amer-

ican citizen,

Second, that Bojorquez is and was
chairman of the board of county com-
missioners of Sierra county,

Third, that 300 citizens of Elepliant
Butte were deprived of the righf to
vote by action of the board of county
commissioners, of which Bojorgquer
wag chairman, and that of this num
ber 250 were ready to vote, 200 of
whom would have voted for Chaves
That no voting place was provided,
and none went to Engle to vote be
cause of intimidation.

Fourth, that by the removal by the
county commissioners of the polling
place from Palomas to Palomas
Springs, a distance of eight miles, 67
out of a tetal of 70 republican votes
were lost.

An answer to thesé allegations has
been prepared by former District At
torney B D. Tittman, who is in Santa
¥e from Hillsboro, with the object of
getting it before hoth the committee
and the house,

The reply to the charges, made by
Bojorquez, through Mr. Tittman, is a
sweeping and specific denial. Bojor-
quéz asserts that he is a citizen of the
United States of America and a duly
qualified elector in Sierra county and
the state,

He declares that he sent his resig-
nation as county commlissioner o the
governor on January 5, and it was ac-
cepted on January 8. He also filed
his resignation as cemmissioner and
chairman with the county board and
clerk.

He declares that Chaves was not
duly nominated nor certified as the
republican candidate. He sete forth
that he wag duly clected by a major
ity of 232 yotes properly qualified and

It is stated
hat of the 149 registered voters of
he precinct only 29 of those who liv-
»d at or near Las Palomas failed to
-ote, and that contestee would have |
eceived at least 23 of these votes. ‘I

LOMING IN
YEARLY

COMMISSIONER IMMIGRA-
TION’S REPORT CONTAINS
STARTLING REPORT

OF

Washington, January 16 —Asiatic
immigration, the “Hindu propaganda”
and particularly immigration to con-
tinental United States from Hawaii
and the Philippines are discussed al
length in the annual report of the
commissioner general of immigratirm
Mr. Caminetti, made public here to
day. As to the Burnett bill restriet
ing immigration, passed by both hous
es of congress, the report says that
many of its provisions will materially
aid in solving the vital problems of
immigration and will insure just treat
ment to all comers.

Concerning immigration from the
far east, the report says: “I helieve
it is quite generally conceded that im-
migration from the far east is detri-
mental to the welfare of the United
States;” says the report, “not De-
cause it has heretofore been so ex-
tensive in numbers, but because of
its peculiar effect upon the economic
conditions and the possiblities of an
almost unlimited increase in volume
if left unregulated and unchecked. Our
Oriental immigration problem, arising
more than a quarter of a century ago.
has never been satisfactorily solved,
the exclusion laws need many amend-
ments, not in purpose, but in pre-
scribed method.

“The Hindu propaganda, as yet in
Cits infancy, is calculated to give much
trouble unless promptly met with
measures based upon and modeled to
take advantage of our past experience
in trying to arrange practicable and
thorough, but at the same time unob-
jectionable, plans for the protection
of the country against an influx of
aliens who can not he readily and
healthfully assimilated by our hody
politic. It is only necessary to con-
sider the history of immigration from
Europe to realize now extenslvely
Asiatic immigration may be cultivated
and exploited and what a menace to
our economic conditions these possib-
ilities may become.”

Of immigration by way of the in-
sular possessions, the commissioner
says: “It will be observed that 15,
712 aliens came to continéntal from
insular United States during the last
seven years—10,948 from Hawali, 3,-
950 from Porto Rico, and 614 from the
Philippines—and that of these, 10,740
landed at San Francisco, 3,910 at New
York, and 631 at Seattle.”

Referring to Hawaii the report says:
“The thorough ‘Americanization’ of
Hawaii is a matter which demands
serious consideration and careful and
prompt action. It never will bhe ac-
complishéd, in my judgment, under
the present incomplete, haphazard
methods. Conditions should be made
cuch as to invite the propér kind of
laborers to go to Hawaii from our
own country if possible, and laws
should be enactéd that would induce
them to remain there as part of a hap-

and contented populaition; any-
thing less than this not fair to
Hawaii or to the mainland, especially
:0 much of the latter as is nearest to
that territory. :

‘ect that the number annually enter-
‘ng the TUnited States hereafter will
“all far below one million.”

The increase m population by
mmigration 769.276, the report
shows, as against 15,3063 in 1913, and
101,863 in 1912. A total of 1,218,480
versons actually were admitted but
lien emigration fromm the TUnited
States wag 633,805. During the year
Iso, 12,494 physically defective and
1,274 mentally defictent persons were
lebarred from entry. Those debarred
s liable to become public charges
wumbered 15,745, or 48 per cent of
11 those denied eniry. A total of 2,-
288 persons were deported during the
rear as immoral, eriminal or anarch-
The numhber of white slaves or
~lavers sment out of the country was
1,340.

The report devotes considerable
ipace to the recently created employ-
nent bureau for the distribution of la-
or, inaugurated by Mr. Caminetti
vith the co-operation of the postoffice
nd agricultural departments, and
long the lines veferred to by Presi-
‘Wilson in his [Indianapolis
peech. The vital necessity of the
lan is publicity, the report says, and
‘Iready much has been accomplizshed.
Tfforts to enlist the aid of the press
vill he continued, it s stated, and it
3 hoped “a new department of infor-
ation as important in a news sense
s that recording the daily reports of
he weather bureau may he created by
he press for the benefit of its pai-
ons” with the publication of eppor-
unities for employment in the dis-
rict in which each paper circulates.

JUDGE MANN TO INTRODUCE A
HUMANITARIAN MEASURE
IN LEGISLATURE

Santa Fe, N, M., Jan, 21.—Judge Ed-
ward A. Mann of Bernalillo cdunty,
will this week introduce in the house
4 bill defining juvenile delinquent per-
song and providing for tiae punishment
of persong respounsible for or contrib-
uting to the delinguency of children.
I'he bill has the approval of the State
Feedration of Women's clubs. The
provisions are as follows:

“Section 1. The words delinquent
child’ or ‘delinquent juvenile person’
shall include any child 16 years of age
or under such age who violates any
law of this state or any city or vill-
age ordinance; or who is incorrigible;
or who knowingly associates with
thieves, vicious or immoral persons; or
wvho is growing wup in idléness or
srime; or who knowingly visits or en-
ters a house of ill repute; or who
knowingly visits any saloon or dram
shop were intoxicating liquors are
sold; or who wanders about the
gtreets in the night time without be-
ing on any lawful business or occupa-
tion: or who patronizes or visits any
public pool hall; or who habitually
wanders about any railroad yards or
tracks or jumps or hooks on any mov-
ing train or enters any car or engine
without lawful authority; or who hab-
itnally uses vile, obscene, vulgar, pro-
fane, or indecent language, or is guilty
of immoral conduct in any public
place or about any school house. Any
child committing any of these acts
herein mentioned shall be deemed a
juvenile delinquenf person.

“Section 2. In all cages where a
child shall be a delinguent child or
a juvenile delinquent person, as defin-
ed by Section 1 of this act, the parent
or parents, legal guardian, or person
having the cugtody of such cild, or any
other person responsible for, or by any
act encouraging, causing or contribut-
ing to the delinquency of such child,
ghall be guilty of a misdemeanor and
upon trial and conviction thereof shall
be fined in a sum not to exceed $200,
or imprigsonment in the county jail for
a period not to exceed three months,
or by both such fine -and imprison-
ment, in the discretion of the court.
The court may impose conditions up-
on any person found guilty under this
act, and so long as such person shall
comply therewith to the satisfaction
af the court, the sentence imposed
may be suspended.”

EXPORTS ARE INCREASING AND
MONEY IS BEGINNING TO BE
SPENT

New York, Jan., 20.—Despite the
war, conditions here affecting Amer-
ican gecurities are improving in a
most encouraging fashion. There is
a better feeling in. both banking and
financial circles having its founda-
tion in positive changes for the bet-
ter. . The credit situation has much
improved. Money is redundant and
promises to continue easy for é»ome
time to come. The new Federal re-
serve system, though not in full runn-
ing order, i working well and has
already provided much assurance and
relief. Clearing house certificates
have entirely disappeared, and the
Aldrich-Vreeland emergency currency
is being steadily retired. There Is
no lack of funds to good borrowers:
the accumulation being due to dull
trade, to the lowering of reserve re-
quirements from 25 per cent to 18
per cent, and to the fact that we are
in position to draw gold from abroad.
Today we are loaning money to Rus-
sia, Canada, Argentina, France,
Sweden and elsewhere. The war in
Rurope and our own strong financial
position have caused striking shifts
in the currents of finance and trade,
which will greaaly strengthen the
prestige and power of New York as
an international crecit and money
market, Many of the transactions
now taking place here are of course
the immediate consequence of the
disturbance in foreign credit, and
when the war is pver these fac-
tors wil] disappear, not without, how-
ever, leaving New York in a positioﬁ
of advantage considerably greater
than existed hefore the European con-
flagration.

Jy far the most encouraging ele-
ment in the present situation is our
foreign trade. Our exports are pro-
gressing by leaps and. bounds,
liberal foreign orders for war mate-
rials, to heavy exports of wheat at
high prices and to practical resump-
tion of cotion shipments, The out-
ward movement on these accounts is
by no means at an end, and the or-
(1@1‘5 for war materials promise to
run to even much larger amounts.
The effect of this forelgn demand for
American products at a time when
imports are running comparatively
light, is to leave a heavy excess of
merchandise exports estimated at
$110,000,000 in December and ag much
ag $40,000,000 in the first week of
January. If these tendencies continue,
conditions will soon favor a large in-
flux of gold, unless Europe should
send back American securities more
freely than at present, or unless Eu-
repean banks should undertake to re-
strain the movemem. by artificial
means. Last week we have been
surprised by the announcement of
about $3,000,000 .of gold from China
to the United States. The concern
responsible for this unusual movement

iue to}

explainsg that this transaction was
done through the home office in
New York instead of as usual through
its branch office in London. A small
consignment dis on the way from
France, possibly for Cuba. Should
New York draw gold from London—
as ig probable if British merchandise
exports decline—it might come from
Ottawa, where the bank of England
has a special deposit, or it may come
direct; though the Bank of England
would very likely endeavor to check

[ any large gold movement in thig di-

rection. The Russian government it
is announced, hag placed a credit of
$25,000,000 in New York to be used
for payment of war materials. France
also recently deposited $2,000,000 in
New York, and from hoth sources
‘arger sums are expected to follow,
which means continued activity for
certain American industries.

Our industrial situation ig still some-
what spotty. As just shown. special
lineg are enjoying exceptional activity
owing to the war, and since there are
ne signg of early peace thig feature
promises to continue for some tingg to
come. The steel industry is enjoying
somewhat better prospects; this being
due to the general spread of hopeful-
ness, to better buying from the rail-
roads since the rate decision and in
3, small degrée owing to foreign or-
ders, The steel irade, however, is
still far below normal and prices while
firmer are very low. There is also a
hetter feeling in the great textile
rades, though here the conditions are
somewhat mixed. Some branches of
‘he woolen industry have benefited by
‘he war; others have heen injured by
the resulting interference with wool
supplies. TLarge importations of wool-
-ns under the new tariff have also
materially affected this branch of in-
lustry. The cotton goods trade ig in
rather better form, cheap coiton being
an important relief; while better ex-
sort orders lost by some of the bellig-
arent coungries served to fill in the
‘ack of home trade. Our fextile trades
have had many adverse conditions to
'ontend against, but most of them now
ippear to be a matter of history, and
he final adjustment of the Claflin
failure is an additionat element of en-
couragement. There is one other
stimulant somewhat local in its ef-
fects, and that is the high prices ob-
‘ained for wheat and all foodstuffs.
Thig is exceedingly satisfactory to the

The railroad situation shows some
improvement and managers have been
decidedly less pessmmrstic since the
advance in rates, which will soon gc¢
into  effect. During the past week
there has been some improvement in
the investment demand, particularly
for bands. Further evidence of re-
newed confidence is shown in the of-
terings of new issues of stocks. as
‘well as bonds. The outlook for high
grade bondg is favorable, as many of
these have evidently touched their
low point and are now selling at very
attractive figures. 1z the purchase of
stocks more or less diserimination is
desirable. There ase many stocks
selling at prices which yield large re-
turns, but it should mot he forgotren
that the war is still a dominant factor
even in the United States, and that
for some time to come trade ang in-
dusiry here will be more ‘or less de-

ranged in consequence, Some Securi-
ties will undoubtedly nenefit from the
war and others will not. The railroads
have been least injured by the war,
consequently are likely to remain less
affected by its vicissitudes. Our in-
dustrial concerns have reflected war
conditions much more actively. A
few have been injured, while quite a
number will enjoy wexceptional pros-
perity through securing profitable war
contracts. Should speculation become
more active this class of securities
will quickly respond. oOur railroads
are alsc likely ‘to recuperate consid:
erably, hut more as a result of domes
tic conditions. The general outlook
is certainly more cheerful than at any
time since the war began.

CALLS BISHOP A
DED
PRELATE

ED UPON TRIAL FOR
SUBORDINATION

IN-

Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 18.-—Rev.
George Chalmers Richmond, the spi-
rited rector who has caused several
profound sensations in the Protestant
Episcopal Church, must stand trial to-
day before the Ecelesiastical Court of
{he diocese. He is charged with
breach of his ordination vows and
conduct unbecoming a minister of the
gospel, as the result of hig recent de-
claration in which he accuséd Bishop
Rhinelander of sending “ecclesiastical
spies” into his church to prevent free-
dom of speech.

“Because I preach the truth I am
pergecuted” declared the militant rec-
tor. “Bishop Rhinelander has iried
for a long time to make life unpleas-
If I were on trial for my
life, T would sooner have a jury of bur-
lesque actors than some of thec lergy
of Philadelphia, It’s a good fight, and
I welcome the opportunity to stand
trial. T admit I wrote the letters they
will produce against me. They have‘
been frying to ‘get me’ for some time
It's-all a fight for freedom of speech
I stand on my rights and I will fight
for them,

“The bishop was escted by a con-
vention controlied hy capitalists. The
Holy (Ghost was not present at that
meeting, The diocese is the worst
managed in the church, The protest
ant HEpiscopal church in Ameroca has
always taken its cue from J, Pierpont
Mofgan and Wall street.”

The reference of Dr. Richmond to
capitalists strikes boldly at the letters
in the case against him. They have
to do with the proposal that Mrs
Sarah Conboy, a labor leader, be al |
lowed to speak from the pupilt of St
John’s church. In one of the letters
Dr. Richmond committed the breach
cn which he is today dvied, The let-
ter reads as follows:

“My Dear Bishop: I am very sorry
that my recent action in regard to
Mrs. Conboy has plunged you into so
much spiritual anxiety. Your extra
precautions, both in the guurded way
by which you sent me your message
of warning and by sending your eccle-
siastical spies into our church to
watch and listen, were all out of
place and uncalled for. They savored
of picayune, the small and thé mean
Tricky men are not great, large-mind-
ed noble fellows. The next time such
ecclesiastics appear at St. John's I
shall call them up to the chancel and
guestion them. They should be out
preaching the gospel instead of doing
our bishop’s dirty work.

Dr, Richmond figured in a similar
church cquarrel while he was rector
at Rochester, N. Y. He assailed a
political leader and his church was
digsolved. e attacked a hrewer who

ILLINOIS MURDER MYSTERY

Everywhere were evi-
dences of a struggle. The woman died
without regaining consciousness.

C. O, Purcell and his wife, who
were employed as servants, were ar-
rested, and Dr. Trancis Ronalds has
been -under police observation ever
since the ecrime. The servants as-
serted their ignorance of the affair.

WHY, WE ASK?

Washington, Jan., 20.—The state de-
partment has requested the Rritish
for information as to why
American  steamer Greenbrier,
i from New York to Bremen with coi-
ton under certificate the British
consul at New York, was stopped by
a British cruiser sent under the Brit-
ish flag-to a Britsih port and detain-
ed two days before being allowed to
compléte her voyage to Bremnn.

The detention of the Greenbrier was
brought to the attention of the state
department by telegrams from Cap-
tain Farley, her commander, now at
Bremen. Farley stated that at a point
cn the north Atlantic which he fixed
hy longitude and latitude, the Green-
brier was overhauled on December 30
by a British cruiser. The boarding
crew advised him to continue on nis
course convoyed by the cruiger for
a day or two while the cargo was be-
ing gearched.

Then the cruiser placed aboarl the
| Greenbrier some additional British of-
| ticers who hoisted the British flag,
| She alsp sent aboard a prize crew,
| who navigated the ship, so that, ac-
cording to Captain Farley, she was
damaged before she was brought into
i Kirkwall. There the Greenbrier re-
imained for three days, Captain Farley
refusing to sail her farther, except un-
der the American flag. The British
finally consented to the raising of the
American flag, and Captain Farley
took his ship to Leth, where a pilot
was picked up and the Greenbrier was
taken to her destination at Bremen.

BERLIN

AT 9 O'CLOCK EVERY EVENING
THE CHURCH BELLS RING
OUT THE CALL

Berlin, Jan. 16.—The “war prayer |
hour,” has hecome a feature of the|
capital’'s daily life, It is one of those
institutions of the war whose inaugu-
ration nobody noticed in the first ex-
citement, but which since then have
forced the attention of the public byé
virtue of being helpful. The “war
prayer hour” is at 9 every evening
and is held in most of the churches
of Berlim.

The people who attend the “hour”
make a most interesting crowd, which
could not be hetter described than
was done by one of the feuilletonists
of the Vossiche Zeitung:

“Over the maze of streéts hangs a
heavy and wet evening, in whose
mists the street lamps look like so
many dying suns surrounded by sheafs
of red rays. TUnder them moves a
busy crowd and hustling traffic—not
quite so larga as at other times. The
stream of humanity on the sidewalk
seems indefatizable—inexhaustible. It
is made up of businéss people follow-
ing their daily habits, of soldiers who
carry arms in white and black slings,
officers in smart city uniforms, and
women,

“Over it all breaks of a sudden the
deep, metallic voice of the churech
bells, calling upon man to look from
the things on earth to those above
It is nine—the hour of the war prayer.

“Through - the ,main portal of the
church the crowd bhegins to enter—
large families mostly and now ané
then a venerable couple. But througl
the small side doorg enter hundreds
of women—ithe timid, the lonely.

“Dark still reigns m the pompous
church interior, hiding the glistening
mosaics and the other stony splendor.
Put the senses establish that the
church is crowded long before it is
time for the service to commence—
crowded with those who seek com-
fort and consolation.

“The clock strikes nine-—the war
prayer hour has come! Of a sudden
the lights in the vaults above flash
up, filling the intertor with a light
as strong ag that of day. And with
ihis comes the mighty flood of the
organ, rising and rising until it has
reached a sublime and overwhelming
volume in ‘Glory he Unto God on
High! :

“ILight floods the church and in it
faces and expréssions may be studied.
It is surprising, though easily ex-
plained, that three-quarters of those
present are women. There are old
and wrinkléd mothers; pale and sad
girls, young and bheautiful women.

ference to or concerning any fraternaj
or religious order or society, is guilty
criminal libel.

“The written or prmted or published
statement to conie within the defini
tion of libel must convey the idea

“(a) That said fraternal or rellgious
order or scciety has been guilty, as an
order or society, of some penal of
fense, or has conspired to commit
sonme penal offense.

“(b) That said fraternal or religious
order or society has, as an order or
society, Dheen guilty of some act or
omission which, though not a penal
is disgraceful, and the natural
consequences of such act or omission
which, though not a penal offense, is
dizgraceful and the - natural conse-
quences of such or omission
are to bring such order or society in-
to contempt ameong honorable “per-
sons.”

The bill provides as punishment a
fine of not less than §200 or more
than $2,000, or imprisonment in the
county jail for three monthg, or both,
