Four people have died in traf-
fic-related accidents in the Texas
Panhandle so far this holiday
weekend, Department of Public
Saftety troopers reported today.
The official count for the state this
morning was 14, not including a
truck-pedestrian accident Sunday
that killed an Amarillo man.

“It- has us concerned,” said
DPS Trooper Wayne Beighle in
Amarillo.

Last year, only one person was
killed over the holiday weekend
in the Panhandle. That was a
one-vehicle accident near Tulia,
Beighle said.

This year, a 38-year-old man
was killed Friday night in one of
two car-pedestrian accidents this
weekend when he was struck by
a car near Groom. ’

Officers said Michael Plourde
had been a passenger in a semi
rig when he and the driver of the
truck apparently had an argue-
ment. The driver pulled over to
let Plourde out along Interstate
40 near Groom shortly before 10
p-m. A car passing the truck
pulled over into the left hand
lane of the highway to give the
truck room, officers said, but
struck Plourde, who was appar-
ently lying in the left lane of the
highway.

Two students from Wood-
ward, Okla., were killed about 5
p-m. Saturday almost three miles

east of Glazier in Hemphill
County on U.S. 60 when their car
ran off the road.

“Fatigue played a part in that
accident,” Beighle said.

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FORT WORTH (AP) - After admitting
he sexually abusqd a 12-year-old while
serving at a Dallas garish 38 years ago, the
pastor of Tarrant County’s oldest Roman
Catholic parish has resigned.

Bishop Thomas P. Delaney announced
Sunday night that the Rev. William
Hoover had been placed on an indefinite
leave of absence from active ministry and
had resigned as pastor of St. Patrick
Cathedrafin downtown Fort Worth.

The victim came forward three weeks
ago, the bishop said.

In accordance with a policy established
last year on handling accusations of sexu-
al abuse, the diocese appointed a commit-
tee to meet with Hoover and his accuser.

When confronted with the accusation,
“Father Hoover acknowledged that it was
true,” Delaney said in a statement he released.
“When a complaint of this nature is found to
be true, the care of the Catholic community
requires that a full disclosure be made.”

The bishop declined to release details about
the incident or the victim, including the vic-
tim’s gender, saying only that the incident was
isolated and that the matter is confidential.

“Father Hoover has served the church in
an exemplary way since this sad incident
and I know this comes as a great shock to
those who love him,” Delaney said. :

Delaney told the Fort Worth Star-Telegram
in an interview that no lawsuit has been
filed and that there is no indication that one
is being considered. This is the first allega-
tion of sexual abuse in the Fort Worth dio-
cese in the 14 years that he has headed the’
territory and that no criminal charges are
being considered against Hoover, he said.

A new pastor will be appointed for St.
Patrick Cathedral, Delaney said, but he
declined to be more specific.

About 500 parishioners sat in stunned
silence as Delaney made the announce-
ment Sunday night. Some gasped
and other sobbéd quietly.

“When | asked Father Hoover whether
anything like this had ever happened
again in his 38 years, he said, no, nothing
ever happened like that all the time he was
in Fort Worth, and I believe him.

“In cases like this, I cannot simply act on
my trust and my belief in him w{:en the
good of the whole Catholic community is
at stake,” Delaney said. -

Many parishioners still expressed sup-
port for the pastor of the church that
serves 1,525 families.

“I'd hate to see this become a mistake
that is completely blown out of proportion
and overrides all the good things he’s
done,” said David White of Fort Worth. “It
happened 38 years ago and I am sure he
has paid for it many times in his mind
since then. People make mistakes and peo-
ple change. This deesn’t change the way I
teel about him at all.”

“It doesn’t change my feelings toward
him whatsoever. He is very well-liked and

very well-respected here and he has
touched a great many people,” said Fern
Bombardier, 57, of Hurst.

Hoover, 64, a native of Dallas, graduated
from Assumption Seminary in San
Antonio and was ordained May 28, 1955.
He was appointed pastor of St. Patrick
parish June 17, 1987. .

Hoover had celgprated his 40th anniver-
sary as pastor in May. He last celebrated
Sunday Mass at the cathedral on June 25.

In his prepared statement, Delaney
apologized on behalf of the church.

“I offer that person our deep sympathy
and profound apology for the suftering
that has been caused by what happened so
long ago,” Delaney said.

He would not say where Hoover is but
said the priest is undergoing a full psy-
chologicafand spiritual evaluation at “one
of the finest places in the world, where he
will be treated with the utmost care and
respect.”

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) - Norman Thagard turns 52
today and his reward for spend-
ing nearly one-third of the last
year away from Earth is another
day of being poked, prodded and
measured.

He has undergone so much of
it that he calls himself a lab rat.

The medical tests that physi-
cian-astronaut Thagard and his
two Russian crew mates from the
Mir space station are undergoing
will continue well after they land
Friday in the space shuttle Atlantis
which is ferrying them home.

Like everything else for space
crews, the medical examinations
are out of this world.

As they slept, blood pressure
cuffs inflated and deflated auto-
matically every half-hour. For
one 24-hour stretch this week-
end, each man wore an electronic
heart monitor with wires stuck to
sandpapered spots on their
chests.

Their urine and vials of blood

astronaut’s
rat in space

were stored and frozen for later
analysis. When Thagard reported
the emergence of a fever blister
on his lip Sunday - nothing to do
with the flight, he figured -
Mission Control asked him to
take and store a saliva sample.

“I guess our main function is to
be sort of lab rats,” Thagard said.
But sometimes, enough is
enough - even for a physician.
Thagard made it clear he only
wanted to wear the heart moni-
tor once, said NASA mission sci-
entist Tom Sullivan.

“I've had to wear it a few times
myself for medical tests, and it’s
not a pain at all but they do have
to shave their chest hair off and
your skin is kind of sensitive
afterward,” Sullivan said.

Today was the fifth and last
day that Atlantis and Mir are
orbiting Earth locked together by
a pressurized tunnel, and the
mission controls in Houston and
Kaliningrad were keeping them
busy. S

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms had no cheice in 1993
but to investigate reports that
David Koresh’s religious group
was gathering a deadly arsenal
on its compound outside Waco,
Texas, its former director says.

“The day has long passed
when we can afford to ignore
the threat posed by individuals
who believe they are subject
only to the laws ofytheir god and
not those of our government,”
Steve Higgins wrote in an opin-
ion piece published Sunday in
The Washington Post.

He said Koresh was no better
than mass murderer Charles
Manson, and those who con-
demn the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms for the

1 tragedy at Waco are overlooking

the threat posed by Koresh’s
Branch Davidians.

By his violent actions during
the Waco confrontation, Koresh
“showed that he placed no more
value on human life than did
Charles Manson, the Son of Sam
and those cowardly individuals
who placed the bomb in
Oklahoma City,” Higgins wrote.

Higgins was a focus of criti-
cism for those who say the ATF
badly mishandled the Waco
incid);nt, leading to the deaths

Former ATF director claims
Davidian raid was essential

of four federal agents in a Feb.
28, 1993, shootout and the fire
April 19, 1993, that took the
lives of 85 Branch Davidians.

Higgins questioned the need
for another set of hearings on
Waco, promised both in the
Senate and the House, partly
because of allegations by anti-
government groups that actions
by the ATF and other federal
agencies fueled the extremism
that led to the Oklahoma City
bombing exactly two years after
the Waco fire.

“I find it hard to believe that
the type of people who would
kill hundreds of innocent peo-
Ele by bombing a downtown

uilding truly care about Waco
other than to possibly use it as
an excuse for their behavior,” he
said.

Higgins lashed out at the
National Rifle Association,
which has said the ATF is out to
take weapons from innocent
people, and right-wing radio
talk show host G. Gordon
Liddy, who has advised listen-
ers to shoot ATF agents who
threaten their right to bear arms.

The ATF began its investiga-
tion of the Branch Davidians

"only after a request from local

law enforcement officials,

Senate reinforces
power over states

When it comes to understanding the proper role of the feder-
al government, the U.S. Senate demonstrated in a recent debate
over a highway bill that it is still chugging along in the slow
lane. N,

For years, federal highway legislation has been a rampaging
vehicle for imposing federal mandates on the states. By threat-
ening to withhold federal highway funds, Congress has bullied
-states on such issues as seat belts, speed limits, motorcycle hel-
mets, metric road signs and even the use of recycled rubber for
repaving.

. This month in debate over the National Highway System
Designation Act of 1995, the Senate decided to only push the
states around a little bit less than in the past. _

On the positive side, the Senate voted 65-35 to repeal the fed-
eral restriction on state speed limits. If the Senate version
becomes law, states would be allowed to set speed limits at
whatever level they deem prudent rather than at or below the
federal ceiling of 65 mph in rural areas and 55 mph in urban
areas. That would mean the New Mexico Legislature could
allow motorists to legally drive at, say, 70 mph on the inter-
states.

The Senate also voted to repeal federal regulations that

required states to take steps toward metric road signs and to use
a certain percentage of recycled rubber in repaving projects. The
metric provision was a bumbling attempt to force feed
Americans a system that has failed to catch on voluntarily in
society or the marketplace. The recycling provision forced states
to pay an estimgted $1 billion a year in extra costs for road main-
tenance.

But even when it tried to do good, the Senate failed to grasp

“the fundamentals - namely, the right of states and the people to

manage their own affairs. In repealing the speed limit cap for
passenger cars, the Senate couldn’t resist keeping the federally
imposed speed limit in place for heavy trucks and buses. This
provision will complicate life for state traffic enforcement offi-
cers while arguably creating more hazardous driving conditions
by forcing traffic to move at differing speeds. In other disap-
pointing votes, the Senate decided to retain a provision forcing
states to enforce mandatory seat belt and motorcycle helmet use.

Some senators tried to paint the debate as a safety issue, argu-
ing that repeal of the federally mandated speed limit would cost
lives. The trade off between speed and safety is worth debating,
but it’s a debate progerly left to state legislatures, not Congress.
After all, repealing the federal mandate on speed limits does not
mean that every state must now allow drivers to zip down every
highway at 70 mph or faster. States will still be free to keep their
speed limits at 55 mph. “The bill does not raise speed limits,”
Sen. Don Nickles, R-Okla., reminded his colleagues in floor
debate. “It allows the states to set speed limits. I just happen to

cfthe state of Virginia are just
as concerned about safety as the federal government.”

Instead of fine tuning its mandates, the Senate should have
voted to abolish them aﬁ. Federal highway money is not a gift to
the states; it is money that drivers have paid into a hig‘i\wa
trust fund through gasoline taxes and should be returned wit
no strings attached.

Congress has no proper authority to dictate to states whether
their citizens should wear seat belts, drive on rubberized pave-
ment or keep their speed under an arbitrary national limit. The
Senate decided to eliminate a few of those mandates while
asserting its right to impose them.

NEA: Sex, lies and omissions

A House subcommittee moved to make a dra-
matic 39 percent reduction for the National
Endowment for the Arts as one of those “glide
raths” toward defunding. But the cuts still face a
ot of obstacles: the Senate, the president and the
national media.

In yet anothér demonstration of Washington jour-
nalism’s addiction to situational ethics, the same
reporters who jumped to demean Sen. Phil Gramm
as a “porn broker” continue to ignore the porn bro-
kers at the NEA. Now circulating around
Washington is the NEA's most recent insult, the
summer schedule for Highways, a performance art
venue in Santa Monica, Calif. Among the grantees of
the NEA (and the state funded California Arts
Coundil) are the PurEle Moon Dance Company, per-
forming “a new work that explores the experience of
lesbians of color,” and Nancy Agabian, who is pro-
moted as an “original bisexual Armenian-American
princess/freak from Walpole, Massachusetts.”

Also on the NEA /California Arts Council grant
list are the Donlavy Dance company. This is how
the sponsors describe the meritorious troupe:
"Dongovy’ s modern choreography explores cen-
sorship, promiscuity, dating, relationships, the
trauma of HIV testing, eroticism and the contin-
ued persecution by the conservative religious
right.” Also slated to appear at Highways is les-
bian comedian Marga Gomez, discussing “her
favorite subjects: pain, regret, self-pity, doom, and
sex with Newt Gingrich’s mom.”

It’s more of the same from the NEA, yet more
evidence of the “art” agency’s infatuation with
pomogra}ahy. Two years ago, it was the hair curl-
ing 1993 film Sex Is, which blatantly boasts in the
credits of its NEA funding and its dedication “to
the memory of Jesse Helms.” As described by a
sympathetic San Francisco Chronicle: “Essentially,
it's a radical, graphically illustrated dialogue on

So, how many network NEA sto-
ries have focused on this? Not one.

Instead, the networks continue to present the
NEA battle as a religious right Republican assault
on Mozart, with the NEA as the artistic champi-
ons of Main Street, US.A. ABC aired Bill
Blakemore from Kentucky, where the NEA funds
symphony programs for students and music for
inner city kids. “Most of the NEA's $167 million
budget goes to such programs that make art
accessible to ordinary Americans. Only 4 percent,
$7 million, go to individual artists.”

CBS anchor Connie Chung sug?ested oppo-
nents “call it a taxpayer subsidy for wacky or
tacky artists who play to a cultural elite. Is that
really where the money goes?” Answer: Yes. But

reporter John Blackstone scooted down to
Louisiana, where he found new House
Appropriations Chairman Bob Livingston was
“bringing down the budget ax ... just as the Piney

oon Opry, in his own district, is due to receive
its first grant from the NEA.” CBS didn’t focus on
the gay porn but rather “the hard times and hon-
est music of rural America.”

What wasn’t honest was Blackstone’s reporting.
He didn’t question why, if the NEA isn’t political,
it's just starting to fund arts in Bob Livingston’s dis-
trict after he’s named chief appropriator. Then came
Blackstone’s Armageddon conclusion: “Without
financial help to keep the show running and keep
the recorders turning, they say these songs will
soon be gone, along with those who play them. ...
While the budget cutters sharpen their ax, the folks
at the Piney Woods Opry say the value of this music
can’t be measured in dollars. It can only be felt.”

Sounds pretty darn dramatic, doesn’t it? But
there was a problem. The Washington Times editori-
al page discovered Blackstone had, well, lied.
Jonathan Bachrack of the Abita Lumber Company,
one of the Opry’s sponsors, told the Times: “1 was
interviewed by CBgofor a half-hour. I didn’t say
what they wanted to hear. They wanted me to say
that we need the federal government’s money, and
that Bob Livingston is a hypqcrite.” Bachrack said
he “told the people from CBS that we don’t need

the federal government to'run a local concert.”

As with every other wasteful government pro-
m, the national media have declared war on
publican budget cutters for targeting the NEA.
Strike at the deficit and we will pile up the victims
from here to next November. The only weapons in
the Republican arsenal are faith in their own con-
victions and the courage to take unceasing abuse
from a media, for whom liberalism is more impor-
tant than the truth.

Is there hope for Taiwanese U.N. bid?

When President Clinton decided to issue a visa
to Lee Teng-hui, president of the Republic of
China on Taiwan, to attend a reunion of his old
college class at Cornell, one consequence was
readily predictable: The Communist regime in
Beijing threw a first class fit. The Communists
hate anything that smacks, even faintly, of recog-
nition of the rival Chinese government that rules
in Taiwan (which both governments regard as a
province of China).

The trouble is that Taiwan is.no small potato
that can easily be disregarded by the rest of the
world. It ranks 14th in world trade, an astonish-
ing second in foreign exchange earnings ($93 bil-
lion), and is the United States’ sixth largest trad-
ing partner. In terms of population, it is bigger
than two-thirds of the member states of the
United Nations.

One might think, then, that Taiwan would be
a lead pipe cinch to be welcomed as a U.N.
member, particularly in view of that organiza-
tion’s longstanding commitments to “realism”
and “universality.” But one would be wrong,
because the Communist People’s Republic of
China has blocked Taiwan’s membership ever
since 1971.

~ Is the Clinton administration’s decision to grant
a visa to President Lee a sign that it is preparing
to disagree openly with Beijing on the larger issue
of Taiwanese membership in the U.N.?
Unfortunately, no: Almost certainly, the adminis-
tration reversed its visa policy only because it was
afraid that the Republican controlled Congress

was preparing to pass legislation requiring it to
do so. (As further evidence of Republican friend-
liness toward Taiwan, Congress is planning to
honor Madame Chiang Kai-shek and her late gus—
band, the Generalissimo, at a ceremony in
Washington next month.)

But just how, in any event, can Taiwan hope to
regain its rightful place in the U.N. as long as
Beijing stoutly resists every effort to expand
Taiwan’s role in international affairs, even short
of U.N. membership?

It obviously isn’t going to be easy, but that's
not-to say that it'’s impossible. There are sound
precedents, Germany and Korea in particular, for
admitting to the U.N. rival governments that
each exercise control over part of a nation’s terri-
tory.

S)t;me students of the problem advocate the
a;_pproach now being %lrsued by a number of

aiwan’s friends in the U.N.: calling for an ad hoc
committee to study Taiwan’s bid. Others urge

Taiwan to participate in various international pro-
ﬁams (like some of those conducted by the World
ealth Organization) that are sponsored by the
U.N. but don’t require membership in it as a pre-
requisite.

But whichever policy track is pursued, one
thing is clear: Taiwan's practical hope of readmis-

e U.N. has no principles that would last an
hour without American stiffening; it can be count-
ed on to cave in to Beijing’s pressure if there is no
serious counter pressure.

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Tips on how to ‘pick from the pitS’

It’s the time of year to “pick
from the pits.”

The pits we are talking about
are found in the “drupes,” as
they are known in the botanical
world. They are those fleshy
fruits such as peaches, plums,
cherries, nectarines and apricots.
They feature a large, hard pit
which could break your tooth,
which protects the fruit’s simple
seed. The seed will germinate
when the pit is left to decompose.

Keep firm, ripe fruit at room
temperature in a loosely closed
paper ba?. Check it frequently.
Once the fruit has ripened, refrig-
erate it, unwashed, in the same
bag for up to three days.

The smallest of the drupes,
cherries, are highly perishable. To
keep them fresh until you can eat
or use them, line a shallow pan
with several layers of paper tow-
els. Arrange the cherries,
unwashed, on the towels in a
simply layer; then top them with
more- paper - towels and - plastic
wrap. You may refrigerate them
this way for up to three days.

Apricots: Apricots are great for
grilling, ching, preserving,
drying or just eating out-of-hand.
Look for plump fruit with - as
much golden-orange color as

ible. Apricots are an excel-
ent source of vitamin A and also
contain vitamin C.

Cherries: The United States
grows more cherries than any
other country. Sweet Bing
Cherries are readily available
now-in the supermarkets. Among
sweet cherries, look for plump,
bright-colored cherries. Those
with mahogany or reddish-
brown skin promise the most fla-
vor® Cherries provide vitamin A

and are very low in calories.
Peaches: Peaches are divided
into cling and freestone varieties.
The freestone peaches can be
splitin half and the stone can eas-
ily be removed. They are the
most popular but tend to be less
juicy and have a firmer texture
than clingstones. They are excel-
lent for canning and pie baking.
In clingstone peaches, the pit is
more difficult to remove, but
their juicy, sweet flavor and soft
texture make u for it.
Clingstones are excellent dessert
peaches. Most of them also make
excellent canning and jam peach-
es.
Look for fruit with a creamy or

yellow (not green) background
color. A soft touch and rich scent
tell you that it is ready. Under-
ripe peaches can work well for
baking, sauteing, broiling, or
even preserving. Mealy peaches
will never be good for anything.

Plums: Plums come in a wide
range of varieties from very tart
to extra sweet. Keep in mind that

lums are almost always sold

fore they are ripe. Give them a
few days in a paper bag at home
before eating or preserving them.
Plums contain vitamins A, B and
C.

Nectarines: The nectarine has
been recognized as a distinct
variety for some 2,000 years.
Nectarines are an excellent
source of vitamin A. Choose
fruits that have an orange-yellow
(not green) background color
between the red areas. Ripe nec-
tarines give to gentle pressure,
but they aren’t as soft as a ripe
peach.

Container gardening can fill awkward spaces

Small or awkward spaces,
poor soil and unsightly
objects are all common prob-
lems that can easily be trans-
formed into assets through
container gardening. A win-
dowsill, patio, balcony or
doorstep can provide a pro-
ductive garden site when you
use containers.

Wherever you have space
for a container you have a
spot for a garden. Though it
may not be as ideal as a back-
Kard, a container garden can

e every bit as striking as a
full sized suburban spread.

Current lifestyles have
greatly increased the popu-
larity of raising plants in
containers. Container gar-
dening is adaptable and
small scale.

Practically all Texas Grown
annuals, in-cluding vegeta-
bles and many perennials,
are perfectly suited for life in
a planter, as are many shrubs
and small trees.

The elderly and physically
challenged can also enjoy

container gardening. Gar-
dening fosters an interest
and enthusiasm for the
future and improves confi-
dence and  self-esteem.
Positioning pots on shelves
and  elevated structures
makes plants accessible to
those in wheelchairs. With
proper modification, the ben-
efits of gardening can be
available to everyone.

Your container garden may
consist of one container or a
cluster of pots. Place contain-
ers of varying size and shaﬁe
in groupings around the
area, in windowsills, edging
a bleak stairway, in tight
comers and along the tops of
walls. Strategically locate
attractive container group-
ings near your front door.
This creates interest and
visually guides visitors
toward the entrance.

oilless potting mix allows
you to keep the soil moist
without drowning the roots.
Yard dirt often contains soil-
borne diseases and drains
poorly.

Water and fertilize your
container garden regularly.
Slow-release fertilizers pro-
vide continuous feeding for
several months. Diluted lig-
uid fertilizer applications
during the active growing
season also are benetficial.

With a little planning and
careful attention, splendid
flowers and foliage will fill
your surroundings year-
round.

DEAR SMOKED OUT: People
‘barbecue outdoors“for many
reasons — including the fact
that many kitchens are swelter-
ing in July; they enjoy the nov-
elty of preparing and eating
food outdoors; they love the
taste; and it soothes an uncon-
scious urge that many individu-
als feel to “get back to nature.”
Men who would otherwise
never set foot inside a kitchen
enjoy barbecuing because it’s
easy, and it makes them feel
like good hosts.

Nevertheless, I took your
question to the National Fire
Protection Association, and
everyone should be aware of
the reply:

“The NFPA advises against
using barbecue grills on fire
escapes because an obstruction
dof any exit is very dangerous.

Fires grow and spread very
quickly, so all escape routes —
including fire escapes — must
be kept clear so occupants can
freely and quickly move
through the exits.”

Many communities have fire
ordinances prohibiting cooking
on balconies and fire escapes in
apartment complexes, so apart-
ment managers should be alert.

The NFPA suggested that
apartment occupants ask their
building owners to install a per-
manent barbecue for residents
in a concrete area free of com-
bustibles. This would discour-
age the use of grills on bal-
conies and fire escapes and pro-
vide a safe place for barbecuing.

And readers, please don’t
move barbecue grills from the
fire escape into your apartment.
It is extremely dangerous to use
any barbecue grill inside an
enclosed area. Aside from the

obvious fire hazard, grilling in
an unyented area such as an
apartment or home can cause
deadly carbon monoxide poi-

soning!

Tomorrow is July Fourth,
and many of you will probably
celebrate it by cooking out and
enjoying fireworks.

George D. Miller, president of
the NFPA, asked me to remind
my readers that last Fourth of
July more than 12,000 peoplé in
the United States — mostly chil-
dren — suffered injuries serious
enough to take them to an
emergency room.

Fireworks are unpredictable
and can be as dangerous as pis-
tols. They ignite, explode and
shoot off sparks randomly,
causing lifelong injuries such as
blindness, amputations, severe
lacerations and scarring. Even
“gparklers” — which are usually
thought to be safe fireworks —
burn as hot as 1,200 degrees
Fahrenheit and can cause seri-
ous burns. - e

way to enjoy fireworks is to
watch a professional public dis-
play from an appropriately des-
ignated area.

Ken Griffey Jr. and Matt
Williams both were elected to
start, but they’ll miss the game
because of injuries. So will St.
Louis shortstop Ozzie Smith.

At one point in the voting,
Clevegmd players were first or
second at every position. The
Indians are 42-18, the best record
in baseball, and have a 10-game
lead in the AL Central.

“Now people have to realize
what good players we have
around here,” second baseman
Carlos Baerga said.

Baerga and outfielder Albert
Belle were voted in as starters,
and AL manager Buck Showalter
of the New York Yankees said

Kenny Lofton will take Griffey’
place in the starting lineup.

Colorful Texas Tech booster dead at 85

LUBBOCK (AP) — Robert J.
Walker, the passionate and color-
ful Texas Tech booster who
invented the concept of instant
replay for football games, has
died in a San Antonio hospital
after a short illness. He was 85.

Walker died Sunday.

In 1936, after graduating from
Tech, Walker started R&R Supply
Co., a combination of radio and
refrigerator services. The compa-
ny eventually signed on with
Ampex Corp., which introduced
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it's first videotape machine in
1956.

Nine years later, Walker, Texas
Tech and Raider Coach J.T. King
introduced instant replay to col-
lege football. Using equipment
designed by Walker, Tech coach-
es were able to analyze plays
made by both teams during a
game.

Walker marketed the video
replay system to universities
throughout the country —
including Tech, Texas, Baylor,
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Texas A&M and Notre Dame —
in the mid-1960s.
The NCAA outlawed the sys-

tem in 1967 because it gave an
unfair advantage to teams that
could afford it.

Walker’'s company, Video
Electronic Systems Inc., had
offices in Dallas, Houston, San
Antonio, Lubbock and Tulsa,
Okla., when he sold it and retired
in 1984.

State briefs

AUSTIN (AP) — No tickets
correctly matched all six numbers
drawn Saturday night for the
twice-weekly Lotto Texas game,
state lottery officials said. The
jackpot was worth $4 million.

The numbers drawn from a
field of 50 were: 13,17, 19, 29, 31
and 35.

There were 129 tickets sold
with five of the six numbers,
with each ticket worth $1,392.
There were 6,945 tickets with
four of six numbers, with each
winning $93. And there were
127,390 tickets sold with three of
six numbers, with each worth an
automatic $3.

Lottery officials estimate the
jackpot for Wednesday night’s
game will be $10 million.

DALLAS (AP) — Police are
loiging the murders, assaults,
robberies and carjackings they
say are committed by people try-
ing to steal expensive wire wheels
that many youths consider status
symbols for their vehicles.

Several well-publicized homi-
cides in recent weeks have Dallas
police trying to track the trend.

In June, a man allegedly shot and
killed his cousin and her two
young daughters in their Dallas
home, apparently to steal the $2,000
gold rims on the woman'’s car.

Last week, a 23-year-old man
was shot and killed near down-
town Dallas by a man apparently
trying to steal his $1,500 chrome
wheels.

The fancy wheels sell for as
much as $5,000 a set. They have
been around for decades, but their
popularity has surged recently.

“The wheels are a hot item
right now,” homicide Sgt. Jerry
King said. “I think currently peo-
ple are willing to take them from
you at whatever cost.”

DALLAS (AP) — For 17 years,
a rare 1776 copy of the
Declaration-of Independence has
been on display at Dallas” down-
town public library.

Today, the cherished document
gets a new display and a lot more
hoopla.

Texas first lady Laura Bush
will help dedicate a new exhibit
at the J. Erik Jonsson Central
Library. The $70,000 exhibit will
display the document in an air-
tight case with humidity control
and fiber optic lighting.

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Property rights law finds favor with ranchers

ODESSA (AP) - New state prop-
erty rights legislation may be find-
ing favor with West Texas ranch-
ers. However, even its primary
sponsor concedes it won't prevent
federal agencies from enacting
environmental habitat restrictions

The legislation, effective Sept. 1,

prevents state agencies or local

governments in Texas from
restricting the use of private prop-
erty, unless the agency is enforcing
federal mandates to protect the
habitats of endangered species.

“This is the strongest state
property rights bill in the United
States,” said Steve Munday, exec-
utive vice president of the Texas
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association in Fort Worth, a
major supporter of the bill.

“I hope it is strong enough that
it will not be used and any state
regulatory agency would have to
examine its regulations closely if
there was a chance ‘there would

be a taking (of rights to a proper-
ty),” Munday said. .

However, Sierra Club state
director Ken Kramer said the leg-
islation may not offer the degree
of protection property rights
advocates had sought.

In a 6-3 ruling recently in a case
involving the timber industry in-
Oregon, the U.S. Supreme Court
upheld federal power to restrict
the use of private property to

protect endangered species’ habi+

tats.

The Texas bill could have a
chilling effect on state agencies
looking at implementing new
regulations, but it won’t help
ranchers whose complaints stem
from federal intrusion onto their
land, Kramer said.

“I think this bill is a cruel hoax
on a lot of landowners.
Organizations like the Farm
Bureau have attempted to take
the outcry (by ranchers) against

federal enforcement of the
Endangered Species Act and have

- done something that will not help

them at all,” Kramer said.

State Sen. Teel Bivins, R-
Amarillo, concedes that his bill
won't protect ranchers from fed-
eral intrusibn because state law
can’t limit federal action.

“I told people there was no
activity going on today by state
or local people that I was aiming
the bill at,” Bivins said. “But
clearly there are behaviors of the
Environmental Protection
Agen fy and (US.) Fish and
Wildlife (Service) that I don’t
want to happen in Texas.”

Ranchers have become more
cautious about letting university
students and faculty on their land
for fear the studies could disclose
a rare species of plant or animal
and lead to mqre federal restric-
tions, university biology profes-
sor Jim Richardson said.

Cattle group to seek endangered species reforms

FORT WORTH - The US.
Supreme Court decision uphold-
ing government regulators’
authority to restrict activities on
private property under the feder-
al Endangered Species Act will
intensify efforts of the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association to seek reform of the
law in _the Congress, . said
Chaunce 0. Thompson Jr., associ-
ation president from Brecken-
ridge.

TSCRA is a membership orga-

«nization with 15,000 members

who own or control millions of
acres of agricultural land primar-
ily in Texas and Oklahoma.
“Naturally, we are disappoint-
ed. that the Supreme Court ruled
against us in the case of Babbit v.

Sweet Home Chapter of Com-
munities for a Greater Oregon,
94-859,” Thompson said, noting
that TSCRA was an intervenor in
the landmark case. “We’ve not
had a chance to read the decision,
but do agree with Justice Antonin
Scalia that extending protection
to habitat imposes ’uan;irness to
the point of financial ruin’ on
landowners.”

The court argued 6-3 that even
unintentional harm can violate
the law. The court said the 1973
law provides comprehensive pro-
tection for endangered and
threaténed species and the gov-
ernment’s interpretation that
such protection includes habitat
is reasonable. *

The case in Oregon involved a

dispute . over protection of the
northern spotted owl.

“We are hopeful that the court
decision will motivate Congress
to reverse the severe damage that
has been meted out to private
property owners, whose biggest
crime is providing room and
board for endangered plants and
animals today and in the future,”

- Thompson said.

“If the government wants to
protect habitat of endangered
Eecnes, then the government
should compensate the landown-
ers for their losses. We remain
convinced that endangered
species and private landowners
can coexist without making the
landowners an endangered
species.
