The Admiral the Recipient of Tre-
mendous Applause

FROM THE CITIZENS OF CH\CAGO

Disclaims Any Political Desires and Says He
Would Prefer the Love of His Coun-
trymen 10 Office.

Chicago, Jan, 27.—Rear Admiral
Schley arrived in Chicago Saturday,
and was greeted with a tumultuous ae-
claim from thousands of people who
crowded the Baltimore and Ohio depot
and thronged nearby stre :ts for blocks.

TWENTY-ONE LOST THEIR LIVES |

e e

And Eight Others Sustalned Injaries—The
Yictims Were Nearly All the Heads
of Families.

Oskalcosa, Ta., Jan. 25.—As a result
of a terrible explosion at Lost Creek
Friday twenty-one bodies were put in
an improvised morgue and eight per-
sons in temporary hospitals.

The explosion occurred at noon and
was what was known as a dust explo-
aion. The miners had just fired their
usual noon shots, one of which proved
to be a fizzle. The burning powder
ignited the gas and the explosion fol-
lowed.

Dr. John L. Crawford, secretary of
' Smoke and debris were blown out of

the shaft 200 feet high. Part of the
topworks was torn away and the fans
and cages were partially wrecked,
This made the work of rescue very
slow and it was 3 o'clock before the
volunteers dared to venture into the
entry where the explosion occurred.

When the party fought their way In
2 horrible gight greeted them. The
Jlead and {njured were terribly burned
and mutilated, some of them almost
beyond recognition. Fire had broiey
out and this added terror to the spec-
tazle.

| The flames were finally controlled
and after several of the rescue party
had succumbed to the fumes all the
dead were found and carried to the top
of the shaft.

It was nearly 6 o'clock Friday even-
ing when the last of the dead was
taken out and screams of anguish
'among the relatives of the men were
| pitiful. Nearly all the men were mar-
rlel and leave families in poor cir-
cumstances.

IRRICATION IN TEXAS,

The importance of a reguiar and ad-
equate supply of molsture to all agri-
cultural products intended for market,
has in late years led to the institution
of expensive irrigation projects and
plants in Colorado and California, par
ticularly in the latter state, where it
has made possible the conversion of
arid territory into wonderfu! and pro
lific sourciy: of wealth, as exemplified
in the magnificent fruit and vegetable
farms and vinevards of the “Golden
State.” Only recently has Texas at-
tempted to apply irrigation to agri-
culture, and the innovation is largely
due. if not altogether 80, to the recent
cultivation of rice and the bullding of
canals and lateral ditches to carry
water to the cereal Irrigation, aside
from rice, however, is being applied
to the smaller crops, and particularly
80 in the dry sections sonth of San
Antenio in the neighborhood of Bee
ville, where remarkable yvields of gai
den truck has resnlted from the ap-
plication of the system, using the out-
put from bored of driven wells. Irri-
gated from the output of the San Felipe
eprings, ten thousand acres at Del Rio
on the Southern Pacific west of San

Antonio, have been successfully culti- |

vated for ten vears, producing abund-
antly. The greater part of Texas is
underlaid with an inexhaustible supply
of water, which needs only to be tap-
ped to afford a reliable moisture in
times of drouth. The experience on
the Colling farms near San Antonio,
where several hundred acres of vege-
tables are irrigated by the output of
two or three wells, demonstrated the
unqualified success of the system ap-
plled to infensive farming, and its ap-
plication on a larger scale to the cul-
tivation of farm products in general
would do much toward relieving the
farmer from the harrowing experi-
ences of a dry season.—Literary Bu-
reau Southern Pacific, Houstoa and
Texas Central, ,

PROGRESS IN TREE SURGERY.

Lives of Many Are Now Baved by
Timely Operations,

there has also been very great progress
in tree surgery or the methods of
treating trees and shrubbery when it
becames necessary to apply the knlfe
or pruning shears. Many a tree is
living today that would have died a
few years ago from causes that would
then have brought on death, but which
today are successfully treated.

An instance of this progress can be
seen in the Simon Cameron tree, as
the spreading elm near the footpath
leading from New Jersey avenue to the
south wing of the capital in Washing-
ton is called. This tree received its

While surgery as applied to man has
made great strides in recent years,
name by which it is universally known
now when the elder Olmstead laid out
the capitol grounds and provided for a
footpath which would have made nec-
essary the removal of the stately old
elm that was so greatly admired by
Senator Simon Cameron. Mr, Cam-
eron interested himself in saving the
tree with the result that it was al-
lowed to stand in the center of a
space that would otherwise have been
covered with a granolithic walk.

The tree flouriehed until a year ago,
when an amputation became neces-
sary. One of its big limbs, showing
signs of decay, was cut off. The op-
eration was successful enough, but the
wound being left open, in the course of
time decay set in. The decay was
working into the very vitals of the
elm and would have killed it in a few
yvears, but recourse was taken to an
operation that is now very freguently
applied in tree surgery. The decayod
portion was scraped off and a cover-
ing of asphaltum was placed over it to
arrest further decay. The tree is now
as well off, says the Washington Star.
as would be a man with a lilmb am-
putated and properly dressed with an-
tiseptice. In the course of time the
wound will probably be healed and the
tree will be perfectly healthy again.

COOKING BY THE SUN'S RAYS.

Novel Plan Iaveated by Man from San

Fraucisco,

Cooking by the heat of the sun is a
novel idea, but suggests economy, and
is certainly practicable if there is nc
exaggeration in the claims made by
a San Francisco inventor in behalf o!f
a newly patented contrivance,

The apparatus consists of a sort of
oven made in the shape of a rectangu-
lar box, open on one of its four sides
(through glass) to the direct rays oi
the sun, and similarly expozed on an
other side to solar rays reflectec
from a series of prismlikoe mirrors
Inasmuch as the box and mirrors are
adjustable at various angles, the ray:
of the sun may be concentrated npou
the inside of the oven at any hour of
the day.

The oven s set upon one edge
Whereas the upper two sides are ot
glasg, the lower two sides are of wood
and the whole box, save for the two
glass sides, is double-walled and linec
with felt and sawdust. Thus, glas
being also a nonconductor, the heat
that enters the box does not easily get
out again.

Along the
top edge of the box extends a flat
piece of meial, hollow inside, into
which hot air is admitted from the
oven beneath., This is a broiler, and
the inventor says that one may cook a
gteak on it nicely.
