Thousands of people lined Scurry and the down-

town area for the Big Spring Herald Community 
Christmas Parade to finally kick off the Christ-
mas season in the Crossroads area, although a 
little later than normal.

This year’s parade was delayed a week because 
of the recent ice storm which brought freezing 
weather to the area.

“This was one of the best parades we’ve had 
in the past several years,” said Herald General 
Manger Rick Nunez. “By the quality of the en-
tries, you can tell how much effort and time all 
our participants gave to make this such a suc-
cess. We are very thankful to our judges who

First-year teacher numbers drop sharply

HOUSTON — The number of new 
teachers in Texas has dropped sharply 
during the last four years and educa-
tion observers have identified several 
reasons for that decline.

Texas schools hired fewer than 
15,000 first-year teachers last year, 
down from 25,000 in 2008, the Hous-
ton Chronicle reported (http://bit.
ly/1jb9d4u ). According to the Texas 
Education Agency, the 2011-12 school 
year was the first in recent history in 
which Texas public schools lost more 
teachers than they gained.

The Great Recession and major cuts 
to education funding passed by the 
Texas Legislature in 2011 hit many 
districts hard and contributed to a hir-
ing slowdown. But more experienced 
educators looking for work also made 
things harder for new teachers, educa-

tion officials said.
The slowdown caused by the reces-

sion led some teachers to put off re-
tirement and districts to hire fewer 
teachers — and, when they did hire, 
target more experienced teachers.

“Two or three years ago, we saw 
a definite dip” in the hiring of new 
graduates, said Melissa Pierson, asso-
ciate dean of the University of Hous-
ton’s education college. Pierson said 
recruiters did not make hiring visits 
during those years.

JoAnn Phan, who graduated from 
the University of Houston three years 
ago, said it took her about 18 months 
to find a job teaching kindergarten at 
a Houston elementary school.

“It was a bit of a shock,” Phan said. 
“I did not know just how hard it was to 
find a teaching position.”

But Pierson and the director of an-
other teacher training program said 

she thought things were looking up now that 
the economy was recovering.

“I get phone calls every single day from 
principals asking for teachers to interview,” 
said Lidia Zatopek, who directs Harris Coun-
ty’s alternative certification program. Zato-
pek said all 17 of her graduates were hired.

He was  preceded in death by his parents; a grand-
daughter, Amy Koerber; and a son-in-law, John 
Storie.

In 1953 in Phoenix, Ariz., a tough and determined 
11-year-old boy would ride his bike along the side 
of a school bus screaming “Aloma...I love you,” to 
a beautiful blonde-haired, blue-eyed girl. In return, 
she would yell back to him, “Get away I don’t like 
you.” This begins a true love story. After much 
commitment to the one he loved, on June 10, 1960, 
at 18 years old, Donald won her heart and married 
his beautiful bride, Aloma.

Donald was a boxer as a teen and worked construc-
tion all of his adult life. Right by his side was his 
best friend and wife supporting, working and rais-
ing five children with him. He was a hard worker 
and brilliant man that could fix anything. He was 
a legal advisor, financial consultant, teacher and 
doctor to all of his family.

In 1988, Donald and Aloma came to Texas to re-
tire and be close to their children and grandchil-
dren. Some of the greatest memories were spent

Over 
the next five years Donald never missed a single 
day going to the cemetery where his bride was laid 
to rest. He cleaned her marker, mowed her area 
and decorated it like no other. Donald also became 
a strength to many of the other people visiting de-
ceased family members as well. He would sit in 
lawn chairs and  give a widow woman hope. Or hug 
a young girl and comfort her because she lost her 
dad. Or sit with a man that lost his daughter and 
passionately exchange memories. Their “Cemetery 
Club” was a comfort for him, and the others in their 
healing process.

Though he loved his children and grandchildren, 
there was nothing more than Donald wanted than 
to be with the love of his life. On Dec. 12, 2013 in the 
hospital where Donald laid unconscious, his chil-
dren and grandchildren asked, “Dad we love you. 
Are you ready to go be with mom?”  With a smile 
from ear to ear, and a simple nod yes, he took his 
last breath. At that moment he begin dancing once 
again with the love of his life. A true love story! We 
love you, dad and mom.

FBI works to disrupt mass 
shootings by helping people get 
access to mental health treatments

WASHINGTON (AP) — The FBI has helped to 
disrupt or prevent nearly 150 shootings and violent 
attacks this year, in part by steering potential gun-
men toward mental health professionals.

There have been hundreds of these disruptions 
since 2011, Attorney General Eric Holder told an 
audience of police chiefs in October, touting the be-
hind-the-scenes work of a small FBI unit based out 
of Quantico, Va. In most cases, the FBI has helped 
potential offenders get access to mental health 
care.

Preventing mass shootings through threat as-
sessments and treatment is an unusual tactic for 
an agency known for its crime fighting and not for 
interventions. The achievement stands out during 
a time when President Barack Obama made curb-
ing gun violence a priority for his administration, 
yet has had very little success. One year after the 
deadly mass shooting at a Connecticut elementary 
school, the White House’s biggest efforts to curb 
gun violence — attempts to reinstate the assault 
weapons ban and expand background checks for 
all gun purchases — failed without congressional 
support.

Mass shootings like the rampages in Newtown, 
Conn., the Washington, D.C., Navy Yard and the 
Aurora, Colo., movie theater do not represent the 
majority of gun violence. Yet when they do occur, 
the impact is high. And many times there’s the 
question of whether the shooter had adequate men-
tal health treatment to prevent it from happening. 
Yet, in the national discourse about reducing gun 
violence, mental health treatment has received 
much less attention than banning assault weap-
ons.

The FBI’s Behavioral Analysis Unit, for years, 
has been working with state and local authorities 
to profile potential offenders with the goal of pre-
venting violent crimes like mass shootings. The 
“prevented” shootings and violent attacks from 
January through November of this year represent 
148 cases that a division of that unit, the Behavioral 
Threat Assessment Center, has conferred on dur-
ing 2013. And that number is up 33 percent from 
2012, Andre Simmons, unit chief of the center, said 
in an interview with The Associated Press.

North Korean execution of No. 
2 explodes myth of all-powerful, 
unchallenged ruling Kim dynasty

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — North Korea’s pro-
paganda machine has long kept alive the myth of 
a serene, all-powerful ruling dynasty that enjoyed 
universal love and support at home. In a single 
stroke last week, that came crashing down.

In attempting to justify the execution of his un-
cle, who was also considered North Korea’s No. 2 
official, young leader Kim Jong Un has given the 
world a rare look behind the scenes of a notoriously 
hard-to-read government.

It is not a pretty sight, and many analysts believe 
Pyongyang’s eagerness to pillory Jang Song Thaek 
not only destroys the image of unity projected by 
state-run media but also acknowledges dissension 
and a dangerous instability. That’s an alarming 
prospect as Kim Jong Un tries to revive a mori-
bund economy even as he pushes development of 
nuclear-armed missiles.

The subtext to the over-the-top demonizing of Jang 
— he was accused of drug use, gambling, a planned 
military coup and massive corruption — was a 
shocking admission: the Kim family wasn’t in total 
control. Contradicting past assertions of unity and 
strength, North Korea has acknowledged that the 
leadership had indeed 
been roiled because of 
the challenge by Kim’s 
mentor and uncle after 
the 2011 death of Kim’s 
father, the late dictator 
Kim Jong Il.

As nervous officials 
and apparatchiks gather 
Tuesday in Pyongyang 
for the second anniver-
sary of the death of Kim 
Jong Il, the as-yet unan-
swerable question now 
is, what comes next?

Tornado-
proof rooms 
in Oklahoma 
schools runs 
afoul of tax cut

OKLAHOMA CITY 
(AP) — After a huge tor-
nado ripped through the 
Oklahoma City suburbs 
this spring and demol-
ished two elementary 
schools, killing seven 
children, a longtime leg-
islator thought the time 
was ripe for the state 
to act on a well-known 
problem.

Although Oklahoma 
averages more than 50 
tornadoes a year, and 
sometimes gets more 
than 100, about 60 per-
cent of public schools 
have no shelters. Cash-

strapped districts can’t afford to build them.
Rep. Joe Dorman, who represents the small farm-

ing town of Rush Springs, proposed a bond issue, 
taking advantage of the state’s rebounding econo-
my and revenue from a business tax that was al-
ready on the books.

But the response to his proposal has made clear 
that there’s something more ominous than torna-
does these days in one of the nation’s most conser-
vative states: taxes and borrowing.

The idea has been snubbed by Oklahoma’s politi-
cal leadership, including Gov. Mary Fallin, trigger-
ing a debate over the current push by some GOP-
controlled states to cut taxes.

Israel reaches out to U.S. 
Jews in bid to halt assimilation

JERUSALEM (AP) — More than 100 Israeli lead-
ers gathered with Jewish-American counterparts 
in Jerusalem last month with a daunting mission: 
to save Jewish life in North America.

Jewish American leaders have known for years 
that assimilation and intermarriage were slowly 
shrinking their communities, but the early No-
vember gathering took on an extra sense of urgen-
cy. Just weeks earlier, a landmark study had found 
that young American Jews are growing increas-
ingly estranged from Judaism.

As these efforts press ahead, they are being com-
plicated by a new issue: What role can Israel play in 
Jewish American life at a time when many Ameri-
can Jews, who tend to be socially liberal, have mis-
givings about some of Israel’s policies.

There is a broad consensus that Israel will be an 
important player in solving the problems of Amer-
ican Jewry. Yet experts say that it cannot ignore 
the alienation that many Americans feel over per-
ceived religious intolerance, Israel’s construction 
of West Bank settlements and the continued con-
trol over millions of Palestinians.

Kerry criticizes China, announces 
new U.S. maritime security aid to 
Southeast Asia amid tensions

HANOI, Vietnam (AP) — Taking clear aim at 
China’s growing aggressiveness in territorial dis-
putes with its smaller neighbors, U.S. Secretary of 
State John Kerry announced Monday that the Unit-
ed States will boost maritime security assistance 
to the countries of Southeast Asia amid rising ten-
sions with Beijing.

On his first visit to Vietnam as America’s top dip-
lomat, Kerry pledged an additional $32.5 million for 
members of the Association of Southeast Asian Na-
tions to protect their territorial waters and naviga-
tional freedom in the South China Sea, where four 
states have competing claims with China. Included 
in the new aid is up to $18 million for Vietnam alone 
that will include five fast patrol-boats for its Coast 
Guard. With the new contribution, U.S. maritime 
security assistance to the region will exceed $156 
million over the next two years, he said.

Kerry said the new assistance was not a “quickly 
conceived reaction to any events in the region” 
but rather a “gradual and deliberate expansion” 
of U.S. support as part of the Obama administra-
tion’s broader decision to refocus attention on the 
Asia-Pacific region. However, his comments came 
as Washington and Beijing trade barbs over a near 
collision between U.S. and Chinese naval vessels 
in the South China Sea just 11 days ago.

In addition, Kerry made clear that the aid is de-
signed to help Southeast Asian nations defend their 
waters from encroachment and his announcement 
was accompanied by blunt criticism of China for its 
creation of a new air defense zone over parts of the 
East China Sea and suggestions that it might do the 
same in the South China Sea. As such, it is almost 
certain to anger Beijing, which bristles at what it 
sees as U.S. interference in areas China considers 
to be in its “core interest.”

Budget deal boosts fed workers’ 
pension costs, as some call their 
plans fat targets

WASHINGTON (AP) — Distinctly unpopular 
among voters and a scant presence in most con-
gressional districts, federal workers have become 
an easy target in the hunt for budget savings.

Their retirement programs are notably generous 
compared to the norm in private industry. But for 
federal workers hired after 2012, the pension pro-
gram is turning less generous.

Most federal civilian employees hired beginning 
in January will contribute 4.4 percent of their pay 
to their pension plans under the House-passed bud-
get bill the Senate is expected to approve this week. 
Government workers hired in 2013 will continue 
paying 3.1 percent of their gross pay to help cover 
their pensions; those on the federal payroll before 
then, 0.8 percent.

“It’s insane they should be expected to fund gov-
ernment,” said Jackie Simon, policy director for 
the American Federation for Government Em-
ployees. “It’s a big country. The burden should be 
spread more broadly.”

Romo, Cowboys blow big lead 
in 37-36 loss to Green Bay

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — 
Tony Romo had no interest in 
ranking just how bad this loss 
was for the Dallas Cowboys af-
ter throwing two interceptions 
in the final 3 minutes.

Owner Jerry Jones was a bit 
more forthright after the 37-36 
loss to the Green Bay Packers 
on Sunday, when the Cowboys 
blew a 23-point lead in the sec-
ond half in a defeat that kept 
them from getting back in the 
NFC East lead with two games 
to play.

“This is one of the hardest 
losses that I’ve experienced. 
That’s a shame that we’ve lost 
that ballgame,” Jones said. 
“When you have that kind of 
lead and you are playing well, 
and we were playing well, then 
it’s a shame to lose a ballgame 
like that.”

With their second loss in the 
row, after Philadelphia lost 
earlier in the day, the Cowboys 
(7-7) remained a game behind 
the Eagles.

A week after Chicago scored 
on eight consecutive posses-
sions against them, the Cow-
boys watched Green Bay get 
touchdowns on their first five 
drives after halftime. The 
Packers’ last possession was 
Matt Flynn kneel-downs after 
Tramon Williams’ diving pick 
that was initially called an in-
completion before being over-
turned on a video review.

“We’ve got two weeks to get 
this thing right,” cornerback 
Brandon Carr said. “Right 
now, words really have no ef-
fect. Complete debacle in the 

second half.”
This is arguably the worst 

loss in the Jones era, even 
though it wasn’t their biggest 

blown lead. The Cowboys led by 
24 points in the third quarter at 

home two years ago against 
Detroit, which rallied for a 
34-30 victory in a game when 
Romo had two interceptions 
returned for touchdowns.

“We’ve had some big wins, 
a couple of tough losses this 
year. This obviously falls into 
that tough loss category,” 
Romo said. “We still control 
what we feel like we can get 
done. It just doesn’t feel like 
it right now because we let 
slip away.”

Yes, Dallas can still be the 
NFC East champion by win-
ning next week at Wash-
ington and then in the Dec. 
29 home finale against the 
Eagles. The Cowboys are 4-0 
vs. NFC East teams so far this 
season.

“Real tough loss for us out 
there. This is unbelievable,” 
Jones said. “But as it turns 
out we win the next two ball-
games then we are exactly in 
the same spot as we were at 
3:30 this afternoon.”

Flynn, in very possibly his 
last start for Green Bay (7-
6-1) before Aaron Rodgers 
returns, threw four touch-
downs in the second half. 
Eddie Lacy had the winning 
score on a 1-yard plunge with 
1:31 left after the first pick by 
Romo.

Playing on the same field 
where they won the 2011 Super 
Bowl, the Packers matched 
the biggest comeback in team

Mack Brown says he 
wasn’t meeting his 
own standards at UT

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — For a decade, Mack Brown 
and the Texas Longhorns won more games than al-
most any other program in the country.

It was the inability to meet those lofty expecta-
tions over the last four years that pushed Brown to 
resign after 16 years, ending an era that included 
the national championship following the 2005 sea-
son.

“The standard is really high here,” Brown said 
Sunday at a campus news conference to explain his 
decision. “We set a standard at this place. You’d bet-
ter win all of them. I understand that. ... The stan-
dard is really high here and I’m proud of being part 
of setting that standard.”

From 2000-09, Brown’s teams averaged more than 
10 wins a season, captured two Big 12 titles, won a 
national title and played for another. But the pro-
gram dipped sharply to 5-7 in 2010, Brown’s only 
losing season, and the Longhorns have lost at least 
four games for four consecutive years.

Brown said he knew that wasn’t good enough. It 
was time to find a new coach to guide the Longhorns 
back among the national elite and heal a fractured 
fan base that had grown impatient. His final game 
will be the Dec. 30 Alamo Bowl against Oregon.

Brown was under contract until 2020 with a salary 
at more than $5 million per year. He will stay on as 
a special consultant to President Bill Powers, a role 
that his current contract stipulates would pay him 
up to $500,000. Details of any further compensation 
for Brown were not immediately available.

Texas had expected a return to championship 
form this season, but a 1-2 start ignited months of 
speculation that Brown would retire or be forced 
out. Texas rallied with six straight wins, then 
dropped two of its last three games. A chance to win 
the Big 12 title was lost to Baylor in the finale.

Brown met with Powers and athletic director 
Steve Patterson on Friday to discuss his future. 
Brown said both told him he could stay, but after 
sleeping on it Friday night and talking it over with 
his wife, he decided it was the right time to resign.

“I felt like I could stay,” Brown said. “I really felt 
like it wasn’t best for the university to stay.”

Powers said he was not pressured by the school’s 
board of regents to help push Brown out of the job.

“I was not given any direction at all from any re-
gent,” Powers said. “This is the transition of one of 
the great football coaches in the country.”

Brown said he hoped he would be remembered 
for “bringing joy to Texas” and doing it with

Tannehill, Dolphins foil 
Patriots’ rally, win 24-20

MIAMI GARDENS, Fla. (AP) 
— Desperate to stop Tom Bra-
dy’s latest comeback bid, the Mi-
ami Dolphins sought help from a 
reserve safety making his NFL 
debut after being signed Tues-
day off the San Francisco 49ers’ 
practice squad.

Michael Thomas came through, 
intercepting Brady’s fourth-
down pass in the end zone with 2 
seconds left Sunday to seal a see-
saw 24-20 victory over the New 
England Patriots.

Thomas celebrated by flopping 
to his back and was swarmed by 
his new teammates.

“I didn’t know what his first 
name was,” defensive tackle 
Jared Odrick said. “That’s being 
thrown in the fire and reacting. 
That’s a pure athlete.”

The Dolphins (8-6) won their 
third game in a row to help their 
AFC wild-card chances. They 

also snapped a streak of seven 
consecutive losses to the Patri-
ots (10-4), who missed a chance 
to clinch their fifth consecutive 
AFC East title.

Miami’s breakthrough win left 
even stoic second-year coach Joe 
Philbin in a mood to celebrate.

“I might jump in my pool,” he 
said. “I’ve been in it once since 
I’ve been here.”

Brady threw for 364 yards, but 
was frustrated by a succession of 
squandered scoring chances. He 
answered only two questions at 
his postgame news conference 
before cutting the session short.

“We didn’t do a good job in the 
red area, and didn’t do a good job 
finishing drives,” he said. “We 
came up on the short end of the 
stick. It wasn’t a good day. Just 
couldn’t make enough plays.”

The Patriots had mounted 
second-half rallies to win their 

past three games, and were on 
the verge of doing it again when 
Brady led them from their own 
20 with 1:15 remaining to the Mi-
ami 14.

“The longest 75 seconds of my 
life,” said Miami quarterback 
Ryan  Tannehill, who squirmed 
on the sideline.

With New England out of tim-
eouts, Brady threw for the end 
zone four times in a row. The 
first three passes went incom-
plete, including one intended for 
Danny Amendola that Thomas 
broke up on first down.

Then, Thomas stepped in front 
of Austin Collie to make his in-
terception.

“I knew being the new guy that 
Tom Brady would come after 
me,” Thomas said. “He’s a great 
quarterback, and he’s going

Texans’ miscues lead to 12th loss
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Houston was hoping a 

coaching change would make a difference on the 
field.

Turns out, Sunday was just more of the same.
Andrew Luck threw two touchdown passes in 

the first half, Robert Mathis forced a safety on a 
record-breaking sack in the second half and AFC 
South champion Indianapolis rolled past the reel-
ing Texans 25-3.

The Texans (2-12) lost a franchise-record 12 
straight games.

“We looked like a team that lost 11 in a row play-
ing a good football team,” interim coach Wade Phil-
lips said after his first game since replacing the 
fired Gary Kubiak. “I thought we could compete 
with them, but we didn’t do a good job of that.”

Case Keenum was picked off twice by the Colts 
and fumbled in the end zone, which led to the safe-
ty.

The Texans’ defense gave up 20 first-half points 
to a team that had only scored 24 combined in the 

first halves of its previous six games.
The punt coverage broke down, allowing recent-

ly activated Griff Whalen to set up a field goal with 
a 51-yard return and, a week after committing 
14 penalties in a loss to Jacksonville, the Texans 
committed 14 more against the Colts.

Phillips and the beleaguered Texans, who are 
0-12 in Indy, struggled to find answers even though 
Phillips said Keenum would start the final two 
games.

“We didn’t play well enough to win. That’s all I 
can say,” linebacker Daryl Sharpton said. “Penal-
ties are going to kill you. Most penalties are disci-
pline penalties. You can’t win with those.”

It was the perfect time for the Colts (9-5) to break 
out of their six-week funk.

After losing 42-28 at Cincinnati last week, 
the Colts learned on the bus trip home they 
had clinched the AFC South title when

history. Green Bay ral-
lied past the 
Los Angeles Rams after 
trailing by 23 in the 1982 
season opener.

Dez Bryant, who had 
153 yards receiving, had 
picked up a first down 
just before the 2-min-
ute warning. But Romo 
threw behind Miles Aus-
tin after escaping a sack 
and Sam Shields got an 
interception at midfield. 

The Packers steadily 
moved downfield before 
the plunge by Lacy, who 
had 141 yards rushing.

Bryant had a 5-yard 
TD midway through 
the fourth quarter for 
a 36-24 lead, on a drive 
that included another 

near interception by 
Williams that was over-
turned on a review after 
being called a pick.

Dallas took only two 
more snaps after Lacy’s 
go-ahead TD. Cole Beas-
ley made a 9-yard catch 
before getting out of 

bounds, and Romo was 
throwing his way again 
when Williams made the 
game-clinching play.

“We played very well 
in the first half and gave 
ourselves a great oppor-
tunity to win this ball-
game by how well we 
played early, and then 
we didn’t play well in 
the second half. It’s just 
as simple as that,” coach 
Jason Garrett said. “We 
didn’t get stops on de-
fense. We didn’t sustain 
enough drives. We had 
to kick too many field 
goals.”

Bryant walked off the 
field before the game 
ended and refused to 
talk to reporters in the 
locker room. Instead, he 
simply shook his head 
at them.

Dan Bailey kicked five 

field goals, including 
two 50-yarders.

As for Garrett, who 
led the Cowboys to 8-8 
records in each of his 
two full seasons without 
getting to the playoffs, 
Jones emphatically re-
peated that there will be 
no coaching change, no 
matter what happens.

“We have to rebound. 
We’ve got a ball game 
coming up, and by the 
way, Garrett will coach 
that game against the 
Redskins.

integrity. Asked if he had any regrets, 
Brown said the only ones were the

to exploit any weakness-
es. I knew if I got in there 
I would have a chance. I 
saw the ball in the air and 
I made a play.”

Thomas was part of an 
injury-depleted secondary 
that also included back-
ups at both cornerback 
spots on the final drive. 
A large supporting cast 
has played a significant 
role in the recent success 
of the Dolphins, who are 
5-2 since tackle Jonathan 
Martin left the team in 
a bullying scandal that 
drew national notoriety.

“We’ve grown a lot,” 
Tannehill said. “Each of 
us has gotten stronger 
through the adversity 
we’ve faced off the field 
and on the field.”

Tannehill shook off four 
sacks to throw for 312 yards 
and three touchdowns, in-
cluding a 14-yarder to Mar-
cus Thigpen with 1:15 left 
that provided the winning 
margin. His other scoring 
passes covered 39 yards to 
Mike Wallace and 2 yards 
to Daniel Thomas.

Brady went 34 for 55 and 
threw two scores. Julian 
Edelman made 13 catches 
for 139 yards, and Amen-
dola added 10 receptions 
for 131 yards.

New England took a 20-

17 lead when Edelman 
scored on a 24-yard recep-
tion with four minutes 
left, but the Dolphins 
caught a break when the 
ensuing kickoff by Ste-
phen Gostkowski went 
out of bounds, allowing 
them to start at their 40.

Charles Clay kept the 
driving going when he 
turned a short pass into a 
6-yard gain on fourth and 
5 at midfield, and Thigpen 
scored five plays later.

New England, accus-
tomed to slow starts, took 
a 10-0 lead on Michael 
Hoomanawanui’s one-
handed, 13-yard touch-
down reception. But on 
other trips to the red zone 
they missed tight end Rob 
Gronkowski, who suffered 
a season-ending knee in-
jury a week ago.

The Patriots mounted 
drives of 16 and 15 plays 
but settled for a field goal 
each time, and Gostkows-
ki misfired on a field-goal 
try for only the third time 
this year when he sailed a 
48-yard attempt wide left.

“Today just wasn’t my 
day,” Gostkowski said. “It 
stinks to play terrible and 
your team loses. It’s like 
salt on the wound.”

Special teams were only 
part of the Pats’ problem, 
coach Bill Belichick said.

“We were short in every 
area,” he said. “Nothing 
was really good enough.”

Denver beat Tennessee.
At the time, it looked as if the 

Colts would be locked into the 
No. 4 seed and would have little 
to play for.

But with Denver (11-3) losing 
Thursday night, New England 
(10-4) losing Sunday at Miami, 
Indy winning and Cincinnati 
playing Sunday night at Pitts-
burgh, the door has cracked 
just a bit — if the Colts win 
their final two games.

The problem, from November 
through Sunday, was that Indy 
had not played anywhere near 
well enough to string back-to-
back wins together.

Over those previous six 
games, Indy lost three times 
by at least two touchdowns and 
was outscored 114-24 in the first 
halves.

Things suddenly changed dra-

matically.
Luck went up-tempo right 

from the start and used a heavy 
dose of bubble screens to open 
things up down the field. It 
worked well.

He finished 19 of 32 for 180 
yards with the two first-half TD 
passes that gave the Colts a 20-3 
halftime lead.

Indy played without two 
starting offensive linemen, lost 
replacement starter Joe Reitz 
with a concussion on the open-
ing series and lost running back 
Donald Brown with a stinger 
later in the first half.

“We needed it,” coach Chuck 
Pagano said. “We talked all 
week about coming back and 
even though we had clinched 
the division, we wanted to start 
building or gaining some mo-
mentum.”

Most of Houston’s problems 
were self-inflicted, again.

Andre Johnson, who needed 
five catches for another 100-re-

ception, caught four balls for 18 
yards. Ben Tate rushed 16 times 
for 72 yards and was fortunate 
not to lose a fumble.

Luck opened the game by 
throwing a 14-yard TD pass to 
Whalen for Indy’s first opening-
drive touchdown since Week 3. 
After Houston’s Randy Bullock 
made a 49-yard field goal, Dari-
us Butler picked off Keenum to 
set up Adam Vinatieri’s 37-yard 
kick.

Luck made it 17-3 when he 
faked another receiver screen, 
then flipped the ball on a shovel 
pass to Trent Richardson for a 
9-yard score. And after Butler’s 
second interception, Vinatieri 
made a 43-yard field goal and 
Indy led 20-3.

“We played good football to-
day, kept the mistakes to a 
minimum and were just able 
to get after it,” Mathis said. “A 
little bit of stuff here and there 
we can improve on, but for the 
most part, good football.”
