POULTRY GROWS

LOCAL HATCHERY TURNS OUT
70,000 CHICKS FOR PEO-
PLE OF THIS TERRITORY

| The poultry industry in Nolan
lecounty has gained much momentum
since the installation of the two great
110,000-egg incubators and the erec-
tion of the Sweetwater Hatchery last
fall. Seventy thousand baby chicks
have been hatched and delivered to
|people in the Sweetwater trading ter-
|ritory during this laying season which
[is now drawing to a close.

| The hatchery began operation on
January 12 and has run constantly up
!untll the present time, the incuba-
{tors hatching off about 4,000 eggs
|per week when running at capacity.
| During the rush season the hatchery
| was not able to meet all requirements,
and could have kept another 10,000-
| egg machine busy, according to hatch-
ery authorities.

Baby chicks have been shipped all
|over the state of Texas by the hatch-
lery, and eggs have been hatched by
chicken, enthusiasts over Sweet-
water's entire territory. It has hatch-
led chicks for Bronte, Hamlin, Lub-
bock, Merkel, Colorado, Snyder, Lor-
aine, Trent, Hermleigh, and people
in every community of Nolan county;

Work Progresses On
Local Chicken Farm

Work is rapidy going forward on
the Lackey chicken farm buiding
east of the city and south of the
United States Gypsum Co. buildings.
A huge laying house and a number
of brooder houses have already been
constructed, and work will soon start
on a number of other small buildings.
Mr. G. W. Lackey, the owner, already
has placed 3,000 chickens on the farm
which covers 56 acres.

When completed and when other
chickens are placed on the farm, this
will be the largest poultry farms in
this section of West Texas and among
the largest to be found anywhere in
West Texas,
