OUTDOORS IN TEXAS

Nature has a way of taking
care of her own problems.

If you take a tract of land
and never touch it, the balance
of nature to available habitat
will remain fairly stable all the
time. Nature has many devices
for such control — predators,
disease, starvation. None of
them are very pretty, but none-
theless they are quite effective.

The real trouble starts when
someone begins tinkering with
this delicate balance of nature.

As things now stand in
Texas, there are no lands left
which haven't, in one way or
another, felt the presence of
civilization.

This, of course, compounds
the problem. When a rancher
chains the brush off his land,
he destroys much of the wild-
life habitat. As some of the
predators are Killed, it also
knocks the balance out of pro-
portion.

The more this balance is al-
tered, the bigger the need for
competent wildlife biologists to
try and get things back in
some semblance of order again.
Perhaps heavier hunting pres-
sure is desired, to compensate
for the lack of natural preda-
tors.

But despite all the work of
man, nature still makes her
presence felt, quite dramatic-
ally at times. Experience has
shown us that there are cycles
of wildlife, diminishing popu-
lations in lean years, booming
populations in years of plenty.
Nothing we can do will alter
this natural cycle.

A drastic die-off of deer in
I.lano County a couple of years
back was a dramatic example
of this. It was, simply, nature’s
way of balancing the deer herd
to the available habitat.

Contrary to popular belief,
game can not be stockpiled.
Only so much wildlife can sur-
vive on any given number of
acres.

A covey of quail, for exam-
ple, never will get any larger
in numbers no matter how
much it is protected. It may
diminish in lean years, but
even during good years it will
go only to a certain level and
remain there. This, whether the
birds are hunted or not.

Natural attrition annually
takes care of about 80 per cent
of the birds. This means that
80 of every 100 quail each
yvear will be young birds.

This also is true of deer.
Many ranchers, upon seeing a
drastic increase of deer on
their lands, attempt to resort
to artificial feeding. According
to James Teer, with the wild-
life management department
at Texas A&M, this only com-
pounds their trpubles.

“Such feeding”programs only
prolong and aggravate the
problems,” he said. “Such pro-
grams only treat the symp-
toms, not the disease. The
symptoms are poor deer; the
disease, poor range.”

Teer points out that deer
are increasing in numbers, de-
spite the fact that more have
starved, annually, than legally
were taken by buck hunters.

deer today than ever before.

“Removing surplus deer is a
vital part of deer herd man-
agement,” said Teer. “And
common sense tells us that har-
vesting both sexes is sound
and practical on some ranges.”

He asks landowners to look
at the problem like this: Sell-
ing only bulls, rams or billies
from herds of domestic stock
is impractical management.
Unless both sexes of livestock
are marketed, the pastures
soon become so overstocked
with females that the range
can not produce enough forage
to feed them. The number of
deer generally is determined
by carrying capacity of range-
lands, not by the annual har-
vest of deer by hunters.

This, then, points up some
of the problems encountered
when man starts tinkering
with nature.

“Most deer never reach what
is considered a ripe old age for
whitetails,” Teer went on. “Al-
though some deer do live 20
years, a buck that escapes
hunters and the toll of nature
for five years is considered old.
As far as the total deer pro-
duction is concerned, deer over
7. years are not common
members of the herd. About 95
per cent never see their fifth
birthdays.”

So it readily can be seen
that the sport of hunting is
vitally necessary; not only for
the economical value it brings
to the various communities and
the fun it provides for people
of all ages, but also for the
role it plays in wildlife man-
agement. Man has taken much
of the control of nature away
from the Old Lady herself.

But nevertheless, the Old
Lady Nature still makes her-
self felt quite dramatically and
strongly in our everyday
scheme of things, particularly

in the great outdoors.

Each year 600,000 children under
5 swallow poisonous substances
found in their homes. About 450

cases are fatal, according to the Na-

tional Safety Council.

Aspirin is most frequently involved.
But there are many ordinary and
seemingly innocuous substances found
in every home which are poisonous
if swallowed by small children.

Next to aspirin in order of fre-
quency are insecticides, bleach, deter-
gents, soaps and cleaners, furniture
polish, kerosene, vitamins and iron
preparations, disinfectants, deodor-

izers, lye and corrosives, and laxa- -

tives.

Of the hundreds of thousands of
common household products, more
than 15,000 have been rated accord-
ing to their degree of toxicity. Four
out of five are listed as being “mod-
erately toxic” to “‘super toxic.”

Modern labeling laws require that
hazardous products be marked to in-
dicate their degree of danger. Instiuc-
tions on the labels should be fol-
lowed strictly.

These products should always be
kept well out of reach of children.

Although Texas had voted in
favor of secession, not all Tex-
ans voted with the majority or
were willing to support the Ci-
vil War. From the first to the
last days, certain families or
individuals longed to have Tex-
as return to the Union. In 1861
wagon trains of antisecession-
ists (particularly from northern
Texas) headed toward the free
states or territories. A newspap-
er reported that some 800 vot-
ers left their homes in half a
dozen north Texas counties.

More troublesome than those
leaving were the disloyal who
remained in Texas. At Gaines-
ville and several other north-
western places conspiracies re-
sisting the 1862 Conscription
Act were countered by irate
mob action. There were a few
hangings.

By 1865, however, many civil-
ians were weary of the fight,
although most Texas soldiers
still swore they would never
surrender. High Confederate
leaders were taking extreme
measure to keep field forces in-
tact. Except for military guards
at key manufactories, non-fight-
ing troops were outlawed. All
white men from 18 to 45 were
ordered to report for service,
and all leaves were cancelled.

Although in April word arriv-
ed of Lee’s surrender, Gen. Ed-
mund Kirby Smith (commander
of the Confederate Department
of the Trans-Mississippi West)
and Gov. Pendleton Murrah for-
zally- proclaimed the intention

Safety Rules

TO KNOW WHAT TO DO WHEN A TORNADO IS APPROACHING MAY MEAN THE

When time permits, go to a tornado cellar, cave or underground excavation which should have an air outlet
It should be kept fit for use, free from water, gas or debris; and prefer-
ably equipped with pick and shovel. THERE IS NO UNIVERSAL PROTECT'QN AGAINST TORNADOES

I. Move at right angles to the tornado's path. Tornadoes usually move ahead at about 25 to 40 miles

If there is no time fo escape, lie flat in th. nearest depression such as a ditch or ravine,

I. Seek inside shelter, preferably in a strongly reinforced building. STAY AWAY FROM WINDOWS!

In homes: The corner of the basement toward the tornado usually offers greatest ufofy'. particularly in <
frame houses. People in houses without basements can sometimes be protected by taking cover under
heavy furniture against inside walls. Doors and windows on the sides of the house away from the tornado

Standing against the inside wall on a lower floor of an office building offers some protection.

I. In city areas: If school building is of strongly reinforced construction, stay inside, away from windows,
AVOID AUDITORIUMS AND GYM-

In rural schools that do not have strongly reinforced construction, remove -children and teachers to o

On receiving a tornado warning, a lookout should be posted to keep safety officials advised of the tornado’s
appreach. Advance preparation should be made for moving workers to sections of the plant offering the

Keep calm. It will not help to get excited. People have been killed by running out into streets and by turn-
ing back into the path of a tornade. Even though a warning is issued, chances of a tornado siriking one's
home or location are very slight.

But Murrah’s contention that
the entire South now looked
“with eager eyes and anxious
hearts to the people and armies
of this Department for deliver-
ance” could not hold back the
inevitable. Tired men went
home by droves.

Col. John S. Ford’s Confeder-
ate cavalry, camped at White's
Ranch near Brownsville, had
not accepted defeat as inevit-
able when in mid-May 800 Fed-
eral soldiers moved in that di-
rection. In fact, Ford knew no-
thing of Lee's surrender. When
he attacked with his smaller
force, the Federals formed a
skirmish line and then entrench-
ed themselves in the sandy soil
of Palmetto Ranch. Ford mov-
ed six artillery pieces to Pal-
metto Hill and fired down into
the enemy defenses, routing the
superior Federal forces, who
left him 100 prisoners. The cap-
tives stunned the victorious
Ford with news of Lee's sur-
render, and the Confederates
made no pursuit of the enemy
on the run.

On May 26, Gen. S. B. Buck-
ner, Kirby Smith’s chief of
staff, negotiated a ‘military,
convention of peace” with high
Union officials in New Orleans.
Formal articles of surrender,
were signed by Kirby Smith in
Galveston on June 2.

Two weeks later Federal oc-
cupation began. Some 300 Tex-
ans watched silently as a trans-
port loaded with soldiers made
fast to the docks while the band
blared forth ‘“Yankee Doodle.”
Days later, on ‘Juneteenth”
Maj.-Gen. Gordon Granger, re-
cently appointed to command
Federal forces in Texas, pro-
claimed on landing that all Tex-
as slaves were free.

ganized Confederate force was
buried in the Rio Grande near
Eagle Pass on July 5, 1865, by
Gen. Joseph O. Shelby of Mis-
souri. Shelby's cavalry includ-
ing many Texans marched with
arms, bands and ragged battles
flags across Texas almost three
months after Lee's surrender.
Shelby, as well as many other
Southerners, hoped to organize
in Mexico a colony that would
uphold the best in Southern tra-
ditions. Before leaving Texas
soil, however, Shelby held a cer-
emony to give honorable jal
to the flag. With notes Qg
from drum and trumpet, ir
beloved flag was folded, weight-
ed and consigned to the muddy
waters of the international Rio
Grande.

Concluded now was the largest
war ever to occur in the West-
ern Hemisphere. It had been a
severe trial. Yet Texans during
the war years had shown great
moral strength as they strug-
this most significant period.

One hundred years later in ,
commemoration of the Civil!
War Centennial, Texas through
its State and County Historical
Survey Committees is recogniz-
ing these contributions through
a program of research, recorda-
tion, education and recognition.
Confederate Memorial Informa-
tion Markers are being placed
