AUSTRIANS CAUSE OF WAR

And Now They Can't Shift the Re-
sponsibility.

Paris —The note transmitting the
allied reply to the observations of the |

The assessed valuation of the stato

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dollars of tribute are to
be levied by enemies
within our midst. Just
when we looked confi-
dently forward to the
restoration of peace it
is brought home to us
that we have got to do
battle with other kinds of foes that
cannot be halted by threat or the pa-
rade of armed forces. Our antago-
nists this time are hordes of the boll
weevil and the army worm.

From Washington comes the news
that the army worm has appeared
again in Texas and that !t has started
to work Iits way northward right
through the regions where our wheat
flelds flourish. It isn't a problem of
guarding against the vast swarms
which may have their origin in the far
South, for those particular worms will
really have but a circumscribed zone
of aggressive movement; the task Iis
to watch for them everywhere. The
mildness of the past winter has fa-
vored the survival of many insects that
otherwise would have been Kkilled.
Therefore extra millions of these In-
sects are alive and multiplying their
kind.

The army worm is particularly de-
structive to wheat, corn and other
cercals, grasses and kindred forage
plants. It is known to attack corn In

corn-ear worm. The young larvae de-
vour the tender folded Jeaves and, as
the worms increase in size, they fre-
quently burrow right into the heart
of the growing ear and destroy It.

As far back as 1797 mention is made
fn a natural history of the army
worm’'s hurtful ways. During the sum-
mer and fall of 1845 the army worm
busied itself in Florida, and ten years
later it aroused apprehension.

According to the entomologists there
may be from two to three generations
single
summer. And the same experts as
sure us that each succeeding genera-
tion usually becomes more destructive
than that which preceded it. The au-
thorities are commonly agreed that the
army worm, especially the fall army
worm, I8 of southern origin, and this
fact helps to explain why it does not
appear yearly in coospicuously In-
jurious numbers. Its Instinct prompts
It to strive continually to obtain a
foothold farther north than its natural
range, and here Is where weather con-
ditions play an Important part In Its
life history and I{ts propagation In
higher latitudes. Ordinarily, If the
season Is against them, they are killed
off In great numbers during the fall
and winter and therefore compara-
tively few are left to multiply thelr
kind the following spring and summer.

The early appearance of the army
worin In Texas may justify the fear
that states considerably to the north
have become restocked by the flight of
the parent moths from the southern
breeding grounds In the warm swamp
lands. The mot* which produces the
fall army worm is a member of the
night-flying variety, and Is of the same
family which Includes the parents of
the baneful cut worm, ad Importation
from the old world, with long years of
American acclimatization.

It 1s the habit of these nocturnal
moths to develop thelr eggs in clusters
on grasses, but when these Insects oc-
cur in very large numbers they do
this on leaves and twigs of trees as

ings. The eggs are lald In lots of
from fifty to sixty. The larvae at first
are frequently so dark as to escape
observation, except when moving In
numbers, and their whereabouts are
further concealed by the normal habit
of hiding In the deep grass during the
day time and feeding mostly at night.
This explains why one may go to bed
with his field, garden, or lawn un-
marred, only to arise at dawn to find
the place devasted. The mature army
worm range< from an Inch to an Inch |
and a half in length and Is about a
quarter of an inch through.

The life history of the army worm
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of wintering is of interest. When full
grown the larvae work thelr way Into
the ground to a depth ranging from
a quarter of an inch to an inch and 4
quarter. In the spring the worms ap-
pear, work thelr havoc and, after a
brief while, re-enter the earth. They
remain in the cocoon state for several
weeks, at the conclusion of which they
emerge as moths, which, In their turn,
lay eggs and start again the evolu-
tional life of the army worm. In the
period of Its active career the army
worm can do a deal of damage, and to
eradicate the pest it s esseatial to kill
the parent moths as well as to destroy
the worms themselves.

Luckily, the army worm has some
natural enemies, and among these the
sparrow {8 probably the most effective
because of its numbers. The bluejay
comes next, and then follow the tachina
fly and a certain variety of beetle.
These foes will not suffice to keep the
ariny worm. within bounds when thelr
name |s legion, and it Is needful then
to resort to man-made expedients,
Trenching the fields, a generous use
of kerosene and ample spreading of
arsenical powders will ald in a crisis,
but clean cultural methods will do
much more toward eradicating the
hibernating or slumbering pests This
is to say, keep the edges of the flelds
and the hedges of the gardens free
from long grass and weeds. where the
larvae lurk; fall plowing will kil
those that have al'ready entered the
ground for wintering. Of course these
efforts will not avall If the parent
moths come from the South In the |
springtime. We cannot expect to de- |
tect the eggs and to destroy them be- |
fore the worms are hatched out.

Just when the spindles of the world
are preparing to resume their prewar
activities, just when so many of the
nations are anxious to obtain more cot-
ton fabrics, comes the unwelcome news
that the cotton boll weevil Is up and
doing with Increased energy. Again
we have the past mild winter to thank
in large part for this disturbing state
of affalrs, a very considerable per-
centage of the hibernating weevils
having survived when with colder
weather they would have been In great
measure exterminated.

The experts tell us that the boll
weevll In a single year may oceasion
a cotton loss of more than 400000
bales, and at prewar prices this would
represent a money sacrifice of quite
£25.000,000. Today, at the present
price of cotton, the toll levied by these
insects would be equivalent te fuily
£70.000.000. No wonder the United
States department of agriculture has
pronounced the boll weevil to be the |
worst cotton pest in this country and, |
probahbly, the most destructive cotton
ingect In the This ravaging |
creature apparently will not feed upon |
any other plant—it just insists npun‘
enting the precious cotton bholl.

declare, was beyond question Iin the
high plateau region of Mexico or Cen-
tral America. The records Indicate
that the insect in all likellhood oc-
casfoned the abandonment of cotton-
growing In parts of Mexico and Cen-
tral America.

Our agricultural authorities inform
us that since 1894 the boll weevil has
extended its range from 40 to 70 miles,
having made its first appearance near
Brownsville, Texas, In 1802, During
the first ten years after its advent Into
this country the annual rate of spread
was 05,640 square miles. Since 1901
the annual infested territory has aver-
aged 26,880 square miles. In 1904, an
exceptional season, 51,5600 square miles
became Infested.

The weevil has a periodic thirst and
apparently there Is just one liquid that
appeals overwhelmingly to its palate.
On the underside of cotton leaves, on
the midrib, or principal veln, and some-
times on twe other veins, can be found
a little elongated depression which
usunlly looks sticky and frequently
holds a drop of liquld. On the outside
of the squares at the base of each
bract or leaflet are other little cups,
and between ‘the bract and the bud
{tself are three more cups. At the
bottom of the flower cup still more of
these tiny vessels are found. They
are called nectar cups because they
exude a sweet liquid. Thig §s the tip-
ple that the boll wdevil is drewmn to.

The adult boll weevil Is abut one-
fourth of an Inch In length, but its
size depends upon the amount of food
that it contains while In the larvae
stage. The boll weevil passes the win-
ter In the adult condition. In the
spring and throughout the fruiting
season of cotton the eggs are deposited
by the females In cavities formed by
eating Into the fruit of the plant. An
egg hatches under normal conditions
in about three days and the grub im-
medlately begins to feed. In from
seven to twelve days the grub passes
into its pupal stage, corresponding to
the cocoon of butterflies and moths,
This stage lasts from three to five
days. Then the adult issues and In
about five days begins the production
of another generation. Males and
females are produced in about equal
numbers. The males feed upon the
squares and the bolls without moving
until the food begins to deteriorate.
The females refrain from depositing
eggs In squares visited by other
femnlem. As many as fifteen larvae
have been found In a single boll.

A conservative estimate of the
proreny of a single palr of weevils
dur ng a season, beginning on June 20
and extending to November 4, Is 12
755.100!

Government authorities have shown
that the boll weevil can be held greatly
in check by proper cultural processes
also by the use of In=ecticides
which ean be sprayed upon the plants
at certnln stages of thelr growth.

Development of Hessian

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Losses to the winter wheat erop
from Hessian fly have been rather
wide spread. Losses are reported in
the Shenandoah and Cumberiand wval-
leys. Straw-fallen wheat due to this
cause was commonly observed in these
regions where the perogntage of in-
festation by the Hessian fly has very
materially Increased this year. Re-
ports received from the western half
of the Mississipp! basin also ihdicate
increased abundance of the pest.

No Remedy for Pest.

Growers of winter wheat should put
into practice at once measures advo-
cated by the United States department
of agriculture to avold losses to the
1920 crop by the Hessian fly. There
is no remedy for the pest when once It
takes possession of a crop of wheat.
Injury can be prevented solely by keep-
the fly out of the wheat. The depart-
ment experts say the following meth-
ods are effective:

Fly From Egg to Aduit.

Do not sow wheat on stubble if pos-
sible to avold doing so.

Plow under all infested stubble and
rulned wheat where practicable Soon
after harvest, especially where this
does not Interfere with the growing
of clover and forage grasses.

Destroy all volunteer wheat by har
rowing, disking, plowing, or otherwise,
Plow Early and Deep.

Plow all land to be sown to winter
wheat as early and deeply as existing
conditions permit and prepare a thor
oughly pulverized and compacted seed
bed.

Conserve molsture against 'a period
of drought at seeding time.

Use the best seed procurable.

Keep the soll in good tilth and, most
{important of all, sow winter wheat
during the fly-free period as advised
by local farm advisers or state experi-
ment stations.

Community action in these measures
is absolutely essential to eomplotq suc-
cess.

STORAGE HOUSES IN
DIFFERENT SECTIONS

insulated Potato House Is Best
, Adapted to South.

Aroostook Type Is Disgtinctively a
Product of Maine and Confined
Largely to That State—West
Usés Storage Cellars.

-

(Prepared by the United States Depart.
ment of Agriculture.)

The insulated potato house is not
used extensively, and as a rule is bet-
ter adapted to southern than to north-
ern climates. The construction fea-
ture of such a house Is the thorough
Insulation of its walls, cellings, doors
and windows. In northern locations
such a house must be heated by s
stove.

The Aroostook type of storage
house, with concrete or masonry
walls and wooden superstructure, is
distinctively a product of Maine and
confined largely to that state. It is
expensive and is always located on a
side hill or knoll in order that ad-
vantage may be taken of a ground
level entrance. The basements are
usually from 8 to 12 feet deep, and
most of them have a capacity of sev-
eral thousand barrels. Generally the
only provision for ventilation is by
trapdoors in the floor through which
the filling of the bins is completed.
Occasionally a ventilator is found In
the roof.

These houses, although practical In
Maine, will never supersede the dug-
out pit or storage cellar now used In
the middle and far western states.
Each of these types of storage has
distinctive features which pecullarly
adapt it to its own environment, but
do not necessarily preclude use In
other localities.

The artificially refrigerated potato
storage house is confined practically
to the storage of northern grown seed
potatoes held In cold storage for sec-
ond crop planting Iin the South. It Is
thonght that community cold-storage
plants of this type could be profitably
used by the southern truck growers.

Despite its general unpopularity,
the toad Is a harmless, Interesting and
valuable creature, While the toad is
often thought to be polisonous, the
fluld which comes from a gland behind
its eye is not harmful to human beings
unless it comes In contact with a ten-
der part of the body, such as the eye
or lip. Toads change their skin peri-
odically by splitting the old skin down
the back, peeling It off llke a jersey
and swallowing It. They are also use-
ful guardians of growing plants and
vegetables since they eat all sorts of
insects. Their chief weapon against
their enemy, the snake, is their ability
to Inflate their bodles to twice their
normal size, thus making It difficult
for snakes to swallow them.

It
will also add considerable to the hu-
mus content by increasing the organie
matter In the #oil, and the sofl will
hold a much larger per cent of mols
ture. Consequently it will be far supe-
rior to a sofl that is deficient In
organic matter. The straw spreader
is very practical.

The Commercial museum of Phila-
delphia has been holding a large ex-
hibition to illustrate (he possibilities
in the utilization of peat. There are
about 11,188 square miles of peat bog
in the United States, capable of pro-
ducing more than 12,000,000,000 tons of
fuel. The exhibit shows how, apart
from its use as fuel, peaf may be spun
into yarn, made into paper, used for
packing, ete. It is valuable as a pre-
servative, as it contains large amounts
of humic acid. Ground up peat may
also be used as a filler for fertilizer,
making possible the use of slanghter-
house waste for this purpose; also as
a filler for stock feed, such as mo-
lasses. Its manufactured products In-
clude Infulations, soundproof boards,
paving stones, and alcohol.—Selentific
American.

Summer suits made of Palm Beach
eloth—that is, of strong, plain weaves
in cotton that go by that name—are
cool and serviceable and they are very
popular. But they require frequent
cleaning, and cleaning done by profes-
sionals has become expensive. The
Palm Beach sult is apt to prove a cost-
ly luxury unless it can be cleaned at
home. The process which follows is
about the same as that used by pro-
fessionals, except that they have spe-
cia¥ facilities for pressing. But if one
bas a sleeve board the pressing ought
not to present any very great difficulty.

Before washing, garments should be
run In gasoline to remove grease or
olly matter of any kind, allowing them
to remain for five minutes. For wash-
ing, make a suds of lukewarm water
and a good neutral soap. Wash in this
suds for about fifteen minutes and
rinse three timés thoroughly.

After .washing, the suits should be
carefully examined for remaining
stains, such as grease, paint, varnish
and stains from automoblle seats.
Stains of this nature should be
scrubbed with a brush and a good
quality of seap. A few drops of car-
pon tetrachloride should be dropped on
the stain and worked Into the soap.

Fruit stdins should be treated with

a warm perborate of sodium solution,
| using one ounce of perborate to a
| pint of warm water. The spot is Im-
| mersed In this solution from five to
| fifteen minutes. Ink stains should be
treated with a weak solution of muri-
ati¢c acid first (ten drops to a pint of
cold water), then placed In a warm

solution of perborgte of sedium  until
the spot has turned pale brown. Then
touch with a crystal of exalic acld, and
rinse. Dye stains are often found on
this class of goods, such as red from
plush-covered seats on rallway trains,
This stain ylelds to perborate of so-
dium treatment.

After the garments have been rinsed
they should be only partially dried be-
fore they are pressed. Iron with mod-
erately hot iron on the wrong side and
use hangers for both coats and skirts
when they are put away.
