Farmers Fighting 
Cotton Pests

Leaf worms, boll weevil, and 
boll worms are Inflicting severe 
damage on the leaves and bolls 
of cotton, seriously threatening 
the crop. Many farmers are dust­
ing and spraying for control of 
the pests.

A spray consisting of 3 pounds 
calcium arsenate to 50 gallons of 
water applied throughly and at 
proper Intervals will effectively 
control leaf worm. Dusting with 
calcium arsenate at the rate of 
4 to 8 pounds to the acre Is a 
popular method of control.

Boll weevils may be controlled 
by dusting with calcium arsenate 
at the rate of from 5 to 7 pounds 
per acre. Three applications at 
the rate of four or five days 
apart will be necessary. A heavy 
rain within 23 hours "Will neces­
sitate another application.

Rural Electrification 
Progress Bulletin

The Rural Electrification Ad­
ministration has given prelim­
inary consideration to an appli­
cation for a loan to build lines 
centering In Brown, Eastland. 
Comanche and Mills Counties, 
and has outlined the steps which 
mu.vt be completed before an al­
lotment of funds can be made.

It will be necessary for the pro­
ject sponsors to obtain and sub­
mit signed applications for mem­
bership in the cooperative as 
well as applications for electrical 
service from It. also obtain sign­
ed easements for the right-of- 
way for the power lines, and pre­
pare and send to REA a detailed 
map of the proposed project, 
showing the area most feasible 
to be served with the allotment 
when and if It is made available

It will be necessary for the 
sponsors to select an attorney 
and In corporate under the laws 
of Texas. They have been re­
quested to notify the REA Legal 
Division of their choice as attor­
ney so that he can be promptly 
approved and sent suggested 
forms to be used for Incorpora­
tion and for easements.

Although no retail rate for sell­
ing electricity can be established 
until all cost factors have been 
determined, a rate has been ten­
tatively suggested, under which 
a minimum bill of $2 90 a month 
would pay for 30 kwh, enough 
electricity to light the average 
size home adequately, and oper­
ate several appliances such as 
and $8.15 would pay for 100 kwh, 
enough for all these uses and 
operating a radio, a water pump 
and one major appliance, such as 
a refrigerator.

Speed in development of this 
project depends very largely on 
prompt compliance by local lead­
ers and the community with the 
REA requests for Information and 
action. If the Information Is sat­
isfactory and the local organ­
ization adequate. REA expects to 
be able to allot money to meet 
the entire construction costs. No 
money will be lent to pay for 
right-of-way.

Alaskan Air 
Base Looms

Electrical Survey 
Being Made Here

Rapid progress has been made 
by the Investigators of the Mor­
rison Engineering firm of Waco 
this week In taking a census of 
existing electrical outlets In Oold. 
thwalte homes. This Is prellmin> 
ary to the preparation of a com> 
píete survey of the present and 
potential demand for electric 
current here which will be fol­
lowed by appropriate recom­
mendations to the city council.

Contrary to the Impression of 
many signers of the petition 
which was presented to the coun­
cil asking for an Investigation, 
the Morrison firm has not been 
Instructed to prepare an appli­
cation for PWA funds for the 
construction of a municipal dis­
tribution system. The engineers 
are making a thorough Invest­
igation of present facilities and 
the possibility of effecting sav­
ings both to the city and to In­
dividual consumers of electricity, 
by purchasing electric current 
from the Colorado River author­
ity or elsewhere, or by operating 
its own generating plant. Uuless 
very material advantages can be 
assured, there will be no reason 
for the city entering the field.

If the survey Is favorable to 
the city distributing electricity, 
then the engineers will make a 
recommendation as to the best 
means of financing the enter­
prise, including the feasibility of 
securing a PWA grant or other­
wise. The engineers estimated 
that It would require from three 
weeks to a month to prepare the 
survey for submission to the city 
council.

Either wood 
ashes or air-slaked lime and salt 
In equal parts Is good, and bone 
meal may be profitably added 
under some conditions.

The protein supplement may 
be based on cottonseed meal, lln- 
.seed meal, peanut meal or tank­
age. The experiment stations of 
the Southwest have worked out 
formulas for protein supple­
ments for their respective states, 
according to the ayallability and 
adaptation of the materials. 
Cottonseed meal Is available 
everywhere In the Southwest, 
and may be safely and profitably 
fed to hogs by following direc­
tions furnished by extension hog 
specialists and county agents 
who keep up with experimental 
results.

Enough feed goes to waste on 
most Southwestern farms to 
provide all the pork and beef or 
mutton the family could use. 
Pasturing the fields Is the only 
way much of this waste can be 
turned to profit, and the most 
econonilcal way of harvesting 
and selling crops that are adapt­
ed to harvesting by animals.

Your Fight
For the first six months of 

this year, the direct fire loss In 
America totaled $151,207,000, 
which marked a small advance 
over the same period In 1037.

The Indirect loas Is many times 
as great. If that Is figured In to 
get a true picture, the total loss 
for the year will probably be in 
the neighborhood of a billion 
dollars.

That money has been destroy­
ed completely.
