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ENUIRONMENT  
ISSUES INFLATED?
At last weeks Tsa Mo Ga 

meeting, City Manager David 
Brunson spoke on subjects 
which are in a lm ost 
constant focus by the 
media, land and water 
pollution, recycling, and 
solid waste disposal prob­
lems. Hardly a day passes 
without exposure to a horror 
story concerning these and 
other related subjects.

T he  E n v iro n m e n ta l 
Protection Agency was 
created to address these 
and other environmental 
issues. A close scrutiny of 
factual data indicates the 
Government, in its infinite 
wisdom, may have created 
a tail which now wags the 
dog.

According to information 
from Brunson, there are a 
number of misconceptions 
and erroneous theories 
about environmental issues 
and policies. It is con­
stantly reported our society 
produces far too much 
solid waste, yet statistics 
show the amount of waste 
per capita has not changed 
since 1970. We are con­
stantly told plastics are a 
major problem, yet without 
plastics, the  w e ig h t of 
packaging materials would 
increase four fold, causing 
a doubling of energy con­
sumption and amount of 
garbage to be disposed of.

How often have you 
h e a rd  “ S o lid  W a s te  
Landfills are a threat to our 
ground water resources”? 
The EPA itself contradicts 
th is theory, with the ir 
figures showing 83% of all 
municipal landfills pose 
less than one in one mil­
lion life time health risks. 
You stand a 42 times more

likely chance to die from 
lig h tn in g  s tr ik e s  than  
contamination from these 
sources. Virtually all problems 
stemming from landfills are 
caused by improper siting 
and operations.

A com m on m yth  is 
shortage of landfill space. 
All of the nations garbage 
produced in the next 1000 
years would fill an area 
only 44 miles square and 
120 feet deep. This would 
be only a minuscule por­
tion of Yoakum County. 
Space problem s exist 
because of landfills being 
closed and not replaced. 
Federal mandates, enforced 
by states, have made it 
financially impossible for 
small fills to remain open. 
Public outcries and objections 
have further complicated 
the siting process.

“Recycling is Good.” Only 
partially true. Recycling 
aluminum and a few other 
p ro d u c ts  have proved 
economically practical and 
environmentally beneficial. 
Other products often pro­
duce toxic wastes, and half 
of the materials collected 
for recycling are highly 
contaminated, and end up 
in a landfill.

Brunson said a favorite 
m ed ia- environmentalist 
theme is, “Recycle paper to 
save trees,” yet trees used 
for paper are planted for 
that specific purpose, and 
producing paper from trees 
actually increases the amount 
of trees planted.

It has been w id e ly  
reported that one gallon of 
used oil can pollute one

1, 1994. Appointments are 
currently being taken at the 
Yoakum C ounty FSA 
(former ASCS) Office. If 
anyone would like to sign 
up for Disaster benefits 
they may do so by calling 
the office and setting up an 
appointment.

Acting County Executive 
Director of the FSA, 'Gary 
Six stated that in order to 
apply, a producer must 
complete several / forms, 
one of which is the ASCS-574. 
Several producers have 
already filed ASc£S 574’s, 
but the new Disaster Pro­
gram has produced new 
ASCS-574’s that will have 
to be filed again.

Gary told the paper that 
Eligible Disaster conditions 
apply if crop production 
was affected due to dam­
aging weather, including 
drought, excessive moisture, 
hail, earthquake, freeze, 
tornado, hurricane, typhoon, 
volcano, excessive wind, 
excessive heat, or a 
combination thereof. Six 
said that disaster condi­
tions do not apply to a 
quarantine that is imposed 
by a County, State, or 
Federal Government agency, 
drifting herbicide or weather 
that is considered normal 
for the area, as determined 
by the County Committee.

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ENVIRONMENT
million gallons of water. 
Common sense took a 
back seat to sensa­
tionalism in promoting this 
theory, and even govern­
mental agencies have 
been unable to determine 
the original source for this 
claim.

Brunson reported the 
EPA issued a report in 
1987 entitled “Reducing 
Risk: Setting Priorities and 
strategies for Environmental 
Protection”. Environmental 
risks were placed in High, 
Medium and Low cate­
gories. EPA Region 6, 
including Texas listed the 
highest risks as pesticides, 
indoor radon gas, indoor 
air pollution and ozone 
depletion. The low risks 
included Municipal Waste 
water and Municipal Solid 
Waste Disposal. This 
would indicate a govern­
mental and media shark 
like feeding frenzy on 
problems at the bottom of 
the EPA’s very own priority 
ladder.

Brunson quoted part of 
the EPA report which 
s ta ted , “S ince  pu b lic  
concerns tend to drive 
national legislation, federal 
environmental laws are 
more reflective of public 
perceptions of risk than of 
scientific understanding of 
risk.” He further quoted 
Frank Sturzl, Executive 
D irector of the Texas
Municipal League; “---------
irre spon s ib le  e n v iro n ­
mental groups and the 
know-nothing panic mon­
gers in the mass media” 
have heavily contributed to 
the wide gap between 
public perception and 
reality.

The estimated cost of 
environmental protection 
between 1992 and 2000 is 
$466 Billion, and cities and 
counties will pay over 87%, 
or $407 Billion of this cost. 
Those local governmental 
bodies have severe problems 
generating funds for this 
huge program , fo r a 
number of reasons, includ­
ing the discontinuing of 
Federal tax laws making 
municipal bonds a less 
attractive investment, and 
our State Legislators deci­
sion to hold millions of 
dollars from bank franchise 
taxes which previously was 
paid to Texas cities.

It is Brunsons’ thesis that 
environmental protection 
problems must be dealt 
with, but environmental 
spending should be focused 
on high-risk priorities, and 
Congress should not be 
sw ayed  in c re a tin g  
environmental laws based 
on a misguided environ­
mentalists and a m isin­
formed public. He also 
advocates a cease and 
desist policy in Washington 
to stop Federal Mandates 
forcing individual states, 
cities and counties to 
adhere to these mandates 
at their own expense, with 
no or little federal funding. 
We agree.

million gallons of water. 
Common sense took a 
back seat to sensa­
tionalism in promoting this 
theory, and even govern­
mental agencies have 
been unable to determine 
the original source for this 
claim.

Brunson reported the 
EPA issued a report in 
1987 entitled “Reducing 
Risk: Setting Priorities and 
strategies for Environmental 
Protection”. Environmental 
risks were placed in High, 
Medium and Low cate­
gories. EPA Region 6, 
including Texas listed the 
highest risks as pesticides, 
indoor radon gas, indoor 
air pollution and ozone 
depletion. The low risks 
included Municipal Waste 
water and Municipal Solid 
Waste Disposal. This 
would indicate a govern­
mental and media shark 
like feeding frenzy on 
problems at the bottom of 
the EPA’s very own priority 
ladder.

Brunson quoted part of 
the EPA report which 
s ta ted , “S ince  pu b lic  
concerns tend to drive 
national legislation, federal 
environmental laws are 
more reflective of public 
perceptions of risk than of 
scientific understanding of 
risk.” He further quoted 
Frank Sturzl, Executive 
D irector of the Texas
Municipal League; “---------
irre spon s ib le  e n v iro n ­
mental groups and the 
know-nothing panic mon­
gers in the mass media” 
have heavily contributed to 
the wide gap between 
public perception and 
reality.

The estimated cost of 
environmental protection 
between 1992 and 2000 is 
$466 Billion, and cities and 
counties will pay over 87%, 
or $407 Billion of this cost. 
Those local governmental 
bodies have severe problems 
generating funds for this 
huge program , fo r a 
number of reasons, includ­
ing the discontinuing of 
Federal tax laws making 
municipal bonds a less 
attractive investment, and 
our State Legislators deci­
sion to hold millions of 
dollars from bank franchise 
taxes which previously was 
paid to Texas cities.

It is Brunsons' thesis that 
environmental protection 
problems must be dealt 
with, but environmental 
spending should be focused 
on high-risk priorities, and 
Congress should not be 
sw ayed  in c re a tin g  
environmental laws based 
on a misguided environ­
mentalists and a misin­
formed public. He also 
advocates a cease and 
desist policy in Washington 
to stop Federal Mandates 
forcing individual states, 
cities and counties to 
adhere to these mandates 
at their own expense, with 
no or little federal funding. 
We agree.

Forestry Incentive Program, 
and Great Plains Conser­
vation Program.”
