Who must file a rendition?

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal
property that is used to produce income—such as the
inventory and equipment used by a business. If you ren-
der late, don't render or file an incomplete or false rendi-
tion, a 10% to 50% penalty may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

= You give your opinion of your property’s value. The
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value
change and explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.

= Yourecord your correct mailing address so your tax bills will
go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to the wrong
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments.

s« You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the
value of your property in 2004. The district will look at
your property before assigning a value in 2005.

' What’s the deadline?

The last day for filing 2005 renditions is April 15. You can
get an automatic extension to May 15 if you ask for it
in writing on or before the April 15 deadline. The chief
appraiser may grant an additional 15 days after May 15
for an owner who shows good cause in writing.

Million Available in Broadband Funds

Bryan Daniel, USDA Rural De-
velopment State Director, an-
nounced today $8.9 million in
broadband grant funds are avail-
able for connecting essentialcom-
munity facilities to high-speedtele-
communications in ruraltowns and
communities where broadband
service does not exist.

"The needto expandbroadband
service is essential to economic
growthinthese mostisolated com-
munities," said Acting Under Sec-
retary for Rural Development Gil
Gonzalez. "Having access to high
speed telecommunications for
basic community services assists
rural communities in meeting pub-
lic safety needs.”

"The expansion of these tech-
nologies will better equip our rural
communities to enhance opportu-
nities for overall economic devel-
opment,” said Daniel. “The funds
from this program will provide com-
munity-oriented connectivity ser-
vices that deliver enhanced edu-
cational, health care and public
safety servicesfor rural Texas com-
munities.”

More than $30 million in three
years havebeeninvestedby USDA
Rural Development through the
Community Connect Broadband
Grant Program. To date, 90 com-
munities have participated in the
program to connect essential ser-
vices of police and fire protection,
localgovernment, hospitals, librar-
ies and schools to broadband ser-
vice. For their part of the project,
the communities will make at least
10computers available to the pub-
lic with set hours and instructions
available for use on the internet.

Broadbandtransmission service
is vital to the economic develop-
ment, education, health and safety
of rural Americans. The purpose
of the Community Broadband Con-
nect Grant Program is 1o provide
grant funds to eligible applicants
that will provide currently unserved
areas with broadband transmis-
sion services. Incorporated orga-
nizations, federally recognized In-
dian tribes, state, or local govern-
ments, profit and non-profit corpo-
rations are eligible to apply. Grant
funds may be used for the con-
struction improvement, or the ex-
pansion of a community center
that furnishes free accessto broad-
band Internet service.

The minimum award pergrantis
$50,000, and there is no maxi-
mum. Applications must be com-
pleted and submitted no later than
May 31, 2005, to U.S. Department
of Agriculture, 1400 Independence
Avenue, SW, Room 2845, Stop

1550, Washington, DC, 20250-
