These great rivals are strengthening their border_forces at an
hour when the statesmen of all powers are spreading broadcast
assurance thatstheir only policy is fo subordinate rivalry to the
common welfare of Europe and the world in the cause of peace.

No threatening factor in the situation is known which has not
existed since the beginning of the war; unless it is the near ap-
proach of tha Servian army to the Adriatic sea, and the steps to-
ward mobilization may mean nothing more than mutual distrust,

When the crisis over Bosnia and Herzgovinia arose, both Rus-

‘sia and Austria came nearer to a war footing than they seem

now, yet the war cloud drifted away.

Careful measurements of precipita-
tion over the ureas and of the runoff
of the -respective streams show that

On both streams hydrographic sia
tions were established and the strsam
flow determined with a high degree
of accuracy.

“But in all these schools
only a very few besldes those giving
four-year courses in this subject have
Instructors with a college or norma
school training In sclentifie agricul
ture, while a large percentage of the
active teachers with this training
have had no training in psychology o
pedagogy. . :

“Probably no omne factor has hat
greater influence In retarding the
introduction of substantial courses Ir
agriculture in all those higher schools
whose pupils are drawn in large num
bers from farming districts than the
shortage of properly qualified teach
or.” '

Stuyvesant square and the plctar
esque St. George's make & momentary
oasis of green and brown, and then
come the streets from the Twentles
northward, where the vistas end In
the river agaim, with all itsa pictur
esque actlvities and color, Grim old
Bellevue strilkes a somber note as one
background; but the - bulldings on
Blackwell's island, serions . as  thelr
puypose may be, change the mote of
depression to one of pleasure by the
picture they present of velvet-amooth
lawns, out of which rise the vine-clad
walls of the old gray stone city bulld-
ings. Now and again & schooner un-
der Ball crosses one of these rectangu-
lar openings to give a filllp to the
heart of the sallor man who glimpses
the blue water and the moving craft,
with lively emotiops of envy for
those afloat. The Rockefeller insti-
tute forms afi impressive end to one
of these vistas, the last one that
leaves an impression on the memory
as the traln slides upward toward the
architectural jumble of Harlem. and
beyond.

But on the westward side of Man-
hattan the vista hunter has richer
and more, varied food for his eyes to
feed on. ' By the Battery itself there
is usually to be seen a frult .wessel
from the tropics, picturesque in its
gleaming white paint and colored
stack and flags.. Above the long line
of dun wharf houses coastwise steam-
ers thrust thelr stacks, and the
mightier tubes that form the great

steamships’ funnels make vivid blocks
of ecolor against the sky. -

These funnels and the & ' cargo
booms form a kind of irregular pat-
tern of crude colors against the gen-
crally prevailing blue of the sky. The
heights of Hoboken and Weehawken
begin t6 march along atéthe end of
the vistas . a little further up town,
and far against the end of Twenty-
ninth street the great pllé ‘of the
monastery on the helights gives an
impression of Florence carried across
the sea,

High above the river now stands a
thin line of trees along the Hudson
boulevard that give a Freach touch to
the momentary compositions one sees
as the train clatters on its way, Riv
erside Drive and the park behind it

Afford the most varjed and delectable

backgrounds to these vistas, the
crowning totich of magnificent pile
turesquepess along this line being

the gray bulk of the Cathedral of Bt
John the Divine rising a the
green and rocky slopes of roning:
side Park.

The brick and stone avalanche may
submerge the homegoer after this;
but if he‘has been feasting his eyes
on the vistas we have mentioned he
is fortifled even against row aftér row
of flats with never a bit of green to
relieve lhem.
