WASHINGTON, Jan. 30-UP
There will be no changes In the
27 1.2 per cent oil and gas deple-
tion tax law this year, although

The President has proposed that the federal govern-
ment underwrite voluntary medical insurance plans to
give the members more than they pay for in the way of
reimbursement for hospital and doctor bills.

Administration spokesmen have eloborated that the
members would pay premiums on this underwritten in-
sirance at sliding rates based on income.

How long do you imagine it would be before these
voluntary premiums would be converted into just an-
other involuntary pc;roll deduction or an item added to
the income tax form

Right at the start, what would be the government’s
standards for the operation of the subsidized medical
and hospital benefits?

And with the federal treasury putting up the money,
how long would it toke for these standards to spread
and grow until Washington would be dictating every-
thing from the color of paint on the hospital walls to
how many times a year a patient would be permitted to
have a tummy ache?

It is always that way. He who pays the piper calls the
tune — except when o citizen pays through o federal
payroll deduction

Congress makes it more and more clear at every session
that its members consider this to be a nation of morons,
incapable of managing their own lives or money.

It is obvious that a change in administration did
nothing to clear Washington of the brainy thinkers who
ore laboring under the unfortunate delusion that they
can run things better thon anybody

The worst trouble about these fellows is that they
have no conception of the fundamental laws of economics

hi#fmoni nature. TRBir schemes, therefore, are all un-
sound and destined to bring about @ much worse mess
than the woes they propose to cure

In ottempts to alleviate the financial difficulties of
the fomily beset by serious illness, Washington is chip-
ring ot o serious problem. But it is not one that is
ikely to be remedied to any great extent by demagoguery,

«:smore socialism, and the inevitable bankruptcy which a

continuaotion along these lines will bring.

The President has asked $25 million to get his s¢heme
started. No one can be so simple as to believe that this
would be the total cost. It would be only the beginning
tf)f o smpwball proposition not unlike the social security

raud. '

The socialistic and financial angles of the proposal
cause us o great deal more alarm than the cerfain drift
into socialized medicine which would come along in due
course.

If the members of the American Medital Association
get swomped in this thing they will have nobody but
themselves to blame

Let's hope that:the- doctors come up with o sound
solution for the problem of medical expense before more
socialism engulfs us — and them.

Time To Speak

Has the trend toward socialism in this country been
checkmated? Representative Gwinn of New York re-
cently gove this warning: ““There is a very, very slight
majority of votes in Congress thot-stonds.for freadom
as inst socialism and communism.

What was formerly a tragic cause
of blindness has now been almost

At first trachoma looks like
any other acute inflammation of
the outer part of the eye. The
eye appears inflamed and thick-
ened. Little blister-like swellings

| com#s typical of trachoma and
i are easy to distinguish from other
{ inflammations of the eye.

| The cause of this condition is a
| virus which, unlike
germs, is too small to see under
the microscope. Among the other
symptoms, pain and sensitiveness
| to. light may be severe.

' In the late stages of this dan-
gerous disease, the eyelid tends
to drop down and the lids may
become deformed.

The disease produces scarring
of some of the tender tissues of
the eye and this is what causes
the inability to see.

A correct and early diagnosis
| Is most important in the treat-
ment of trachoma. Many treat-
ments which are useful in other
eye diseages, however, are not
satisfactory for trachoma.
