CHARLOTTE, N: C. (AP) —
An Eastern Air Lines jet carry-
ing 78 passengers and a crew of
four crashed today as it ap-
proached fog-shrouded Douglas
Municipal Airport here. There
appeared to be only 13 survi-
VOrs.

Area hospitals reported treat-
ing 13 persons, including Stew-
ardess Collette Watson and the
jet’s first officer, James M.
Daniels Jr, both based in At-
lanta.

‘“‘We are pretty assured that
is all the survivors,’”’ said Wil-
liam Rawlings, the airline’'s
sales manager for the Charlotte
district. '

Rescue officials set up a mor-
gue at the National Guard Ar-
mory, near the airport.

Rawlings said Eastern
ground personnel were in con-
tact with the jet moments be-
fore it crashed.

““Our Eastern people had no
idea anything was wrong. Ev-
erything appeared normal
There was fog this morning but
the exact cause we do not
know,’”’ he said.

The plane, a DC$30, was
Eastern Flight 212, which had
left Charleston, S. C., on sched-
ule at 7 am. It crashed at 7:33
a.m. about two miles from the
Chariotte airport.

Shattered pieces of the
plane’'s fuselage and wings
were scattered over a wide
area. Rescue workers and
spectators who reached the
scene before police blocked all
traffic in a two-mile radius said
the jet appeared to have ex-

_ploded after landing.

Billowing clouds of smoke
were seen miles from the crash
site.

Mrs. Thomas Cox, whose
home is less than a mile from
the crash site, said she heard
the jet as it passed her house.
She said there were ‘‘three big
booms when it went right over
our house. I never heard it (a
plane) sound like that before,”
she said.

“They brought one person
down and put him on my porch.
He was pretty badly bumed.
He lay there for a long time,”
Mrs. Cox said.

Their statement, after a meet-
ing with Ford, altered drasti-
cally the position announced by
a White House spokesman less
than 24 hours earlier.

Amid a wave of congressional
protests over possible pardons,
Sen. Hugh Socott, R-Pa., and
Rep. John J. Rhodes,. R-Ariz.,
met with the President for an
hour and 45 minutes. After that
session they issued a presiden-
tial statement, then discussed
Ford's position on possible par-
dons for Watergate case de-
fendants — and said no study
of blanket pardons is being con-
ducted.

That ran counter to the posi-
tion disclosed Tuesday by Act-
ing White House press secre
tary John W. Hushen, who had
said: ‘“The question of pardons
is under study.’”’ Hushen had
said the study involved all indi-
viduals accused or convicted of
Watergate-related crimes.

While Hushen would not
elaborate Tuesday, his an-
nouncement indicated that the
White House was taking the in-
itiative in considering pardons
for Watergate defendants, and
that a study involving all such
cases was under way.

The Ford statement, read by
Scott, emphasized that a study
Is conducted on any request
made for the pardoning of any
individual.

AUSTIN, Tex AP) — The
chairman of the Texas Railroad
Comm ission responded Wednes-
day to the possibility of the fed-
eral government controlling
Texas' imtrastate natural gas
by saving Texas “'is not a colo
ny or a conquered province to
be raided and raped.”

“The reconstruction days are
over,”” Jim Langdon said in a
letter to Sen. Warren Magnu-
son, D-Wash. ., the chairman of
the Senate Commerce Com-
mutiee

Magnuson had asked for
Langdon’'s reaction to questions
the senator posed n connection
with proposed hearings on naty
ral gas curtaiment polices of
the Feaderal Power Commis
sSion

Langdon said, The natural
gas shortage will last as long
as the Natural Gas Act of 1938
IS construed - to compell the
FPC to establish artifficially low
wellhead rates for natural gas
sales in yterstate commerce.

Asked if the gas shortage
could be “equalized nationally”
bv allocating gas among pipe-
une compames, Langdon said,

The short answer s no.

‘What incentive 1s there for
an terstate natural gas trans-
mission cocompany (0 InCrease
s gas acqustion program f
any suppiles that it obtains are
subject to allocation away to a
pipeline with no acquisition pro-
Zram or a poorly managed ac-
gqusition program” "~ said Lang-
don
As to whether FP(C cunrtai-
ment authority should be ex-
tended 1o INtrast ate commerce,
langdon said, “‘The obvious
purpose of such a move would
be to seize gas flowing to the
catizens of Texas and other gas
producing sates, who are al-
ready suffering severe curtaik
ment, and to divert 1t to users
in other skates ™

‘The simpile truth 1s that the
preemption and division of In
trastate gas would not add one
additional Mcf{ thousand cubic
feet) to the nation’s supply. It
would only substtute politics as
the criteria for expropriation of
livelihoods and human needs.’’

In conclusion Langdon said,
‘What we need 1s increased
supply, and 1t should be clear
that the deregulation of natural
gas offers the best hope of In-

Delay of
Pay Hike
Protested -

Associated Press Writer
WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Ford's deferral of a 5.5
per cent pay boost for federal
employes has drawn a fusillade

of protest from labor, and

shapes up as a major test of
his persuasive powers with
Congress. :

Ford has postponed the
1 raise until
Jan. 1, thereby saving the fed-

eral payroll $700 million in the -

name of fighting inflation. Fed-
eral employes unions want Con-
gress to restore the original
date.

Beyond that, such groups as
the National Federation of Fed-
eral Employes, the American

Federat) Ggvernment Em-
ploye the Ngtional Treas-
ury Employes Unipn are lobby-

ing for & larger boost. Most are
united behind an AFL-CIO pro-
posal of84 pec-cent.

Their reasoning centers on an
inflation rate hovering around
12 per cent, plus government
surveys showing increases in

private industry wages of 6.3 to.
* 7.1 per cent—surveys which are

six months out of date.

Under the Federal Pay Com-
parability Act, Ford's delay of
the pay hike—affecting 1.4 mil-
lion civilians and 2.2 million
military employes—can be
overtumed by a simple major-
ity in either the House or Sen-
ate.

As president, Richard M.
Nixon succeeded in postponing
similar boosts for two succes-
sive years, but his third try In
1973 was overturned by the Sen-
ate.

‘*As far as federal employes
are concerned, President Ford
IS a second-hand Nixon,” says
Nathan Wolkomir, president of
the 120,000-member National
Federation of Federal Employ-
es. ‘‘Ford had the opportunity
to prove to the career service
that he really cared ... but he
blew it. He showed he really
doesn’t understand.”

Vincent Connery, president of
the 50,000-member Treasury
Employes Union, vowed ‘‘a
rather massive protest’ to Con-
gress. The law allows 30 days
for Congress to act, and Sept.
30 1s the deadline.

Already the wheels are turn-
ing. Sen. Ted Stevens, R-
Alaska, has introduced a reso-
lution to overturn the delay,
joined by Sens. Frank Moss, D-
Utah, J. Gignn Beall, Robert
Dole, R-Kan., and Mike Gravel,
D-Alaska.

Chairman Gale McGee of the
Senate Civil Service Committee
is sympathetic, and has set
hearings on the proposal. The
Wyoming Democrat believes
both that the increase should be
higher and that it should come
Oct. 1.
