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Appointive Commission?

One can find evidences In Austin—and In other
polots In Texams where they talk politica—of grow-
ing sentiment In favor of an appointive railroad
commission. Tt probably ls “ot & new firend of
thought, but apparently is more prominent this year
for wvarious Treasons.

The appointive school of thought has some merit,
as most unprejudiced observers of the political sit-
wation will recognize,

The members of the commission hold six-year
terma. It was originally intemded, mo doubt, to have
this rotation method In effect to minimise political
nctivities of Il bera. For Inst , anly
one member of the board would be running for re-
election, presumably, each blennium. But the sys-
tem hasn't always worked out this way.

The term of one commissioner expires this year,
end he, an s not unexpected, In secking reelection.
Another, who four years to go in the present office,
already ha~ announced for govermor; and the third,
with two ysars of his term remalning, is generally
conceded to have longing eyes on the gubernatorial
chair. Thus, although only one member of the com-
mission faces termination of his termn this year, all
three are in political wars just the same,

This is not & unique year. It has been the same
in other electior seasons, with rallrond commission-
ers running far other offices while serving out their
own terms. The result is a tendency to use the of-
fice of rallroad commission as s stepping stons tlo
other political places.

The rallroad commission is too important In
Texas affalrs o be used for such purpose. Its mem-
bers have an administrative task to perform as vital
as that of the governor's; the Influrnce of Lhese
men i almost as great; their responsibilities cer-
tainly are comparable

This ls not 1o may that the railroad commission |
has not functioned to & satisfactory degree: but it
might funclion even maore ably. The state highway
commission, an appointive agency, has demonstrated
that such bodies can be as efficiently manned as
those filled by the electorate. The appointive method
obviously would cut down onm Lhe apparent abuse
to which the railroad commission posts have been

Men Awaited
By Bureau

Just when the new weather bu-
rean unit here will go into full op-
eration and what It will be ealled
upon {o do are questions that
Charles H. Newion, in charge of
the station at the airport, would
like to know,

But Newton does answer the
question of what Is the difference
between the new station and the
Civil Aeronautica Authority weath-
er unit at the alrport. In the first
place, the weather bureay now be-
ing opened is under the department
of agriculture, whereas the existing
agency is under the CAA of the
department of commerce. Becondly,
the new bureau will handle observ-
ations and the CAA men will han-
dle communications. It will be the
buresau’s job to collect weather data
and that of CAA to spread the in-
formation.

It is possible that the bureau
wiill be a combination of an alrport
and a city office station, but New-
ton has no officlal word to this
effect. He only knows that when
his full erew of men arrives that
24-hour observations will be made.
These will include temperatures,
wind velocity and direction, precipl-
tation, dew points, condition of
skies, and, If balloon runs are
made in accordance with previous
unofficial announcements, records
of winds aloft will be kept.

Newton is due to have a staff of
five and possibly six men.

Spring Wheat
Supply Light,
Prices High

CHICAGO, April 2 UP—The best
spring prices for wheat since 1930,
except in 1837, today overshadowed
as dismal n pet of winter acreage
and crop condition figurea ns ex-
perts ever have assembled in estl
mating the size of the new harvest,

In only two other spring seasona
since 1900 has the outlock as to the
amount of graln which will be
ready for reapers early in the sum-
mer been poorer. As a result of last
fall's drouth, the principal trouble
rone s in the Southwest—Waestern
Kansas nnd parts of Okilahoma and
Texas as well as Nebraska— where
the nation's big surplus of hard
winter wheat ls grown., The soft
winter wheal area stretching from
Missouri and Jowa to Pennasylvania
along the Ohlo valley Is in much
better shape.

Despite this pessimism reflected
in reports from thousands of farm-
ers, grain dealers and crop experis,
which will form the basis of esti-
mates to be released by statistl-
cians this week, the Chicago wheat
price indicated producer Income as
a whole ghould not suffer. Above
dollar wheat, due to the crop situa-
tion ns well as war In Europe and
Asia, Is almost 40 cents higher than
at this time last year and double
the low prices of 1931 and 1932

Grain men estimated that at eur-
rent prices production of both win-
ter and spring wheat could fall
as low as 500,000,000 bushels and
still have a potential market value
as great aa the T85,000,000 bushel
1089 crop had at prices prevalling
a year ago. However, much of the
1939 wheat was sold at prices con-
siderably higher than the 68 centas
quoted at this time last year.
