versely all communities in the state,

both rural and urban. This statement

is proved best by identifying the causes

pnd effects upon Texas communities.
These are:

1. Increasing truck loads mean cor-
respondingly increasing  the  distance
waich tha truck can profitably carry its
load.

2. Increasing the distance of profit-
able truck hdul means bringing the
small fown wholesale houses and indus-
trial plunts, such as wholesale grocers,
bottiing plants, teed miils, oil mills,
grain elevators, cotton compresses and
retail lumber yards, inte direct compe-
tition with similar establishments it
lerge cities.

3. Such competition will inevitably re-
sult in further drying up the small coun-
try towns by taking from them the
payrolls, taxes and local purchases rep-
resented by their present establishments.
Property values, both residential gnd
commercial, will decline; volume of re-

mpoyeeg will fnigrate tq the cities t
seinforce_ the ranks of the unemploy
and the breaq lines.

4. Large cities, gt first stimulated by
increased trade tegritories, bought ot
the expense gf the country towns, will
be ultimgtely affected adversely becouse
of the resulting ynhealthy condition of
the rural commynities forming these
trade territaries.

5. Because qf the consequent shrink-
pge of the state’s tax revenues fro

ountry towns, taxes from the cities v;n
ﬁon to be increased correspondingly.

6. The lower truck load limit of Texas
now has the effect of acting gs q bar-
rier at Texas borders to the movement
of the larger truck loads ¢qrrying mer-
chandise from the metropolitan and pro-
ducing centers of qther states. Any.
increase in Texas truck load limits will
break down thqt harrier and permit the
free truck moyemeqt into the state of
many commoditiey which ynquestionably,
v:uldd be sold directly ta the mdl::‘,_
thus destroying, in @ lorge measure,
business of V?M and jobbers nog
located in Texas cities.

Conditions which affect adversely the well-being of Texgs com- q
