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Senate Sets 
Monday Vote 
On Tax Bill

WASHINGTON—(/F) — Repub­
lican sponsors failed in an effort to 
ram the $4,000,000,000 income tax 
cut bill through at a night Senate 
session last night and final action 
was put off until Monday.

A vote then—with passage assured 
—was arranged in an informal gen­
tlemen's agreement between leaders 
of Democratic and Republican par­
ties.

The GOP leadership once turned 
down such an agreement, but ac­
cepted it later after Democratic 
Leader Barkley of Kentucky told 
them he believed President Truman 
will veto the measure promptly 
without waitiing the usual 10 days

Bailey, in giving his ideas of what 
the President will do, shouted that 
he was “astonished” that some Re­
publicans apparently feared that 
either Senate Democrats or Mr. Tru­
man “would indulge in some kind 
of chicanery” to delay adjournment 
of Congress July 26.

That adjournment goal is bound 
ud  in the action on the tax measure. 
The President can, if he desires, 
wait 10 days—not counting Sundays 
—between the time he gets the bill 
and the time he gives it his prom­
ised veto. Delay in acting on the 
bill would cut the time for a vote 
to override close if the President 
took the full 10 days.

Earlier Senator O’Mahoney (D- 
Wyo), speaking against the bill, had 
said he doubted a vote could be 
reached last night

O'Mahoney told the Senate that 
Joseph Stalin and “stock market 
leaders” hope Republicans will pass 
the income tax reduction over 
President Truman's veto.

While Republican leaders urged 
tax opponents to quit talking and 
tBi S, Ojf.fahoney continued his 
discussion.

He insisted that a cut in taxes 
would “be another step" In infla­
tion and just what Stalin, Russian 
Soviet leader, desires.

"If America sags, the world sags 
with it.” O'Mahoney said. "Joe 
Stalin does not doubt that even if 
Republican leaders do.”

O'Mahoney added that a sharp 
price rise in the stock and other 
markets showed that “stock market 
leaders are betting that the Repub­
licans will put this bill over the 
President’s veto."

Republican Leader White of 
Maine had expressed hope debate 
would soon permit a vote on re­
maining amendments to the House- 
approved bill, but with few Senators 
in the Chamber, O’Mahoney review­
ed government income and outgo 
with the aid -of a charter.

Jury Considers 
27 Special Issues 
In Injury Suit

BULLETIN
The jury returned a verdict at 

10:39 last night in favor of the 
idain'.iff in the civil suit here for 
personal Injury damages, award­
ing the plaintiff $50,000. The jur­
ors retired at 7:55 p.m„ to deli­
berate the case.

The $55,000 personal injury suit 
of R. C. Taylor versus J .’D. Wright 
and Sons. Trucking Company went 
to the jury at 5:34 p. m. yesterday 
after a week-long trial to determine 
“what had happened in less than 
five ticks of the watch.”

Arguments to the jury by counsel 
for plaintiff and defense started 
after a 21-miiute charge to the jury 
by District Judge Lewis M. Good 
rich yesterday morning.

The Court, in his charge to the 
jury, told them that they were to 
determine on the basis of the facts 
given in testimony whether or not 
W. H. Wilson, driver of the truck 
that hit Taylor and pinned him 
against the mast log of an oil der­
rick. failed to keep a proper lookout 
and that if such negligence on his 
part was the cause of Taylor's in­
juries and whether or not that Wil­
son failed to give any warning of 
any type that he was about to move 
the truck. A string of many other 
determinations on the part of the 
defense were also included into the 
27 special issues the Court instruct­
ed the jury to study. The Court 
also instructed them to consider 
whether or not Taylor was negligent 
In not giving Wilson a warning 
when he went between the truck 
and the derrick and whether or not 
Taylor failed to keep a proper look­
out for his own personal safety. 
Other like questions were put to 
the Jury to deliberate on while ar­
riving at their verdict. Included In 
the charge were whether the acci­
dent could be determined to be an 
unavoidable accident showing no 
negligence on the part of either the 
plaintiff employe of the defendant. 
Bringing up the end of the charge, 
the Court added that the Jury was 
also to determine what in their 
•pinion was to be the amount of 

money awarded. If any. to the plain­
tiff.

Final pleas to the 12-man jury 
were started at 10:20 a. m.’ by an 
hour and two minute address by 
Attorney John Gano. reviewing the 
27 special issues in the case that 
were to be considered. Gano sum­
marized the activities of employes 
of the J. D. Wright and Son on that 
day as brought out by the evidence, 
which included most of Wilson’s 
testimony.

Chief Defense Counsel E. A. Simp­
son. opening up for the defense, at 
11:30 had his one hour and 50 min­
ute plea interrupted at noon when 
court was recessed until 1:30 p. m. 
Simpson told the jury that in all his 
years of experience in trying civil 
suits, this was the first time he has 
ever attended a trial that took one 
full week to determine what took 
place in less than five ticks of a 
watch. He argued that, had Taylor 
warned Wilson that he (Taylor) 
was about to step into a place of 
danger, the accident would never 
have occurred. Simpson said that 
this trial was not a question of sym­
pathy for a man who was seriously 
Injured, but a question of whether

Patronage Seeker 
Shoots at Bricker

WASHINGTON—(JP)—Two pistol shots missed Senator Bricker (R- 
Ohioi yesterday in a burst of gunfire on Capitol Hill and police arrested 
a ’discharged capitol policeman on charges of assault with intent to kill 
the Senator.

The accused, William L. Kaiser, calmly and cryptically told police 
and newspapermen:

“I did it to refresh his memory.”
The shooting set the Capital in a turmoil during the midst of an 

unusual Saturday session of the Senate. I t took place In the subway 
linking the Capitol with the Senate Office Building.

Invitation Still Stands 
To Hold-Out Nations

PARTS— /V — Britain, France and Italy told the opening 
session of the M arshall Plan Conference Saturday  tha t 
Russia and the absent eastern  European nations still would 
be welcome to help in a continent-w ide effo rt to rebuild 
a w ar-shattered economy.

Moreover, British Foreign- Secretary Ernest Bevin de­
clared the conference was not intended to set up a perm ­
anent organization r i v a l l i n g  the United Nations. He said 
the conference members rem ained loyal to the U. N. and 
w anted to work in the fullest cooperation with ap p ro p ri­
ate U. N. organs.

Port Improvements 
Are Being Planned

HOUSTON—(/P)—A $2,500,000 bond 
issue for a tliree-year port facility 
Improvement program is being plan­
ned for submission to Harris Coun­
ty voters August 23, offiicals of the 
Houston-Harris County navigation 
district has announced.

Such a figure would bring the to­
tal amount of bonds to be consid­
ered by voters next month to $15,- 
000,000.

Bricker ,vas carried to safety by 
the little monorail subway car as 
it rounded a bend out of the shoot­
er's range.

The silver-haired 1944 Republican 
vice presidential candidate and a 
companion crouched behind one of
the car’s seats as it slowly got un­
derway.

Bricker, apparently undisturbed, 
told reporters that Kaiser blamed 
him for losses in a building and 
loan association at Columbus about 
15 years ago.

Records show that Kaiser was a 
capitol police appointee of his pre­
decessor, Senator Huffman iD- 
Ohio). Bricker told a questioner 
that he had nothing to do with 
Kaiser losing this job last April.

Kaiser was arrested by Metropoli­
tan Police several hours after the 
shooting and many blocks from the 
Capitol, a t a Massachusetts Avenue 
address. Police at Precinct No. 1 
booked him on charges of assault 
with intent to kill.

Bricker and two others who were 
in the line of gunfire a t first 
thought the-shots were blanks, but 
Senate Sergeant a t Arms Edward F. 
McGinnis said after Kaiser's arrest 
th a t the gun contained live am­
munition.

Bricker said he believed the shots 
were blanks because he did not hear 
any bullets strike. Later capitol po­
lice found nicks in the wall and on 
a pipe tha t may have been caused 
by bullets.

The Ohioan said it was the first 
time he had been under fire. He 
served as a chaplain in World War I.

Kaiser was quickly identified by 
Bricker and J. H. Macomber, of the 
staff of the Senate Expenditures 
Committee, and Jerry Albright, op­
erator of the subway car.

After Albright delivered his pas­
sengers at the Capitol end of the 
subway, the Senator calmly left the 
car and walked upstairs to the Sen 
ate chamber before asking Senate 
aides to start police on the hunt 
for his assailant.

Albright rushed back to the site 
of the shooting and told the still- 
armed Kaiser to get out. He walked 
away and was the object of a wide 
spread m anhunt for the next sev­
eral hours.

Bricker said tha t Kaiser fired the 
first shot at him from a distance 
of perhaps 15 feet and that he and 
Macomber made a quick Jump for 
the subway electric car.

"Let’s get the hell out of here,” 
Bricker was quoted by both Ma­
comber and Albright.

"I slammed on the juice and 
started moving away,” Albright re­
ported later. “Then the fellow with 
the gun came running out. I've 
seen him before, he used to work 
around here. He pointed the gun in 
our direction and fired another 
shot.”

Local Scouts Leave Today lor World Jamboree

Two Ex Sergeants 
Are Arrested for 
Taking Papers

WASHINGTON—(/P)—FBI agents 
late Saturday arrested two former 
army sergeants accused of taking 
atomic bomb documents—some of 
them said to be “top secret”—from 
the Los Alamos. N. M testing sta­
tion.

The FBI. making the announce­
ment. told of recovering the docu­
ments and photographs of “the 
various phases" of the A-Bomb from 
a variety of places—a student's 
room at Prinbeton University, a 
wall safe in Pennsylvania and a 
photography studio in Chicago.

The two men were identified 
officially as:

Alexander Von der Luft. 23. a r­
rested at his home in Mt. Lebanon. 
Pa.

Earnest D. Wallis. 34. of Chicago 
He was arrested at his Paul Stone- 
Raymore photography studio. Chi­
cago.

While FBI agents reserved com­
ment on this phase, informed gov­
ernment officials said no evidence 
was uncovered that any of the doc­
uments were seen by anyone besides 
the two ex-sergeants.

Lou Nichols. FBI public relations 
officer, told reporters that informa­
tion uncovered by investigators "in­
dicated no connection between 
these boys and foreign agents or 
foreign espionage.”

He said the FBI agents ascertain­
ed this in a preliminary inquiry, 
before the two former Army men 
were interviewed directly.

After it was established to the 
satisfaction of the agents that there 
was no "foreign connections." Nich­
ols said, the men were questioned 
directly and the searches disclosed 
the notes, files and photographs 
were made.

The FBI in a statement that com­
plaints are being filed before the 
U. S. Commissioner at Santa Fe. 
N. M,. charging Von der Luft and 
Wallis with wilfully and unlawfully 
removing and concealing records 
and documents In violation of Sec­
tion 234. Title 18. U S. Criminal 
Code.

This section covers removal and 
concealment of classified docu­
ments.

The offense, upon conviction, car­
ried a penalty of a fine of not more 
than $2,000 or not more than three 
years Imprisonment, or both.

Von de Luft. will be arraigned 
before the U. S. Commissioner at 
Pittsburgh, the FBI said, while 
Wallis will be arraigned before the 
U. S. Commissioner at Chicago.

The FBI explained that no charge 
could be filed under the Atomic 
Energy Act since "the offenses oc­
curred prior to Its enactment.”

Bevin also pledged the 
resources of the British Com­
monwealth, insofar as the 
British governm ent can in­
fluence them , to the task of 
European rehabilitation.

Statesmen from 16 European na­
tions met for an hour in the Gilded 
Grand Banquet Hall of the French 
Foreign Ministry. They elected Be- 
vm presiding officer and named a 
wot king committee which immedi­
ately began a study of the British- 
French draft for European recovery 
with American aid.

The conference was called by Bri­
tain and France after Russia de­
clined to have anything to do with 
the Marshall plan, enunciated by 
the United States secretary of state 
at Harvard University June 5.

The plan, briefly, envisions 
American aid to Europe after the 
nations of Europe have decided hew 
decided how far they can help 
themselves and just what help they 
will need from the United States.

Soviet Russia charged that this 
would mean interference in the in­
dependence of the European coun­
tries and she held aloof with eight 
neighbors. However, the Red ham­
mer and sickle flag of the Soviet 
and the banners of the absent 
countries flew in the conference 
hall with those of the delegates 
present. Observers saw this as em­
phasis on the conference feeling 
that the door always would be open 
to those desiring to cooperate.

Georges Bidault, French foreign 
minister, told the delegates in his 
welcoming speech tha t it was not 
the fault of anyone preesnt that all 
European nations were not repre­
sented.

Then he said:
"The whole of Europe is not here. 

But those who are present have the 
right to speak in her name and to 
act for her. Reinforcements will 
come, I am sure of it. when our 
loyal work will have proved to all 
what was the path of genuine in­
dependence.”

J. J . M ansfield
WASHINGTON—UP)—Rep. Joseph 

Jefferson Mansfield. Texas Demo­
crat and at 86 the oldest member of 
Congress, died early Saturday.

He will be buried at Eagle Lake, 
Texas, after services in Columbus. 
Texas, at 3 p in., Tuesday. Brief ser 
vices probably will be held in Wash­
ington today.

For the past 25 years. Mansfield 
whe was serving his 16th term of 
office in the House—had been con­
fined to a wheelchair by paralysis. 
But illness—even the recent illness 
which ultimately caused his death 
—almost never kept him from work.

Until a few> days ago. when he 
v as taken to Bethesda Naval Hos 
pita], he showed up regularly a t his 
office.

Death resulted from a circulatory
ailment.

Known to his friends as "The 
Judge." the Texas congressman 
served for 60 years in public office 
— half of that time as a represen- 
tive in Congress. His district in­
cluded the City of Galveston.

Eetween 1931 and 1947, while the 
Democratic Party controlled Con­
gress, he served as chairman of the 
House Rivers and Harbors Commit­
tee.

He was considered an expert on 
matters affecting waterway pro­
jects and sponsored much legisla­
tion in that field—including mea­
sures calling for navigation chan­
nels' in the Texas-Louisiana-Gulf 
Coast region.

Mansfield lived n Washington 
with his son. Bruce He is also sur 
vived by two daughters, Mrs. R. P. 
Dorsey. Baltimore, Md.. and Mrs. 
Frank Schmidt. Kingsbury. Texas.

At Austin. Gov. Beauford Jester 
said the State Highway Patrol would 
escort the funeral cortege, including 
a congresisonal delegation, from 
Columbus to Eagle Lake,

The Governor paid tribute to 
Mansfield as a “tried and true pub­
lic servant." Hr voiced regret that 
absence from the state prevents him 
from attending the funeral services 
yesterday.

"No member of our national House 
of Representatives was more res­
pected by members of that body 
than this senior member of the

Restrictions Made

WASHINGTON—(4b—Dr. Antonio 
Espinosa de Los Monteros.

Red Failure in , 
Try lo Split 1 
Europe Seen

WASHINGTON—(/Pi—Soviet Rus-i 

sia, with its once great veto power 
in world affairs much curtailed, ia 
playing a losing game in trying ta 
split Europe and wreck the Mar- 
shall plant for European recovery, 
American officials said Saturday.

The plan will go through to the 
fullest extent possible without them 
end in spite of threats and pro­
tests, it was said here. There is 
considerable speculation even that 
in the long run they will be unablq 
to hold their own eastern bloc coun- 
tries in line. t

"The Russians appear to hav# 
won an empty victory.” said one of* 
ficial.

Surprising new evidence that tha 
Soviets themselves as well as their 
Satellite governments may be be­
ginning to realize this was seen 
yesterday in an extraordinary out­
burst of reports that Russia bloo 
countries would like to share In 
American assistance to Europe des­
pite thsir boycott of the Marshall 
plan meeting at Paris,

This sudden and perhaps very sig­
nificant turn of events found Ameri­
can officials privately emphasizing 
what Secretary Marshall is report­
ed to have told the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee’s secret session 
Friday.

As a matter of policy the United 
States does not yet admit a split 
Europe, is warning with a very fluid 
situation or relation to Russia at 
the moment and has a wait and see 
attitude toward the Paris conference 
and the w'hcle European recovery 
picture.

However, several other points des­
cribing State Department view to­
ward the current critical issues can 
be added on excellent authority:

1. The Amenean government is 
determined to support to the limit 
any reasonable plan for European 
recovery worked out at Paris and 
no amount of Rusisa opposition will 
change this. Russia no longer has 
the veto she once had by virtue oil 
an Anglo-American conviction that 
great power unity was more impor­
tant than anything else.

2. The American government 
does not now desire to force a 
showdown with Russia all along the 
line of political and economic rela­
tions and in the United Nations—

MacArthur Issues 
Views on Peace ! 
Treaty With Japs

TOKYO— UP) —General Mac Ar­
thur declared yesterday the peace 
treaty with Japan "without yield­
ing firmness in its essential man­
dates,” should avoid "punitive, arbi­
trary and unrealistic pro visions," 
and by its terms set the patem for 
future peace throughout the world.

The supreme commander outlin­
ed his views on the principles to be 
embodied in the peace treaty in a  
statement lauding the Far Eastern 
Commission's policy decision as “one 
of the great state papers in modern 
history."

The action by the 11-Pacific Na­
tion Commission announced Friday 
in effect approved the occupation 
directive MacArthur received from 
President Truman Sept. 6. 1945.

MacArthur said the agreement on 
basic Allied policy provides the en­
tire framework for the peace which 
"we shall win" in Japan. The treaty, 
he added, "may now be approached 
with assurance of complete under­
standing In principle and full unity 
of purpose in evolving its detail."

No date has oeen set as yet for 
the Japanese peace conference. 
MacArthur has advocated It be held 
as soon as possible.

The FEC decision chitted Allied 
policy on Japanese assets outside 
the home island because of the 
commission’s inability to determine 
whether they should be Included 
among repatriations. _____

MacArthur commented, however, 
the decision "sweeps aside fears 
currently felt that great nations of 
the world are unable to reconcile 
divergent views of such vital Issued 
In the international sphere and dem­
onstrators with decisive clarity that 
from an atmosphere of conflicting 
interests and opposing predilection* 
mat emerge common agreement."

The supreme commander’s state­
ment said the basic element Of Al­
lied policy—disarmament and de­
militarization of Japan—has been 
completed. And even without “ex­
ternal controls,” he said, Japan 
could not reach for modern war 
within a century." ___ __

Great Network of Power Generating 
Stations Used by Public Service Co.

By J. L. SWINDLE 
News Managing Editor

The electric power usedelectric power used this 
morning in making your coffee may 
have come from Carlsbad. N. M.. 
or Guymon. Okla., or from a point 
In between.

That is one of the Interesting facts 
about the network of power gener­
ating stations now operated by the 
expanding Southwestern Public Ser­
vice Company. That is true because 
all the plant generators in such lo­
cations as Guymon. Borger. Ama­
rillo. Tuco (near Plainview). Lub­
bock. Clovis. Roswell, and Carlsbad, 
as well as intermediate points run 
in concert with each other.'

For that reason, trouble at one 
point will not mean interruption 
of service there, because that plant 
will then draw power from other 
stations—some of them many miles 
away.

Covering a territory comparable 
to the size of Pennsylvania and 
Rhode Island combined, with 25.- 
000 miles of line. Southwestern 
serves about 450.000 persons 

And. in step with the industrial 
expansion of the area that brings 
in a bigger population, the Com­
pany within the next several months 
will have added $35 000.000 in facil­
ities to Its present Investment of 
$50,000,000. the officials report.

In a personal trip to these facil­
ities a few days ago. we could see 
this work underway at all the plants 
where more power generators are 
being added: 30.000 kilowatts at 
Amarillo. 30.000 at Borger. 25.000 at 
Plainview. 20.000 at Denver City, 
and 15.000 at Carlsbad.

This expansion, the officials point 
out. will place In operation more 
power than is needed at this time, 

.but within a matter of a few years 
be required.

Giant turbines, which require the 
knowledge of experts, and cost sev­
eral hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars. are being Installed at this time. 
For instance, at Borger. the facil­
ities will be almost doubled, what 
With 39.000 kilowatts capacity at 
this time, and with 30.000 to be in 
operation by January 1.

The extent of Southwestern's 
service can be seen on the small 
map. That service extends as far 
south in Texas as Seminole, as far 
south in New Mexico as Malaga; as 
far north as Rolla. Okla.. and as far 
east in Texas as Keltou.

Maintenance efficiency in the 
Company's network of power lines 
is high. Two-way radio is used, and 
the power lines themselves trans­
mit telephone messages. Telephonic 
communication via power lines is 
comparatively new. The use of radio 
is being expanded. For instance, a 
two-ton construction truck here at 
Pampa carries a radio unit—both 
for receiving and transmitting mes­
sages. Radio stations are now at

Borger. Lubbock, and Amarillo. One 
is planned for Pampa. Two more 
mobile units, like that in the truck, 
will be installed here.

When trouble hits the lines, repair 
is expedited by the use of telephone 
and radio. Through a system of 
switch-pulling between stations and 
sub-stations, trouble can be rapidly 
traced.

Local officials are proud of the 
fact that there has not been a ma­
jor interruption in power here for 
20 years. Several times the power 
has been cut off for 10 and 15 
minutes.

Pampa is hooked up in sections. 
There are six sections—or blocks— 
here, making it possible for one 
part of the town to be thrown into 
darkness without affecting five 
other parts.

If the city’s supply of power from 
the Kingsmill sub-station is cut 
off. Pampa's three diesel generating 
Units can be put into operation 
within three minutes. This is an 
emergency source of power for the 
city, but in the future it is very un- 
Jjkely that it will be necessary to 
use it.

This is true, officials point out. 
because power now is fed to Pampa 
through a 13 200 volt feeder from 
Kingsmill. while materials are on 
order for another similar line to run 
into Pampa from the Kingsmill 
station by a different route. The 
different route is advisable since | 
lightning often hits lines in a gen- .

S  MEXIC GeiTY- (TP)—Mexico ap-f 
peared shocked to learn of the | 
flight of her dollar credits but de- j 
termined to support drastic curtail ;

imports ordered by the government.

The first reaction to publication j 
of the government decrees prohib- 1 
itlng further imports of a series of 
luxuries from automobiles to wash­
ing machines and radios, and sharp­
ly increased duties on others termed 
“non-essentials" was summarized in j 
an afternoon newspaper headline.

"We thought we were millionaires 
and find we are beggars."

Approval of the surprise govern- , 
ment moves was general. Yesterday 
morning's newspaper editorial com- i 
nient called the decrees "justified! 
by necessity" and was concerned ; 
with expected sharp price increases.

Novedades said: "The presidential 
decrees have a double purpose. They 
protect against wasting our dollar 
balance, and protect domestic in­
dustrial production."

Excelsior said: "We recommend 
strict obedience to the government 
decrees, and we urge energetic ac- 
tiofi by the government to prevent 
robbing of the people by black 
marketeers who like cultures always 
appear at the smell of rotten flesh."

“We thought we were millionaires 
and find we are beggars."

Approval of the surprise govern­
ment moves was general. Yesterday 
morning’s newspaper editorial com­
ment called the decrees' "justified 
by necessity" and was concerned 
With expected sharp price increases.

Novedades said: "The presidential 
decrees have a double purpose. They 
protect against wasting our dollar 
balance, and protect domestic in­
dustrial production."

Excelsior said: "We recommend 
strict obedience to the government 
decrees, and we urge energetic ac- 
tioh by the government to prevent 
robbing of the people by black 
marketeers who like cultures always 
appear jxt the smell of rotten flesh."

At Nuevo Laredo, principal border 
railway link with the U. S. import­
ers and their employes were report­
ed “in panic.” Dispatches said they 
planned a Joint protest to the gov­
ernment alleging 80 percent of their 
business will be eliminated by the 
restrictions.

Textile plant owners, who told 
government oificials yesterday they 
may have to shut down because of 
over-production and a discouraging 
market, were persuaded to continue 
operation temporarily. The restric­
tions cover imported clothing, and 
the government predicted an early 
revival In the domestic market.

Network of Power Generating 
Stations Used by Public Service Co.

Covering a territory comparable 

to the size of Pennsylvania and 
Rhode Island combined, with 25.- 
000 miles of line. Southwestern 
serves about 450.000 persons.

And. in step with the Industrial 
expansion of the area that brings 
in a bigger population, the Com­
pany within the next several months 
will have added $35.000.000 in facil­
ities to its present investment of 
$50.000.000. the officials report.

In a personal trip to these facil­
ities a few days ago. we could see 
this work underway at all the plants 
where more power generators are 
being added: 30.000 kilowatts at 
Amarillo. 30.000 at Borger. 25.000 at 
Plalnvlew. 20.000 at Denver City, 
and 15.000 at Carlsbad.

This expansion, the officials point 
out. will place in operation more 
pdwer than is needed at this time, 

.but within a matter of a few years 
be required.

Giant turbines, which require the 
knowledge of experts, and cost sev­
eral hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars. are being Installed at this time. 
For Instance, at Borger. the facil­
ities will be almost doubled, what 
With 39.000 kilowatts capacity at 
this time, and with 30.0d0 to be in 
operation by January 1.

The extent of Southwestern's 
service can be seen on the small 
map. That service extends as far 
south in Texas as Seminole, as far 
south in New Mexico as Malaga: as 
fkr north as Rolls. Okia.. and as far 
east in Texas as Kelton.

Maintenance efficiency in the 
Company's network of power lines 
is high. Two-way radio is used, and 
the power lines themselves trans­
mit telephone messages. Telephonic 
communication via power lines Is 
comparatively new. The use of radio 
is being expanded. For instance, a 
taro-ton construction truck here at 
Pampa carries a radio unit—both 
for receiving and transmitting mes­
sages.

Borger. Lubbock, and Amarillo. One 
is planned for Pampa. Two more 
mobile units, like that in the truck, 
will be installed here.

When trouble hits the lines, repair 
is expedited by the use of telephone 
and radio. Through a system of 
switch-pulling between stations and 
sub-stations, trouble can be rapidly 
trace«}.

Local officials are proud of the 
fact that there has not been a ma­
jor interruption in power here for 
20 years. Several times the power 
has been cut off for 10 and 15 
minutes. ,

Pampa is hooked up in sections.
There are six sections—or blocks— 
here, making it possible for one 
part of the town to be thrown into 
darkness without affecting five 
other parts.

If the city’s supply o'f power from 
the Klngsmill sub-station is. cut 
off. Pampas three diesel generating 
Units can be put into operation 
within three minutes. This is an 
emergency source of power for the 
city, but in the future it is very un- 
ikely that it will be necessary to 
use it.

This is true, officials point out. 
because power now is fed to Pampa 
through a 13.200 volt feeder from 
Klngsmill. while materials are on 
order for another similar line to run 
into Pampa from the Klngsmill 
station by a . different route. The 
different route is advisable since 
lightning often hits lines in a gen­
eral area. If lines are separated, 
one is likely to be missed. This line 
will come in on the Borger highway 
after having been strung across 
from the Kingsmlll station which is 
charged with 66.000 volts. But the 
power coming into Pampa will be 
13.1m :.

One might ask why the sub-sta­
tion is at Klngsmill. Officials say 
ij was practical to place it there 
since that is the center of an in­
dustrial area that must be supplied 
with power. For instance. Cabot 
carbon black electric furnace in 
that area, if run at full capacity, 
would use as much electricity as all 
of Pampa at the «city's peak con­
sumption.

Many Improvements are being 
made In the power industry. One of 
them is the placing of a single 
strand of wire atop the poles above 
the power lines. This strand of wire 
is grounded at about each third 
pole, and when lightning strikes at 
the power lines, the arrester wire 
takes the charge to the ground, 
leaving the power line undamaged

The popular notion is that large 
power lines arc the most heavily 
charged. It’s to the contrary, offi­
cials explain. The smaller the power 
line, the heavier the charge. The 
heavier the charge, the greater 
must be the pressure on it. as is the 
case with automobile tire air pres­
sure.

Company officials express the de­
sire for the public to understand 
the operation of this vast power 
system. They, state, also, that the 
public should know that the facil­
ities are being expanded, keeping 
—not abreast—but ahead of the 
heeds of the territory.

Keeping ahead Is possible through 
constant expansion and coordina­
tion of facilities. That is why you

4. The United States government 
is unwilling at this time to close 
any avenue of cooperation between 
Eastern and Western Europe.

pr not some one was negligent. Five 
minutes after court reconvened In 
the afternoon. Simpson took up his 
plea to the jury explaining the legal 
definition of “proximate cause” and 
“new and independent causes”. 
Bringing up the latter, he argued 
that the unidentified voice telling 
Wilson to “go ahead” could very 
easily have been the cause of the 
injury to Taylor. Shortly before 
this argument, however. Simpson 
argued that neither Wilson nor Tay­
lor could be guilty of negligence and 
asked for a verdict of an unavoid­
able accident.

Further appeals were made to the 
jury by Attorneys Walter Rogers 
and Curtis Douglas, taking up re­
buttal arguments respectively.

Closing the case before the Jury. 
Chief Plaintiff Counsel Will Saun­
ders addressed the jury charging 
the defense with Inconsistency both 
in pleading their case before the 
Jury and in evidence given during 
the weeklong trial. Saunders ad­
dressed the jury In a one hour and 
36 minute final rebuttal to all de­
fense arguments. He closed asking 
the jury to return a verdict in 
favor of the plaintiff, and an award

Governor Jester said he would 
call special elections for August 23, 
if possible, to fill the Congressional 
posts left vacant by Mansfield's 
death and the appointment of Rep. 
Ewiing Thomason of El Paso as a 
Federal Judge. Elections to fill two 
Legislative vacancies have been set 
for that date, which coincides with 
the statewide Constitutional amend­
ment election on the college build­
ing program. Jester said ho would 
not set a specific date for the Con. 
gressional elections, however, until 
the secretary of state is notified 
formally of the vacancies.

Mansfield, a kinsman of Thomas 
Jefferson and the grandson of a 
Revolutionary soldier, was born atj 
Wayne, then in the State of Vir­
ginia and now in West Virginia, ] 
Feb. 9. 1861 His father, a CJon-j 
federate soldier, was killed later the 
same year. Mrs. Mansfield, who;

died many years ago. was a mem­
ber of the Byrd family of Virginia.

A Texas land grant which his 
father had received from the Mexi­
can government before the Texas 
revolution beckoned Manslield to 
Texas when he was 20 years old.

He worked first as a farm hand 
and laborer in a nursery, then as a 
railroad baggage master and freight 
clerk. He was • admitted to the 
Texas bar in 1886 and was elected 
mayor of Eagle Lake in 1889 He 
was elected county attorney of Col­
orado County in 1892 and served 20 
years as Colorado County Judge 
from 1896 to 1916.

Four years after he went to Con­
gress In 1917, he suffered the stroke 
of paralysis that confined him to a 
wheel chair the rest of his life

His refusal to let his disability 
halt- his activity won him the re­
spect of both Democratic and Re. 
publican colleagues Page boys 
pushed his chair about the Capitol 
and he had a special place in the 
House, just below the speaker's ros-;

These 
economies may be appreciable, 
especially. If you are buying in 
quantity for canning.

You can feel fairly safe about 
the content capacity of the stand­
ard type of fruit and berry baskets.

NEW YORK—</P;—Let's look at 

this thing called military secrecy— 
tf any.

A country that depends upon it 
too much is like a man leaning on a 
wax crutch on a hot day. It won’t j 
hold him forever.

The question of safeguarding 
what we know from the nations 
that would like to see what we ' ave 
up our sleeve has been raised anew 
by the Congressional furore over 
the disappearance and return of 
secret atom bomb data.

Taking of these atom files by two 
sergeants as "souvenir” points up an 
old army truth: There is nothing 
the generals know tliat the ser­
geants don’t find out.

And there is another axiom you 
can also accept about any military 
secret: more people know about it 
than the top leader has knowledge 
of. Their mouths in time will undo 
the work of all guards and fences.

If General Elsenhower should 
believe now. for example, that only 
his key command personnal knew 
in advance that we were going to 
land in Normandy in June. 1944. 
he would be entertaining an illu­
sion. Scores were told who didn’t 
even want to know by officers for 
whom the secret was simply too 
big to hold from their friends.

I remember after the landing in 
Sicily the dramatic relief of a young 
headquarters officer who for six 
months lived In mortal fear that he 
would spill his knowledge of that 
operation, learned incidentally, six 
months before at the Casablanca 
conference.

One midnight he saw a document 
absent-mindedly left behind by a 
general in one of the conference 
rooms. He stepped over and at a 
glance saw its significance—a land 
ing by the allies in Sicily in July. 
He phoned the general who came 
down hurriedly In his bathrobe.

Incidentally. WAC personnel who 
did the secretarial work on both 
the Scilian and Selemo operations 
proved women can hold a secret— 
at least in wartime—as well as men. 
No breach of security ever was laid 
to them.

One officer reportedly left the 
plans for the African landings in a 
Washington drugstore, but retrieved 
his brief case before Berlin could 
hotfoot an agent to the scene.

Of course, foreign spies don’t usu­
ally get their information from 
such obvious blunders. They leam 
more from bought or wagging 
tongues.

Although his officers often were 
afraid he would disclose his plans 
too soon. General Patton had a 
pretty healthy idea on military se­
curity. He observed precautions, but 
he never expected a secret to win 
a battle for him.

Few secrets do win wars. You still 
win wars by the old Southern cav­
alry principle of “gitting thar fust- 
est with the mostest' of whatever 
you think will stun the enemy, 
whether you hit him with a pseudo­
secret atom bomb or a handy crow­
bar.

The enduring secret of warfare is 
to have what it takes in the right 
place when you need it. No other 
secret brings victory.

'Flying Saucer' Craze 
Hils Most Every Town

SHAMROCK. (Special)—The age- 
old and customary greetings such 
as “hello" or "how do you do?” 
have passed out of the picture or 
gone down as old-fashioned or obso­
lete—for the time being, at least.

Oalied Nations Gel Cooperative Plan 
For Regulation of Middle East FieldsO i l  N e w s

A proposal has been submitted to 
the United Nations for regulation 
of Middle East oil fields by that 
body. The plan was proposed by the 
International Cooperative Alliance, 
whose membership is said to rep­
resent co-operatives in 39 nations, 
with its principal membership in 
the United States, Britain and Swe­
den, and its proponents suggested 
that it favored eventual regulation 
by the United Nations of all the oil 
deposits of the world.

As a specialized agency officially 
attached to the United Nations, the 
alliance p’.accd the plan on the 
Bummer Session docket.

A spokesman described Middle 
Eastern oil as a danger spot in in­
ternational regulations, and said 
that East-West tension would be de­
creased in regard to the current 
spirited competition for oil require­
ments and acquisition of other por­
tions of the Middle East for pros­
pecting. The five-part plan would 
call for:

1. Planning and enforcement of 
conservative measures.

2. Giving all governments the 
right to buy oil from the Middle 
East on an equal basis.

3. Barring discrimination as to 
types of buyers, whether govern­
ments. corporations or co-opera­
tives.

4 . ' Prohibition of price discrimi­
nation as between governments, or 
Targe purchasers.

5. Sitting as a tribunal on com­
plaints from governments, lessees 
or purchasers.

Gasoline, Fuel 
Oil Prices May 
Go Even Higher

NEW YORK—iff)—The prices of 
gasoline and home fuel oil, which 
have started climbing upward in 
various sections of the country in 
the past few days, are likely to go 
still higher and affect more arena, 
industry leaders hâve predicted.

The increases are attributed to 
advancing crude oil prices, “phe­
nomenal demand" for petroleum 
products, shortages in some sections, 
notably the midwest, and mounting 
costs of discovery and development 
of oil reserves.

Crude oi! prices went to $2.05 a 
barrel, up 80 cents from the OPA 
ceiling, in the East Texas Field 
Thursday when the Pr emier Oil Re­
fining Co. boosted its quotations 10 
cents. Other companies in the field 
were still holding to $1.95.

Premier last January boosted pri­
ces 10 cents, from $1.70 to $1.80, and 
within two months other companies 
followed suit.

The latest price boost came only 
a few weeks after Eugene Holman, 
president of Standard Oil Co. (NJ) 
told Pennsylvania crude producers 
current prices were sufficient. Most 
major oil companies assented but 
several independents clamored for 
increases.

Crude oil increases were reflected 
by a half cent a gallon jump in 
Texas tank wagon prices, and a cent 
rise in retail prices there. Ohio gas­
oline prices went up a cent a gal­
lon retail.

To meet what it described as 
“phenomenal demand" for oil pro­
ducts. the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion yesterday raised crude-oil pro­
duction allowables 68,773 barrels a 
day until Sept 1.

The National Petroleum Council 
said crude production was running 
700.000 barrels a day below demand, 
and urged that 18.000 tons of steel 
be set aside monthly for new tank 
cars.

Oil men said the industry was 
faced with large increases in the 
cost of finding and developing crude 
oil reserves and with big mounting 
costs of equipment and installation. 
Some said these mounting costs 
vould be reflected inevitably in 
higher prices for gasoline and home 
fuel oils, in spite of the announced 
desire of major oil companies to 
held prices down.

If General Eisenhower has decided th a t a fte r  32 years 

in the Army he has discharged his duty to his country, his 
fellow Am ericans will not be so ungrateful as to  con tra­
d ic t him. Yet the re  is certain  to be a feeling of reg re t a t 
his decision, along with the happier and no less heartfe lt 
congratulations to the G eneral anti to Columbia University 
on their m utual good fortune.

Dwight D. Eisenhower is a lready  dne of the tru ly  be­
loved figures of our m ilitary history. Millions of A m eri­
cans who know him only through photographs and new s­
reels must instinctively "have liked and trusted  him. They 
could scarcely help it.

They have respected him as a brillian t com m ander and 
an able adm inistrator. They have adm ired the diplomacy 
which enabled him to reason with some of the more pos­
itive dnd tem peram ental Allied leaders, convince them, 
and persuade them  to a unanimous decision when unani­
mity was of decisive im portance to the whole w orld’s fu ­
tu re .

As Chief of S taff, G eneral Eisenhow er has not only 
w orked to give th e  country an  adequate peacetim e de­
fense. He has also urged his countrym en, with compelling 
sincerity, to increase th e ir individual efforts to bring about 
lasting peace.

Quite possibly G eneral Eisenhower m ight have had A 
presidential nomination by the nod of his head. Instead he 
has chosen to accept leadership of one of the country’s 
oldest, largest and most famous universities. In doing so 
he has chosen to limit som ew hat his service to  the nation. 
But there  seems little reason to fea r th a t th a t service will 
be continued w ithin the boundaries of cam pus or academ ­
ic schedule.

G eneral Eisenhower will be w orking in the g reat city 
which is now the home and capital of the  United Nations. 
The position he will occupy, beginning next year, is of con­
siderable consequence in the educational and cultural life 
of th a t city. The schools over which he will preside a ttrac t 
students from all over the world.

Also the G eneral inherits with his position a pattern, 
alm ost a tradition, of activity from his predecessor. The 
venerable Nicholas M urray Butler, now retired, led an in­
credibly busy life fo r 50 years as scholar, executive, au ­
tho r, politician, civic leader, and internationally influen­
tial educator.

M E ! hBAROMETER—Mr. Fairless at­
titude and figures nave iorcc.: a re­
vision in the estimates of both pub­
lic and private economists about the 
imminence of a recession.

WASHINGTON —<NEA>— Kan­
sas Sen. Arthur Capper's Agrlcu'- 
ture Committee is expected to report 
favorably this week on a bill “to es­
tablish a national soil fertility po­
licy.” If this sounds as if Congress 
was about to pas a law to make the 
ground yield more crops per acre, 
that isn't quite it. ,

First thing the bill would do is> 
give the Tennessee Valley Authority 
$6 million to build an experimental 
plant a t Mobile. Ala., to make triple 
super-phosphate fertilizer by a new 
blast furnace process, using Florida 
phosphate rock and Alabama coal.

"then the Department of Agricul­
ture would be empowered to take 
the 100,000 tons of ferUlizer this 
plant would produce, buy another 
million tons from private industry, 
and give it all away free except for 
the freight costs.

Secretary of Agriculture Clinton 
Anderson is against doing it on this 
lavish a scale. But the idea of the 
bill is to conduct test demonstra­
tions on 2 percent Of al the farms 
in every state in the Union. This 
means the tests would be run on an 
average of 30 to 60 farms in every' 
county. The program would cost $16 
million a year.

All this would go cn for five
Sears. Then the test plant would 

ave to be sold to private industry 
and the farmer.-, who wanted triple 
superphosphate would have to buy 
St on the open market.
LOOKS LIKE A FAT SUBSIDY 

Now this looks like a nice fat sub­
sidy for the fertilizer trust. It makes 
the government do a basic research 
job. it develops a lot of new custo­
mers and then it turns the business 
over to private enterprise But 
strangely enough, fertilizer manu­
facturers are trying to kill the bill.

American Plant Food Council and 
National Fertilizer Association, the 
manufacturers' trade organizations 
maintaining lobbyists in Washing­
ton are against it. What their battle 
boils down to is another round in 
the old struggle of private enter­
prise vs government operation of

Fertilizer use increased up to 400 
percent.
ELECTRIC FURNACE 
DEVELOPED BY TVA

Then TVA developed an electric 
furnace method of produrting phos­
phates. During the war TVA pro­
duced 60 percent of the phosphates 
used in munitions In spite of all 
these benefits which the Industry 
gained, it still bucks any extension 
of this type of research.

What really bothers form experts 
(is the need for re-enrichlng U. S. 
soil. Heavily drained bv over-pro­
duction In recent years, the fertility 
of American farmland is said to be 
running out.

TVA tests indicate that what is 
needed is the application of 75 
pounds of triple superphosphate per 
acre per year to establish and main­
tain fertility of pastures and crop­
land. Present U. S. use averages 
only 14 pounds per acre per year.

In other words, what the country 
is said to reed is an e.nnral produc­
tion of six million tons of triple su- 
lierphosphate. Whnt it is getting 
under the fertilizers industry's pro­
duction of what It thinks it can sell 
is one million tons a year.

TVA is now producing about 6 
iwrcent of the total. Tire proposed 
Mobile plant would produce another 
4  percent. So 90 precent of the busi­
ness would still be in the hands of 
private industry, if Industry was 
Just smart enough ta step up and 
take it.
