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City Council Passes 
School Bus Ordinance
An Ordinance requiring ve- 

tilcles to stop for scnooi txises, 
taking on and discharging pas­
sengers was passed by the City 
Council at a Thursday night 
meeting.

The new ordinance is very 
similar to state law, which gov­
erns school buses on highways 
and rural areas. Mayor M il­
ler noted that school buses, 
now make several stops in west 
Gatesville and in Westview ad­
dition. The state law does not 
apply to traffic in corporate 
limits, creating the need for 
the city ordinance.

The council voted to construct 
a sewage extension on Waco 
Street from 22nd west toward 
19th street, approximately 400 
feet. The project will be han­
dled by the city. No cost 
estimates were made.

The council voted to make 
necessary street improvements 
in the Housing project area. 
Work on St. Louis, 14th, 17th, 
8th and 19th streets are sche­
duled for the very near future. 
St. Louis Street has been de­
signated as a “ thru street”  
to carry traffic from east 
Gatesville to Lutterloh. It is 
hoped that St. Louis will car­
ry some of the traffic pre­
sently using Main street.

Councilman, Crestón Brazzil 
and Mayor Miller attended 
Housing and Urban Development 
meetings in Fort Worth, Wed­
nesday. Possible sources of 
hm dr'ñr improvements in tlie 
Housing project area were stu­
died at the meetings.

The c o u n c i l  appropriated 
$500 for the beginning of the 

. renovation work of the old high 
- school gym. The old gym will 

house the city recreation pro­
gram, which was budgeted by 
the city.

Parks and Recreation Chair­
man, Gene Chitwood explained 
Saturday, that the $500 would 
be used in providing adequate 
showers and rest room facili­
ties at the gym. The gym 
p r e s e n t l y  operated by the 
Gatesville Jaycees is to re­
ceive a complete renovation 
with the use of voluntary work­
ers. Chitwood noted the fa­
cility was in good condition 
considering its age.

Plans call for an area for 
young children'sactivities, ping 
pong, shuffleboard, basketball 
and volleyball.

Volleyball will get underway 
in early May with a tourna­
ment. Chitwood plans the tour­
nament as an introductory ad- 
tlvity. Anyone wishing to en­
ter a team or an ii^ividual 
can do so. The tournament

plans, presently in early stages, 
hope to attract teams from many 
Coryell communities.

The beginning annual budget 
calls for expenditues of $5^0 
with revenue of $5720. The 
city of Gatesville plans to con­
tribute $3500 annually to the 
programs the other $2220 will 
come from donations, fees, re­

ceipts and projects of the Parks 
and Recreation Center.

Chitwood explained that the 
Center would hire a manager 
to organize leagues, schedule 
activities, provide referees and 
other duties at the center. The 
manager is budgeted for $2400 
a year under the proposed bud­
get.

A PPROPRIATIONS BILL —  
Last week, the Senate Finance 
Subcommittee completed its 
work on the appropriations bill, 
presented it to the rest of the 
committee members and re­
ceived unanimous approval 
for the bill from the entire 
Senate. The five-member sub­
committee, on which I served, 
recommended a two-year w -  
propriations bill totaling $5.7 
billions from all funds to finance 
the operations of State govern­
ment for the 1970-71 biennium.

THE SPENDING BILL does 
not include a teacher’ spay raise 
or funds for new college fa­
cilities, two items which are 
expected to run the new .tax 
needs up to about $300 mil­
lion. These would be provid­
ed for by other legislation, ac­
cording to the Senate Finance 
Committee’ s plan. The mea­
sure provides for a $182.7 mil­
lion increase in spending for 
education and a $51.6 million in­
crease for health, hospitalsand

youth correction. THE BILL 
ALSO CALLS for salary in­
creases of 5 percent for col­
lege faculty members and state 
employees would receive rais­
es averaging 9 percent the first 
year and 5 percent the second 
year. Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes 
praised the bill and said this 
session will be “ one of tte 
most postive and productive 
sessions the legislature has 
ever had.’ ’

SENATE APPROVES L I­
QUOR AMENDMENT —  The 
controversial issue of “ liquor 
by the drink’ ’ has been a very 
important question this session 
of the legislature. During the 
^ c i a l  Session last summer, 
the mixed drink bill failed to 
pass and I followed the man­
date of my district voting 
against the bill. Now, however, 
it is somewhat of a different 
issue. The legislation which 
was approved by the Senate and 
sent to the House last week, 
was in the form of a consti­
tutional amendment to allow 
voters to decide on liquor - by 
the - drink on a local option 
tesis

I OFFERED AN AMEND­

MENT to the measure, which 
was accepted, clarifying the 
language which would appear 
on the ballot to be submitted 
to the people in November of 
1970 at the general election.

'H  would ask the voters flat­
ly to declare whethery they fa­
vored or opposed “ repeal of the 
prohibition against open sa­
loons’ ’ found in the Constitu­
tion. The issue o f the con­
stitutional amendment is nei­
ther a wet nor a dry issue as 
it will not determine if liquor 
can or cannot be sold. The 
only issue actually is for the 
people to once and for a ll de­
finitely state wehther they wish 
to empower the Legislature to 
deal with ths problem head on 
and not through subterfuge such 
as the mini-bottle bill. Should 
the amendment be approved by 
the voters, even then the Le­
gislature could only authorize 
liquor-by-the-drink to be ap­
proved on a local option basis.

WHILE I DO NOT FAVOR 
liquor-by-the-drink and voted 
against it when it was submit­
ted in the November referen­
dum, I have a great hesitancy 
toward telling the people of 
this State that they themselves 
do not have the of^rtunity to 
express their wishes. May I 
assure you once again that  
should this measure be adopt­
ed by the people of Texas ,  
and subsequently should any at­
tempt be made to pass legis­
lation which would authorize 
the sale of liquor-by-the-dilnk, 
I would oppose such legisla­
tion vigorously.

Regulations

Must Be Obeyed
Once again the time of year 

has rolled around, whereas far­
mers and ranchers will be want­
ing to make good use of Hor­
mone-type chemicals for weed 
and brush control. Prior to 
making any type application of 
these chemicals, all persons in 
regulated counties must follow 
the State regulations set forth 
in House Bill No. 402 and Her­
bicide Regulations No. IE, 
which govern all sales and use 
of Hormone-type Herbicides. 
Some of the basic regulations 
are as follows;

(1) No person shall apply 
Herbicides to a total of more 
than ten (10) acres in any one 
year without obtaining a per­
mit for such application.

(2) Permit Fees; A per­
mit lee of ten (10^) cents per 
acre for acreage sprayed shall 
be submitted with application 
for spraying permit.

(3) I f  a person does not ^ ray  
a total of more than ten (10) 
acres during any one year, per­
mits or fees are not required.

(4) All persons except those 
applying to lawns who apply 
Hormone-type Herbicides to 
less than ten (10) acres in any 
one year must vve notice of 
each operation to the Commis­
sioner of Agriculture prior to

Plastics Flourish 
In Winter Sports

Plastic skis are making their 
mark on the nation’s 8lo{)es 
this year, according to  Chemi­
cal and Engineering News, 
with plastic clothing and plas­
tic boots also enjoying wide 
popularity. The proportion of 
plastic-skis alone is expected 
to jump from  16 percent in 
1968 to more than 40 percent 
o f the total ski market by 
1970, the magazine says. More 
than $220 million was spent by 
2 million skiers on ski clothing 
and equipment during the last 
season, the report n^tes.

About $30 million worth o f 
chemicals and plastics is used 
to make skiers clothes and 
boots and another $30 million 
goes into the skis. The skiers 
themselves are increasing in 
numbers at the rate o f 16 to 20 
percent each year.

01 this $5.8 billion budget, 
$69.7 million is recommend­
ed for support of the State 
Department of Public Safety, 
an increase of $10.2 million 
over the current level of spend­
ing by that agency. Difference 
would pay for the hiring of 
150 more highway patrolmen, 
50 more narcotics agents and 
10 additional intelligence a- 
gents, as well as $864,638 lor 
an addition to tb e Homer 
Garrison Jr. Police Training 
Academy in Austin.

Despite all its belt, the Se­
nate bill contained no funds 
for the anticipated $220 million 
teacher - pay - raise, the 
contemplated $30 million lilt 
in the welfare ceiling, $16.5 
million for two new medical 
schools, $7.5 million for a new 
dental school or $6 million for 
planning new colleges.

Include these high-priority 
items and you are looking at 
a tax bill a lot closer to $345 
million than $63,3 million.

However, House Speaker Gus 
Mutscher has called for an ap­
propriations bill which will re­

quire no new revenue. It would 
include money for new medical 
schools, dental school and col­
lege planning.

Major difference in the bills 
is in the area of higher edu­
cation, where the Senate would 
raise general fund appropria­
tions of 22 senior colleges and 
universities $106.5 million, 
public junior colleges $19.3 
million.

First bearings on major tax 
bills are getting under way.

HB 451 would equalize the tu­
ition paid by a resident at state 
and non-state schools.

CITIES GET SALES TAX 
REBATE

Nearly 290 Texas cities last 
week received a whopping$28.2 
million in allocations from the 
state comptroller as their share 
of the one percent local option 
municipal tax for the last quar­
ter of 1968.

Totals ranged from $122 for 
little Josephine to $6.4 million 
for big Houston. Comptroller 
reported totals exceeded expec­
tations in nearly all cases.

TAX FACTS UNCORKED

Committee on Public School 
Education has released its stu­
dy on school district tax in­
equalities which admittedly may 
provoke legal action.

Survey found "inequities are 
the rule in this state rather 
than the exception” , that 64 per­
cent of state’ s school districts 
have an average ratio of asses­
sed value to market value of 
20 percent or less. Ratios 
range from 14 percent on un­
developed land to 41 percent 
on banks and private homes.

COPSE Chairman Leon Ja- 
worski of Houston said the Com­
mittee vras reluctant to publish 
firgures since they might lead 
to embarrassment for many lo­
cal districts.

L e g i s l a t o r s  sponsoring 
COPSE recommendations as 
bills in House and Senate said 
that, whether legal action re­
sults or not, people “ have both 
a right to know the facts and 
an obligation to take appro­
priate action."

COPSE bills, aired before 
the House Public Education 
Committee last week, came un­
der heavy shelling from rural 
school spokesmen and property 
owners.

(3) Inform yourself about our 
nation’ s history and see how 
our nation’ s leaders became 
great and pattern yourself a f­
ter them.

(4) Inform yourself first on 
issues and candidates and then 
make a decision.

(5) Express this decision 
through the ballot box on elec­
tion day, not with placards in a 
riot.

(6) Inform yourself of the 
evils of Communism and its 
followers and vow to keep your 
nation free from it.

(7) Worship the God of your 
faith.

These are but a few simple 
suggestions, but if followed they 
will strengthen the backbone of 
our nation.

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Next Thursday I plan to be­
gin a 10-day visit to South­
east Asia, It will be my fifth 
visit to South Vietnam and my 
first since November of 1M7.

Since my last visit several 
developments have taken place: 
President Johnson imposed a 
halt in our bombing of North 
Vietnam. General Creighton 
Abrams has taken command of 
our forces in Vietnam. The 
work of upgrading the effective­
ness of the ARVN toops -- 
the Army of the Republic of 
Vietnam -- is going forward. 
Negotiations in Paris have be­
gun. The Communists have 
i n i t i a t e d  another offensive. 
And, most recently, the South 
Vietnamese government indi­
cated it is now ready to talk 
privately with the Viet Cong In 
Paris.

As a member of the Senate 
Armed Services Committee, it 
is Important, I believe, for me 
to gain a first-hand impression 
of the effects of all these de­
velopments upon our military 
effort in Vietnam.

To gauge these effects, I will 
take time to talk privately and 
informally with many of our 
troops in the field as well as 
with our military and civilian 
leaders. I plan to visit Army, 
A ir Force, Navy and Marine 
enlisted men in the four major 
combat zones -- the Mekong 
Delta, around Saigon, the cen­
tral highlands and the area 
just south of the de-militarized 
zone between North and South 
Vietnam.

Among our military and ci­
vilian leaders with whom I plan 
to meet are our ambassador 
to South Vietnam, Ellsworth 
Bunker ;  our ambassador to 
Thailand, Leonard Unger: Gen 
eral Abrams; and the comman­
der of our 25th Infantry Di­
vision, Major General Ellis W. 
Williamson; our 4th Infantry 
Division, Brig. General, Donn 
R. Pepke; and our 1 st A ir Ca­
valry; Major General George 
I. Forsythe.

1 know that the Vietnam war 
is the issue uppermost in your 
minds. The war has already 
gone on for a much longer time 
than any of us would have liked. 
And the peace negotiations in 
Paris are progressing very 
slowly. Apparently the North 
Vietnamese government is fol­
lowing the traditional Commu­
nist strategy of slowing down 
negotiations while intensifying 
their combat activities in the 
hope that we will become frus­
trated and settle for far less 
than our original goals.

Our original roals, however, 
were not unrealistic and it is 
my belief that we should not 
settle for less.

Let us recall just what it is 
that we seek through our mili­
tary activities in South Vietnam 
and at the negotiations in Paris.

We seek first and foremost 
an honorable, just and lasting 
peace for all of Southeast A- 
sla.

We seek a chance for the 
South Vietnamese people to 
freely develop their economy, 
freely choose their form of gov­
ernment, and freely develop 
stable political institutions.

We seek to make credible to

our enemies in this world, our 
determination -- our ability to 
resist aggression — and our 
willingness to fulfill our obli­
gations under our treaty com - 
mltments.

And we seek eventually to 
help develop Southeast Asian 
regional organisations through 
which those countries can un­
dertake effective self-help pro­
grams.

These are our ^ I s .  They 
are just, reasonatue and clear. 
And it is imperative to our 
own natloal interest that these 
goals be achieved.

1 do not know exactly what 
I will find in Vietnam. I hope 
that when I return I will be 
able to report that the train­
ing of the ARVN troops is go­
ing along 0 well that it will 
be possible in the near future 
to reduce our own troop com­
mitment in South Vietnam. But 
this is only a hope. It is not 
an expectation.

I have always hoped for an 
early end to the war in Viet­
nam, but at the same time I

have strongly opposed any ac­
tion on our part which might 
show a lack of resolve to our 
enemies — which might bol­
ster their claim that the United 
States is a “ paper tiger.'*

We cannot afford to become 
Impatient in our efforts to seek 
to find a just, honorable and 
lasting peace in Sotheast A- 
sia. A peace settlement which 
can be interpreted as a “ pull­
out" on our part, will only 
encourage our enemies to con­
tinue their aggressive activi­
ties elsewhere. Such a settle­
ment would not ensure peace 
for our nation but would on­
ly insure another war. We must 
remain firm in our resolve to 
contain the communists and 
keep them as far as possible 
from our shores.

When I return from my Viet­
nam trip, I will make a full 
report to the Armed Services 
Committee and then meet with 
the press to make a public re­
port. I hope that I will have 
good news to report to you 
in my first broadcast after 
my return.

**Beft Food In Town"*

The House has at last pe- 
gun to move on some impor- 
unt legislation and, as is of 
ten times the case, the more 
Important the bill or the lar- 

r the appropriation the less 
scusslon is held. Actually, 

the must bitter criticism of ex­
penditures always comes over 
relatively minor items.

This week we passed an ap­
propriation bill providing a bil­
lion dollars to restore the capi­
tal stock ofthe Commodity Cre­
dit Corporation. This in e f­
fect maintains the agricultural 
price support program, as much 
of the payment Is made through 
the Commodity Credit Corpora­
tion.

Yesterday afternoon the 
House voted 341 to 21 in fa­
vor of the passage of a bill 
to enable the Armed Services 
to continue to acquire needed 
equ i pme nt ,  particularly air­
craft. Although the vote a- 
gainst It was not large and 
there were practically no Floor 
fight yesterday, most of the 
previous day had been taken up 
by Members who wanted to 
criticize our military effort.

Most of the critics start from 
the premise that “ we want peace 
in Vietnam and around the 
world.”  Everybody agrees with 
this. They then reason that we 
would have peace if we turned 
South Vietnam over totheCom- 
munlsts and moved our troops 
home.

Apart from the problems 
raised by this blatant betrayal 
of those who have relied on 
us, and apus, and apart from 
parable injury it would un­
doubtedly do to the reputation 
of our country for honesty, re­
liability and cooperation with 
other freedom-loving people, I 
have been unable to understand 
how these “ doved" rationalize 
that their belief that this would 
end Communist aggression. 
When one points out that we 
would probatdy not be able to 
get all of our troops as far as 
Honolulu before the Commu­
nists began a push to take ov­
er some other free people, they 
simply state "that Is just an 
assumption. You can't prove 
that theCommunists would start 
another aggression."

Of course, you can't prove 
that Mao Tse-tung would not 
immediately hold free elections 
in Red China, but based upon 
bis history 1 don't beltove that 
anybody thinks he would. And 
I don't believe that based upon 
the experience we have had with 
the Communists in Korea and 
Czechoslovakia, in Hungary, in 
the Middle East, in Malaya, 
and in the Philippines, that it 
is reasonable to believe that 
if  given the opportunity to take 
over all of Southeast Asia with­
out ansserious opposition, that 
the Communists would hesitate 
very long about moving further. 
And where would these unreal­
istic Americans expect them to 
stop? Why would they not take 
over the Philiroines and Japan?

They say that we are now

in tho “ wrong" place, 
t isprobably the “ right”  

place. As far as I am con­
cerned. the farther away from 
Central Texas we can keep the 
fighting, the better I like it.

Interestingly enough, these 
same people who do not want 
us to attack the North Vietna­
mese in Hanoi are generally 
the ones who do not want us to 
punish crime at home. They 
are the same people who tell 
us that long-haired, unwashed 
hippies should be allowed to 
dictate the courses and the busi­
ness management of our uni­
versities, I never have ser­
iously considered moving from 
the United States, but if these 
folks should take over our in­
stitutions, I would want to look 
for some other place to spend 
the rest of my years, I am 
not, however, making any plans 
to move just now because I 
still have confindence that most 
Americans are sound, patriotic 
freedom-loving and brave peo­
ple.
