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No new features were to be noted
in the stocker and feeder trade today.

There was another good run today
In the sheep house, early estimates
calling for 5,000 or an increase of over
3,000 with both a week and a year
ago. The five leading markets had
35,000, a gain of 13,000 compared
with last Tuesday. Arrivals were
mostly on the western order with a
sprinkling of mnative stock. As was
the case yesterday, sheep made the
bulk of the arrivals. Trade started
off rather slowly, as considerable stuff
was reported back and buyers seemed
disposed to wait until everyvthing was
in. Eastern markets came higher
and there was a stronger tone to trade
at Missouri river points. Buyers had
good orders, but did not seem in-
clined to pay the stronger prices asked
by sellers. Early transactions were
on a steady to strong basls, a small
string of native lambs selling at $6.75
and wethers at $5.356. The late mar-
ket had good active tone_and the
close was strong to 10c¢ higher.

FINE SUMMER SAUSAGE.

The foliowing is recommended as an
excellent recipe for summer sausage:
Use lean beel, 40 ibe.; lean pork, 8 lbs.;
back fat, 20 ibs., cat iato thin etrips;
4 1bs. salt, X Ib. ground pepper, % Ib.
saltpeter and X 1b. granulated sugar,
First chop the bee! rather fine, then add
pork and chop together until medium
floe; then add back fat and chop all to-
gether about two minutes, The season-
ing should be added shorlly alter add-
ing the pork, well distributed. Aflter
the mase is well ground asnd mixed,
make into loaves, well worked so as to
exclude all alr and leave in she cooler
over night,

Use bee! or hog bungs which have
been well washed and fturmed in hot
water. The fat should be all trimmed
off the gut, being carelul not to cut any
holes therein, however. Then wipe dry
with clean cloth and re-turn, when they
are ready for filling. Take every pre-
caution to exclude air in stuffing,

After siuffing, bang In a dry place
where there is a good olrpulation of dry
alr until the sausage assumes a pro-
nounced red color. Them put in cold
smoke 24 to 88 hours. Never allow frost
to touch this sausage. There is no ques-
tion as to the standard of this ssusage
beiog high if all instructions given here
are strictly followed.

The
mere cutting back will induce most
of the buds to form branches If not
cut back, usually but a few compar
atively weak branches will push oul
and these near the top Many trees
die outright where this Important
feature is neglected. The second yvear
from three to five branches are select-
ed to form the framework of the tree
All the rest are removed. The select-
ed branches should be properly spaced
around the stem so0 as to form a sym-
metrical well-balanced top One
should constantly have in mind the
way the tree will appear when it is
full grown

Many may think at first that the
distance between the first and last
limbs as given above is far too great,
but when the branches grow to be six
and eight inches in diameter the pro-
portion will not appear out of place
In fact, we believe that even a greater
distance, say 30 inches, will result in
a stronger tree. These framework
branches should bhe pruned back to
about fourteen inches Many side
branches will develop on each of these
limbs during the second year's growth
The second pruning will consist in
selgeting two branches on each of the
last year's limbs, one near the center
of the top and the other at about
fourteen inches distance. The main
branch is cut off just above the last
one selected. The rest of the branches
are removed as before. The selected
branches are cut back to about four-
teen inches.

The third pruning is mere repetiton,
selecting two branches on each one of
last year's growth properly spaced
and heading them in. If we have
started the tree with three limbs we
should now have, after the third
pruning, twenty-four scaffold limbs,
or, if the start was made with five,
there will be forty limbs. This will
be enough to satisfy any one, and
meets the objection sometimes ralsed
that this system does not provide a
sufficient amount of top. In practice
it is doubtful if forty limbs will ever
be left, but judgment must be used in
this respect.

Some have found that such prun-
ing during the early life of a tree re-
tards its time of coming into bearing.

Notwithstanding the much vaunted
popularity of aifalfa in the states of
Kansas and Nebraska it must be
borne in mind that there is scarcely
more than one per cent of the farms
that are growing the crop to any con-
siderable extent. Hence there ia
abundant room and need for clover
growing. The extent of the present
season’'s seeding to  either crop is
largely a matter of available seed
supplies.

In this connection it mayv be In
order to suggest that farmers who are
counting on sowing clover seed in the
spring will certainly be consulting
their own best Interests by looking
into the matter of securing seed at
the earliest possible day. It is con-
ceded that the general supply is short,
and further than thig it may be reck-
oned that seed houses are not going
to load up with the usual large sup-
plies, owing to lack of ready funds
for swinging their usual heavy stocks.
Those faremsr who wait untll seeding
time, or a little before that date be-
fore buying, may be compelied to wait
still longer, if not indefinitely. If we
were in the marekt for clover or al-
falfa seed we should begin to look
around for the best and surest source
of supply right now. It is quite prob-
able that seed may be bought for less
money also at an early date in the
season. Try our suggestion and see
if we are not right.

claimed was undertaken In this law,
and that protection from accidents in
interstate commerce could not be con-
strued as any part of “commerce” of
any kind. Both the Kentucky and
Tennessce decisions were afirmed by
Justice White's opinion on the ground
that the law is not confined to the
regulation of the business of inter
state carriers, but undertakes to regu
late their dealings with their em-
ployes.

The decision has been expected ever
since the beginning of the recent term
of court as the cases were argued
last term, but the reason for the de-
lay became apparent Monday when
the court’s conclusions were an-
nounced. It then became evident that
while Justice White had been chosen
to announce the court’s decision there
were comparatively few of his col
leagues who were agreed with him as to
the argument with which he reached
his conclusion, and the result has been
reached with difficulty. The chiet
justice, Justice Brewer and Justice
Peckham joined with Justice White
in the result arrived at but they did
not follow him in his assertion of the
power of congress to regulate the rela-
tion between master and servant. Jus-
tice Day concurred in the decision.
Justice Moody dissented entirely
holding that the law is constitutional
on all points. He expressed the
opinion that congress had the general
power to pass the act and the courts
position was an interference with the
domain of the legislative branch of
the government.

COUNTERED MISFORTUNE,

Maine and Philadelphia Never Went
Right — Chicago Called “Lame
White Swan” — Baltimore
Blessed with Good Luck.

Washington.—The return of the
cruiser Baltimore from what is said to
be her last voyage as a fighting ves-
sol of the navy caused Carl Edwards
to speak reminiscently. “She was
one of the first warships of the so-
called white squadron,” he said, “to be
built by our government. She cannot
be considered as belonging to the
‘boodoo  class,’ which includes the
first Maline, the Philadelphia and, to a
certain extent, the Chicago and the
Texas.

“The Malne, upon starting upon her
first cruise from the Brookiyn navy
yard, did not set level with her water
ling. She was ‘down by the head'
which was regarded as an unlucky
omen. It Is pot necessary to relate
|-her successive misfortunes, conclud-
ing with her tragic end in Havana har-
L&. with which began ome of the In-
terésting epochs in American history.

“The Philadelphia, sister ship of
the Baltimore, was never sent far
from home waters. Originally square
rigged, military masts were substi
tuted on account of top-heaviness.
Good management, coupled with good
fortune, prevented her from absolute-
Iy turning turtle on more than one oc-
casion.

“The Texas was looked on as con
siderable of a hoodoo untll she re
deemed her reputation at the battle
of Santiago.

Secretary Taft Makes Strong Plea to
Congress for Better Condi-
tiong for Seidlers.

Washington, Jan. 7.—Secretary Taft
1s & strong advecate of increased pay
for tne army amd his annual report,
Just sent to comgress, completely dis-
pels any doubt that may exist as to
the secretary's pesition. The report
shows rapld decrease in the serength
of the regular army in recent years
(the loss last year being 4,428 men)
and the present meed for officers to
replace those now detailed on recruit-
ing duty as military instructors in
educational institutions. The secretary
fdeclares that while many reasons
Phave been advanced to explain the
difficuity, a sufficient reason is to be
found in the inadequacy of army pay.
“I think it quite probable.” he says,
“that an increase in the pay of the en-
listed men, including considerable ad-
ditional inducement for the men to
re-enlist and such reasonable increase
in the pay of nom-commissioned offi-
cers as would stimulate men to re
main in the service and to quality
themselves for these higher positions,
would have a markedly beneficial ef-
fect upon the recruitment of the
army.”

So the secretary earnestly favors
the adoption for the army of the naval
system, under which the president is
authorized to fix the rates of pay with-
in definite llmits, as a means of ob-
taining a better discipline and a high-
er efficiency. He also recommends the
creation of a general service corps
to relieve the soldiers of the wvast
amount of unmilitary work they are
now called upon to perform.
