School Attendance
Regulates Number of
Teachers Employed

Teachers and trustees have tried
to emphasize the importance of
school attendance, according to a
statement this week from the of-
fice of O. C. Cook, superintendent
of Hico Public Schools. His state-
ment continued
t *“The number of teachers em-
iployed in our local schools is based
on the number of days the stu-
dents attend school. The atten-
dance this year determines the
inumber of teachers next year The
Hico School has been eligible for
sixteen teachers for the past four
or five years. For the past three
| years the sixteenth teacher has
' been made possible by a small frac-
| tlon.

“For one teacher we are re
1qulred to show twenty-four stu-
|dents attending school one hun
{dred and seventy-five days To

have fifteen teachers for next year
we are required to have 2784 stu-
dents in school every day for one
hundred and seventy-five days
The past five months we have had
an average of 2724, which is only
™ per cent attendance. To ralse
(this average to 2784, it will be
necessary for us to have an aver-
age of 281 in school every day un-
{til is out, This Is on.y 965
per cent. We have at the present
iday only 289 eligible students in
school, which means that we can
have out 8 students per day and
meet our goal.
