and to the husband. Earl Gu>i ' 
Mr. Gunn was a Colorado Cil\ 
policeman.

Both Mr. Gunn and his daug 
ter were seriously III. Earllnr 
has completely reeovere 1. bu 
Mr. Gunn Is almost totally dls 
abled with paralysis of the arms 
and legs. He Is under treatment 
at the Veterans Hospital In B l: 
Spring. The daughter Is with 
her grandparents In Paducah.

Mrs. Gunn is lo lie confined 
in an Institution for the insane.
