The program building training 
in San Angelo last week was very 
informative. You may be hear­
ing about this work early next 
year as Mr. Lindsey and I will 
need some people to aid us in 
more program planning for the 
County,

Have you ever made Cranberry 
Quick Bread? It is such a nice 
Chritmas Coffee Cake idea I want 
to pass the recipe on to you. It 
keeps well either frozen or for a 
day or so just wrapped in foil. We 
like it hot with plenty of butter at 
our house — so I always manage 
to heat it for serving.

Cranberry Quick Bread
2 cups flour
1 teaspoon baking soda 
1 teaspoon salt 
Vi cup sugar 
1 egg
% cup orange juice
3 tablespoons white vinegar plus 

water to make % cup
1 teaspoon grated orange rind 
Vt cup melted shortening 
1 cup halves or coarsely chop­

ped raw cranberries 
1 cup chopped nuts 
Sift together flour, soda, salt and 

sugar into mixing bowl. Beat egg; 
add liquids, orange rind and melt­
ed shortening. Add all at once to 
flour mixture; stir until flour is 
just dampened. Add cranberries 
and nuts; stir just enough to blend 
well. Turn into greased 8%x4Vfex- 

loaf pan. Bake at 350 de­
grees for 60 to 70 minutes. Remove 
from pan; cool several hours or 
overnight before slicing.
