Within two da}'s, the House 
and the Senate, reversing the 
.veto of the President, made posi­
tive law out of the bill providing 
pdded benefits for the veterans, 
and an increase in the salaries of 
government enrployees. The ex­
soldiers will receive 75% of the 
pension formerly granted them, 
and the salary raise will amount 
to 5%. The budget total will be 
increased by about 228 milliot. 
dollars. Once more, legislation for 
the welfare of veterans has turn­
ed out to be hard to down.
