But Texans have very 
little hope left of 
fighting off what a- 
mounts to an attack on 
our resources. The 
House of Representa­
tives has passed Pres­
ident Carter's energy 
bill with much of the 
original proposal in­
tact. The provision in 
the bill which concerns 
me most today is the 
"fine print"—which 
gives the President 
power to allocate 
natural gas in times

of shortage. The 
President has insisted 
all along that he in­
tends never to use 
that power. He has 
insisted, however, that 
it be there for him to 
use.
With that power to al­

locate Texas' cleanest, 
cheapest, most plenti­
ful fuel, comes the 
power to export jobs 
out of our state. I 
am spending the month 
of August traveling 

throughout the state, 
explaining to both 
labor and management 
what their stake iS in 
this new legislation. 
Everywhere I ^o, workers 
are startled, and dis­
mayed to learn how the 
federal government can, 
and very likely will, 
affect their liveli­
hood.
It is horrible, on 

the fact of it, but 
true, that someone up 
in Washington will 
have the power to turn 
off the gas to Texas 
industry when there 
are shortages of sup­
ply. That means that 
the federal government 
will have the power to 
say it is more impor­
tant for a steel mill 
in Pennsylvania to 
stay open than for one 
in Texas to remain op­
en. The legislation 
gives the federal gov­
ernment power, then, 
to allocate our energy, 
our jobs and our 
wealth to other states— 
all for no more ter­
rible a crime than that 
Texas produces and uses 
more gas than any other 
state.
The House did vote 
against a proposal for 
a direct gasoline tax 
increase designed to

curb consumption. But 
by voting for a so- 
called wellhead equal­
ization oil tax, the 
House has ensured 
that drivers everywhere 
will be paying up to 
seven cents more for 
a gallon of gas in 
the near future.
Texans are an inde­

pendent breed, not 
given to whining when 
things seem to be go­
ing wrong. But we 
have been known to 
stand up for our rights 
in the face of. injust­
ice. It will take 
much of that indepen­
dent spirit and deter­
mination, to get us 
through the long, cold 
winter ahead.
