Family farm concept languishes with generation gap

While tax laws may have made it easier to pass the 
farm from one generation to the next, changing times 
have some families looking at the end of a way of life, 
according to a 30-year veteran of agricultural estate 
planning.

Wayne Hayenga, professor emeritus and a special­
ist with the Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service 
in College Station, has traveled throughout Texas for 
30 years trying to help people pass their agricultural 
estates on to the next generation.

“Every time there are changes to the tax laws, we see 
more demand for these workshops,” he said. “But the 
people basically just want to figure out how to keep 
the business going for one or two of the children and 
make sure all the rest are still taken care o f”

Hayenga said estate tax laws have made that easier 
over the years. Forty years ago, a person could only pass 
on $60,000 worth of property tax free and now that’s 
up to $5.3 million. Also, even if the property increased 
in value either because of inflation or demand, he said, 
“we don’t have to pay any capital gains tax on it now 
when someone dies.”

However, the continually changing tax laws and the 
dynamics of the agriculture industry itself are making 
estate planning anything but a one-size-fits-all deal, 
said the agricultural economist and attorney.

“Thirty years ago, I could throw something out to 
10 farmers that seven or more of them would under-

stand and be able to utilize. Now as farming opera­
tions have gotten bigger and different, if you have the 
same 10 farmers, I could throw out something and 
maybe only three have the business design that could 
utiBze that idea. The other seven we have to come up 
with a different plan.”

Hayenga likened it to the medical world. “When I 
was a kid we had the family doctor, and he took care 
of you from your scalp to your toenails. Today we have 
the eye doctor, throat doctor, heart doctor, diabetes 
doctor, foot doctor and dermatologist. Everytiiing is 
specialized these days.”

And just as the operations have changed, so have 
the families. More often there may be no one inter­
ested in running the family farm, he said.

“Yon may have a 1,000 acres at Dumas and you live 
there and know the tenants and suppliers and every­
thing there. But if you die and give it to three kids, 
one in Chicago, one in Houston and one who knows 
where, they don’t know people who can properly take 
care of it for them. So they worry about that. That as­
set of yours becomes a worry or a liability for them.”

Economies of scale for agriculture also have changed 
the picture, Hayenga said. Farming was a labor inten­
sive operation in the 1860s when the Homestead Act 
was passed.

“For a family with a couple mules and some kids, it 
was a big job to take care of 160 acres of land and raise 
com, cotton, oats or whatever. Now with the machin­
ery, equipment, chemical applications and the irriga­
tion systems required, for a lot of farmers. I’d say, it is

hard to make a living if you don’t have 4,000 or 5,000 
acres of land and some may have 15,000 to 25,000 
acres.

“And rather than using a 40 horsepower Farmall M, 
the most recent tractor we bought had 485 horsepow­
er, which is 10 times bigger. We can plant 300 acres a 
day, whereas back when I was a child, my father could 
plant 15 acres on a really good day.”

Farms have had to consolidate to stay in business, 
and as a result, there are not always those one or two 
children who want to take over such a major opera­
tion, Hayenga said.

“The agricultural ladder I learned about back in col­
lege was: you start out farming as a hired man work­
ing for a parent or neighbor, then you leased the land.

A ll w ill threaten the liveli­
hoods o f farmers, ranchers, and others in ru­
ral communities, making it necessary to seek 
methods to mitigate damage and adapt to the 
changes.

"In the summer o f 2013, USDA officials 
announced the creation o f regional climate 
hubs that willfocus on aiding farmers and 
ranchers in adapting to impacts o f climate 
change.

"The seven regional climate hubs will, 
hopefully, provide useful tools for farmers 
and ranchers to employ in their day-to-day 
operations, as well as in planning for the 
future. These hubs w ill translate data and 
research into real solutions and practices that 
can be p u t to use in the field. Their research 
w ill also provide ideas and direction fo r fed ­
eral conservation programs.

"Climate hubs should also offer farmers 
and ranchers an opportunity to share what 
they learn and help drive development o f in­
novative, practical solutions to the challenges 
they face. A nd  the time has come fo r  conser­
vation programs to help farmers and ranch­
ers adopt diverse agricultural systems that 
are more responsive to a changing climate. ”

the Center of Rural Affairs weighs in on.
I mean it’s nice to have an ally out here in 
the sticks, right?

But these climate hubs and opinion of 
climate change are a bunch of cow m eth­
ane (if you catch my meaning).

AUSTIN — In the final week before 
Tuesday, March 4, Primary Election Day, 
candidates put on final pushes in hopes 
of getting enough votes to be their party’s 
nominee for the general election in No­
vember.

A ruling by a San Antonio federal court 
on Feb. 26 moved a hot-button issue front 
and center, giving candidates a last-minute 
opportunity to delineate their stand. In a 
case brought by two same-sex couples, San 
Antonio U.S. District Judge Orlando G ar­
cia declared unconstitutional the Texas law 
and a related state constitutional amend­
ment that prohibit same-sex marriage and 
the recognition of out-of-state same-sex 
marriages. On page 46 of his ruling, Garcia 
wrote, “Equal treatment of all individuals 
under the law is not merely an aspiration 
— it is a constitutional mandate. Conse­
quently, equal protection is at the heart of 
our legal system and is essential for the ex­
istence of a free society.”

Right away, however, Garcia placed a 
stay on his order preventing the state from 
enforcing those laws, pending an appeal 
filed by the Texas attorney general’s of­
fice in the Fifth Circuit U.S. Court of A p­
peals.

Gov. Rick Perry reacted, saying, “It is 
not the role of the federal government 
to overturn the will of our citizens. The 
10th Amendment guarantees Texas voters 
the freedom to make these decisions and 
this is yet another attempt to achieve via 
the courts what couldn’t be achieved at the 
ballot box.”

Texas Roman Catholic Bishops issued a 
joint statement expressing disappointment 
in the court’s decision.

“There are good, well-meaning people 
on both sides” of the issue,” said Texas A t­
torney General and G O P gubernatorial 
candidate Greg Abbott. But, he added, 
“The Texas Constitution defines marriage 
as between one man and one woman. If  
the Fifth Circuit honors those precedents.

then today’s decision should be overturned 
and the Texas Constitution will be up­
held.”

Texas Democratic Party Chairman Gil- 
berto Hinojosa, in a statement released af­
ter Judge Garcia’s ruling, said: “The Texas 
Democratic Party believes that everyone 
should have the right to be with the per­
son they love and we look forward to the 
day in Texas when everyone can marry 
who they love. This is a historic day for the 
LGBT (lesbian, gay, bisexual, transsexual) 
community and the state of Texas. As Dr. 
(M artin Luther) King (Jr.) once stated, 
‘The arc of the moral universe is long, but 
it bends towards justice.’Today, all Texans 
can celebrate that we are one step closer to 
justice and equality for all.”

Awareness day is proclaimed
Gov. Perry proclaimed Feb. 27 as H u­

man Trafficking Awareness Day in Texas, 
saying the key “to preventing and ending 
this horrible crime is public awareness that 
millions still suffer exploitation around the 
nation and the world.”

He urged Texans to join him “in bring­
ing awareness to this important issue as we 
continue to fight to bring justice to human 
trafficking offenders, and help to their vic­
tims.”

Schools achieve progress
State Comptroller Susan Combs on Feb. 

26 called attention to the new “Financial 
Allocation Study for Texas” available at 
the website fastexas.org which shows an 
increase in school districts earning the 
highest ranking of five stars.

“FAST” was created by the comptroller’s 
office in response to 2009 legislation di­
recting the agency to “identify school dis­
tricts and campuses that use resource al­
location practices that contribute to high 
academic achievement and cost-effective 
operations.”

“I am pleased to see more schools be­
ing better stewards of our citizens’ tax dol­
lars while achieving better academic out­
comes,” Combs said.

then you bought the land 
and were an owner or opera­
tor, and finally you retired to 
town and leased to a tenant or 
let one of your kids take over,” 
he said.

“We don’t have that any­
more, because particularly in 
the 70s, a lot of farmers were 
doing well and they educated 
their kids — sent them off to 
college and they got a profes­
sional degree. When they were 
ready to come back in the ’80s, 
it Was a terrible economic time 
in agriculture. And the ques­
tion became ‘Why give up a 
good job in Dallas to take a 
terrible job back on the farm?”’

Also, Hayenga said, as more 
of the farm youth moved away 
and married someone from the 
big city, it wasn’t as easy to get 
everyone to agree they wanted 
to move back to the farm.

“We want our kids to want 
what we give them, but that 
doesn’t always work,” he said. 
“W hat I have seen lately is the 
heirs have started to squabble 
— they just can’t seem to agree. 
Instead of having land, they 
may prefer a larger retirement 
plan or to increase the size of 
their home, and prefer to just 
sell off the farm.

“We sometimes hear people 
say they had to sell the farm to 
pay the estate taxes. But, mostly 
that’s not true; just some people 
don’t want the farm.”
