Cattle Industry
Leader Says It
Is Near Collapse

HOUSTON (B—A Texas dalry
leader asserted today the nation's
cattle business Is on the verge of
financial collapse.

B. E. Stallones, manager of the
South Texas Producers Assn., sald
the Truman administration *‘load-
ed the gun'" and the drought
“pulled the trigger."

He told the Natlonal Milk pro-
ducers Federation:

“The Truman administration
loaded the gun by putting on
slaughter quotas and rationing at
a lime when cattle numbera were
increasing and when people were
willlng and able to buy meat.
Everyons from beauty shop oper-
ators 1o lawyers went into the
cattle business In the expectation
of making a killlng when the
restrictions came ofl. Packers
were nearly starved and animals
were ralsed til thelr talls hung
over the fence.

“The gun was loaded and the
drought pulled the trigger. The
present administration admitted
the situation but left three chains
around the cattleman’s neck: High
support prices on the so-called
basle farm commodities, the 40-
bour weék for unjon labor, and
the proration of gas and oll pro-

duction which |ls an important item |

in meat production.'

Stallonies, a director of the fed-
eration, sald the reported price on
top beel In January 1053 was
$19.70 per hundredwelight,

“Despite {requent
statements by Secretary of Agri-
culture Benson.” he sald, "'the re-
ported price declined almost con-
tinuously to §15.20 on Oct. 15. The
catile business Is on the verge of
financlal collapse."”

The way out of the dilemma,
he said, would have been govern-
ment purchases at strategic mar-
kets.

*“Such purchases would have
forced the packers to pay up for
cattle, since there is no appreci-
able volume of meat In storage.”
Stallones sald, *This lype of pro-
gram would have resulted in the
price of beel over the counler go-
ing down and the price of cattle
on the hoof going up."

Asst. See. of Agriculture John
Davis told the convention yester-
day the sdministration’s farm pro-
gram will not be a new model with
pew paint.

“We don't serap what we've gol
until we get something better but
when we get momething better we
shouldn’t be afrald of it,”" he told
the National Milk Producers Fed-
eration.

“The idea has gotten around the
farm program will be a new model
needing only gasoline and 1 think
such an idea should be dispelled.
1 don’t think that will be the case.
It will be idess for improvement,
commodity by commaodity,

“We are anxious to move away
from dependency on government
but not untll we get something
better. If we are to get away from
government dependency we must
bulld a new structure outside the
government."

He had been cheered frequently
during the address, rnd this state-
ment drew loud cries of “‘give "em
hell, Harry."”

In & sally at the GOP administra-
tion, whose Atty. Gen. Herbert
Brownell Jr. set off the White con-
troversy, Truman asserted:

*. . . The National government
Is ylelding to hysteria rather than
resisting It . ., "

Brownell last Friday charged
that Truman promoted White, a

Truman, besides rapping his
eritics,; went on the offensive with
a demand that congressional com-
mittees leave any house cleaning
of subversive educators and clergy-
men to the schools and churches.

WASHINGTON un—President
Elsenhower declared today he per-
sonally never would have sub-
poensed former President Truman
in the Harry Dexter White case.
He declared too It Is Inconcelvable
to him that Truman knowingly
would do anything to damage the
United States,

Al a news conference which dealt
almost entirely with the politically
explosive case, Eisenhower sald
he was voleing his own opinfon in
declaring he Is opposed to sub-
poenaing Truman.

The House Un-American Activi-
ties Committee has subpoenaed the
former President for Friday to
tell what he knows about Atty.
Gen. Brownell's charges that Tru-
man promoted White kn 1946 after
FB1 reports labelling White as a
Russian spy had been delivered to
the White House.

In reply to another question, El-
senhower mald, again expressing
his personal opinion, that he prob-
bably would not have subpoenaed
Supreme Court Justice Tom C.
Clark, who was Truman's attorney
general at the time of the White
incident.

Clark’'s name came Into the
Brownell-White controversy when
Brownell sald coples of the FBI
reporis were turned over to & num-
ber of high officlals in the Truman
administration,

Among those Brownell sald re-
celved coples were Clark and the
then Secrelary of Stale James F.
Byrnes,

Byrnes, now governor of South
Carolina and in late yeara a politi-
cal foe of Truman, has been called
lo testily before the House Com-
mitlee along with Clark.

Brownell first leveled hla char-
ges In a speech |n Chicago last
Friday.

At that time, White FHouse Press
Secretary James C. Hagerty told
reporters Elsenhower had advance
knowledge that Brownell was go-
Ing to make the speech’; that Brow-
neil had conferred with Elsenhow-
er the previous Monday.

Elsenhower related to his news
conference ftoday that RBrownell
called on him a week ago last

The lead car of the electric-pow-
ered train had almost crossed the
bridge when It was deralled,
smashing Into the stone side of the
bridge.

It bumped along about 30 feet
before grinding to & stop. One pas-
senger In the second car of the
train sald were spilled out
of the badly damaged first car onto
the rallroad Iracks, The second
car wan deralled.

The train, less tham 100 yards
outside the station where it bad
stopped, was moving slowly at the
time.

But as the lead car was derailed
and twisted across the tracks the
following ¢ar pushed it against a
hoavy steel girder separating the
tracka on the bridge.

The girder knifed through the
twisting ear. Out of the gaping hole
injured passengers were spilled
onto the tracks.

Of Reds And Nazis

George von Hassell has had a
storybook full of experiences
crammed Into his 23 years os &
resull, bhe wanls no more LUruck
with Fasclsm or Communism,

George prosently s engaged as
a payroll clerk at Webh Alr Force
Dase, a job for which he "“tralned"
as finance clerk for both the Nazl
Gestapo and the Communist forces
In Berlin,

He also spent a year In a Rus-
sian Labor Camp where he was
“taught” to be a Soviet cltizen. The
Iinstruction didn't stick, however,
and young Von Hassell escaped to
the West and scrapped his Ger-
man and Russian eitizsenship to be-
come an American,

Actually, George was born In
the United States, but his parents
returped to Germany when he was
three months old, in time lo be-
come embroiled In the Fascist and
Commumist upheavals in Eastern
Europe.

A-1C Von Hasiell told local Ro-
tarians Tuesdpy of some of his ex-
periences under the heels of the
Gestapo and Red Rusala, He was
guest at the club's weekly lunch-
eon and was In by Ira
Thurman, program chalrman, and
Lt, Dennis McClendon, WAFB pub-
lle Information officer.

George's story started in the win-
ter of 194445 after he had been con-
seripted by the Gestapo and put
to work as a finance clerk In its
Berlin headquarters,

He was discharged In the spring
of 145 when the war ended. A fow
months later he enrolled in the So-
viet-sponsored University of Berlin,

The young German - American
was asked to join a Communist
youth movement, but he and about
20 others declined, action which
eventually led to thelr interment
in the Red labor eamp.

Btudenls of political sclence,
George and his classmates were
taken on a tour of eastern Euro
pean citles, but the “tour” ended
at Warsaw, Poland, where the group
was loaded on & traln and taken
o Leningrad. There they were
charged with being Fascistsa— a
shock™, Von Hassell says, becauss
he and his famlly had suffered so
at the hands of the Naxls,

From Leningrad, the group was
trucked to Kiev and placed In La-
bor Camp No. 327. After a yoar of

lectures and work, starting dally
at 4 am., George was muﬂl!
upon to liﬂ papers renouncing his
German citizenship and “accepts
ing citizenship as & Russian. His
fingers also were alashed, as an
Incentive to signing the documents,
Von Hassell sald.

Shortly after this, George and
a companion were told they were
free. They were released in Klev,
without funds. The palr hitehhiked
back to Berlin where George ses
cured employment in a Soviet bank,

A few months later, Von Hassell
and his friend escaped to West Ber-
Kn by jumping off a subway near
the American Zone and lﬂml
across the border. George rode
the alrlift to Hamburg, and passage
to New York whence his parents al-

ready had gone, thinking he was
dead,

Now 23, Von Wassell says “I'm
not golng back.'” He is married and
the couple, who reside at 205 E
17th, have one child.
